EYEWITNESS REPORTS
ON KENT STATE

The death of four students
in riots at Kent State Univers-
ity in Ohio continues to be
used as a rallying “cause” by
the Communists and their
variegated combination of fol-
lowers on and off campuses
throughout the nation. Com-
munists provoked the trouble
at Kent State, and they made
it the “cause” for a nation-
wide “student strike” against
the war in Vietnam. Now that
they have drawn into their
“cause” many thousands of
non-Communist, loyal but
mis-informed American youth
and a variety of “liberals” in
Congress, in universities, and
elsewhere, it is important that
a balanced story be given to
the public on what happened
at Kent State, and why.

Congressman Samuel L. De-
vine, of Ohio, said on the
House floor: “Some of the
news telecasters and so-called
‘anchormen’ were so carried
away with emotionalism, they
were just unable to tell but
one side of the story. In order
that a balanced story of the
Kent State University affair be
made available, I am submit-
ting the WMNI-TV commen-
tary, broadcast in Columbus,
on May 11, 1970:”

“Pious Peaceniks” Blamed
“Somebody has their think-

ing all mixed up (said the
WMNI commentator). Ever
since that tragedy law
enforcement agencies have

been taking it on the ‘chin.’
This time, it’s the National
Guard troop who were trying
to keep Kent State open for

the responsible students of
that wuniversity. We submit,
those 30 troops who were

forced to fire into a mob of
about three or four thousand
screaming, rock-tossing stu-
dents are guilty of nothing
more than trying to preserve

law and order and their own !

lives. If there is any blame, it
must rest with the ‘pious
peaceniks’ who ignored re-
peated warnings and persisted
in roaming the campus dis-
rupting the whole college
routine and endangering the
lives of all 19-thousand K-S-U
students. . . . They are the ones
who know how to whip a dis-
interested crowd into a raging
mob. They are the ones who
are teaching open revolution
right in our college class-
rooms. They are the ones who
should be held accountable for
the deaths, injuries and the
millions of dollars damage to
taxpayer property.”

Tribute for Agitators!

Instead, they are being made
into heroes. One of the most
vicious inciters of violence,
Jerry Rubin, who went to
Kent State and harangued
Kent's hard-core revolution-
aries to a frenzy shortly before
the fatal series of riots, had an
honor position at the massive
Communist called demonstra-
tion at the rear of the White
House on May 9 (100,000 youth
attended); and prominent
“liberal” Senators and Con-
gressmen, popular Hollywood
“stars,” and dedicated Black
Panther Marxists-Leninist re-
volutionary leaders paid tri-
bute to him. What, indeed, is
in store for a nation that tol-
erates such conduct and
makes heroes of traitors!

A Kent State student, Den-
nis Durand, from Rochester,
N.Y.,, was interviewed on
WROC-TV, Rochester, 48
hours after the incident. He
witnessed the "whole affair.
“The National Guard (the
hemmed in group of 30) was
surrounded,” he said. “They
had no escape.- There were

Jaycees Ask for
Sigs Endorsing
Nixon’s Policies

Muenster Jaycees, in coop-
eration the recommendation
made at the Jaycee state con-
vention in May are circulating
a resolution supporting the
President’s effort to bring
about an honorable and last-
ing peace in Southeast Asia
and opposing the violent pro-
tests and riots which hamper
the nation’s peace efforts.

The local organization in-
vites people of Muenster to
get behind them in this pro-
ject. They have made several
copies of the resolution and
placed them in the four local
food stores, the Ben Franklin
Store, and the VFW Post
Home for signatures. The res-
olution with signatures will
be sent to the State Jaycees
for forwarding to the presi-
dent.

To avoid the delay of a com-
plete reading at time of sign-
ing, the resolution is quoted
here. People are urged to read
it, and if they approve to sign
a copy in one of the places
specified.

