
One of the first jobs aw ait­
ing the new senate is to de­
cide for or against confirm a­
tion of Peter J. Brennan as 
the new secretary of Labor. I t’s 
going to be a tough choice, 
considering that lawmakers 
will be subject to lots of pres­
sure from both sides. Union 
bosses and their supporters 
will go all out for Brennan, 
knowing that he will be 
strongly pro-union in h i s  
policies. And the anti-union 
people will be equally deter­
mined to block the confirm a­
tion, fearing that Brennan 
would be likely to favor the 
extension of compulsory u n ­
ionism to more people, partic­
ularly to public employees 
and farm  workers.

The president's nomination,
though possibly explainable 
in the game of politics, is a 
m ystery from the standpoint 
of fair representation. The 
man cannot be identified with 
the m ajority of workers. Ra­
ther he’s one of the bosses of 
organized labor’s 18 million 
members, actually represent­
ing less than a fourth of the 
country’s 80 million workers. 
Will someone please explain 
how Nixon can justify such a 
choice? Aside from obvious 
m is-representation, it seems 
like poor politics. One would 
think tha t it’s sm art to favor 
the larger num ber of people, 
especially when the ratio is a 
lop sided 62-18.

Of course it's understand­
able that the ratio of support 
in congress isn’t nearly so one 
sided. Both houses have lots 
of m em bers who received 
generous campaign funds from 
Labor and therefore feel obli­
gated to its leaders. Possibly 
those people had an influence 
in the nomination. On the 
other hand, however, there 
were union funds opposing the 
president’s election. Surely he 
should have felt no obligation 
to favor them.

Regardless of all that, poli­
tics should not be the big con­
sideration. I t’s the principle of 
the thing, supporting a system 
of industrial slavery in which 
w orkers have to pay tribute 
to industrial dictators, who 
rule with an iron hand, live 
like kings and use the dues to 
buy political power.

Those are the people who 
keep agitating for high un­
earned wages — to increase 
their dues income — and 
snarl the economy by nudging 
the inflation spiral constantly 
higher. In spite of their brags 
about increasing worker in ­
come they did not improve 
current purchasing power but 
underm ined the value of all 
savings. The labor bosses have 
done more harm  than good, so 
it’s most disappointing to see 
them  favored in shaping na­
tional labor policies.

This doesn't mean that u n ­
ions are all bad. They have 
done a lot to improve both 
wages and working conditions, 
and they can continue doing 
good w ithout imposing the 
evils which derive from com­
pulsory membership. In prac­
tice as well as theory the best 
unions are those built on vol­
untary  membership. They have 
to be deserving to hold their 
members. They know that 
people will drop out and the 
organization will fall to pieces 
unless a good program  is fol­
lowed. It’s been said that good 
unions do not need compul- 
sary mem bership and bad un­
ions do not deserve it.

Considering all that, one is 
baffled by the president’s nom­
ination — but not by the cu r­
rent movement to block the 
confirmation. T h e  National 
Right to Work Committee re ­
ports this week that grass­
roots opposition is picking up. 
Hopefully it w i l l  m uster

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til he was jailed, he and a 
partner were highlly success­
ful in their profession.

Dangerous
Ignorance

A survey of the editors of 
21 major magazines w ith a 
combined circulation of over 
50 million reveals an amazing 
lack of understanding of the 
U. S. tim ber industry, tim ber 
management and the forest re ­
sources of the nation. By the 
same token, the public is even 
more confused on these im ­
portant matters.

Many think the U.S. is ex­
hausting its forests. The fact 
is that 75 percent of the con­
tinent’s original forest land is 
still growing trees. A good 
share of editors and the pub­
lic believe that trees can be 
“saved” in perpetuity by sim­
ply tightening controls over 
harvesting. A great many peo­
ple apparently feel that we 
could do w ithout wood en­
tirely. Clearly, there is a 
great dearth  of information on 
facts concerning the forest 
products industry. Trees are 
this country’s largest renew ­
able natural resource. For 
many years — thanks to the 
advancing science of forestry 
practiced by tim ber companies 
tim ber growth, harvesting and 
utilization has steadily im­
proved.

Trees, like other crops, grow 
to m aturity and die. In the 
course of their growth, they 
contribute in manifold ways 
to the preservation of wildlife 
and to the health and recrea­

tional needs of man. That is 
why tim ber companies have 
evolved a m ultiple-use con­
servation philosophy in the 
management of forest lands. 
This philosophy is consistent 
with the necessity of harvest­
ing as well as utilizing Am eri­
ca’s trees. The greatest th reat 
to the perpetuation of forests 
is sheer public ignorance as 
reflected in the recent poll.

