All of us recall rumors about
flying saucers and theories as
to whether they are occupied

by inhabitants of another
planet, but so for none of us
earth inhabitants has come up
with conclusive evidence that
other intelligent beings actu-
ally exist.

However, when we consider

_ the scientific data about other

stars. and planets in the uni-
verse we are inclined to as-
sume that there must be other
inhebited places, perhaps mil-
lions of them. At least we can
say that chance leans very
much in that direction. It's
hard to imagine that the crea-
tor made those many many
other places but did not wish
to have any of them inhabited
by the equivalent of us. Indeed
it would seem rather conceited
of us to think that we are the
only intelligent creatures in all
that vastness.

Scientists tell us there are
100 billion stars in the Milky
Way Galaxy and there are
about 10 billion other galaxies
each with that many stars.
Also, since planetary forma-
tion is probably a normal by-
product of star formation,
there are probably millions of
earth-like planets floating
around in space.

The thought of this immens-
ity, with the universe reach-
ing out to infinity, ought to
inspire some appreciation of
the infinite power and know-
ledge involved in the creation.
No one can think about it
without acclaiming the popu-

lar song “How Great Thou
Art!” At the same time we
have to wonder how the

atheists can persist in their de-
nial of God. Do they actually
think that the billions of won-
ders outside our world, or for
that “matter the billions of
wonders in our world, can be
explained as mere chance?
They are smugly satisfied
with their scientific achieve-
ments but so very unscientific
in failing to observe that the
things they discover had to
be put there by someone of
infinite intelligence and power.

planet without com-
ing to a realization that they
must be wrong. The present
stage of progress offers at
least a faint hope that the ob-
vious will soon become appar-
ent to all.

This thought leads to an
interesting theory. It seems
that a motive behind creation
was to present the many facts
whereby men would gradually
attain a proper appreciation
of God. Will that time actually

come? If so, will we have
reached the ideal society in
which everyone knows it's

" God’s world and lives accord-

ingly?

Meanwhile we individuals
can derive a fair idea of our
insignificance. On this speck
of the universe we’re already
one in billions, but in all the
universe our importance
shrinks to the vanishing point.

Sort of gives us thought to :

be humble about.

At this time when so many
of us are working on the 1040
Form it’s not surprising that
some people are figuring out
how much time we taxpayers
spend in getting out the an-
nual report — not to mention
all the money we have to re-
mit with it. One guy supposes
that each taxpayer or his tax
service spends about four

hours on a return, which adds | §

to the humongous total of 300
million man hours or the
equivalent of 150,000 men
working 40 hours a week for
50 weeks.

But that’s only a part of it.
Still to be figured in are the
additional millions of man
hours spent by employers col-
lecting employee payments by
the week or month and remitt-
ing to IRS, plus the reports on
those transactions and the W-2
forms at the end of the year,
and the special services of
lawyers and accountants who
give tax advice. Finally, let's
not forget the thousands of
IRS employees who work full
time at processing our reports
and following up on mistakes
or fraud.

As mentioned before, this
country needs a simplified in-
come tax — one that just takes
a portion of the gross income,
a report that any taxpayer can
fill out in minutes, and which
can also be checked in a hurry
by IRS. We like the thought
of taxpayers saving on fees
and time. We also like to think
that the government would

Residents have been notified
to erect mail boxes for the
new postal service. Word of
the change was made last
Thursday.

Close of the post office will
mean loss of a wvital part of
the fast-growing Lindsay com-
munity.

Almost from the beginning
there was a post office and a
postmaster. First office was
established on June 26, 1892,
following colonization in the
spring of 1891. Anton Flusche,
founder of Lindsay, was first
postmaster. He served until
the mid 1920s. The office was
located in his drug store con-
nected with his home.

Mrs. Mary Albers was next
postmaster and the office was
moved to a separate small
building west of the grocery
store. Fred Mosman followed
as postmaster until 1937 when
Ewald @ A. Hoelker became
postmaster and moved the of-
fice to Hoelker Grocery. Hoel-
ker resigned on Oct. 13, 1972
and Robert Baker of Gaines-
ville became postmaster.

Baker who has been an em-
ployee of the postal service 26
yvears in Gainesville will re-
turn there.

Old timers recall that the
postoffice started with five
boxes. There were 20 when
Hoelker started as postmaster.
Today there are 120 boxes,
nine rural patrons and a num-
ber of general delivery patrons.

Demise of the post office
will be felt by Lindsay resi-
dents in several ways, among
them the convenience of get-
ting their mail and transact-
ing postal business on the
same trip they do their groc-
ery shopping.

pastor Dinh Ngoc¢ Chau, his
wife, children, and members
of his congregation at the Ai
Lien Baptist Chapel near Bein
Hoa, not more than 20 miles
northeast of Saigon.

