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The recent illness and death
of Former President Truman 
brought out the usual assort­
ment of complimentary com­
ment including references to 
the book “Harry S. Truman”, 
written by his daughter Mar­
garet.

An incident related in the 
book deserves to be widely 
known as a fine tribute to his 
frankness and courage. It con­
cerns a brief meeting with So­
viet Foreign Minister Molotov 
ten days after H.S.T. suc­
ceeded F.D.R. as president.

“Practically everything Mol­
otov said was pure double- 
talk” Margaret said. “Not 
once throughout this labyrinth 
of evasion did Dad lose his 
temper. He reiterated that he 
desired the friendship of the 
Soviet government, but it 
could only be on the basis of 
mutual observation of agree­
ments and not on the basis 
of a one-way street.”

“Huffily Molotov said. T 
have never been talked to like 
that in my life’.

“ ‘Carry out your agree­
ments and you won’t get 
talked to like that,’ Dad re­
plied.

Passages like that earned
Truman his reputation for lay­
ing it on the line. Nobody had 
to guess where he stood on 
an issue. Furthermore his 
position was definitely on the 
side of American principles 
and its best interests. There 
have been a number of times 
since then when his spirit and 
spunk might have served us 
well, especially in confronta­
tions with the UN and with 
our enemy in Vietnam.

However, we can recall an­
other confrontation of his that 
is remembered with less grati­
fication. It was with General 
MacArthur concerning his re­
quest to blast the Red Chinese 
and Koreans across the Yalu 
River. MacArthur was the in­
evitable loser, but we imagine 
Truman has regretted that bit 
of personal success, which 
might be regarded as a turn­
ing point in world history.

At that time, we recall, As­
ian Communism was in its in­
fancy. It could have been 
stopped cold, and Chinese Na­
tionalists could have re-oc­
cupied the mainland, and the 
sad sequence of events that 
has led to today’s predicament 
might have been prevented. 
That wasn’t to be, however. 
HST, like so many others, had 
faith in the UN as a world 
peace organization. He coop­
erated with it, not realizing 
that it was stacked in favor 
of communism.

We like to think that Tru­
man, had he known the situ­
ation, would have backed Mac­
Arthur, thereby helping to 
put world history back on the 
right track.

A good idea that will sure­
ly be ineffective in preventing 
the world wide rash of air 
piracy, was suggested lately 
by the National Rifle Associa­
tion. It would impose capital 
punishment for conviction of 
the heinous crime of air pir­
acy or attempted air piracy 
of a plane with passengers 

It’s an established fact that 
severe punishment is the best 
deterrent to crime. Sky jack- 
ings would end over night if 
t h e  criminals were given 
strong assurance that they 
are putting their lives on the 
line. Such a law would be 
even more effective if accom­
panied by a world wide policy 
of sending the criminals back to 
the country where they com­
mitted their crimes.

We have a sorry situation 
prevailing at this time. Na­
tions which think they are en­
titled to world respect become 
accomplices in the air piracy 
crimes because of political im 
plications. Even the UN, which 
claims to be dedicated to hu­
man welfare, declines to help 
bring the criminals to justice 
And that’s another good rea­
son why our government 
ought to seriouslly consider 
getting US out of UN and UN 
out of US.

There has been talk about 
America taking on the job 
alone if other countries refuse 
to cooperate. If US planes re­
fused to fly to non-cooperat­
ing countries and if planes of 
those countries were not al 
lowed to land here attitudes 
would change soon.

Cost Sharing in 
Conservation Jobs 
Ended by USDA

Cooke County farmers who 
planned conservation work in 
corperation with the Rural 
Environmental Assistance Pro­
gram, (REAP), of 1973 were 
rudely shocked last week by 
a report that the program was 
cancelled.

Formerly known as the Ag­
ricultural Conservation Pro­
gram, ACP, the program was 
intended to help landowners 
conserve their land and water. 
Cost of the improvement pro­
jects were shared by the gov­
ernment and the landowner 
on a 50-50 basis.

