
Somewhere in ihe news a
few days ago was a mention 
of the fact that our govern­
m ent is operating on a budget 
of $246.3 billion, and no one 
seems to think that it will be 
balanced. And just ten years 
ago, they tell us, the budget 
was $92.5 billion. Imagine, 
th a t’s an increase of more 
than 160 per cent in those few 
years. Meanwhile the national 
debt has grown to more than 
$427 billion. Estim ating our 
population at slightly more 
than 200 million, this means 
th a t every man, woman and 
child owes over $2,000.

We'd like to think that the
present congress will take up 
this year’s work w ith  those 
figures beating relentlessly on 
their minds — so much so that 
they would adopt cost cutting 
as their num ber one job.

That would not be easy, of 
course. Presidents and Con­
gresses before this have firm ­
ly resolved to trim  down the 
budget, getting rid of un­
needed personnel as well as 
programs, but they did not 
reckon with the bureaucracy 
which holds the purse in its 
iron grasp. W ashington is full 
of self seeking opportunists 
who have little concern for 
the tax payer or the public 
welfare. Their first aim is 
self advancement. Rather than 
trim  down the padded ap­
propriations or strive for more 
efficient operation, they add 
red tape and personnel in an 
effort to expand their im port­
ance and qualify for higher 
pay.

Though experience of the
past few decades offers little 
encouragement, we hope that 
our new legislature will re ­
solve to abandon political 
custom and settle down to firm 
statesmanship. They ought to 
be interested in doing the 
right thing just because it in­
volves a fair deal to so many 
people, also because common 
sense tells them there has to 
be an end to the squandering 
or. inevitably, there will be 
an end to the country. We 
can’t let this inflation continue 
without inviting a crash.

As we think this thing 
through we realize that we 
have been taken in by a 
bunch of sm art alec econom­
ists who quipped that debt 
doesn’t really mean anything 
because it’s just money we 
owe ourselves. It was a catchy 
statem ent which helped peo­
ple dismiss the problem, but 
it ignored the fact that counts 
a lot more.

Deficit spending, by causing 
inflation, is actually a system 
of stealing from the people 
who have saved. Ask the man 
who bought an insurance pol­
icy or a federal savings bond. 
The money he paid had a 
much higher purchasing value 
than he receives on m aturity 
of the bond or policy. Who 
gets the benefit of that loss? 
Obviously those persons, more 
so the government, w h o  
buy w ith the higher value 
borrowed money and pay back 
with the lower value depreci­
ated money.

There's still more involved
in this debt issue. It can’t 
be simply cancelled in order 
to make a new start. It. has 
to be paid off, in part at least 
if not in full, because we must 
have some kind of just com­
pensation for those who pro­
vided the money. Debt can­
cellation would be nothing but 
confiscation, which amounts 
to another way of stealing 
from those who saved.

The whole case briefly told 
is that our national money 
policy is neither sm art nor 
honest. Congressmen ought to 
be aware of this and adopt 
an inflexible attitude against 
red ink budgets. Likewise the 
executive departm ent ought 
to be equally firm  in curtail­
ing unnecessary spending. By 
all means they ought to be on 
guard against the waste of 
bureaucracy and even more so 
the outright thievery of graft, 
and pork barrel politics. .

A related subject is proper­
ty tax, which likewise has been 
getting out of hand in recent 
years. The evil of inflation, 
which had its cource in def­
icit spending, has forced local 
and state government to soar 
higher and higher, causing the 
local property tax to go up 
and up. One report says that 
homeowners in the older age 
bracket paid an average of 
8.1 per cent of their earnings 
on property tax in 1970.

Everybody would like to 
bring relief to those taxpayers 
but the signs point to increase 
rather than decrease, especi­
ally in relation to big expen-

An improvement over the 
previous collection, bu t still a 
disappointment, the blood col­
lection here Wednesday net­
ted only 69 pints. T hat’s 21 
pints more than given here on 
August 3 but still consider­
ably below the community 
quota of 80, which is deter­
mined by the actual local need 
in a six months period.

It means, according to David 
Bright, local adm inistrator, 
that M uenster has overdrawn 
three times in the blood bank. 
The community as a unit has 
drawn out considerably more 
than it deposited and we are 
in debt to the other member 
communities.

