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Comment by David Law­
rence in his syndicated column 
Monday reveals that national 
legislators are thinking ser­
iously about changes in our 
method of electing the presi­
dent. Apparently they agree 
there should be some adap­
tation of the popular vote, but 
on the basis of each state’s 
electoral votes.

They’re on the right track. 
Common sense tells us to 
quit the absurd practice of giv­
ing all of a state’s electoral 
votes to the high candidate. 
At the same time it tells us 
that the nation-wide popular 
vote is not quite fair because 
it favors states with more len­
ient voting laws or even the 
states which happen to have 
better weather on election 
day.

However, the method Law­
rence mentioned seems cum­
bersome. It would divide each 
congressional district’s single 
electoral vote in the ratio of 
popular vote, and in the end 
give the remaining two elect­
oral votes in each state to 
the leading candidate.

Does that sound confusing? 
Of course it does. Well, here’s 
the general idea, as it ap­
plies to our state. Texas has 
25 electoral votes, the equiv­
alent of its number of repre­
sentatives and senators. The 
idea would be to divide each 
congressional district’s elect­
oral vote in the ratio of popu­
lar vote and give those two 
extras as a sort of bonus to 
the winner. It does seem to 
be needlessly complicated. Be­
sides i t  retains a bad feature 
of our present system, except 
that i t  gives the winner only 
two votes rather than the 
entire 25.

The report reflects the well
known attitude that police are 
supposed to be models of self 
restraint. Their job is only 
to control the mob, not to 
meet violence with violence 
Under normal conditions they 
probably would have lived up 
to that standard. But this riot 
was different, and it is un­
derstandable that many of the 
officers failed to keep their 
cool.

Being human beings as well 
as officers they had plenty of 
provocation for their display 
of anger. After all, the filthy 
and degrading attack on them 
by the demonstrators is the 
worst on record in this coun­
try’s history. We wonder what 
percentage of normal people, 
in or out of uniform, could 
endure such vile treatment 
without giving in to the re­
taliatory urge.

This column believes the in­
vestigators are out of line in 
condemning the violent re­
action of police without ad­
mitting that average people 
cannot be expected to tol­
erate such depraved and vic- 
i o u s provocation. Perhaps 
that is where Mayor Daley 
finds fault with the report.
The ugly details are revealed 
and present adequate reason 
for the officers’ behavior, but 
still the officers are con­
demned.

The report also demands 
punishment of the police who 
let their anger get out of con­
trol, but news releases made 
no mention of demands for 
punishment of mob leaders 
who started the trouble. It 
makes us wonder whether the 
investigators found any fault 
in their savage rioting and 
barbarism. It’s hard for the 
public to accept such biased 
finger pointing.

All in all the report is best 
described' in the words of 
Mayor Daley. It is a dis­
service to the country. It 
blames those who were on our 
side protecting society’s in­
terests, and fails to direct 
proper blame on those who 
caused the whole mess.

For a better perspective of 
the riot we should remember 
prior boasts of the head rioters.
Their intention was to wreck 
and discredit a national con-

SWAZILAND JOINS 
THE CLUB

Among the first official acts 
I of the 23rd General Assem­
bly of the United Nations was 
the election of Swaziland as 

I the world crgunizaii n's 123th 
I member.

The former British protec­
torate which won i.a indepen­
dence and full status as a 
free nation just recently raises 

I the membership total a little 
| closet to three times what 
it was when the Charter of 
the U N.. torn in hope and 
nurtured in ideals, went into 
effect 23 years ago.

Swaziland has a population 
I of 373,000 — less than that of 
the City of Jacksonville — 
scattered over an area of 6,705 
square miles, slightly smaller 
than the State of Massachu­
setts.

Yet this fledgling, untried 
nation takes its place in the 
organization of nations as a 
full-fledged member, with a 
vote equal to that of the Uni­
ted States, the Soviet Union or 
any other member state. There 
are. indeed, 69 smaller nations 
including Swaziland, and many 
of them like Swaziland were 
newly formed from former 
African colonies and protec­
torates. They are now full 
fledged members of the U.N. 
and combined have less popu­
lation than the United States. 
Yet they cast 69 votes, to the 
United States’ one.

It is therefore hardly sur­
prising that the U.N. has be­
come largely a “cave of the 
winds." with Uncle Sam, who 
still picks up most of the U.N. 
tab, playing the role of Uncle 
Sugar.

It seems a good place to be­
gin to apply the Supreme 
Court’s “one man, one vote” 
dictum.

