It is comforting to note that
reaction to the President’s
Vietnam speech Monday night
has been overwhelmingly fav-
orable, with support messages
to the White House estimated
at 95 per cent. A ratio like that
is big enough to look good e-
ven after discounting for the
likelihood that supporters are
more inclined to express them-
selves than the critics are. It's
a real pleasure to see that so
many of our countrymen ap-
prove his method as well as
his intention to get out of the
war.

The plan makes good sense
no matter how one looks at
it. A year of frustration in
Paris indicates that Commu-
nists do not want to negoti-
ate. They are stalling, confi-
dent that delay will bring
more concessions from us
while creating more domestic
discord for us. The president,
aware of their plan, has an-
nounced his counter plan. US
policy as of now is to worry
less with the settlement and
look to the day when South
Vietnam, with material sup-
port from us, is able to take
on the military responsibility.

Reds don’t like that. Weary
of the war themselves, they
don’'t want continued conflict
with determined people who
know they are fighting for
survival Furthermore, the
President’s statement clearly
implies that we have become
less inclined to keep begging
for a settlement. Hereafter
they can make the effort to
get along with us. Unless they
have come to terms before
our pull-out they are stuck
with a difficult choice of their
own. That is, either to give up
the conquest or continue a
war that their own people
don’t want.

As regards continuation, it
seems certain that reds would
encounter a different kind of
war than at the start. South
Vietnam will be better equip-
ped this time, and also more
aware of the consequence of
defeat. The fiendish atrocities
of reds in the past have
taught them some grim les-
sons.

Considering all angles, Pres-
ident Nixon’s message de-
serves the widespread support
that it seems to be getting. At
this stage it looks like the
honorable and practical way,
for both us and our allies, to
get ourselves out of the mess.
We do not abandon them, still
we can see the beginning of
the end of our very unpopu-
lar military burden. That, ac-
cording to past statements, is
the goal we have been striv-
ing for. Hopefully this is the
starting point toward a return
of national unity.

Some comments following
the speech indicate however,
that unity is still far away.

Fault finders like Senator Ful-
bright can see no good in it.
Apparently they still insist on
immediate and complete with-
drawal, but they fail to offer
a safeguard against the anni-
hilation of South Vietnam.
Well, it’'s good to realize that
most Americans are more
concerned with the welfare of
our allies and the honor of
our country.

This column heartily agrees
with President Nixon’s recent
remarks urging a comeback
of our country’'s merchant
marine. The persent sad state
of decline is not only a mat-
ter of national embarrass-
ment but also a big loss in
employment and a hazard to
national security.

It is rather humiliating to
think that our shipping which
led the world a few decades
ago, now handles a puny por-
tion of world trade, that other
countries now haul more of
our imports and exports than
we do. It is depressing to
realize how many jobs have
been lost in our decline of
shipbuilding and ship opera-
tion. It is frightening to think
of what can happen to na-
tional security if we should
become totally dependent on
our depleted shipping capa-
bility.

One of the principal causes
of this predicament is obvi-
ous. Ever increasing wage
rates have priced the Amer-
ican merchant marine out of
the world market. Our ship-
builders cannot compete with

the cheaper labor abroad.
- Shippers cannot compete
with the labor on foreign
ships.

As long as business is con-
fined to our country we can
manage to get along with the
inflationary trend. We can
deal with each other when we

Muenster Memorial Hospital
has been approved as a mem-
ber of the Red Cross Blood
Bank System and will begin
its active participation on De-
cember 1.

The report was received
Wednesday by David Bright,
administrator of Muenster
Hospital in a telephone mes-
sage from George E. Cleven-
ger, director of the Red Riv-
er Blood Center of Wichita
Falls, a part of the nation-
wide Red Cross organization.

Ground work of enrolling
the community in the blood
bank system was started
Sentember when the local
KC Council voted to sponsor
the project. Its part consists
mainly of the responsibility of
recruiting donors when the
blood is collected here.

Muenster Hospital as a sec-
ond partner in the deal, is
authorized to dispense blood
which is credited to the
Muenster account to all pa-
tients in the local hospital
and to patients of other hos-
pitals who are eligible to
draw on the community’s
blood account.

Economy to the hospital
and to its patients is the rea-
son for starting the local pro-
ject. Under the present ar-
rangement the hospital pays a
stocking fee of $1 per pint
per day. Since 6 pints are us-
ually on hand the cost of just
having blood available is $42
a week, less an adjustment for
the blood used. The annual

cost of is about

in

ly by the hospital. Under the
Red Cross system this fee wiil
be eliminated.

As regards the patient re-
ceiving a transfusion, blood
now has to be purchased, un-
less it is exchanged at a rate
of two units in return for each
one used. Hereafter the blood
will be taken from the com-
munity bank. There will be
no charge for it. The patient
will pay only for the services
of Red River Blood Center
and the hospital, estimated at
about half the present cost.

The bargain price applies
also when an eligible person
of the community receives
blood elsewhere. For instance,
a person receiving it during
an operation in Dallas or Fort
Worth can have the blood re-
placed out of the bank instead
of paying for it.

First deposit in the blood
bank will be when the blood-
mobile comes here in Decem-
ber. Each pint given will be
credited to the community ac-
count and each pint used will
be charged against the ac-
count.

This does not mean that the
blood taken here will remain
in storage until all of it is
used locally. Blood -collected
in any place is available to
all communities of the system
and bloodmobile visits are
scheduled to keep an ade-
quate supply on hand for all
the member communities. In
case a unit of blood becomes
too old to be used as fresh
blood it is processed into
plasma and other products.

C. C. Benson, manager of
NATB’s southwestern divis-
ion, says that stolen gasoline
credit cards often provide an
excellent means of false iden-
tification for the car thief.

The credit cards enable him
to buy gasoline, oil, tires,
ete. for the stolen automobile
and they can also be used to
cash checks and for payment
for motel lodgings and food.

The NATB official warned
automobile owners never to
leave their credit cards in
their cars, to keep accurate
records of the serial numbers
of all eredit cards, to comsult
with their insurance agents
about credit card insurance
and to promptly notify the
oil companies and their insur-
ance companies if credit cards
are lost or stolen.
