The opinion polls say that
people all over the country
are tired of the Watergate cir-
cus and congressmen returning
to their jobs from the Labor
Day holiday have the same
message from their constitu-

ents. So it's gratifying to
learn that attention is being
directed to the country’s seri-
ous problems. Furthermore it
seems like poetic justice that
the president is getting a
splurge of favorable publicity
after having been smeared
and insulted for months.

His statements on the ener-
gy crisis made sense and ap-
pealed to people. We have had
months of comments by the
experts, and occasions last win-
ter and this summer when gas
and gasoline were in short sup-
ply, and reports that certain
cities or school districts would
not be able to contract for
their usual supply of fuel.
There were plenty of warnings
that the situation was serious.
But the sensationalists of
Washington insisted that their
show must go on. Now, finally,
they have learned that the
public does not share their in-
terest in the show.

Well, it’s good to learn that
the president is doing some-
thing about the energy -crisis,
particularly some of the things
that were proposed all along
to relieve the strain for now
and eliminate it for the fu-
ture. Over the long pull he
predicts that the energy sup-
ply will be excellent and per-
haps better than for any other
industrialized nation.

And he also envisions a bon-
us benefit in outgrowing our
dependence on Arabian oil
Unfortunately we were headed

~ for a time when we might con-

Ty

ceivably be forced to heed
blackmail demands from the
Middle East to avoid a real
energy crisis.

To accomplish those things
the president said that the
ecological timetable would
have to be adjusted. The clean
air standards demanded by
EPA would have to wait and
other target dates postponed
by its demands would be ad-
vanced.

One very important recom-
mendation was increased use
of coal with high sulphur con-
tent, thereby relieving the
very high demand for gas and
fuel oil. That makes sense.
Why should the US quit using
coal, its most abundant fuel,
while running short of other
fuel. True, coal has polluted
the air a long time, but a little
more pollution is better than
cold homes and shut down
plants. Of course the best plan
for use of coal is accelerated
research on clean burning.

Also urged is a sharp speed-
up of nuclear power genera-
tors, another project that has
been blocked for years by the
environmental cranks in spite
of abundant evidence that old
fears of nuclear pollution have
proved unfounded.

Probably the most definite
good news is the call for ac-
tion on projects that will en-
able us to use some of our
present huge oil reserve in
North Alaska. The president
asked for prompt action on
the Alaska pipeline which has
been blocked by environment-
alists objecting to the line’s
scars on the northern wilder-
ness. Imagine that, when ex-
perience shows that thousands
of miles of line in the 48 states
cause no problem whatever,
and even if one developed it
would be seen only by the
caribou. Related dévelopments
are fleets of huge tankers to
transport oil from the pipe’s
end to the states and deep
water port facilities to unload
the tankers.

There are still more ways to
help the cause, particularly in-
ducements to oil explorers and
producers. Increased depletion
allowance will compensate for
more of the current risk and
more realistic gas and oil
prices would encourage renew-
al of oil activity — to find new
production and get .more pro-
duction from old, marginal
wells.

President Nixon has the
the right idea. We can find
ways to beat the immediate
crisis in fuels, and especially
we have plenty of opportunity
to provide for the future. Still
there’s another approach to the
problem that was not men-
tioned but could have a ter-
rific impact on the subject.

As suggested by the presi-
dent of a major oil company
the Clean Air Act should be
amended to encourage engine
improvement for greater ef-
ficiency, thereby getting a
cleaner exhaust that does not
have to be purified — instead

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5000 Bushels Maize

Destroyed

Spontaneous combustion is
acknowledged to be the im-
mediate cause, but the pro-
blem is what caused the spon-
taneous combustion in a grain
bin fire Friday night at Muen-
ster Milling Company’s stor-
age facilities on South Main
Street.

Total loss is estimated at
near $12,000 for 5000 bushels
of maize, plus damage of at
least $1,000 if the bin can be
repaired, and considerably
more if it has to be replaced.
However, a small part of the
loss was covered by insurance,
according to Arthur Felder-
hoff, owner.

Firemen were called to the
scene at 5:30 p.m. after smould-
ering grain burst into flame.
They tried until about mid-
night to bring the fire under
control and remained on guard
through the rest of the night.

After that the Mill's person-
nel were able Saturday morn-
ing to take on the job of clean-
ing out the remaining grain
along with many chunks of
still smouldering charred grain.
They did that by cutting with
a blow torch an opening in the
north side large enough to ad-
mit a small tractor with front
end lower. The debris, along
with grain hauled away the
day before, was piled on a
vacant lot in the east end of
town — so that nothing else
will be endangered in case fire
breaks out again.

Origin of the fire possibly
goes back a full month to
when maize which had been
dried by a hot air blast was
stored in the bin. Tests indi-
cated that moisture condition
had a big margin of safety and

no one was concerned about
abnormally high heat. It was
taken for granted that the
grain would soon cool down to
normal temperature. Now
some are wondering whether
the pressure of the full bin
could have caused a heat build-
up near the bottom, where the
fire was found.

First sign of trouble came
early last week when persons
smelled smoke in the area,
however no one could find the
source. The answer came Fri-
day morning when whisps of
smoke were seen coming out
of the top of the bin. Felder-
hoff decided to start hauling
away whatever could be sal-
vaged.

Unloading through a built
in auger-conveyor was ruled
out because it was routed
through the elevator and might
set the building afire. So a
hole was cut in the side and
a portable conveyor was in-
stalled there loading into
trucks. About one third of the
maize was saved.

Value of the salvage grain
has not been definitely deter-
mined. All of it has a smoke
odor and its feed value de-
pends on whether livestock
will accept it.

In the unloading process,
grain men explain, the grain
slides down from the top to
the point of exit. So the empty-
ing went on for several hours

before enough grain was
drained off to expose the
smouldering fire near the

bottom. At that point presum-
ably air reached the red hot
mass and flames broke out fol-
lowing an explosion which
bulged out and slightly lifted
the bin’s roof. Felderhoff and
Dolphy Hellman were on a
cat-walk above the row of
bins and scrambled hastily to
safety.

Fighting the fire was de-
cribed as very similar to fight-
ing a hay fire. Water rolls off
and does not soak down. Cutt-
ing an extra hole in the bin
firemen frequently doused sur-
face flames then saw the blaze
pop up again a few minutes
later. Meanwhile grain and
grain charcoal were being re-
moved as best the firemen
could.

In the smouldering process
through at least several days
the fire’s action was similar
to making charcoal. There was
sufficient heat to char it but
no air to let it burn. As a re-
sult the burnt grain mass
fused together into huge
boulders of maize charcoal.
Men used picks and crowbars
to break those boulders in
chunks of a size that could be
handled.

There are nearly 1.7 million
household workers in the Na-
tion, and 1.5 million are women.

A household worker’s cash
wages count for social security
if she is paid $50 or more in a
3-month calendar quarter from
one employer working as a
maid, cook, cleaning woman,
laundress, housekeeper, baby=
sitter, etc., in someone else’s
home.
