An article originally appear-
ing in the Grifton (N.C.) Times
says that since there didn’t
seem to be much good news
for the 1970s, the editor would
go back in time to find some
good news to report. So, back
he went, to the 1870s, and here
is what he found to report for
the day’s news.

On the crime front he noted
that “the 1870s have a law
and order program — with a
crime rate about twice what it
is today. People go around
shooting each other and Indi-
ans are on a rampage. In the
cities, traffic clogs the streets
by day and you can hardly get
around for the horses and wa-
gons. Toughs and crooks take
over the streets at night and
it is not safe to go out.

“In New York City the Irish
are rioting and demanding
their rights. In Savannah the
blacks are marching in the
streets and in San Francisco
the Chinese are giving the es-
tablishment a hard time.

“Taxpayers of New York
found out that Boss Tweed has
taken them for millions. Con-
fidence in political leaders is
at an all time low.

“Inside plumbing and sani-
tation are almost unknown
and public health is nil. Pneu-
monia and tuberculosis strike
down many. Scarlet fever and
diphtheria combine with ma-
laria and typhoid to make
long life a slim gamble.

“No-good young people are
racing around on fast bicycles
scaring the daylights out of
horses and older people. They
are also taking to hard drink
and many think the young
generation will be a ruination
of the country. The drug cul-
ture is serious. Poppies grow
in Florida, New Mexico, Texas,
Vermont and New Hampshire
and can’t supply enough opi-
um for the market, so we im-
port sizeable tonnage from
China, England and Germany.
(Opium import from <China
was not prohibited until 1881.)

The editor concluded that as
far as he could see things have
not gone so very far down-hill
since the 1870s, except for one
thing. In 1872 the total federal
budget was only $278 million
whereas the budget now gets
over $250 billion.

The comments give us a
short but interesting glance
at the past and also tell us ra-
ther convincingly that this
generation is not the only one
that has had problems. In fact
we doubt any person if given
the choice would take the 100
year-old way of life in prefer-
ence to ours.

Imagine us now with horse
and buggy and dusty streets
and country roads. Or imagine
us without all the conveniences
that have been invented and
developed in the past century.

But from a moral standpoint
we can’t be so smug. While
we were making all of our
physical and economic pro-
gress we just did not have time
to bother with ethics. We be-
came permissive, allowing
some very shabby attitudes in
relation to murder, rape, ar-
son, theft, graft, cheating, drug
use, sex behavior etc. As im-
plied above, the crime rate has
always been a problem, but
we seem to be more sur-
rounded by it now because of
more population and more
extensive news coverage.

Nevertheless, as we think it
over we must realize that ours
is a marvelous country. If we’ll
take time to add up our good
points, including the freedoms
to go as we please, do as we
please, speak as we please and
worship as we please, along
with the comforts and marvels
in our standard of living, we'll
find that no other country can
offer as much as we already
have. It just goes to show that
our forefathers did a great job
when they worked up the set
of rules and guidelines for us
to live by.

This is not to say that all
is perfect with the USA. While
praising our system as better
than any other country has,
we're also sadly aware that it
could be a lot better.

Relative to our economic
problems, a giant improvement
could be made if our govern-
ment lived within its means.
Annual deficits cause the in-
flation which erodes the value
of savings. It is time for peo-
ple in Washington to take
guidance from morality and
common sense rather than po-
litical expediency. It’s time al-
so for some plain honesty in
the ranks of labor and busi-
ness. This could be an honest
day’s pay for an honest day’s
work — or vice versa — Or a
dollar’s worth of quality for

radar any time that Policeman
James McDonald decides to
check on them.

It will remove the big handi-
cap in prosecuting fast driv-
ers. Heretofore a speeder only
needed to drop to the legal
speed when MecDonald fol-
lowed, and no one could prove
he had exceeded the limit.
But now the officer will have
the evidence before he starts
his chase. And the important
point is that radar reports are
acceptable in court. The de-
fendant can’t argue with it.

