Congressional advocates of
0il price controls seem to be
slightly off target in their re-
marks about the “obscene pro-
fits” made by oil companies,

according to a report last
week by Sherman Hunt,
president of Texas Mid-Con-
tinent Oil and Gas Associa-
tion. He said that 25 leading
oil companies of the state,
who represent 74 per cent of
the state’s crude oil produc-
tion and 77 per cent of its re-
fining capacity, have exper-
ienced a 35 per cent drop in
earnings from the second
quarter of last year, following
similar decreases in the first
quarter,

These facts, he said, con-
tradict the charges of high
profits made by congressmen
who play politics with the
price decontrol issue, and they
result from the fact that
capital outlays by many com-
panies for production and re-
fining facilities are exceeding
total earnings

Hunt also referred to a sur-
vey by “Business Week” re-
vealing that all industries in
US averaged a drop of 14 per
cent from their earnings of
last year, and the petroleum
industry during that same
period was off 31 per cent.

Another phase of the sur-
vey indicated that net income
as a percentage of sales was
only 4.9 per cent for the petro-
leum «industry in the second
quarter, while it was much
higher in several other busi-
nesses. Savings and loan as-
sociations netted 10.8 per cent,
utilities 10.4, drug makers 9.4,
office equipment makers 9.2,
instrument firms 7.8, banks
7.7, broadcasting 7.6, oil ser-
vice and supply 7.2, chemicals
6.6, and lots of other organi-
zations also realized a better
profit than the oil producers.

An encouraging statement is
that the oil industry is invest-
ing its capital in spite of cur-
tailed earnings. Despite con-
gressional foot dragging, it is
doing its part to assure that
domestic oil supply will be
more adequate in the future.
However the poor earnings
record is not conducive to out-
side investment. Additional
development, which is vital
toward phasing out energy
dependence, will need to at-

tract more investment money.

It is amazing that Congress,
after more than a year and a
half of the energy crisis, is
still fumbling the issue, and
still Dbickering. One would
think that it would have a
crash program going by now,
encouraging development and
exploration of domestic il re-
serves and also relaxing the
environmental demands on use
of coal, shale, lignite and nu-
clear . energy.

America can find itself in
a terrific energy crisis if an-
other embargo comes along
before we are ready to take
care of our own energy needs.
With that in mind sqme con-
gressmen need to change their
thinking about restraining oil
production profits and actual-
ly encourage more profit as
an inducement for more de-
velopment.

Good Milo Crop

Like the wheat harvest two
months ago, this area’s late
summer grain crop is doing
fine. Local grain dealers re-
port that milo, now about 40
per cent harvested, is averag-
ing about 1000 pounds to the
acre over the normal yield.
The present crop ranges from
3500 to 4000 pounds per acre.

Selling at $4.80 per hundred,
the milo is turning but as a
gratifying money crop. On an
average the pay-off per acre
is considerably better than it
was in wheat, which averaged
30 to 40 bushels per acre at a
price of about $3.00 per bushel.
However, people who did not
sell at harvest time are doing
somewhat better. Wheat price
now is about $4.00 per bushel.

The community’s milo acre-
age is about a fourth of its
wheat acreage.

justment increase must be
passed on to the Cooperative’s
consumers. Its effect on the
individual family will depend
upon the amount of electricity
one uses.

The member-consumers of
the Cooperative were advised
in the letter that the electric
bill which they will receive
in early September will show
a marked increase in the cost
of electricity. This increase is
due to the fuel cost adjust-
ment increase from the pres-
ent 8 mills per kilowatt hour
to approximately 17 mills per
kilowatt hour.

Brazos Electric Power Co-
operative of Waco, wholesale
power supplier of Cooke
County Electric Cooperative,
will levy a 16 mill per kilo-
watt hour fuel cost adjust-
ment beginning with its Sep-
tember 1, 1975 billing. In ad-
dition the Board of Directors
of the Cooke County Electric
Cooperative took action to
pass en to the member-con-
sumers the fuel adjustment
cost on the Cooperative’s line
loss which has up until the
present been absorbed. This
additional charge will add ap-
proximately 1 mill per kilo-
watt hour.

