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"A barre l for a bushel" is
a new slogan adopted by some 
congressm en to express their 
policy regarding the ou trage­
ous prices th is country has to 
pay the  Organization of P e tro ­
leum  Exporting Countries for 
oil, as com pared w ith the m is­
erably  low prices those same 
countries pay for American 
grain.

Some refer back to  the 
times, ju st a few  years ago 
w hen  billions of barrels of 
A rab oil was im ported at 
about $2 a barrel, and a t the 
same tim e our w heat was 
selling at about $2 a bushel. 
A ctually  the oil then was too 
cheap, just as our grain  was. 
Domestic producers could not 
stand  the com petition and cut 
back drastically  on th e ir op­
eration. Then suddenly when 
w e w ere critically dependent 
on the  im ported oil the fore­
ign producers got together 
and pu t the squeeze on us.

For alm ost two years US 
has been m eekly subm itting to 
the  rip-off w ithout m aking 
any effort to  retalia te . We 
pay w hat they dem and for the 
oil while accepting w hat they 
offer for our grain. We’re 
to lerating a double standard  
in which A m erican consumers, 
w ho eventually  have to pick 
up  the tab for the price raise, 
have to pay m uch m ore for 
gasoline bu t get the same old 
low  price for their surplus 
grain.

Finally somebody has come 
up w ith  an idea tha t should 
have been applied on the first 
day th a t oil prices w en t up. 
Doubtless some people thought 
of it too, but the trouble was 
th a t we w ere not organized to 
do the job. O ur grain  was on 
a free m arket and the foreign 
buyers were able to dicker 
w ith  dealers for the  best pos­
sible purchase. M eanwhile the 
foreigners w ere organized for 
selling. They had  a monopoly 
and dem anded w hat they 
thought they could get.

It's  ra th e r exasperating to 
th in k  th a t a group of people 
who don’t have the know how 
to provide for them selves 
again have m ade m cnkeys of 
us Americans. It was A m eri­
can investm ent and technolo­
gy th a t pu t those people in 
the  oil business, and they  use 
th a t oil to  pu t us in an eco­
nomic bfnd. On the o ther hand 
they  still haye not progressed 
agriculturally  to the po int of 
being able to feed them selves 
b u t they  are foxy enough to 
buy our food from  the b a r­
gain counter.

All of which points up a
problem  th a t needs to be 
solved. We can’t afford giv­
ing the red  domiriated OPEC 
the benefits of a free en ter­
prise m arket while we have 
to  buy on th e ir monopoly 
m arket. L et’s have either the 
free n jarke t both ways or the 
monopoly m arket bo th  ways. 
Knowing very well tha t they 
will not provide the free m ar­
ket, th is m eans th a t we need 
to quit providing ours.

To do th is  m eans th a t US 
in its grain deals w ill have to  
authorize only one seller, 
probably a governm ent agen­
cy. And tha t would lead to 
m ultip le problem s as this 
system tries to operate along 
w ith the  free m arket.

A num ber of people in fhe 
US agree on the principle of 
equal price for bushel and 
barrel bu t they are w ary about 
letting  bureaucrats take the 
operation aw ay from free en­
terprise. Moreover, they claim 
th a t the  free m arket in tim e 
can adjust itself and we can 
get back to  a fair basis w ith ­
out getting the Am erican sys­
tem  fouled up.

This colum n doesn’t p re­
sum e to have an answer, but 
it is certain  th a t the  problem  
most u rgently  needs one. It 
firm ly believes th a t if sta tes­
m en w ill seriously p u t their 
heads together they can come 
up w ith  a plan th a t w ill end 
the  robbery in  the oil m arket 
w ithout giving up the benefits 
of a free m arket for our grain.

The Canonization of 
Mother Elizabeth Ann Seton

Here is an account of the 
canonization of M other Eliza­
beth  Ann Seton, first Am eri­
can bom  saint, as witnessed 
by Mrs. John Mosman when 
she was a mem ber of a group 
m aking a Holy Year Pilgrim ­
age to the m em orable events.

About 500 w orkm en moved 
into St. P eter’s Square on 
Friday and Saturday to p re­
pare for the canonization. The 
tapestry  they hung from  the 
loggia showed M other Seton, 
clothed in a black habit, 
standing over a globe w ith 
the United States illum inated 
toy rays of sunlight.

M other Seton w a s  can­
onized 154 years afte r her 
death in the convent she 
founded, The S i s t e r s  of 
C h a r i t y ,  in Em mitsburg, 
M aryland. The pontiff spent 
m uch of this sum m er studying 
the life of M other Seton. He 
was very impressed w ith her 
life.

