People who were apprehen-
sive about an expected big
increase in local ad volorem
tax to finance the local share
of the growing cost of edu-
cation got some encourage-
ment in Governor Briscoe’s re-
commendation of November 1.
He suggests an increase of the
state’s share of the Founda-
tion School Program to 90
per cent.

According to the Governor’s
figure, state support now cov-
ers T5 per cent of the -total
cost, hence the net effect of
the recommendation is a 60
per cent reduction in the
amount local districts have to
contribute. Translated into
local tax rate, it will require
statewide an average of 9
cents per $100 valuation
~whereas the present average
rate is 35 cents,

The recommendation is ac-
companied by another which
places a ceiling on the local
tax rate. The Governor’s pur-
pose is taxpayer relief and he
does not want the tax savings,
to be offset by cost increases
of the local program.

That provision complicates
the , matter. The ' minimum
foundation provides the min-
imum standards required for
accreditation, Districts desir-
ing a better program are free
to provide the difference at
their own expense. Almost all
districts go beyond the mini-
mum, the extent of increase
usually depending on the
wealth of the district. Rela-
tive to this fact, what will be
the level of the ceiling? Will
it be low enough to restrict
the local prugram? Or does
it simply mean that the
elaborate school systems will
not qualify for the increased
share of state funds?

A problem in the Gover-
nor’s suggestion is the state’s
source of revenue for its in-
creased share of school costs.
Since it is politically unpopu-
lar to increase tax, a person
has to wonder whether they
expect the additional amount
to be produced by increases
of business and valuation ra-
ther than rates. Or do they
assume that an increase of
state tax along with decrease
of local tax does not really
amount to a tax raise?

Regardless of their attitude
it seems reasonable to change
the tax method so that ad
valorem taxpayers will ' get
some relief and the general
public will pay more. A 1 cent
raise of sales tax with esti-
mated revenue of $450 mil-
lion is regarded as one way
to achieve this, Another and
less popular method is a state
income tax expected to bring
in about an equal amount of
money. Taxing intangible pro-
perty such as stocks and bonds
is another proposal, but not
favorably regarded because of
the difficulty in having
them rendered for taxation.

Still another is a refinéry
tax of one cent on every gal-
lon of crude oil going through
Texas refineries. The appeal
in this one is that it would
apply also to the eighty per
cent of petroleum products
sold outside the state. Con-
sidering that Texans already
pay 8 cents g gallon tax on
gasoline, thoy could be re-
lieved of a penny of the old
tax to compensate for the
new tax.

This appears to be the most
painless way — for us Texans
— to raise some $600 million
in tax revenue. And .t also
seems reasonable for out of
state buyers to pay some tax
on what they buy from us.
But it causes us to wonder
why an idea so appealing is
not already in effect. Would
someone like the Interstate
Commerce Commission or the

Supreme 'Court be able to find)

fault with it.

Aside from this method,
which seems to be too good
to be true, we face the in-
evitable conclusion that in-
flation, teacher pay raises and
expanding programs are going
to cost more. Whether we like
it or not the taxpayers will
have to pay more — either in
state tax or local tax or both.

So the big concern of each
person is how it will affect
him personally. A few weeks
ago many people were dis-
tressed at the thought that
the local share of education
would increase ' and  they

would be stuck for highe'r
local tax. They are somewhat
relieved by Briscoe’s proposal
to let the state pay a bigger
share, Obviously they think
