The four whiie  mercenary
soldiers sentenced to death by
Angolan President Neto, un-
fortunately dia not have a
chance. When confronted by
a savage who has just taken
on a communist connection,
one has to understand that
neither mercy nor principle can
be expected. Just because
Neto is suddenly recognized
in the United Nations does
not mean that he has out-
grown his jungle cruelty or
a double standard of justice.

Netp has no regard for a
human life, but the important
point is the communist char-
acterestic of twisting prin-
ciple to serve one’s own pur-
pose. The man said “the
practice of mercenaries must
be finished on the planet.”

According to the news re-
ports, * thirteen whites were
tried for participation in An-
gola’s civil war. Four were
sentenced to death, the others
to lesser punishments. And
most likely some died in the
fighting. So we can estimate
that a few dozen at the most
were fighting against Neto.
But on his side were some 10
to 12 thousand Cubans using
Russian equipment. A rea-
sonable person would say that
he was mdre guilty than the
enemy in the use of merce-
naries. Furthermore, he con-
tinues using the Cuban mer-
cenaries to stay in power. He
continues to practice in an

even bigger way the crimel

for which he accuses the other
side.

As an indication of the
present state of the UN, no-
tice that this unprincipled,
kloodthirsty savage has the
support of the Soviet bloc
and the so called emerging
nations while .civilized coun-
tries are protesting in wvain,
This could also be a sign of
what to expect in future de-
velopments in the southern
part of the dark continent.
Two other tribes, more worthy
and more capabl> to take over
after Portugal’s evacuation of
Angola were defeated by
.Cuban mercenaries in behalf
of Neto and his tribe.

Meanwhile Rhodesia and
South Africa, both with the
most advanced government
and economy of Africa are
well able to keep their coun-
tries in order, but are threat-
ened with revolution pro-
moted by communists and
assisted by communist mer-
cenaries.

Instead of the hypocritical
mouthings, the Angola dicta-
tor ought to think a little
about the future. Africa has
drifted from one kind of col-
onialism to another in the,
past few decades. Once ruled
by European countries they
have presumably become in-
dependent, but the USSR is
now directing the show. As
any observer can plainly see,

they were better off undery

the old arrangement. Similar-
ly, the rest of the world, par-
ticularly the US, also had a
better deal.

It’s depressing 1o think how
our history has been going
since World War II and what
are the prospects for the fu-
ture. A long string of events
all favorable ta the Soviets
and unfavorable to us, started
developing in the settlements
following the war. US, which
had never extended its bound-
ary by conquest, allowed the
Russians to take over some
half dozen countries of furope
in one big sweep. The reds
promptly started expoiting
those countries’ while we
helped rebuild the other coun-
tries of Europe and Japan.

USSR got into the Japanese
war just long enough to horn
into the settlement and con-
fiscated enormous quantities
of arms, which it promptly
gave to the <Chinese Reds.
About then, as if responding
to a red request, US ignored
Nationalist Chinu’s cry for
help, and the great nation of
China turned red.

Reds of China and North
Korea then decided to annex
South Korea . . thereby
leading up to our first no-win
war. The status quo was pre-
- served whereas we should
have used the occasion to de-
feat the reds of both countries
and allow Nationahst Chinese
to resume charge.’

In Vietnam our first blun-
der was to permit communists,
and even help them, kick the
French out of the north. And
later we fought our second
no win war in a futile at-
tempt to help South Vietnam
defend itself aga‘nst the north.

This general picture of the
situation also has elements of
urgency.
