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A statement that ought to
shake you is presented in a
new film prepared by the
Committee on Political Educa-
tion (COPE) for use in the
1974 political campaigns. It
says that only 23 new “friends”
of Labor are needed in the
House and seven in the Sen-
ate to override presidential
vetoes.

The implications in that re-
mark are frightening. It's as
much as saying that labor un-
ions will be that close to con-
trolling the country. Obvious-
ly if labor bosses attain the
power to influence the re-
jection of a veto they will also
be able to influence the pass-
age of whatever legislation
they want. In other words,
we are dangerously close to
an indirect kind of dictator-
ship whereby labor leaders
will be the power behind the
government, manipulating the
legislature and possibly also
the president if he happens to
be the person they favored in
the election

To elect these “friends” to
office, the labor leaders have
set a goal of raising $2.00 in
contributions from each of the
13.5 million members in AFL-
CIO unions for use in the 1974
elections.

This goal and its purpose
are especially significant in
relation to all the preaching
we hear nowadays about elec-
tion reforms Direct contribu-
tions to a candidate’s fund
are denounced on grounds that
the elected official later may
feel obligated to his benefac-
tor.

AFL-CIO has been partic-
ularly insistent on this point,
and has made a great issue
over the hundreds of thous-
ands in contributions given to
Republican candidates by
AT&T, AMPI and big oil
companies. Accordingly La-
bor’s “friends” in congress are
harping on the possible cor-
ruption that can result from
the direct help. And they seem
to be well on the way to elim-
inating big contributions and
setting up a system whereby
future campaigns are to be
paid by taxpayers. Each can-
didate is to receive an equal
amount from the government
to run his show.

At first glance the idea
looks fine. Seemingly it gives
both sides an even break and
it does not make the winner
feel obligated to any special in-
terest. It appears to be an
answer to the old problem of
corruption in politics.

However, the reform pro-
posal is carefully presented so
as to omit “in-kind” contribu-
tions, which have long been
a specialty of the union bosses.
Their principal help is not
given in direct payments to
candidates but rather in a
variety of services and other
values provided by the union
in behalf of their candidates.
This could include cost of
printing and mailing campaign
literature, travel expenses,
paying workers at the cam-
paign or election, providing
office space, telephone, etc.

The guys who are clamoring
for election reform are not
asking for a ban of in-kind
contributions. They want the
half way measure which
would leave their political foes
with limited funds but still
keep the old system of help-
ing their friends. It is a scheme
to give Labor an advantage in
campaign financing, nothing
else. And ultimately it is a
scheme to establish additional
friends in the House and Sen-
ate until the unions are able
to control legislation, even to
the extent of overriding a
presidential veto.

The plain fact is that union
efforts for election reform are
just so much hypocricy. They
insist on abolishing the cus-
tomary system of campaign
financing only because they
are ready with their own sys-
tem. To make matters worse
there is far more corruption
and injustice in that system
than in the old one.

As stated, the goal is fo
raise $2 in ‘“voluntary” con-
tributions from each of the 13.5
million AFL-CIO members,
when, actually, it is an assess-
ment that each member has to
to pay to keep his job. It’'s a
lie to say that the money is
raised voluntarily.

An even greater injustice is
the use of a member’s money
without any regard for his
wishes. The law of averages
tells us that several million
of the 13.5 million members
do not agree with the political
views of ﬂlelr bosses, but their

Energy Crunch
Is Saving Lives

The good news is that 1,000
fewer persons died in traffic
accidents in 1973 than in 1972,
according to the National
Safety Council.

The council credits reduced
speed limits and the shortage
of gasoline in December for
the “spectacular” reduction.

The bad news is that there
were still 55,600 traffic fatal-
ities last year compared with
the 56,600 in 1972, a two per
cent reduction.

Speed reductions, according
to Council statisticians, played
an important role in Decem-
ber’s low fatality total. Nearly
half of the states (24) had
adopted reduced speed limits
as of December 10, and these
states, according to the Coun-
cil, collectively experienced a
22 per cent fatality reduction
in December. The states with-
out reduced speed limits ex-
perienced a 16 per cent reduc-

tion in traffic deaths, the
statisticians added.

$3.00 worth.

Joan and her husband Nick
each have a car and both
cars have odd-numbered tags.
They’re on odd-even day ra-
tioning so she has to spend
two days a week to keep gas
in the car. Stations won’t sell
to anyone with over a fourth
tank and rationing requires a
minimum $3.00 purchase but
stations have set $3.00 as the
maximum. Most stations sell
out of their daily allotment by
10 am. Last few weeks have
been some easier since the
governor brought suit against
the Energy Office for errors
in Maryland’s allotment.

Nick works over 26 miles
away and no public transpor-
tation is available. Gasoline
is now selling at 55.9 and 59.9
for regular and high test.

Other prices are also out-
rageous Mrs. Demshock says.
She lists a few including round
steak $2.29 a pound, ground
beef $1.19 a pound milk $1.79
a gallon, store-brand bread
59¢ for the pound and a half
loaf.

The couple’s neighbors en-
joy The Enterprise too. All
sit around and read Muenster
food stores’ low prices.

he said. He gave as examples

“At the same time,” he said,
“the Federal Government can