To the President of the
United States:

WHEREAS, the Texas Jay-
cees believe that it is the
sworn and elected duty of the
President of the United States
of America to preserve, pro-
tect and defend this country
and our allies against com-
munist aggression; and
WHEREAS, some young
men and women are engaging
in acts of violence to demon-

strate their dissatisfaction
with the war in Southeast
Asia; and

WHEREAS, the Texas Jay-
cees believe that lawful dis-
sent and demonstration by
any segment of our society
should be protected as one of
our inalienable rights, but
that criminal acts should be
delt with as such; and
WHEREAS, The Texas Jay-
cees believe in the American
tradition of open debate and
freedom of discussion in a
non-violent atmosphere;

| Now, THEREFORE, BE IT
RESOLVED, by the delegates
duly assembled in Fort Worth,
Texas at the 43rd annual State
Convention of the Texas Jay-
cees on May 16, 1970, that the
Texas Jaycees go on record
as commending and encourag-
ing the President, Congress of
the United States, and all citi-
zens of our country to work
together to bring about an
honorable and lasting peace
in Southeast Asia, opposing
violent protests and the incit-
ing of riots, and reaffirming
our belief that Government
should continue to be of laws
rather Than of men.

Rescue Squadron

WITH U. S. COMBAT AIR
FORCES, Vietnam — A re-
cent training flight from Da
Nang AB, Vietnam, became a
vital rescue mission for mem-
bers of two HH-3 Jolly Green
Giant helicopter crews includ-
ing U. S. Air Force Captain
John H. Fette, son of Mrs.
Kate Wilson of Muenster.

The three-hour flight had
just begun. Captain Fette, an
HH-3 pilot on one of the two
helicopters, was nine miles
northeast of Da Nang, on the
north side of Monkey Moun-
tain, when a call came from
rescue control.

The crews were notified
that a battle-damaged F-4
Phantom, south of their posi-
tion, was flying out over the
South China Sea where its
crew would eject.

The helicopters were im-
mediately  turned south.
Rounding the mountain, Cap-
tain Fette and fellow crew-
men saw two parachutes
floating down over the sea.
The Jolly Green Giants were
hovering above the pilots be-
fore they hit the water.

A pararescue specialist was
lowered from each helicopter
to assist the two Phantom
crewmen who were located
100 years apart. They were
safely inside the helicopters
within five minutes.

. Captain Fette serves at Da
Nang with the 37th Aerospace
Rescue and Recovery Squad-
ron, a unit that has been op-
erational in Vietnam since
1965 and which is credited
with more than 571 Ilives
saved.

He is a graduate of Muen-
ster High School, received a
BS degree from the University
of Oklahoma in 1965, was
commissioned the following

year upon completion of Of-

Swim Classes
At Muenster Pool
Will Start July 5

Preparations are under way
now for the annual swimming
classes at the Muenster pool
for two weeks beginning July
5.

Dan Hamric, local pool man-
ager, said it will be the stand-
ard Red Cross program under
official Red Cross supervision
and students who finish it
will receive the usual Red
Cross buttons or patches. The
person in charge will be
named by the county Red
Cross chapter.

Courses to be taught are be-
ginners, advanced beginners,
intermediates, swimmers, jun-
ior life saving and senior life
saving. Adults as well as
youngsters are welcome to en-
roll.

The two life saving classes,
beginning at 8 o’clock, will
lead off each day’s schedule
after that others will have
their classes, the periods ar-
ranged so that each child will
have five 1-hour classes dur-
ing the two weeks.

The first day of the course
will be spent in signing up;
testing and assigning to
classes. Any child past the
first year of school or pre
school is welcome and may
report any time from 8 to 11.
The child must come in a
swim suit so that he or she
can be tested and assigned to
the proper -class.

A Red Cross Water Safety
Instructor will be in charge of
instruction and the teachers
will be qualified junior or sen-
ior - life savers. Persons who
want to teach are asked to
sign up next week so that the
supervisors can be sure of an
adequate staff.

Boys or girls who teach will
receive free passes to the pool
— one pass for each day of
teaching plus a bonus of five
for all ten classes.

Post Office 6uts

Weekend Service
Starting Saturday

People who go to the Post Of-
fice Sunday — and following
Sundays — for their custom-
ary pick-up of Sunday mail
will find the boxes empty.
The current economy drive in

the postal department has
reached Muenster.
Furthermore, counter ser-

vice on Saturday is cut down
to one hour, from 11 am. to
noon. That’'s for stamp sales
and parcel delivery.

The purpose is to reduce
expenses. Endres said the sav-
ing is small in each of the
thousands of post offices af-
fected, but the over-all saving
runs into many millions.

He explained further, that
curtailment here is mostly a
matter of getting in line with
other post offices. They have
not been delivering mail on
Sundays. And now Muenster
people too will have to get
along without their Sunday
papers, unless they arrange
to get copies elsewhere.