Men Without 
a Country

Now that Congress is back 
in business, and the w ar in 
Vietnam fading into history, 
t>he cry is again being, raised 
to grant “am nesty” to the de­
serters, the draft dodgers and 
the traitors who fled the 
United States in order not to 
serve their country in time of 
need.

No 
one aboard ship was allowed 
to speak to him about Am er­
ica. All conservation about 
our countiy stopped when he 
appeared.

Before his death Nolan had 
a change of heart, and he 
died in remorse. Not so most 
of the present-day turncoats. 
They have been consistently 
used for the Communist pro­
paganda mill and still spout 
their hatred of America. And 
even if they may have a 
change of heart, the die has 
been cast. They cannot return. 
While they lived in comfort 
and safety, over 40.000 brave 
Americans gave their lives in 
the hope that freedom might 
live in one other small, uncori- 
quered corner of the globe.

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If You're Suddenly 
Left Alone a Will 
Is a Great Help

“Have you ever thought 
about what you would do if 
suddenly left alone?” It’s not 
a happy thought — but hap­
pens to more and more wo­
men each year.

Mrs. Doris Myers, home 
management specialist w ith 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Univers­
ity, stressed the importance of 
recording your wishes in a 
will.

“Unfortunately, many wo­
men fail to do so.

“Statistically, most m arried 
women become widows sooner 
or later. Of course, sometimes 
the men are left alone instead. 
Still another situation involves 
the single and unm arried wo­
man.

“W hatever the case, eventu­
ally the time will come when 
someone else will handle your 
affairs. When that time comes, 
can im portant papers be found 
designating your wishes?”

To insure they are followed 
as desired, Mrs. Myers stressed 
becoming fam iliar with the 
state laws concerning wills.

“A fter learning the proper 
procedures and forms, put per­
sonal and business affairs in 
order immediately.

“First, take an inventory of 
what you have.

“Also, check with insurance 
policies to make sure bene­
ficiaries are up to date.

“Get your business center in 
order, talking over all business 
m atters with your spouse, next 
of kin or a very close friend,” 
the specialist continued.

“Consult your attorney about 
the inventory and your plans 
to determ ine what m u s t  be 
done to protect loved ones.

“Making a will while your 
spouse is alive has a definite 
advantage — plans can be 
jointly discussed and made 
concerning disposition of the 
estate and pans for the child­
ren and grandchildren. Deci­
sion-making is more difficult 
when alone.”

Unavoidable hardships can 
come about without a will, 
Mrs. Myers emphasized.

“For example, if the hus­
band dies leaving the wife 
everything, what happens if 
she dies shortly afterwards, 
leaving no will? If they had 
small children, serious con­
sequences could result involv­
ing a guardian. W ithout a will, 
guardianship may be left for 
strangers to decide.

“Also, without a will, the 
couple’s joint plans could be 
defeated. Their property would 
be disposed of by a court-ap­
pointed adm inistrator accord-

ing to state law.
“Thus, chances are the pro­

A 20-volume ref­
erence book, “The Annals of 
America,” will also be pre­
sented to the state w inner’s 
school by Encyclopedia Bri- 
tannica Educational Corpora­
tion. The second-ranking stu ­
dent in the state will receive 
a $500 scholarship.

In  late April, the 51 state 
winners, representing every 
state and the District of 
Columbia — each accompanied 
by a faculty adviser — will 
gather in Washington, D. C., 
for an expense-paid tour of 
the capital city and Colonial 
Williamsburg, Va.

Culminating the tour will 
be announcement of the 1973 
Betty Crocker All-American 
Homemaker of Tomorrow and 
three runners-up. They will be 
awarded increases in their 
scholarships to $5,000, $4,000, 
$3,000 and $2,000.

A total of 665,600 seniors 
were enrolled in this year’s 
Search, the first in which boys 
were eligible to participate. 
Since the program began in 
the 1954-55 school year, ap­
proximately nine million stu ­
dents have taken part.

20,000 Texans Are 
Enrolled in DDC 
Driving Courses

An estim ated 20,000 Texans 
are enrolled in 700 Defensive 
Driving Courses being offered 
this month in all sections of 
the state, according to infor­
mation released today by the 
T e x a s  Safety Association. 
“These Texans should become 
better drivers and, at the same 
time, save 10% on the major 
portion of their automobile in­
surance,” J. U. Parker, TSA 
president, said, in releasing 
the information.