Believing that they could at
long last gather to worship
without fear, on the day of
the cease-fire the Baptist flock
met in their chapel to offer
prayers of thanks for the long-
awaited peace. But three hours
after the cease fire deadlined,
Viet Cong with their Soviet
weapons surrounded the
chapel. They tore down the
Vietnamese flag, raised their
Red VC flag in its place, and
told the people; “From now
on you will obey us!”

Despite warning by the VC
not to leave, the little group
of Christians fled over rough
terrain to the safety of South
Vietnamese troops mnearby.
With the war supposedly
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ended, they were again refu-
gees of war.

Reverend James F. Hum-
phries, the Baptist missionary
for South Vietnam commen-
ted wryly, “The question now
is, will it survive the peace?”

This was but one of nearly
six thousand recorded viola-
tions of the truce by the armed
communist guerillas still roam-
ing the Vietnamese country-
side. Isn’t it time that they
retired to their sanctuary to
the North, and let the South
Vietnamese live in peace?

By the 1980's rubber and
plastic-modified rubber will be
used in mpanels for doors,
trucks and hoods, as well as
many of the smaller parts, he
predicted.

The “Floodlight”, an Iowa
Public Service Company pub-
lication, forecasts, “Energy
from the sun could someday
supply our electrical needs
without polluting the environ-
ment.

Still Growing

In spite of a great deal of
talk these days about birth
control, population growth re-
strictions and fertility level
reductions, the United States
of America continues to grow
like Topsy.

Census
Bureau report that as of
March 1, 1973 we have sur-
passed the two hundred and
ten million figure by 380,316
souls.

S. population numbered a lit-
tle less than 205 million. This
means that our population in-
crease alone, in the past three
years, is equal to more than
the entire U. S. population in
1800. Indeed, even by the year

1880, we still had only fifty
million people in what was
then 47 States. Or, to make

another comparison, we have
doubled our population since
1920. It took us 300 years to
reach the first 105 million;
only 53 years for the second.

In the last year, since March
1, 1972, we have added more
people than the entire popu-
lation of Detroit. Indeed from
Feb. 1 to March 1 of this year,
we grew by 84,522,

That is a lot more mouths
to feed, bodies to clothe, and
— in time — families to house.
And what happens when all
of them reach the age to drive
their own cars? It boggles the
mind!

Minimum Tillage
Is Answer to Many
Farming Problems

Are you looking for ways to

reduce soil erosion in -your
farming operation? Minimum
tillage farming may be the

answer to your problem.
Minimum tillage is a system
of farming in which. cultiva-

tion is limited to the opera-
tions that are essential to pro-
duce a crop. Herbicides are

used-to control competition in-
stead of the usual methods of
cultivation.

You may ask what are some
of the advantages of minimum
tillage farming. These advant-

ages normally occur: Saves
time — with most systems only

one or two cultural operations
are required from harvest to
harvest. Some conventional
methods require as many as 6
to 10 trips over the field be-
tween harvests.

Lower production cost —
fewer trips saves labor, fuel
and equipment. However, costs
of herbicides may offset part
of these savings.

Conserves moisture — a
mulch of crop residue on the
surface keeps the soil cooler in
summmer and warmer in win-
ter. Evaporation of moisture
is reduced and this often ex-
tends the planting season
when needed. In dryland farm-

ing the moisture saved is
enough to substantially in-
crease crop yields.

Soil erosion reduced — the
most important benefit from
minimum tillage is the re-
duced so0il erosion. Research

has found that by switching to
minimum tillage erosion can
be cut by 95 percent. Since
residue is on the surface each
piece of residue acts as a small
dam to slow runoff and re-
duce soil movement. Surface
residues from the previous
year’s crop is often the only
measure that will prevent
wind erosion on cropland.
What better way could farm-
ers help fight pollution than
by keeping silt out of streams
and dust out of the air, since
by volume, these are the state’s
greatest pollutants.

Improves soil structure
by reducing the trips over a
field, compaction with heavy
farm equipment is greatly re-
duced. Well managed soils
tend to improve in structure
and tilth. This increases the
ability to catch and store
moisture for use by crops dur-
ing dry periods.

Wildlife food and cover —
stalks and seeds from previous
crops offer wildlife such as
quail, dove and other wildlife
food and cover which is
needed to have wildlife. Bare
ground does not offer much
for these birds and they will
move on.

These are a few of the ad-
vantages of minimum tillage
farming operations. Should
you be interested in finding
out more about this type of
farming operation, contact
your loecal Soil Conservation
Service Office. The technicians
available will be able to pro-
vide you with the informa=
tion.

Tourist Attraction

Phil Davis, Chief of Com-
munity Development with the
Texas Tourist Development
Agency accompanied by Gene
Davenport with Cooke County