Local praitices affected un­
der the new directive are land 
improvement work such as 
pond and waterway construc­
tion, terracing, gully work 
and sodding. Assistance of SCS 
personnel is still available, but 
the government no longer 
shares in the cost.

The Washington announce­
ment stated that all U.S. De­
partment of Ariculture pro­
grams were carefully reviewed 
to determine which could be 
terminated without seriously 
affecting rural America. REAP 
reportedly was stopped to 
h e l p  reduce government 
spending and also retard the 
inflation trend.

In accordance with the di­
rective, A. R. Robbins III, di­
rector of the county ASCS of­
fice, said that there will be 
no grass signup as previously 
announced, and that no appli­
cations can be accepted for 
cost-share assistance on any 
conservation program.

A related set back to farm­
ers is a directive to the Farm­
ers Home Administration to 
stop granting emergency loans 
for rural improvements.

Firemen Answer
34 Calls in 1972

Muenster Volunteer Fire­
men had a fairly easy job dur­
ing the past year averaging 
less than one call to duty for 
every ten days. They an­
swered 34 calls, twelve inside 
the city limits and 22 in the 
rural area.

However two of the fires 
were total losses. They were 
at the Adolph Walterscheid 
home south of town and a hay 
barn with more than 5000 
bales of hay on the Buckner 
farm north of town. Both fires 
were far advanced before re­
ported and beyond control 
when the fire department ar­
rived.

A second house fire was at 
the Adam Wolf’s new home 
while it was still under con­
struction. It was reported 
early and damage was slight.

As usual, grass fires were 
the leading cause of fire 
alarms. There were 22 of them, 
seven inside the city and 15 
in the rural areas. The worst 
was at the Campbell ranch 
four miles east of town. It re­
quired help from the Gaines­
ville firemen and raged for 
about 4 hours before coming 
under control. Strong wind 
added to the firemen’s work.

Other fires were small caus­
ing minor damage to cars, oil 
field equipment and an elec­
tric power line pole. Total 
time logged by the depart­
ment was 31 hours.

The Fire Department ended 
the year with 21 active mem 
bers, including one new mem 
ber, Gilbert Boydstun. Three 
members dropped out.

Fire Chief Herbert Knabe 
represented the Muenster fire­
man at the annual fire-fight­
ers school held at A&M Uni­
versity during the summer.

M oisture M easure  
For 1 9 7 2  W as 2 5 .1 9

A dandy shower Tuesday 
night measuring 1.2 inch gave 
the local moisture a good start 
for 1973, especially in contract 
with last year when the total 
for the first three months was 
only 1.18 inch.

According to Steve Moster’s 
official Weather Bureau re­
cords, last Friday’s rain meas­
ured .34 inch and the total for 
the year was upped to 25.19, 
which is about 10 inches be­
low normal for this area.

That ranks 1972 as fourth 
dryest here since the rain re­
cord was started in 1946. The

dryest was 19.06 in 1956, then 
21.32 in 1963 and 23.01 in 1952. 
Four other years on the record 
failed to reach 30 inches. They 
were 26.10 in 1954, 26.25 in 
1948, 27.82 in 1967 and 28.94 in 
1955.

Of the 27 years now re­
corded, 1956 is the only one 
with a total below 20. There 
are seven years in the 20s, 11 
years in the 30s, seven in the 
40s and one in the 50s. The 
wettest is 51.80 inches in 1957.

last two collections when the 
community failed to reach its 
quota of 80 units.

The quota is determined by 
the number of pints used here 
and by eligible persons away 
from here in a half year. The 
sponsors urgently ask for a 
generous response as a matter 
of meeting the local require­
ment and also as a matter of 
community pride.