The fact is especially disap­
pointing because the blood 
bank renders a very real ser­
vice to the community. It en­
ables patients at the hospital 
and residents of the hospital 
district to receive blood trans­
fusions for only the cost of 
services. The blood itself is 
free because it is donated, so 
the actual cost of a transfu­
sion is about 30 dollars less 
than when a commercial blood 
bank provides the blood.

Some thirty communities 
participate in this Red Cross 
blood bank system which is 
headquartered at Wichita Falls. 
Each community in its turn  
provides blood for all other 
communities.

At W ednesday’s collection 
there were 70 volunteers and, 
luckily only one had to be 
rejected because of present 
condition or medical history. 
Normally about 20 per cent 
are turned down.

Council Outlines 
Control Method 
For Dog Nuisance

The M uenster city council 
a t its meeting Monday night 
gave an answer to the local 
stray dog problem. It said that 
the city now has a good, ad­
equate ordinance to control 
the dogs if people will report 
their troubles or file a w ritten 
complaint.

As explained by City Super­
intendent Steve Moster, a per­
son can get initial help by 
calling the city hall and re ­
porting if a dog has menaced 
someone or damaged some­
thing. The city will pick up 
the animal and take it to the 
dog pound. If identification is 
possible the owner will be 
notified and allowed to re ­
deem the dog, and also re ­
minded to keep it under con­
trol.

U nfortunately this action is 
not always sufficient. If re ­
leased the dog is likely to re ­
turn  to its former behavior. 
In that case a w ritten  com­
plaint may be filed with the 
city for action by the sheriff’s 
departm ent.

In other action the coun­
cil approved a change in 
equipment at the sewer plant 
to eliminate trouble w ith a 
paddle wheel in the “race 
track” aerator.

Sale of Hesperian 
Ends 82 Year Era

Hesperian Building and Sav­
ings Association, esablished in 
1890 as an organization to 
help people save their money, 
closed out an 82 year era on 
December 14 w hen its owner­
ship changed from a group of 
Gainesville men to Ward 
Hunt of Dallas. The firm is 
the oldest building and sav­
ings association of Texas.

A brief history of the busi­
ness was recalled by J. D. 
Howeth, outgoing president, 
when the change of ownership 
became effective. Howeth, now 
85, has been with the associa­
tion for 55 years and served 
as president for the past 20. 
His father, W. W. Howeth 
was one of the charter direc­
tors.

Original officers, he said, 
were R. D. Gribble, president; 
J. D. Leeper, vice president; 
W. T- Roberts, secretary and 
E. A. Blanton, treasurer. O th­
er directors were W. W. 
Howeth, J. H. Wilson, J. W. 
Blanton, C. C. Hemming, W. 
S. Hurley and George T. 
Yates.

The firm ’s first loan was for 
$600 with 6 per cent interest. 
Loans since then have often 
been in large amounts, Howeth 
added, but the interest rate 
has never been above 8.5 per 
cent. Only two losses have 
been recorded during the 82 
years. One w‘as for $2,000, the 
other for $300. Total loans last 
year were over $18.4 million 
and total deposits were over 
$21.4 million.

Howeth said that Hesperian 
was organized with a dual 
purpose, to provide Cooke 
County people with a good 
place to invest their money 
and also a good place to secure 
loans. It has achieved both of 
those aims, paying out the 
highest legal rate of interest 
while financing thousands of 
houses and commercial build­
ings.

The business is now operat­
ing in its fourth location. 
Starting in the old Lindsay 
Hotel building, it moved la­
ter to the First State Bank 
and then to the 100 block of 
East California. Its last move 
was in June 1969 to the hand­
some and spacious new build­
ing at 111 E. Broadway.

Good-Bye to '72
The year 1972 was nothing if 

not eventful. The President of 
the United States made his­
toric trips to Commist China 
in February, and Soviet Rus­
sia in May, signing agree­
ments that will unquenstion-
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ably have farreaching effects 
upon the future of the world.

The Vietnam War increased 
in fury when North Vietna­
mese Communists (on March 
30) launched an all-out offen­
sive to conquer the South and 
thus circumvent the negotia­
tors; but the South Vietna­
mese, freshly trained by the 
U. S., fought back well, and 
American fliers mined the 
harbors of the North in addi­
tion to bombing strategic ta r­
gets. Result; the Reds did less 
well in this offensive than in 
their trecherous- Tet drive of 
1968. The Communists com­
mitted the worst massacre of 
the war when they shelled re ­
fugees fleeing from Quang Tri, 
killing or wounding up to 20,- 
000 civilians.