Payment (restitu­
tion) to Pay-N-Pakit Super­
market for the 30 dozen eggs 
taken the night of the egging.”

the nail on a tall drinking glass, as 
shown in the picture. Attach an 
empty balloon with a rubber band

to one end of the yardstick. On the 
other end, to make a perfect bal­
ance, tape a dime or penny or at­
tach a paper clip.

When 
you attach it again, full of air, you'll 
see that end of the yardstick dip 
down. That’s because the air inside 
the balloon has weight and makes 
it heavier.

Do you know why the engine is us- 
ally in the front of a car?

When cars were first invented, the 
inventors put the engine up front 
where the horse used to be. But 
there are other reasons, too. When 
the engine is up front the rush of 
air through the radiator grill keeps 
it nice and cool. And it’s much 
easier to link the controls between 
the dashboard and the engine.

Interest Picks Up 
On Texas Canals

Texans and their Legislature 
will be asked to give approval 
and support to the huge $10 
billion Texas Water P l a n  
through legislation and a vote 
in November of 1970.

Texas Water Development 
Board plans to reveal details 
o:' the plan this month. It 
is known that it will propose 
two huge canal systems to 
carry surplus water across 
North Texas to the Plains, and 
down the Gulf Coast to the 
Lower Rio Grande Valley.

Both canals will be federally- 
financed, if they prove feasi­
ble. But state money will be 
needed to help finance them 
a n d companion reservoirs 
which will be needed to meet 
the water needs of a Texas 
with 30 000,000 people in the 
year 2020

Board asked a legislative 
study committee to endorse 
a proposal to increase the 
present $400 million water de­
velopment fund bond program 
to a figure in the range of 
$2 to $3.5 billion. It said it 
wanted advice from legislators 
on how much state financing, 
through loans, should be put

into the program, before set­
ting a precise figure. But it 
did suggest that the matter 
be submitted to the voters for 
approval or disapproval at the 
election in November, 1970.

It also asked that the Legis­
lature make a number of poli­
cy decisions giving the board 
and other state agencies the 
authority, and the direction, 
to carry out jobs of pollution 
control, recreation and park 
development, water rights con­
trol, planning and contracting 
for the massive job which lies 
ahead.

If the water is to be where 
it is needed in the years ahead, 
to allow all ports of Texas 
to grow and prosper, detailed 
planning work must be begun 
in 1969, the board said. The 
Texas Water Plan, will be 
the biggest public works job 
ever undertaken, nearly four 
times as large as the $2.5 bil­
lion California water project 
now under construction.

A legislative c o m m i t t e e  
headed by Rep. Bill Clayton 
of Sprinklake took the re­
quest under study. It will 
make its recommendations to 
the Legislature in January.

New Variety of 
Bermuda on Test 
At J. Pybas Farm

Cooke County is one of the 
largest agricultural payrolls 
that we have. Most beef cattle 
producers depend largely on 
native grasses to feed the 
cattle and produce beef. In 
the past 15 years many acres 
of bermudagrasses has been 
established in the county.

Common. Midland, and Coas­
tal If managed properly they 
will do a good job for graz­
ing, hay, and silage. Many 
land owners have been un­
happy with the profits of ber- 
mudagrass. but I believe that

In the past few months we 
have been hearing and seeing 
a new variety of bermuda- 
grass in the area. This new 
variety is Coastcross-1. A 
planting was made in the 
spring of 1968 on the Jay 
Pybas farm in Warren’s Bend 
area in the Red River bottom 
of Cooke County. The plant­
ing had good livability, gave 
a quick cover, and looked very 
good the first of November 
before frost. The grass has 
about 12 percent better di­
gestibility than Coastal and 
this is a considerable improve­
ment.

It was developed by Dr. 
Glenn W. Bur on at the Coast­
al Plain Expci iment Station, 
Tifton, Georgia. This hybird 

i grows taller and has broader,
I softer leaves than Coastal. In 
I preliminary hay feeding trials 
j in Georgia, dairv heifers re- 
[ ceiving Coastcross-1 hay gain- 
I ed 30 percent faster than 
j those on Coastal Coastcross-1 
I is more sensitive to cold tern- 
{ peratures than Coastal, and 
j would not be expected to sur- 
| vive temperatures below 6 de­
grees F. It has survival tem­
peratures of 12 degrees F. in 

I the Kerrville area.
The planting on the Jay 

! Pybas farm is an experimen­
tal planting and we hope that 
it will survive cur low tem­
peratures of Cooke County.

| If i’ will survive the weather 
I it will be a great improvement 
I for livestock producers in the 
area. Any planting of Coast- 
cross made in Northern Texas 
or Southern Oklahoma should 
be done on a trial basis until 
other information is available.

The establishment and man­
agement information is avail­
able from the County Agri- 
cul.ural Agent's Office in the 
area.