The radar is a sophisticated
gadget that can clock any-
thing within viewing range re-
gardless of the direction it is
going. So, a change is inevit-
able in the local speeding
game. The officer's disadvant-
age has been overcome and
turned to an advantage. Smart
speeders will know they can
no longer play their cat and
mouse game.

Curtis Klement Is
Semifinalist in
Scholarship Test

Principal Charles O. Cash
of Muenster High School an-
nounces that Curtis Klement
is a Semifinalist in the 1974
National Merit Scholarship
Program and will compete for
one of about 3,100 Merit Schol-
arships to be awarded in the
spring, In eighteen annual
competitions completed to date
34,500 students have won Mer-
it Scholarships valued at more
than $95.5 million.

According to Edward C.
Smith, president of National
Merit Scholarship Corporation
(NMSC), “The approximately
15,000 Semifinalists are repre-
sentative of the nation’s most
academically talented young
people, and they bring honor
not only to themselves, but
also to their families, their
teachers, and their communi-
ties.”

The Semifinialists were the
highest scorers in each state
on the Preliminary Scholastic
Aptitude Test/National Merit
Scholarship Qualifying Test
(PSAT/NMSQT) administered
last October to over one mil-
lion students in about 17,000
schools nationwide. These stu-
dents, who constitute about
one-half of one percent of the
graduating secondary school
seniors in the United States,
will complete high school and
enter college in 1974.

Many Semifinalists
find this recognition useful in
seeking financial aid from
sources other than the Merit
Program and in the process of
gaining admission to college.

With the help of their
advisor they can become very
proficient in learning the com-
mon plant characteristics. This
type of information is help-
ful to them through life as
many of them will own and
operate farms.

Chairman Bayer stated that
plans call for a meal to be
served to all team members
and their coaches after the
contest. Awards will be pre-
sented to winning teams and
high scoring individuals.

This contest will have a
junior division for first-year
agriculture students and a
senior division for advanced
students. A team will be com-
posed of four students with
the team score made up of the
three highest scoring individ-
uals. Each school or county
4-H club is requested to enter
a team in each division of the
contest.

In light of the increase in
the number of annoyance calls
being reported to the City
Police and Muenster Tele-
phone Corp., we think it
would be well to remind read-
ers of the laws of Texas in re-
gard to these calls.

You will find this warning
on the inside front cover of
the telephone directory “AN-

NOYANCE CALLS”: The
laws of Texas provide that it
is unlawful for any person to
make a telephone call during
which he makes any comment,
request, suggestion or proposal
that is lewd and lascivious, or
to make a telephone call with-
out disclosing his identity, and

with the intent to annoy,
abuse, threaten or harass any
person.

Violation of this law is pun-
ishable by $1,000 or one year

in jail or both. Anyone who
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receives annoyance calls should
contact the Telephone Com-

pany business office, and if
a threat is involved, should
also call the police.

We would like to instruct

all persons to identify them-
selves and speak up if they
reach a wrong number, espec-
ially at night. Any call be-
comes an annoyance call if
you do not identify yourself
and speak when you reach a
wrong number,

The Telephone Company
wll trace calls only with the
understanding that the infor-
mation gained be turned over
to the Police. It is for the per-
son receiving the calls to file
charges. Please do not blame
the Telephone Company or
the Police for calls traced to
your telephone. Educate your-

A Study of Muenster’s
Proposed Water Reservoir

This is the first article in a series of three to in-
form the citizens of Muenster what their city council
is doing to insure an adequate supply of water
for the next fifty years. This first article explains why
the city needs an alternate source of water.

ARTICLE ONE

Muenster presently receives its water supply from
four Trinity sand water wells with a combined capacity
of approximately 600,000 gallons a day. Production of
the individual wells ranges from 100 to 140 gallons per
minute.