According to Sloan, for the
Cooperative to continue ab-
sorbing the fuel adjustment
cost on the Cooperative’s line
loss at the 16 mills per killowatt
hour would represent a sig-
nificant loss of money, thus
creating a situation in which
the operating margins of the
Cooperative would be greatly
reduced from the level of prior
years, and considerably less
than the capital funds needed
to meet the service obligations
of the Cooperative.

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35th Annual TEC Meeting

Urges Political Involvement

Almost 1,000 delegates and
guests took part in the associ-
ation of Texas Electric Coop-
eratives’ 35th annual member-
ship meeting August 6-8 in
Amarillo. The nominal theme
was “It’'s Certified,” referring
integrity pro-
visions of the Texas Public
Utility Act. But the theme
that constantly emerged
throughout the meeting was
the wvalue of individual par-
ticipation in politics and the
possible political clout of elec-
tric cooperatives through uni-
fied effort.

Congressman Jack High-
tower of Vernon set this theme
in his keynote address. “We
are one nation, a very com-
plex nation of 200 million
people. And it’s a very com-
plex people,” he said. “All
of us must work to solve our
nation’s problems, not just
some of us.”

Hightower said the nation
must beome more energy in-
dependent to progress in the
future. He said alternate en-
ergy sources must be found,
but in the meantime, domes-
tic oil and natural gas produc-
tion must be encouraged by
allowing them to receive
equitable prices.

Outgoing TEC President
Charles W. Stenholm of Stam-
ford continued with the polit-
ical theme by encouraging
each person te become politi-
cally involved. He also urged
encouraging members to be-
come politically involved to
help rural causes. “Rural peo-

ple tend to shy away from
politics because they think it
is dirty,” Stenholm observed.
“Most of it isn’t, but some has
become so because when all
of the igood people wouldn’t
have anything to do with pol-
itics, some bad people moved
in. The bad people are there
only’ because good people
wouldn’t become involved.”

J. R Cobb of Austin, TEC
general manager, said that a
cooperative cannot survive on
its own. “We must work to-
gether to survive. What hap-
pens to any one cooperative
will have an effect on all
other cooperatives. Now it
must be ‘one for all, and all
for one’,” he said.

One of the meeting high-
lights was a speech by L. A.
Linsted of Keller, a cooper-
ative member who got so mad
at his cooperative that he be-
came politically involved. Lin-
sted was a member of a con-
sumer group formed last win-
ter to do something about sky-
rocketing electric bills. Before
organizing, few members of
the group had taken part in
their cooperative or politics,
but their high bills provided a
sudden reason to do so.

Linsted said his group found
the problem didn't lie with
the co-op or its wholesale
power supplier, but with high
natural gas prices, and that
they could resolve their pro-
blem better by working with
their co-op than against it.

Linsted cencluded that to-
day the successful co-op will
be the one that is an open
operation, and one that en-
courages its members to take
part in it.” .

REA Administrator David
A. Hamil of Washington, DC,
said that while most rural
areas in Texas now have
power available, rural electri-
fication has not ended. “The
job is not done,” he said. “We
will be improving the exist-
ing service for a long time to
come, even in the most sparse-
ly settled areas.”

Catholic Peoples
In Texas History

by Sister Mary John Seyler
Our rich heritage offers us
a wealth of information and
inspiration. During our Bi-
centennial Celebration it is to
our benefit to become a little
better acquainted with our
own magnificent growth and
religious development in Texas.
Of course, any Junior High
Student who has just com-
pleted his study of Texas His-
tory can tell us many inter-
esting things about Texas, but
there is a great deal to learn
about the courageous peoples
who settled in Texas and
and helped her grow, not only
to greatness in wealth, gov-
ernment, industry and devel-
opment of her natural resour-
ces, but — of great import-
ance — to grow spiritually.

In the installments that fol-
low will be given some very
brief accounts of the heroic
beginnings and contributions
to our State by several Cath-
olic Peoples.

SPANISH-MEXICAN

The first pages of Texas
History record the founding of
such centers of Spanish-Mex-
ican culture as San Antonio,
Victoria, El1 Paso, Brownsville
and Del Rio.

From these centers coloniza-
tion spread throughout the
vast region and soon numer-
ous Mexican settlements dotted
the almost limitless plains.

Outstanding in this move-
ment was the settlement in
San Antonio of the Canary
Islanders. This colony con-
stituted the first permanent,
stable group of residents with-
in the borders of Texas. Since
that early date Spanish-Mex-
ican influence has lent charm
and picturesqueness to the
history of the Alamo City. Its
Missions, reflecting the art
and architecture of Spain, are
substantial witnesses to the
zeal of the early Franciscan
Fathers deeply religious
and highly cultured Knights
of Christ — who labored to
bring to the Indians an appre-
ciation of learning as well as a
knowledge of their Holy Re-
ligion.

While most credit is due to
the Catholic Missionary Priests
for the early colonization of
Texas, recognition must be
taken of those stalwart pio-
neers whose settlements long
pre-existed the Anglo-Amer-
ican colonies. Martin deLeon
located a colony in 1824 in
Victoria.

One of the most precious
gifts Spain gave her colonies
was a knowledge and love of
the teachings of the Catholic
Church. The Franciscan Fa-
thers labored faithfully to lay
the foundations of our glorious
state. However, these mission-
aries were not privileged to
share in the happiness of
Texas gaining her independ-

ence in 1836. Prior to that
time they had been forced by
the Secularization Laws to
abandon the Missions that had
been erected at such great
cost in labor, and material and
moral courage. In the years
that followed, the Spanish-
Mexican population of Texas
found it hard to persevere in
their Faith and, lacking direc-
tors who understood their
language and customs, fell prey
to misunderstanding and in
many places suffered to the
extent of being unable to
practice their religion. It was
not until 1924, at the request
of Bishop C. E. Byrne, Bishop
of Galveston, that the Sons of
St. Francis again took up their
labors in Texas.

However, the seed planted
by the early missionaries had
struck deep roots and the
priests, both secular and re-
ligious, who in the interval
had come to carry on the
work so well begun, found that

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VA Announces Changes in

All institutions of higher

education who enroll veterans
as students receiving G. L
bill benefits have received
some new guidelines from the
Veterans Administration Re-
gional Office in Waco.

Every veteran who enrolls
in an institution of higher ed-
ucation and applies for G.L
bill benefits may only be paid
for the pursuit of courses
which lead to a predeter-
mined and identified educa-
tional, professional, or voca-
tional objective

Upon initial enrollment,
each veteran must state the
objective which is sought
through his proposed program
of education. In other words,
he must designate a major
plan of study. Additionally,
benefits may not be author-
ized for any course which does
not lead to this objective.
Once a veteran obtains this
objective (completes all course

Student Benefit Bill

work identified on his degree
plan by college officials) bene-
fits are no longer authorized.

Every institution of higher
education has been directed
by the regional office to check
heir records to see that vet-
erans are not being allowed
to continue and receive G.I
bill benefits after their pre-
determined objective has been
reached. Any institution fail-
ing to follow this precedure
will be held liable for benefits
paid to a veteran and may in
fact be required to reimburse
the wveteran’s administration
accordingly.

The G.I. bill does allow a
student veteran to change his
program of education. These
changes are limited by law,
After one change, other
changes must be approved by
a VA counselor directly em-
ployed by the veterans admin-
istration, not one employed
by an institution of higher
education assigned to work
with student veterans. After
the second change of program,
additional changes may only
be authorized if necessitated
by circumstances beyond the
control of the student veteran.

Because of the above
changes directed by the Vet-
erans Administration, all stu-
dent veterans at Cooke Coun-
ty College are now being re-
quired to see a member of

the counseling staff to form
a degree plan. All re-
quired and elective courses
must be listed on this
degree plan. One copy of the
degree plan is kept by the

counseling staff and one copy
is given to the student veter-
an. Under no circumstances is
a student veteran to enroll in
any course not on his degree

plan unless it is cleared in
advance with the Veteran’s
Adviser or his designated

counselor colleague.

All student veterans are re-
quired to attend un-
der the guidelines of the col-
lege catalog, 35. Addi-
tionally, all veterans
are required to maintain a
minimum academic standing
as stated in the college cata-
log, page 34. Student veterans
with excessive absences or
those not making satisfactory
academic progress in complet-
ing courses for achieving their
stated objective will be re-
ported by the college veter-
an’s adviser to the regional of-
fice. Any student veteran who
terminates a course or termi-
nates his school work by total-
ly withdrawing from school
will be reported to the re-
gional office within 10 to 30
days as required by law.