Women from four nations 
w ere chosen to illustrate four 
phases of the new  sain t’s life 
in the canonization ceremony. 
The 17 year old daughter of 
the French am bassador to the 
Holy See, Ines Am arich m ade

ence Cooke, Archbishop of N. 
Y., Archbishop William Bord­
ers of Baltimore, w here M other 
Seton established t h e  first 
Catholic free school in the U.S., 
and his predecessor, L. C ard­
inal Lawrence Shehan. They 
w ere joined by the heads of 
four dioceses w ith  m other- 
houses of M other Seton’s o r­
der — Archbishop Joseph Ber- 
nadin of C incinnati, Archbis­
hop Jam es Hayes of Halifax, 
Archbishop P eter G erety of 
Newark, N.J., and Bishop 
W illiam Connare of Greens- 
burg, Pa.

The canonization, about a 
30 m inute ritu a l inserted in 
the solemn mass, crowned a 
93 year campaign by the Sis­
ters of Charity. I t followed 
a lengthy Vatican investiga­
tion th a t verified th ree m ira­
cles a ttribu ted  to M other Se­
ton including the case o f ’Carl 
Kalin, a 72 year old construc­
tion engineer from  Yonkers, 
N. Y., who recovered from 
m eningitis afte r his wife 
prayed to M other Seton. He 
received H o l y  Communion 
fro m , Pope Paul. Also Mrs. 
Ann O’Neill Hooe of B alti­
more, Md., a form er cancer 
p a tien t judged cured by  m ira­
cle, r e c e i v e d  Communion 
from  the Pontiff. There w ere 
125 priests who carried com­
m union from the a ltar atop 
the basilica steps to the thous­
ands attending the canoniza­
tion. I t was estim ated th a t 
100.000 people w ere in a tten d ­
ance in St. P e te r’s Square. A 
thousand of the 8,000 Sisters 
of C harity  m em bership made 
the trip.

B eatification requires the 
authentification of two m ira­
cles. Canonization needs two 
more, bu t Pope P aul waived 
one of these for M other Seton 
in order to sanctify  her d u r­
ing the Holy Year. Pope Paul 
gave the hom ily in English. 
The cerem ony lasted 3 hours.

A brief history of th e  life 
of M other Seton shows th a t 
Elizabeth Ann Bayley Seton 
was bom  in New Y ork on 
August 24, 1774 and was b ap ­
tized in the Episcopal Church 
of which she was a m em ber 
until the age of 30. H er fa ther 
was a physician and h er m o­
th e r died w hen she was 3 
years old. She m arried W il­
liam  Magee Seton, a w ealthy 
New York m erchant on Jan u ­
ary  25, 1794 and bore him  5 
children. A Co-founder, w ith  
other charitable P ro testan t 
matrons, her devotion to the 
poor, the sick and the dying 
earned her the title  of “P ro ­
testan t S ister of C harity” .

In  1803 she sailed fo r Italy,

with her tubercular husband, 
now bankrupt, and their 8 
year old daughter, A n n a  
Maria, in an attem pt to save 
his life, but after a month he 
died in Pisa, Italy. During her 
five m onth’s stay w ith the 
Filicchis family i n Italy, 
Elizabeth was convinced of 
the tru th  of the Catholic Faith 
but submission to it came 
only afte r a long inner strug­
gle and outw ard trials. She 
was received into the Catholic 
Church on March 14, 1805. She 
was ostracized by her family 
and friends. In 1808 she ac­
cepted the invitation of Father 
William Dubcurg S. S. t o  
found a school for girls in 
Baltimore. S o o n  she was 
joined by other young women 
who wished to devote their 
life to religion. In 1809 the 
school was moved to Em m its­
burg, M aryland, w here the 
first native American com­
munity, the Sisters of Charity 
of St. Joseph was established 
on Ju ly  31. The Rule of St. 
Vincent de Paul was formally 
adopted in  January  1812. Both

the community a n d  the 
school prospered, d e s p i t e  
heavy trials. To these trials 
were added her own constant 
suffering and weakness from 
tuberculosis and the loss of her 
friends. She died on January  
4, 1821 a t the age of 46. At her 
death  the com m unity had 
grown in 12 years to more 
than  50 Sisters at the m other- 
house, where, besides her 
boarding academy, she had 
established the first American 
parochial school, an infirm ary 
at Mt.. St. M ary’s, an orphan­
age, and school in P hiladel­
phia, and an orphanage in 
New York. Today it has 
branched out into 6 com m un­
ities with 8000 m embers and 
hundreds of houses dedicated 
to every kind of educational 
and charitable apostolate in 
the U.S., Canada and other 
countries.

Elizabeth Ann Seton was 
declared V enerable on Decem­
ber 18, 1959 and beatified by 
Pope John X X III on March 
17, 1963. Canonization was on 
Septem ber 14, 1975.

Catholic People 
In Texas History

By Sister Mary John Seyler
In this installm ent w ill be 

a brief account of the  heroic 
beginnings and contributions 
to our S ta te  by the Italians.

As early as 1779 Father 
Giovanni A gustin Morfi trav ­
eled from  California to Texas. 
He kep t a d iary  throughout 
his travels and took volum in­
ous notes on everything he 
saw and heard. Most of th is 
inform ation is found in his 
“M em oriaspara la  H istoria de 
Texas.” This ra th e r rough 
notebook contains all kinds of 
inform ation on soil, animals, 
plants, people, Indian cus­
tom s and history of Texas. It 
is fully annotated and docu­
m ented and by far the  best 
w ritten  and m ost accurate ac­
count of the history of Texas 
up to th a t time.

In 1828 Jose Cassiano m i­
grated from  New O rleans to 
Texas. H ere he m arried the 
widow of ex-G overnor A n­
tonio Cordero. Mrs. Cordero 
was the daugh ter of Colonel 
Ygnacio Perez, leader of one 
of the th irteen  Spanish fam ­
ilies of the Canary Islanders 
who founded San Antonio. 
Jose Cassiano was one of the 
brave heroes who fought to 
win independence for Texas.

Antonio Ghio was a prosper­
ous and m ost generous citizen 
of T exarkana for alm ost half 
a century. This public-spirited 
and naturalized A m erican cit­
izen came to Am erica in 1832. 
By 1869 he was in Jefferson, 
Texas. He was engaged in 
m any prosperous businesses 
in  Jefferson, bu t his dealings 
w ith  the railroad caused him 
to move to T exarkana in  1873. 
From  the  beginning of his res­
idence in Texarkana, Ghio 
was one of its most en terp ris­
ing citizens. In  1877 he bu ilt 
th e  first opera house in Tex­
arkana, the  first brick  bu ild ­
ing in  the city. He also served 
as mayor, city alderm an, and 
School Board M ember.

W hen the Union S tation of 
F ort W orth was opened, John 
L aneri "had  the  distinction of 
opening the firs t ea ting  house. 
L aneri’s business ventures 
succeeded and m ultiplied. Be­
sides tak ing  a prom inent part 
in the com m ercial life of the 
city, Mr. Laneri also played an 
im portan t p a rt in the  ad­
vancem ent of C hristian edu ­
cation and culture. Laneri 
High School was bu ilt in 1921 
for Catholic boys of Fort 
W orth through the  generosity 
of John  L aneri who donated 
the  p roperty  to  St. M ary’s 
Parish  in  m em ory of his de­
ceased wife.

Two w om en of exceptional 
operatic ta len t should be re ­
m em bered am ong Texas’ fam ­
ous Ita lian  descendents, Tan- 
nia Piazza of Waco, and Jose­
phine Lucchese of San A n­
tonio.

A poster is more than  a 

label or s tree t sign. I t sug­
gests action. The 4-H Poster 
A rt P rogram  is designed to 
pu t action into words. E ntries 
in the program  should explain 
w hat 4-H is, w hat 4-H’ers can 
do and learn, and how 4-H 
benefits young people.

Cooke County 4-H Poster 
Contest w ill be held in con­
junction w ith N ational 4-H 
Club Week, October 5-10. E n­
tries are due in  the  county 
office on Friday, October 3, 
with judging on M onday, Oc­
tober 6. Posters w ill be on dis­
play on the  first floor of the 
Courthouse M onday through 
W ednesday.

Posters m ay be produced by 
any medium, so long as they 
are not 3-dimensional. Posters 
containing copyrighted m ater­
ial, like the cartoon character 
"Peanuts,” w ill not be ac­
cepted. Posters m ay be hori­
zontal or vertical, b u t need 
to be 14” x 22” in dimension. 
The contest is open to all cu r­
ren tly  enrolled 4-H members. 
The 4-H m em ber’s nam e, age 
and full address m ust be af­
fixed to the back of the poster 
in the upper le it hand corner.

All posters subm itted  on 
the county level w ill receive 
eithed a blue, red, or w hite rib ­
bon.