The official notice reads as
follows:

“Effective Saturday, June
27, the service counter will be
open from 11:00 AM until
12:00 noon only. Stamps will
be sold and parcels delivered
during this time. Mail of all
classes will be distributed for
box delivery on Saturdays
and the rural carriers will
provide service on their routes
at the usual time on Satur-
days.

“Box delivery service on
Sundays will no longer be
furnished. For many years the
customers of this post office
have enjoyed Sunday mail
service to the envy of many
patrons of our neighboring
towns who have not been so
fortunate. However the de-
mand for Sunday box deliv-
ery service has all but ceased
to exist and therefor this ser-
vice will be dropped.

“Pick up service will still
be provided at the out-of-
town collection box on Satur-
days and Sundays at the reg-
ularly scheduled times.”

Muenster Memorial Hospital
has just had its accreditation
renewed by the Joint Com-
mission on accreditation of
Hospitals.

David Bright, administrator,
said Wednesday that he re-
ceived the favorable report
along with a number of favor-
able comments on the excel-
lence of facilities and services.

One paragraph said that
“the governing board and the
medical staff are commended
for the excellent facility that
has been provided for this
community and the high grade
of medical service that is be-
ing rendered to the patients at
this hospital.”

The renewal 1s based on a
consultation and survey by Dr.
George W. Bascom from May
8 to 12. First accredition was
received in March 1967 and ap-
plied for three years. Since
then more rigid standards
were adopted and the applic-
able period reduced to two
years. Also a special self sur-
vey by the hospital is required

Starts Expansion

And Hikes Rates

Muenster Telephone Corp-
oration announced this week
that it has started its improve-
ment program and it will up
its charge on the next billing.

Alvin Fuhrmann, co-owner
and manager, said that the
improvements will be made
in both the outside and the in-
side plants to establish ex-
tended direct distance dialing
and make 1-party service
available to all

First phase is the surveying
begun this week. Engineers
are measuring staking and
drawing for the dual purpose
of bringing present maps up
to date and planning for the
routing and installation of ad-
ditional cable.

The new map will include
additions of new homes for
the past several years and in-
dicate where additional cable
is most likely to be needed.
For rural lines it will indicate
the number of additional lines
needed and the routing to
make 1 party service avail-
able to everybody.

When the plan is ready a
contract will be awarded to
the low bidder for the line in-
stallations. While that con-
struction is under way the
corporation will enlarge its
building for truck space and
storage and a conference
room, along with inside equip-
ment additions for distance
dialing and the increased num-
ber of phone lines.

Regarding the rate hike,
Fuhrman said it is the increase
authorized by the city council,
partly because of the expan-
sion program and partly be-
cause of inflation. The in-
crease applies to Muenster
and Forestburg phones. Myra
is not included becaues its
new rate was set when toll-
free dialing to Gainesville was
introduced.

On all Muenster phones
and most at Forestburg the in-
crease is $1.00 a month. New
monthly rates effective at
both exchanges will be as fol-
lows. 4-party residence $5.00,
2-party residence $5.50, 1-
party residence $6.00, 2-party
business $10.00, 1-party busi-
ness $11.50.

When improvements are
finished, about a year from
now, there will be an ex-
change at Rosston, making
four in the local system, 1
party service will be available
to everyone and the rate will
be $6.90 for a home and $12.50
for a business. Also the con-
venience of Expanded Direct

Distance Dialing will be
available in all four ex-
changes.

resident of the hospital dis-
trict who receives a transfu-
sion in some other hospital
can have the blood replaced
out of the Muenster blood
bank account.

As a result of this arrange-
ment no patient of the hos-
pital or resident of the dis-
trict needs to pay for blood.
The only charge is for ser-
vices by the blood center and
by the hospital. Services of
the center include the blood-
mobile collection, cost of con-
tainers, typing, refrigerating,
storing, delivery, emergency
delivery and administration.
Service at the hospital in-
cludes cross matching and in-
fusion.

The procedure of collecting
begins with registration and
inquiry into physical history
to determine if the blood is
acceptable, then a check of
temperature, pulse, ete. to de-
termine if present physical
condition is OK.

The blood is collected in a
plastic bag which is identi-
fied by date and number. At-
tached are two tubes with
corresponding numbers, one
for typing and testing at the
center the other for cross
match testing by the hospital.
The bag remains the blood’s
container until it is used.

Blood from this collection
becomes available immediate-
ly to the 45 member commun-
ities of the Red River Red
Cross Blood Center of Wichita
Falls. Bloodmobile visits to all
those communities are sched-
uled so that fresh blood is al-
ways available to the entire
system.

Formal ceremonies Sunday
will dedicate St. Peter’s
Church of Lindsay as a Re-
corded Texas Historic Land-
mark and will mark the struc-
ture with a Texas Historic
Building Medallion and des-
criptive plaque.

The event is scheduled after
the 11 o’clock mass in front
of the church.

The program will be head-
lined by an address entitled
“A Heritage to Cherish” by
Architect Miss Mary McCain,
vice president of the Cooke
County Heritage Society.
Presentation of the certificate
and unveiling of the medal-
lion will be by Horce Lesley,
county chairman of the Texas
State Historical Survey Com-
mittee, and a response will be
given by Father John Walbe
of Fort Worth, former Lind-
say pastor. The Most Rev.
Augustine Danglmayr, D.D.
L.L.D., titular Bishop of Olba,
will bless the medallion.

Gene Pelzel, warden of St.
Peter’s church, will be master
of ceremonies, The Rev. L.
Russell Clapp of St. Paul’s
Episcopal church, Gainesville,
will open the program with
invocation and Father Dam-
ian Wevers, pastor of St
Peter’s church will respond.

The Lindsay church was re-
cently designated as a Re-
corded Texas Historic Land-
mark and rated as one of the
most unusual ecclesiastical
buildings of Texas. Its size
and architectural quality are
seldom found in a town of
Lindsay’s size.

The church is the third to i

serve the parish of Lindsay.
It was built in 1918 to replace
a church which was destroyed
by a tornado the year before.
That church had been built in
1903.

TEXAS A&M UNIVERSITY
SETS AN EXAMPLE

Texas A & M (a college of
13,000 students, only 1,400 of
them coeds) supplied more of-
ficers in World War II than
West Point. Student president
Gerald Geistweidt told a Par-
ents’ Day audience recently:
“Texas A & M and its student
body is and will continue to
be a staunch bastion of san-
ity, maturity and pride. While
other student bodies are
clamoring for so-called peace
through riots, strikes, and pro-
tests, we at Texas A & M are
keeping the peace.”

Today, the surest means of a
book becoming a best seller is
for the author to highlight and
denounce bitterly the faults of
this country. The same can be
said of television and the mov-
jes, which prefer in these mod-
ern days to depict the seamier
side of life in America.

But there’s hope. As I have
moved across this state, [ have
sensed that our people are

rowing weary of gloom. It's
gecoming easier to strike up a
conversation on what's right
about America.

I always suggest that there
are a lot more level heads in
this country than we are some-
times led to believe. There are
a lot more decent, law-abiding
citizens than there are crimi-
nals and cheats and sharks.
There are a lot more young
people in the “now” generation
who want to improve America
than the handful of radicals
who want to burn it to ashes
and start all over.

I can understand why the
“majority” has broken its “si-
lence.” There's a growing im-

patience with agitation and
controversy . But I feel we
should continue to approach

our nation’s problems with a
cool head and an open mind.

I've listened to the voices
of dissent. I think I know what
they're asking of their govern-
ment.

One thing they want is con-
fidence. They want the assur-

ance that their public officials
have the courage to meet the
issues of the 1970s with imagi-
nation and integrity, and not
with some form of “old poli-
tics” that thrashes around with

problems but never quite lo-
cates the workable solutions.

It was my desire to answer
this urgent need that prompted
me in January to seek the office
of United States Senator.

Dr. Doxiadis’ specialty is
EKISTICS—the science of hu-
man settlements—derived
from an old Greek word to de-
scribe the problems of the in-
terrelationship of man with his
environment. Ekistics encom-
passes the analysis and evalu-
ation of human setlements and
the influence upon them of
economic, social, political, ad-
ministrative, technical, and
artistic and cultural factors.

One of the largest projects
underway today by the Doxia-
dis group is a regional study
starting from the urban Detroit
Area and extending to embrace
the Great Lakes Megalopolis,
the urban corridor running
fom Milwaukee through Chica-
go, Detroit, ™ ledo, and Cleve-
land to Pitt. gh. By the year
2000, Dr. Doxiadis believes this
area will be a greater popula-
tion cluster than the Eastern
Megalopolis running from Bos-
ton to Washington.

To cope with the enormous
mass of figures and other data
involved in such planning, the
Greek concern has found the
electronic computer to be an

applications for computers today.

Center in Athens are transmit-
ted for processing to a large
scale UNIVAC 1107 Computer
at the University of Stuttgart,
West Germany.

In a typical city planning pro-
ject, the computer receives a
mass of data concerning the
population of the area with
considerable detail on its var-
ious characteristics. To this is
added information on the phys-
ical environment and the sys
tems network — transportation
facilities, highways, railroads,
etc. and essential utility ser-
vices such as electric power,
gas and water supply.

From his information—which
represents an inventory of the
existing situation—the compu-

ter performs initially a “map-
ping service,”

further subjected to statistical
analysis and the underlying
characteristics of the existing
situation are determined.

PHILADELPHIA, PA. —
Buck Rogers isn’t the only
comic strip character whose
futuristic equipment has be-
come a reality in the Space
Age.

Many police departments in
the United States are now
starting to rival Dick Tracy in
the sophisticated devices they
are using to cope with the ever-
increasing crime rate.

Probably the most important
of these tools is the electronic
computer containing in its
memory information on stolen
cars, stolen license plates,
stolen property, missing per-
sons, wanted fugitives and a
host of other types of data.

The New York State Police
system is perhaps typical of
the application of the computer
in this type of operation.

A trooper on patrol radios
a suspect license number of a
car he is checking to the near-
est police post. At the station
the inquiry message is entered
into a teletype terminal and
sent directly to a UNIVAC
418-Real Time Computer at
the State Police Communica-

tions Center in Albany. Within
approximately 17-20 seconds
the computer searches its mem-
ory and reports whether the
car is stolen.

If the car is from out-of-state,
the message is automatically
routed to the computer at the
National Crime Information
Center at the Federal Bureau
of Investigation in Washing-
ton, D.C. This computer con-
tains information on stolen ve-
hicles, stolen property and
wanted persons, etc. for 49 of
the 50 states.

A teletype reply message is
then transmitted to the origi-
nating police post and relayed
by radio to the trooper inform-
ing him if the car is a “wanted”
vehicle.

According to Deputy Super-
intendent for Administration,
John J. McGuire of the New
York State Police, the primary
benefits of the new system are
that ““you can now alert a
trooper to the facts of the sit-
uation before committing him
to action, and additionally, you
can catch the thief as well as

locate a stolen car.” |

Lawmakers Want
Gun Act Amended
On .22 Cal. Ammo

Eighty-seven senators and
congressmen have banned to-
gether to amend the .22 cali-
ber ammunition portion of th
1968 Gun Control Act. The
bills introduced by Senator
Gale McGee (D-Wyo) and Re-
presentative Robert Sikes (D-
Fla) would remove the re-
maining restrictions on the
popular sportsman’s ammu-
nition.

It is necessary for dealers
to keep records and report the
sale of .22 cartridges. The res-
trictions on all other rifle and
shotgun ammunition have
been repealed by congression-
al action.

The lawmakers said that
criminals ignore the law and
that law-abiding citizens re-
sent registration.

The Florida Democrat, in
keeping with the NRA’s stand
of fostering marksmanship
among citizens subject to mili-
tary duty, pointed out that
“young lads can be drafted to
fight at age 19 in Vietnam
but are unable to purchase a
box of .22 caliber ammunition
for practice at home.”

They (the Guard) were firing
from the off-hand position.

The firing lasted about 10 to 15
seconds.”

Guard Under Attack

Ted Byers, and his brother,
Terry, Kent State students
from Shelby, Ohio, said: “By
Monday afternoon (the time of
the tragedy) there were no
longer any ‘innocent by-stand-
ers’ — people who remained
on the scene had had plenty
of warning (of martial law and
the illegality of the mob dem-
onstration).” Both students
said news coverage of the
event had been distorted. The
students who were killed, said
Terry, a Kent Senior majoring
in journalism, “weren’t in the

roped-off, or ‘safe’ area —
anything that happened to
them was their own fault.”

About 1,000 hard-core partici-
pants were in the “Commons”
battleground area and they
were throwing rocks and ad-
vancing on the Guard. “Agi-
tators within the crowd kept
yelling that the Guardsmen
weere equipped with blanks,
not live ammunition,” said
Ted Byers. Both students said
“the demonstrators began
hurling bottles, bricks and
rocks at the hemmed-in
Guardsmen, and advancing.
The firing came during this
attack.