“A study conducted by the 
National Safety Council shows 
that DDC graduates have 
32.8% fewer accidents in the 
year after taking DDC. We ex­
pect a half million Texans to 
complete the DDC course dur- 
1973 and, if the National Safety 
Council’s study holds good in 
Texas, we can look forward to 
a significant reduction in the 
Texas traffic c r a s h  rate,” 
Parker stated.

The Defensive D r i v i n g  
Course, designed for persons 
who already have their driv­
er’s license, consists of eight 
hours class study and discus­
sion. The State Board of In ­
surance has directed insurance 
companies whose rates they 
set to give a 10% reduction on 
automobile liability, collision, 
and medical payments insur­
ance to certified graduates of 
the training program.

A spot check conducted by 
TSA shows that 99% of all 
Texas DDC graduates report 
the course improved their 
driving habits. Some drivers 
responding to the questionnaire 
had driven for more than fifty 
years.

The Texas Safety Associa­
tion predicts that more than 
a thousand classes will be of­
fered throughout the state in 
February and that this num ­
ber will increase to two thous­
and in April.

Kindness to Birds 
Is Rewarded by 
Winter Pleasure

W inter feeding of birds 
can create a natural labora­
tory just outside your window, 
providing an opportunity to 
observe some of nature’s most 
beautiful creatures.

Charles Ramsey, wildlife 
specialist for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, 
suggests feeding birds especi­
ally during the w inter m onths 
when ice storms or heavy 
snows seal up the food supply 
on the ground for days or 
even weeks.

Birds can stand frigid sub­
zero weather if they can eat 
enough food to keep up their 
body tem peratures, points out 
the Texas A&M University 
specialist.

With the inquisitive chick­
adees usually the first to dis­
cover the where-abouts of gen­
erous handouts, birds readily 
accept any hospitality they can 
find during cold weather.

Once suet and seed are put 
out, Ramsey advises against 
discontinuing feeding later in 
the w inter because the birds 
will come to depend on this 
regular supply of food.

W inter feeding is sometimes 
complicated by problem guests 
s u c h  as English sparrows, 
starlings and squirrels. Eng­
lish sparrows and starlings are 
introduced species that shoul­
der out their native competi­
tors. They are not protected 
by law so they may be trapped 
and disposed of. There are 
several live-traps available 
commercially that are suitable, 
points out Ramsey.

Since trapping may not be 
feasible, the specialist suggests 
scattering scraps of bread on 
the ground in the open for 
sparrows and starlings while 
feeding grain to the more 
tim id birds in a sheltered spot 
among trees or bushes.

S q u i r r e l s  are sometimes 
troublesome, but they are a l­
so interesting to observe. Bird

feeders suspended by small 
wires several feet from any­
thing which squirrels might 
climb usually solves the pro­
blem.

Although some people ob­
ject to the bullying ways of 
jays, these birds are beautiful 
creatures, which, like squirrels, 
are part of the native wildlife 
population. Jays like the larger 
seeds such as sunflower and 
will scatter a seed m ixture 
with smaller seeds. So, Ram­
sey suggests feeding large seed 
in a separate feeder for jays.

Birds that would ordinarily 
eat insects m ust be fed animal 
food entirely; in other words, 
suet, beef fat or chopped meat. 
Seed-eating birds will eat lit­
tle except vegetable food. 
Some birds such as nuthatches 
and chickadees, will eat both 
suet and seeds. A minimum 
variety of feed should include 
suet, sunflower seed, millet 
and cracked corn, suggests the 
specialist.

As far as feeding devices are 
concerned, many are available 
commercially. But a small 
shelf tacked to a tree to hold 
seeds and a small piece of 
hardw are cloth to hold suet 
will be sufficient.

New Long Range Jet Links Continents

Latest advances in aviation technology are bringing faraway places ever closer to 

home, as was dramatized when one of the world’s newest jetliners, the McDonnell 
Douglas DC-10, recently set three w orld nonstop flight records in a single week. In 
a dramatic demonstration of its long range capabilities, the first intercontinental 
model of the wide-cabin tri-jet spanned 7,677 miles from Los Angeles to Hong Kong 
in 14 hours, 44 minutes.

im plem entation of Farm  Bu­
reau’s legislative program in 
the 63rd Regular Session of 
the Texas Legislature.” In­
vited are county Farm  Bureau 
Legislative Committee chair­
men and members, and county 
presidents. Also invited are 
county FB Membership Com­
m ittee chairmen who will 
meet separately for a session 
on membership acquisition.

A highlight of the two-day 
conference will be the Legis­
lative Banquet on Tuesday 
evening, Jan. 30. The county 
leaders will be hosts to their 
respective legislators w h o  
have received invitations from 
the state organization and 
from county Farm  Bureaus in 
their districts. Also invited to 
attend the banquet are Gov. 
Dolph Briscoe, Lt. Gov. Bill 
Hobby, Speaker of the House 
Price Daniel, Jr., and Commis­
sioner of Agriculture John C. 
White.

Registration for the confer­
ence will begin at 11 a.m. Jan. 
30, and adjournm ent is sched­
uled for 11:30 a.m. Jan. 31. The 
program will include discus­
sions of critical issues and leg­
islative procedures by ’key 
Legislators and a tour of the 
state capitol where the county 
leaders will visit with their 
S t a t e  Representatives and 
Senators.

Medicare Extends 
Coverage to New 
Group of People

People 65 and older who did 
not qualify before for Medi­
care hospital insurance cover­
age will be able to get this 
protection starting  in July  by 
paying a m onthly premium, 
according to Gus Jones, social 
security district m anager in 
Sherman.

Coverage under this new 
provision can begin on July  
1, 1973. Initially, the premium 
will be $33 a month for Medi­
care hospital insurance pro­
tection. The premium may be 
increased later as hospital costs 
rise. “People buying hospital 
insurance under this new pro­
vision also w ill be required to 
enroll for medical insurance 
coverage,” Jones said. The 
basic prem ium  for medical in ­
surance is now $5.80 a month. 
That amount will increase to 
$6.30 July 1.

People who have worked 
enought to receive social secur­
ity or railroad retirem ent bene­
fits when they reach 65 — as 
most people have today — 
are covered autom atically by 
hospital insurance. These peo­
ple don’t pay hospital insur­
ance premiums, because costs 
of the program are paid from 
social security payroll contri­
butions of employees, their 
employers, and self-employed 
people during their working 
years.

‘T he  new provision on hos­
pital insurance is designed to 
extend this coverage to peo­
ple 65 or older who have 
little or no work credit under 
social security and are unable 
to obtain comparable insur­
ance through private com­
panies,” Jones said.

Confetti - - -
enough congressional support 
to bring about the nomination 
and confirmation of someone 
who represents the m ajority 
of workers.

All of us have been disap­
pointed since Saturday’s sign­
ing of the peace to learn that 
peace was not achieved after 
all. Troops of North and South 
Vietnam have been slugging it 
out as viciously as ever.

The situation directs our 
thought to misgivings that 
were expressed when condi­
tions of peace were first lis­
ted. And it makes us feel ra ­
ther guilty about Am erica’s 
failure to insist on realistic 
terms. We’ve been outfoxed 
again by the Reds, otherwise 
we are guilty of deliberate be­
trayal.

We agreed to leave South
Vietnam w ithout insisting that 
North Vietnamese do likewise. 
We know as well as the enemy 
that such an arrangem ent does 
not work. And the obvious re ­
sult happened the very first

day. South Vietnamese did 
w hat honor told them  to do. 
They tried to chase out the 
invaders who made an unjust 
claim on some of their land. 
News stories say that South 
Vietnam is violating the peace 
but everyone knows that they 
are fully justified.

It seems that everyone who
commented on the peace treaty 
had misgivings. As Americans 
we were happy to get back 
our troops and POWs, and feel 
relieved at not having to re ­
turn  to battle. But we w eren’t 
really satisfied. We knew that 
trouble would come from the 
presence of enemy troops in 
the South. We feared that the 
same old conflict would break 
out as soon as our troops were 
gone. We even wondered 
w hether our prisoners will still 
be used to blackail more 
concessions out of us.

It all goes to show that
M acArthur was right in say­
ing there is no substitute for 
victory. This settlem ent does­
n’t stop the trouble, it just 
leaves an explosive situation

waiting to be touched off.
But it could have been dif­

ferent if U.S. had observed 
the centuries old code of war­
fare. North Vietnam was the 
aggressor attem pting to take 
over its neighbor to the south. 
As such it became fair game 
for conquest — by all stand­
ards of civilized society. The 
correct solution would have 
been to back South Vietna­
mese in defeating the North, 
kick out the reds and let the 
people have free, elections.

As m atters stand now the 
war is where it started, ex­
cept that South Vietnamese 
are more capable. Reds are 
still trying to take charge and 
the conflict will not end until 
one side or the other is the 
winner.