Hoping for at least 80 do­
nors, they say that about 100 
volunteers will be needed. The 
reason is that normally 20 per 
cent cannot be accepted be­
cause of their medical history 
or physical condition at the 
time. As a precaution for do­
nors as well as prospective 
users, each volunteer is ex­
amined and questioned before 
blood is accepted.

Recommended ages for 
blood donors are from 18 
through 65. Persons under that 
age need the permission of a 
parent or guardian. Over that 
age they are expected to 
have a doctor’s approval.

The sponsors suggest that 
donors make appointments as 
a convenience to themselves 
as well as the bloodmobile 
staff. Doing so saves the do­
nors’ time in that it enables 
them to give without delay, 
and it helps bloodmobile per­
sonnel by tending to level 
slack and rush periods. The 
appointments can be made by 
calling the hospital, 759-2271, 
between 8 and 5 on week 
days.

The blood bank program 
offers a valuable service to 
residents of the hospital dis­
trict and to hospital patients 
as well as the hospital itself. 
Persons who need blood can 
get it without cost because it 
is given without charge by 
local people. The only cost 
of a transfusion covers the re­
lated services of collection, 
handling, transportation, etc. 
Normally the overall cost is 
about $30 less than for a 
transfusion from a commercial 
blood bank. Besides that the 
hospital saves the cost of a 
stocking fee, normally about 
$150 a month.

Social Security 
Bite Gets Bigger

Effective this week Social 
Security is taking a bigger 
bite out of the taxpayers’ 
earnings. The rate, formerly 
5.2 per cent is upped to 5.85 
per cent and the ceiling at 
which the SS tax stops has 
gone from 9,000 to $10,800. It 
means that the maximum SS 
tax for a wage earner has 
jumped from $468 to $631.80 — 
and the amount has to be 
matched by the employer. To­
gether they may pay as much 
as $1263.60 a year.

Self employed people like­
wise will have to pay more. 
The Social Security maxi­
mum bite has grown from 
$675 in 1972 to $960 in 1973.

For some time before his 
arrest, Yakir was saying that 
his criticisms were anti-Stalin- 
ist, not anti-Soviet. His father, 
Iona, was arrested during the 
1930’s on what were later 
shown to be false charges. 
Iona Yakir was tried in sec­
ret and executed. Pyotr Yakir 
and his mother were sent to 
slave labor camps for being 
members of a “traitorous fam­
ily.’’ They were not released 
until after Stalin’s death in 
1953.

Y a k i r  applauded Khru­
shchev’s anti-Stalinism, but 
felt that his successors were 
lapsing into it again. While 
American media men were 
praising Soviet liberalism, 
Yakir and his followers were 
being persecuted. Many of 
them were imprisoned or sent 
to mental institutions. It is 
difficult to imagine how U.S. 
news controllers will m a k e  
this latest Stalinist move fit 
their “moving toward the cen­
ter” myth.

Communist China, now us­
ing conventional diplomacy, 
is also supposed to be relax­
ing its domestic and interna­
tional revolutionary crusade. 
Yet the number of Chinese 
refugees to Hong Kong is in­
creasing.

People a r e  fleeing Red 
China overland and by swim­
ming the four-mile bay sep­
arating it from Hong Kong. 
Swimmers must survive Com­
munist patrols, sharks and cur­
rents. Bodies are found daily 
in the bay.

Rum Runners 
at the U.N.

Christopher H. Phillips, de­
puty U.S. representative at 
the United Nations, said that 
there have been “flagrant 
cases” of diplomats ordering 
huge amounts of tax-free 
liquor.

One diplomat, during a three 
month period, ordered 2500 
bottles of liquor. The U. S. 
delegation, one of the largest, 
uses only about 600 bottles for 
an entire year.

Although there is no con­
crete evidence, it is suspected 
that some dishonest diplomats 
sell the tax-free booze for a 
profit. A case (12 bottles) of 
tax-free liquor costs about 
$22. When taxes are added, 
the cost jumps to almost $90.

Phillips called for more 
“self-policing and s e l f - r e ­
straint" to reduce abuses by 
U.N. officials. Alcohol is only 
one complaint, Phillips con­
tinued. Tax-free tobacco priv­
ileges are likewise abused: In 
addition, New York C i t y  
policemen say that U.N. cars 
are often parked illegally. On 
many occasions, they a r e  
blocking hydrants.

Merchants also have griev­
ances against the U.N. The 
delegates are notorious for 
late payment of bills. One re­
presentative has yet to pay a 
phone bill of several thousand 
dollars he ran up in a single 
month. An un-named coun­
try owes a furniture store 
some $20,000. Another has yet 
to pay a printing bill due 
several months ago.

Both the U.S. mission and 
New York City have counsel­
ing services available to aid 
U.N. members with visas, bill 
collectors, taxes, and so on, 
but they are being over­
whelmed.

Unpaid bills, illegal park­

ing and misuse of tax-free 
privileges must be curtailed, 
Phillips said. The British dele­
gations promptly supported 
his position, while Soviet and 
Arab members were noncom­
mittal.

Culture and 
The Common Man

Surely no one would deny 
that Washington, D.C., our 
nation’s capital and show place, 
should have a center for arts 
and culture. That was the 
thought behind the magnifi­
cent Kennedy Culture Center. 
The marble structure rivals 
any in Europe. Patrons of the 
performing arts attend func­
tions in elegant surroundings.

Almost a decade ago, a priv­
ately financed center was pro­
posed. When private donations 
failed to yield enough money, 
the government took over. Re­
action to the building’s $50 
million price tag was fairly 
mild. After all, we had to 
show off our civilization and 
make it available to the Amer­
ican public. But if the center 
continues present operations, 
hefty infusions of Federal 
funds will be necessary to 
prevent bankruptcy. And this 
was originally a voluntary 
project.

What have Americans gotten 
for their money? Well, the 
average working man can get 
a Chateaubriand dinner for 
two at $20; a caviar, roast wild 
boar or silk-covered match­
books. French hamburgers are 
also on the menu; American 
ones are so unfashionable, 
you know.

Clearly, the Kennedy Cul­
ture Center is not designed 
for the people who paid for 
it. The center has soaked the 
taxpayer for huge amounts and 
given him little in return. 
With spending policies, the 
center is soaking him more 
and giving him even less.

Indians 
Were Right

When the • Indians charac­
terized the government as the 
Great White Father, there 
were those who were amused 
by such pagan symbolism. As 
it has turned out, the Indians

spoke perhaps with an intui­
tive wisdom. There’s very 
little left in life in these 
United Slates that remains 
untouched by the hand of the 
federal government.

The usual measure of gov­
ernment activities is federal 
spending and the public debt. 
However, these barely scratch 
the surface. According to U.S. 
News & World Report, the 
financial commitments of the 
federal government over and 
above direct spending total 
some $1,336 billion. These 
things that t h e  government 
could be obliged to pay for 
include obligations that are 
guaranteeed or insured by the 
U.S. government — private 
debt on home mortgages, ur­
ban-renewal and public-hous­
ing projects, bank deposits, 
veterans’ lives, etc.

The list of these liabilities 
grows longer as the image of 
the Great White Father, as 
the protector of every man 
and his possessions, becomes 
ever more firmly fixed in the 
minds of th e  shortsighted 
white brothers who thought 
Indians didn’t understand.

Strike Aid Costly 
To U. S. Taxpayers

Governmental aid to strik­
ers, such as welfare benefits 
and food stamps, is costly 
for the American taxpayer. 
Citizens pay higher taxes for 
the benefits, and higher prices 
caused from strikes that are 
prolonged by providing these 
benefits for strikers, states Dr. 
Armand J. Thieblot.

Dr. Thieblot, a professor of 
management at the Univers­
ity of Maryland, co-authored 
the book “Welfare and Strik­
ers — The Use of Public 
Funds to Support Strikes.”

On a radio program “What’s 
the Issue?”, Thieblot said 
welfare benefits for strikers 
will total $300 million in 1972.

He did not blame the unions 
or their members for utilizing 
these programs during strikes, 
but said the blame should be 
placed on state legislatures 
and administrators handling 
welfare rules. These rules are 
so lenient, Dr. Thieblot con­
tended, that 25 per cent of the 
U.S. population could qualify 
for food stamps, whether on 
strike or working.

Law Proposed for 
Recovering Vast 
Volume of Oil

Legislation proposed to in­
crease unitization activities in 
Texas oilfields would support 
cooperative projects in Texas 
oil/gas fields to recover at 
least a portion of an estimated 
98 billion barrels of oil . . . 
left in the ground under cur­
rent operations.

James E. Russell, an inde­
pendent oil operator from 
Abilene, is chairman of the 
statewide Texas Conservation 
Committee for Unitization, 
and spokesman for the cur­
rent legislative efforts.

“Texas is headed for eco­
nomic problems unless steps 
are taken to expand its oil 
and gas production,” Russell 
has told several regional ga­
therings of Texas lawmakers. 
“Without substantial new re­
serve additions, we will see a 
decline in the state’s tax 
base, the state’s job base and 
economy.”

“This 98 billion barrels are 
known to be present. They 
are not regarded as recover­
able without extensive appli­
cation of methods which re­
pressure the fields or which 
use injected fluids to squeeze 
more oil out of the producing 
formation,” he said. “Such 
secondary recovery projects 
usually are not feasible un­
less the reservoir is managed 
as one unit.”

Why is this important to 
Texas? And who would bene­
fit? Russell says, “Essentially 
every citizen in the state.

“First of all, with the po­
tential additional recovery of 
about nine bililon barrels, and 
a state tax of 35 cents per 
barrel, Texas would receive 
approximately $3 billion in di­
rect tax revenue.

“Too, it would insure con­
tinued high employment, help 
alleviate the energy shortage 
and give increased payments 
to royalty owners,” Russel] 
said, “plus continued pay­
ments to the Teacher Retire­
ment fund and added support 
for the various school dis­
tricts.”

Russell cited these present 
contributions the petroleum 
industry makes to the Texas 
economy:

—Direct taxes from petro­
leum production total $650 
million;

—Oil and gas provide 18 per 
cent of the state’s taxes; near­
ly 60 per cent of all business 
taxes; 21.8 per cent of state 
cost of public education; 53.6 
per cent of state cost of teach­
er retirement

“And, 28 oil producing states 
presently require unitization. 
Why should the nation’s num­
ber one petroleum province 
trail in his 50-year-old meth­
od to increase recovery ef­
ficiency?” Russell asked.

Only one Amercian farm 
in one thousand is operated 
by a “giant” corporation, ac- 
cordidng to 1969 data released 
by the Census Bureau.

More Generous 
SS Regulations 
Become Effective

Starting in 1973, people who 
are working while getting so­
cial security benefits can earn 
more but never lose more 
than $1 in benefits for each $2 
earned, according to Gus 
Jones, social security district 
manager in Sherman.

“The more you earn, the 
higher your total income will 
be,” Jones said. “Under the 
new social security law, social 
security payments will be re­
duced by $1 for every $2 
earned over $2100 in a year.”

Previously, monthly pay­
ments were reduced by $1 in 
benefits for every $2 earned 
between $1680 and $2880 in a 
year — and by $1 for every $1 
earned over $2880.

“People 72 and over will 
continue to get their full so­
cial security benefits regard­
less of earnings,” Jones said. 
Under the new law, people 
under 72 can earn as much as 
$2100 in a year and get their 
full social security benefits. 
Different rules apply to peo­
ple getting social security dis­
ability benefits if they work.

In addition, starting in 1973, 
full benefits can be paid for 
any month in which an em­
ployee’s wages are not more 
than $175 — or he didn’t per­
form substantial services in 
self-employment. Previously, 
the monthly limit was $140.

“Also, starting in 1973. only 
your earnings in the months 
before you reached 72 will 
be used to figure what bene­
fits are due you for those 
months.” Jones said. “Before, 
earnings in the entire year you 
reached 72 were counted in 
figuring benefits due you for 
months before you were 72.”

Extensive Changes 
In School Finance 
Proposed for State

The State Board of Educa­
tion passed along to the new 
24-member Board a commit­
tee report proposing far- 
reaching alternations in pub­
lic school finance.

The Board at a special meet­
ing accepted the committee 
version of a comprehensive 
foundation school program but 
delayed formal approval. The 
largely-new Board takes over 
January 13.

Board Chairman Ben Ho­
well of El Paso said the re­
port seems to meet require­
ments of a 1971 federal district 
court ruling invalidating the 
present system of financing 
schools.

Under the committee plan, 
the n ew  foundation school 
program would be financed 
completely from state revenue 
by 1978-79. The local share of 
program costs would be grad­
ually reduced from 20 per cent 
in 1973-74 to zero by 1978-79. 
A variety of other proposals 
for altering finance formulas 
are included in the seven ma­
jor committee recommenda­
tions.

Texas State Teachers Asso­
ciation has come up with its 
own plan to meet thrust of the 
federal court decision. The 
TSTA program would cost $2 
billion for the next school 
year, as compared with $1.4 
billion for the plan before the 
State Board. The latter re­
presents an increase of $201 
million over the 1972-73 mini­
mum foundation program cost.

The Sensuous Termites:W hat Are They Up To?
‘N ight and Day, you are the o ne .. an old popular refrain)

Termites constitute one of 
man’s most serious insect 
pest problems, and one reason 
is their tremendous reproduc­
tive rate. Or, you might say, 
their “love lives.”

A single queen termite can 
—and often does—produce 360 
eggs per hour, or 3,152,000 a 
year.

“This means,” says Dr. 
David Watson, chief entomol- 
ogiest, Velsicol Chemical 
Corporation, Chicago, “she is 
constantly surrounded by 
adoring ‘kings’, or male re-

Eroductive termites who keep 
er fertilized and productive 

24 hours a day, 365 days a 
year!”

The queen emits a fragrant 
liquid from her pores, the 
smell of which affects male 
termites like expensive, sexy 
perfum e. I t  turns th eir 
thoughts immediately to love.

Once fertilized, a queen 
grows to comparatively enor­
mous size. She weighs up to 
100 times as much as a worker 
or soldier termite, and can 
grow up to four inches long. 
Offspring Do Damage

It’s her offspring that are 
the big problem. “Worker” 
termites do the most damage 
to your ceiling beams, floor 
joists, books and other prop­
erty with cellulosic content. 
They attack seven out of 10 
homes in the south; five of 
every 10 in the midwest and 
at least two of every 10 in 
northernmost states. Accord­
ing to Dr. Watson, termites 
do more than $800 million 
worth of_ damage to houses 
and other buildings in the 
U. S. alone each year.

Here’s how you can tell 
whether or not you have 
termites:

You might see a cloud of 
insects descending on your 
home. However, they may not 
be termites, but flying car­
penter ants — a problem in 
themselves, but not as hard 
to get rid of.

Examine one to tell the dif­
ference. If it has a slim, “Gib­
son Girl” waist, it’s a carpen­
ter ant; if the body is straight, 
like an A-line dress it’s a ter­
mite. Also, the two sets of 
wings on a termite are the 
same length; the carpenter 
ant’s two sets are different 
lengths.

Another sure sign of ter­
mites are mud tubes loading 
from the ground and up your