Peace talks were on and off 
throughout the year. Dr. Henry 
Kissinger announced late in

Annual
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October ’ that “peace is at 
hand,” but the elusive bird 
flew away again in Paris when 
the “final” drafting touches on 
the treaty were being made. 
At the end of the year, the 
United States had resumed 
bombing strategic targets in 
the North, and the crafty foe 
was charging that he had been 
robbed.

Two Apollo flights to the 
moon were made by Am eri­
cans — one in April, the other 
in December — bringing back 
some hundreds of pounds of 
rocks judged to be of immense 
scientific importance. T h u s  
m an’s first physical explora­
tion o f the earth’s satellite 
was brought to an end until 
America or some other nation 
tries again. Scientists say that 
Project Apollo was the great­
est technological feat in his­
tory.

President Richard M. Nixon 
and Vice President Spiro T. 
Agnew were re-elected in a 
sweep that carried 49 of the 
50 States. Governor George C. 
Wallace, who had done weU in 
his State prim ary bids for the 
Democratic nomination, was 
critically wounded by an as­
sassin on May 15 at Laurel, 
Maryland.

Among notable persons who 
died during the year were 
form er President Harry T ru­
man, J. Edgar Hoover (who 
had directed the F. B. I. for 
48 years) and the Duke of 
Windsor. Lost to the sports 
world was Gil Hodges, a great 
baseball player and manager.

The economy of the United 
States and of the world con­
tinued to gain, though large 
domestic and foreign trade 
defecits continued to cloud 
the picture. The West Euro­
pean Common Market was 
joined by Britain, Ireland and 
Denmark, while Norway de­
clined to do so.

International crimes w e r e  
paramount. Clifford Irving and 
his wife admitted the most 
costly literary hoax in history. 
They sold a fake auto-biogra- 
phy of Howard Huges to Mc­
Graw-Hill Company for $750,- 
000. The Olympic Games in 
Munich, Germany were sad­
dened by the killing of eleven 
Israeli thelets by Arab Guer­
rillas. Earlier, on May 30, 
three Japanese terrorists de­
barked at Lod airport in Tel 
Aviv, Israel, and immediately 
fired machine g u n s  and 
threw  grenades, killing 28 and 
wounding 76 other persons. 
The war on narcotics was ex­
panded internationally.

The civil w arfare in N orth­
ern Ireland increased in viol­
ence throughout the year, 
along with evidence that the 
flames of this strife were be­
ing fed w ith Soviet weapons 
and ammunition.

Air hijackings increased in 
t h e  United States, South 
America and Europe. Airline 
pilots of 64 countries w ent on 
a one-day strike June 19 to 
reinforce demands for stronger 
preventive actions.

The year 1972 nearly every 
mimnute m a d e  memorable 
history, some bad but much 
that was good.

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Too Much Pay
Congressmen H. R. Gross of 

Iowa and Morris K. Udall of 
Arizona are to be congratu­
lated for their investigation 
(through the House Post Of­
fice and Civil Service Com­
mittee) of high salaries paid 
to officials employed by the 
U. S. Postal Service.

According to initial findings 
by the House Committee, sal­
aries paid to Postal Service 
bosses today are double or 
more than previously paid to 
those running the Post Office 
Department. One witness, Mi’. 
Edward Day, former postmas­
ter general during the Ken­
nedy administration, has testi­
fied that when he was running 
things there were only ten 
persons making over $20,000 a 
year. Today, he said, there are 
more than 1,000 Postal Ser­
vice executives whose salaries 
exceed that figure.

Postm aster General Elmer 
T. Klassen gets $60,000 a year, 
the same as' members of the 
Nixon Cabinet. But, in addi­
tion Mr. Klassen has several 
assistants; one is paid $52,500; 
three are paid $50,000,, one 
receives $46,000 and five re ­
gional postmasters are paid 
$45,000 each. In turn, the re­
gional postmasters also have 
well-paid assistants who draw 
$35,000 to $45,000 a year.

If the Postal Service pro­
duced a profit, such salaries 
m i g h t  be understandable. 
Needless to point out, how­
ever, is the fact th a t the Pos­
tal Service is currently oper­
ated at a huge deficit, and that 
these millions of dollars are 
extracted from your pocket- 
book through Federal taxes.

From a business-like point 
of view, would it not be ad­
visable to cut the inflated 
salaries back to their former 
level of $20,000, with the 
priviso that when the Postal 
Service ceases to loose money, 
then the pay would be raised? 
After all, the lessons of his­
tory shows that a man works 
best when he has some in­
centive. ,

Mr. John O’Riley, writing in 
The Wall S treet Journal,

his taxes. Is there any reason 
why it necessarily should? 
Say a man has ten dollars of 
income. And say he spends 
seven himself a n d  three 
through taxes, in public out­
lays. Now say he chooses, 
through his representatives in 
government, to spend four dol­
lars of the ten on public ser­
vices. Is it rem arkable that he 
has only six dollars left in­
stead of seven? Until a new 
m athematics is invented that 
can make, say, two and two 
equal five, it will always be 
that way.”

Are you one of the com- 
plainers who expects govern­
ment to spend $4 for every $3 
it takes from you in taxes and 
then wonders why there is 
inflation and why you can 
never make ends meet? If you 
are, you will continue to won­
der until you’ve learned that 
the ancient rules of arithmetic 
apply to governmments as 
well as individuals.

Texas Completes 
Changeover to 
New Government

Texas got a fast-starting 
legislature, a new governor, 
lieutenant governor and speak­
er of the House all in eight 
action-packed days.

Dolph Briscoe of Uvalde 
and William P. Hobby Jr. of 
Houston were inaugurated as 
governor and lieutenant gov­
ernor in spectacular ceremo­
nies Tuesday, Jan. 16.

Price Daniel Jr. of Liberty 
won election as House speaker 
without opposition as the leg­
islature convened January  9. 
The 31-year-old son of former 
Gov. Price Daniel (who now 
serves on the State Supreme 
Court) announced appointment 
of House standing committees 
four days after his election, 
and immediately referred bills 
for hearing.

Outgoing Gov. P r e s t o n  
Smith offered some good fin­
ancial news to the arriving 
legislators. His $9.7 billion 
biennial budget proposal esti­
mated a $300 million surplus 
for lawmakers to use in ex­
panding programs or revising 
school finance formulas.

Governmental reform pro­
posals backed by Daniel will 
be among the first bills to get 
House hearing. The House, 
with a minimum amount of 
opposition, prom ptly adopted 
the trick set of procedural 
rules the new speaker urged.

Smith in his swansong to 
the Legislature, advised that 
lawmakers move immediately 
to establish the constitutional 
revision commission directed 
by voters last November. He 
subm itted as an emergency 
m atter appropriation of funds 
to pay the commission’s ex­
penses.

The outgoing Governor fu r­
ther advised legislators ought 
to consider tackling the tough 
school finance system over­
haul in a special session.

Sullivant Reports 
63rd Legislature 
Off to Fast Start

Representative Bill Sulli­
vant reports that the 63rd leg­
islature is off to a fast start 
in Austin. True to his word, 
Speaker of the House, Price 
Daniel, Jr., has already made 
his committee appointments 
and has given strong repre­
sentation to the freshmen on 
all of the im portant commit­
tees.

Several items of reform leg­
islation have been introduced 
and referred to committees 
for immediate action. Among 
the proposals most im portant 
to the tax-payers of our state 
is a bill which Sullivant has 
co-sponsored l i m i t i n g  the 
powers of House and Senate 
conference committees. Under 
the proposal the conference 
committee would be restricted 
to adjusting the differences 
between the House and Sen­
ate versions of the appropria­
tion bill. This would cut out 
the past practice of the con­
ference committee adding new 
items of appropriation which 
did not appear in either the 
House or Senate version of the 
bill. “This bill should go a 
long way toward helping us 
get a tighter rein on state 
spending.” S u l l i v a n t  com­
mented.

Among other reform legis­
lation which Sullivant signed 
as a co-sponsor is a proposed 
ethics bill. “This proposal, if 
enacted, should help us avoid 
any more Sharpstown type 
scandals,” Sullivant said.