Depth of wells ranges from 600 to 700 feet and static
level ranges from 300 to 360 feet. When on continuous
pumping the wells have a water level of approximately
450 feet with a remaining 130 to 150 feet of water left
in the wells for future use.

The Trinity formation extends from an area slightly
north of Muenster southward toward the coast. Well
depths here average approximately 600 feet and the for-
mation tilts down to the south and east. Trinity wells
in north Tarrant County are approximately 1100 feet
deep. In south Tarrant County they are approximately
1900 feet deep. The formation continues in a downward
tilt to approximately 3000 feet in the Waco area.

Construction of new Trinity sand wells in the Dal-
las-Fort Worth area has been on the increase. High pro-
duction yields for municipal use in that area continue
to deplete the Trinity formation. While there is approx-
imately 700 to 800 feet of water left in the Trinity for-
mation in the Dallas-Fort Worth area, continuous pro-
duction has lowered the water table approximately 100
feet in the last five years.

Continuous production of water from the Trinity
formation indicates that the Muenster area can reason-
ably expect an annual drop of 5 to 10 feet of its water
table. As new wells are drilled into the Trinity and
production is maintained, Muenster can expect the wa-
ter table in this area to be depleted within 10 to 20 years.

Although new wells can be constructed here and
can be expected to yield like existing wells, those new
wells would have the same deteriorating effect on the
formation as existing wells do, also could be expected
to decrease production of present wells in the area.

Along with many cities of North Texas, Muenster
continues to pump from the same pool or source. The
Trinity sand, which covers hundreds of square miles in
North Texas, is a common pool of water. Each city us-
ing the Trinity formation has its pumps in this same
pool. When a new well is drilled in any area of the
formation it affects the whole area.

The Trinity sand formation took millions of years
to develop and to be charged to a peak level. In the 1930s
a well drilled into the Trinity was termed an artesian
well and water would flow to the surface without bene-
fit of pumping. Continuous pumping from this forma-
tion has lowered the water table substantially, indicat-
ing that more water is being taken out than is going in-
to the formation. It is estimated that if all wells in the
Trinity sand were eliminated, it would take several hund-
red years for the formation to fully recharge itself.

Other cities of North Texas face the same problem.
One case is Springtown, approximately 40 miles south-
west of Muenster. In 1968 the Trinity sand was depleted
to the point that wells formerly yielding 100 gallons a
minute dropped to about 45 a minute. The last well
drilled there produced about 25 gallons a minute, and
it was necessary to drill the well through the formation
and construct a sump below the formation to extract
water in this amount.

Lone Star Gas has a large processing plant in
Springtown and has had to purchase water from the
city when company wells no longer satisfied require-
ments. In 1968 the Springtown city council, aware that
Trinity water was no longer available, voted to build
a pipe line from Eagle Mountain Lake to the city. The
line, now under construction, is about 11 miles long and
will cost the city about $420,000. It is expected to be in
use in 1874, should meet all the city’s water needs until
the year 2000.

Cities of the Dallas-Fort Worth area continue to
drill into the Trinity formation. Pumps up to 750 gallons
per minute are being installed and the water table is
lowering approximately 10 feet per year. It is estimated
that the Trinity sand will be depleted in this area in
about 10 to 15 years.

The Dallas-Fort Worth area was previously served
by the Paluxy formation which was about 500 feet more
shallow than the Trinity. The Paluxy has been depleted
to the extent that new municipal wells drilled into the
formation are not considered practical. The Trinity for-
mation is expected to follow the same fate as the Paluxy.

This water information was developed by an en-
gineering study authorized by the city in November
1971, It is aimed at supplying the city’s water needs for
the remainder of this century and to determine alter-
nate water sources, if necessary. And it indicates that,
assuming the present vote of city growth, the present
water source will become inadequate within ten to fif-
teen years.

ON THE BALLOT
(S.J.R. 8)

Article III, Sections 524
and 49a and Article VIII,
Section 6 of the Texas Con-
stitution are amended to:
