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Farm Facts, the weekly re-
port on agri-business published

by the Texas Department of

Agriculture, tells us that as of
February 1 Texas is no longer
the number one cattle feeding
state of the nation. Its number
of cattle on feed has declined
to 1,237,000 whereas Iowa now
has the. lead with 1,250,000
head in the feedlots.

In this state the latest fig-
ure represents a drop of 47
per cent from the 2,340,000
which were on feed a year ago.
On a nationwide basis, includ-
ing the seven major -cattle
feeding states of Texas, Iowa,
Nebraska, Colorado, Kansas,
Arizona and California, the
year’s decline is a more mo-
derate 37 per cent.

As of February 1 those
states had 6,050,000 head on
feed, compared with 9,632,000
a year earlier.

The Agriculture Commis-
sion’s report ‘further states
that the decline of feedlot cat-
tle is the probable cause of
about $2.00 per hundred de-
cline in the price of -grain
sorghum since last November.
It is estimated that two thirds
of Texas’ sorghum crop is
used in cattle feeding, so the
decline of a million cattle on
feed would definitely affect
the sorghum market,

This is good news for the
feed lot people who, hopeful-
ly, will be able to save enough
on their feed bill to realize a
profit on the cattle. But at
the same time it is bad news
for grain farmers whose pro-
fits are slipping.

Over all, this is the way of
the old economic law of sup-
ply and demand. Various fac-
tors including the big Soviet
grain deal and efforts to re-
gulate meat and grain prices
brought on the outrageous
prices of a year ago. A natural
result was the drop in meat
consumption, and increased
sale of the more economical
grass fed beef. And that was
followed by declining num-
bers of feeder cattle and de-
clining prices of feed.

The lower feed price brings
on lower beef price but it al-
so brings on the problem of
whether grain farmers get dis-
couraged and reduce their
production, thereby tending to
force the market up again.

The important point, -how-
ever, is that supply and de-
mand tend to cause a steady
market in spite of minor flue-
tuation. If allowed to operate
without interference of mis-
guided do-gooders trying to
regulate prices, it can and will
provide a stable economy for
us. Over many years it has
done a good job for the nation,
but price fixing has caused
grief every time we tried it.

Another application of the

law of supply and demand is
involved in a bill just intro-
duced in the new 94th Con-
gress. It proposes to make la-
bor subject to anti-trust laws
just as business and industry
have been for many years.
The bill is backed by the
United States Industrial Coun-
cil which is mounting a na-
tionwide campaign to gener-
ate support for the legislation.

USIC points out that last year

Congress had passed, with
Ford Administration backing,
a bill providing stiffer penal-

ties for antitrust law viola-

tions, on the basis that mon-

opolistic practices by business

firms contributed to inflation.

USIC contends, however that

union monopolies had been

more responsible for inflation
than monopolies created by

business enterprise.
As stated by the organiza-

tion’s president, Paul Belknap,

“Use of monopoly power by

labor unions to impose wage
in excess of
in productivity is
one of the underlying causes
of inflation and is seriously
damaging to our economy. The
public is the victim. because
excessive labor costs have to

In view of the highly pub-
licized issues on the recent
septic tank regulation passed
by the Commissioners’ Court,
it seems at this point neces-
sary to explain, and perhaps
to clear a few of the rumors.

After many phone calls to
the court concerning a per-
son’s septic discharge aggra-
vating his neighbor, it seemed
necessary to go into some sort
of regulations, by which we
might be able to help our
people.

A study was made, a solu-
tion found (that being a regu-
lation) to be a way of control-
ing problems that septic dis-
charge might create,

We in no way wish to take
rights away from people, (in
fact, local government is
closest to the people), hence,
local control.

Speaking of rights, we do
have rights, but when to at-
tain these rights or exercise
them we violate others’ rights,
then it becomes a different
issue. In other words, a septic
discharge onto a neighbors’
property is a violation of the
neighbors’ rights.

In order to achieve a de-
cént program, it had to apply
county wide, that is to all

called discrimination.

As regards a charge being
levied, there js a charge for
new applications, but -no
charge for registration of ex-
isting systems. The reason for
the charge on new systems is
to provide the means of fund-
ing the program. Using tax
money to take care of the

cost of the program seemed

unfair to taxpayers, especially
city dwellers, who already
bear the cost of their own
regulations.

In summing up, I would
like to say that a program
such as the septic regulation
cannot be all bad. In faet, it
is very important to the well
being of our people.

In case problems arise,
such as a hardship case, it
seems we should try to work
them out, but definitely not
give up the good that we have
in the program.

This program is not meant
to be a burden On the contr-
ary, it is intended for the bet-
terment of the people we re-
present.

Mounting Costs

Wipe Out Profit
For Lone Star Gas

Lone Star Gas Company’s
return on its utility residential
and commercial service in
Texas “has been reduced to
virtually nothing, primarily
due to increasing gas costs,”
the Texas Railroad Commis-
sion was told today.

Louis B. Huley, senior vice
president, told the Commission
that “In 1974, while total na-
tural gas sales by Lone Star
climbed to a record $313 mil-
lion, net income of the com-

pany’s utility division was
down 22% due mostly to a
$76.5 million increase in gas

purchase costs over the prev-
ious year.” \

The rate relief sought, Huley
stressed, is “primarily to assist
the company with the serious
problem created by the in-
creased cost of our gas sup-
ply.” Huley urged the Com-
mission to authorize a 100%
monthly pass-on of increased
gas costs instead of the 65%
semisnnual pass-on currently
in effect.

In addition to Huley, six
other ecompany wtinesses and
two expert outside consultants
were scheduled to give large-
ly technical and financial tes-
timony to the hearing exam-
iner during the day.

Besides recouping form cus-
tomers the rising costs of the
gas it purchases, Lone Star
has applied for an increase in
the rate it can charge resi-
dential and commercial cus-
tomers in Texas caused by in-
flatirnary rises in such items
as materials, labor, costs of
borrowed money and taxes.

This is Lone Star’s first fullI

rate proceeding since 1969.

Benefits Available
To Unemployed Not
Covered by TEC

Jobless workers who are
not eligible for unemployment
compensation may possibly
qualify for a new type of
benefits, Special Unemploy-
ment Agsistance (SUA), ac-
cording to Henry Rothell, ad-
ministrator of the Texas Em-
ployment Commission.

The new unemployment as-
sistance measure is authorized
under the Special Employ-
ment Assistance Act of 1974
which President Gerald Ford
signed into law December 31.

Special Unemployment As-
sistance makes unemployment
benefits possible for persons
such as domestics, agricultural
workers, employees of city

{| and county governments, and

various. other workers
rently ineligible for
ployment compensation.
In Texas, SUA claimants can
receive a maximum of $63 per
week for as long as 26 weeks,
Rothell said. SUA payments

cur-

)| will be made entirely from

Federal funds and paid in ac-

' | cordance with the general pro-

visions of the Texas Unem-

ployment Compensation Act.

“Workers who have insuf-
ficient earnings in covered
employment to be eligible for
unemployment compensation
under any State or Federal
law,” Rothell said, “may
qualify for SUA if they pre-
sent evidence of employment
and earnings during the 52
weeks prior to filing their
claim which would be suffici-
ent to qualify for unemploy-
ment insurance if the work
had been in covered employ-
ment.”

An SUA claim may be filed
at the nearest TEC local office
or itinerant service point in
the state. When a worker goes
to an office to file a claim,
he should take his Social Se-
curity card and a list of names
and addresses of all employ-
ers for whom he worked dur-
ing the most recent 52 weeks,

DISTRICT NEWS

A new soil and water con-
servation plan has been com-
pleted on the J. W. Bullion

farm located in the Rosston
Community. He has plans for
establishing most of the place
in improved pastures and
cross fencing for better grass-
land management. He also
has plans for a pipeline and
water troughs for livestock
water in the pastures.

The conservation
the E. T. Stormer farm in
Marysville Community has
been revised and updated re-
cently. They are installing a
grade stabilization structure
this year to control a critical
gully. Most of the farm has
been developed in improved
pastures and are managed for
high forage production.

A new parallel terrace sys-
tem has been completed on
the Al Walter farm in the
Myra Community. These new
terraces were planned and de-
signed by technicians from the
Soil Conservation Service and
they were built by one of the
local dirt moving contractors.

The terraces outlet on a
grassed waterway.
The next time you drive

through the countryside, make
it a point to really see the
land. Conservation practices
are visible everywhere in
contoured fields, stubble mul-
ched cropland, grassed water-
ways, well 'managed range-
land and improved pastures,
and watershed lakes. Conser-
vation treated Jland means
clear flowing streams, abun-
dant food supplies and a bet-
ter environment for you.

At County Mental Health Clinic

The Cooke County Mental
‘Health Clinic recently com-
pleted three years in Gaines-
ville, providing services for
251 persons who have been
undergoing emotional or men-
tal stress. Currently 121 per-
sons are on the rolls.

The Gainesville Clinic is an
outreach facility of the Wich-
ita Falls State Hospital. It is
operated under contract in-
cluding the Hospital, Cooke
County and the city of Gaines-
ville to assist discharge pati-
ents who need continuing out-
patient care and to provide
assistance to others in the
community who may be ex-
periencing stress which inter-
feres with normal social func-
tioning.

The Gainesville Clinic was
established along with five
other outreach clinics — Min-
eral Wells, Breckenridge,
Bowie, Decatur and McKinney
for this purpose.

The advantage of the out-
reach program is reflected in
the reduction of patient popu-
lation in the Wichita Falls
State Hospital in three
years a reduction of 26 per
cent. Another advantage of the
program is the lower cost of

maintaining a patient in the
community as compared with
maintaining him in the Hos-
pital.

Of the 251 persons who have
sought assistance from the
Gainesville Clinic, ranging in
age from six to seventy four,
only 20 per cent were referred
from a State Hospital the re-
maning 80 per cent have come
on referral by someone in the
community or upon their own
initiative. Many persons in the
community, feeling the need
for assistance, are themselves
seeking it.

Dr. A. J. Gavigan, director
of the Wichita Falls State Hos-
pital’s outreach program, visits
the Gainesville Clinic each
Friday, seeing patients and
providing guidance for the
Clinic staff. The staff mem-
bers of the outreach clinics are
given training upon entering
on duty and are expected to
continue learning through
reading and by attending con-
tinuing education conferences
planned for them by Dr. Gavi-
gan and Mrs. Barbara Major,
R.N., corrdinator of the out-
reach program.

Landscaping with Tulips

Because of its variety of flowers and sizes, the tulip lends itself
admirably to landscaping. You don’t need to be an expert in landscape
architecture to design your own Spring Garden, the tulip does it for
you, with just a little imagination on your part., To help you, here

are some basic guidelines.

Combinations

A successful bulb garden is’ :

based upon a complimentary
combination of early, mid and
late-spring tulip bulbs. This
way, youll have a continuous
flowering of Spring bulbs. Care-
fully blend the tall, stately tulips
with the smaller and more deli-
cate variety.

Clumps

Nothing looks more desolate
than a row of single tulips. For
a really colorful effect, plant’
bulbs of the same variety and
color in clumps or masses. This
gives your garden maximum vis-
ual impact whereas mixing vari-
eties and colors dilutes the over-
all effect,

Color

Just as In the living room,
there are certain colors which
clash. For example, some gar-
deners feel that orange and pur-
ple don’t go together. However,
white and red tulips do go to-
gether, as do yellow and red
tulips,

Height

The different varieties of tu-
lips grow to varying heights.
The popular Kaufmanniana and
Greigii, for instance, are only 8
to 12 inches tall whereas the
classiec Darwins and Darwin Hy-
brids grow two to three feet tall,
Low-growing bulbs look best in

'front of a border or along the

outer perimeter of a bed, while
the taller tulips look best when
planted in big clusters by them-
selves,

Sequence

To insure that your garden
stays in bloom for the whole of
Spring, you should design your
landscaping to include early, mid
and late-blooming tulips. To give
you some idea, tulips usually
bloom in the following sequence:
Fosteriana, Kaufmanniana,
Praestans, Greigii Hybrids, Sin-
gle Early, Double Early, Mendel,
Triumph, Darwin Hybrids, Par-
rot, Darwin, Cottage, Double
Late and Lily-flowered.

If you follow these tips, you
should have an eyecatching gar-
den next Spring that will be the
envy of your neighbors,

P. Hays and Margaret (Mrs.
J. D.) Plumlee. In addition,
Miss Linda Holcomb, who is
enrolled in the Mental Health
Program at Cooke County
College, is employed as an on-
the-job trainee at the Clinic,
Volunteers are utilized as re-
ceptionist, in transporting pa-
tients when needed, in direct-
ing crafts activities and in var-
ious other functions,

Persons seeking assistance at
the Clinic are first inter-
viewed by a social worker,
who obtains information about
the current problem as well
as background information
about the individual. When the
psychiatrist has made a diag-
nosis and has recommended a
treatment program, the staff
sets up a schedule to assist the
individual in working through
his problem. Treatment may
consist of chemotherapy, indi-
vidual and/or group psycho-
therapy and adjunctive thera-
pies. In addition, home visits
are made, and referrals are
made to other facilities as
needed.

The Clinic began its services
in Sunday School rooms loaned
by First United Presbyterian
Church and after four months
was relocated in quarters in
the Schad and Pulte Building.

The Cooke County Mental
Health Clinic may be utilized
by residents of Cooke County.
Fees are based on a sliding
scale established by the Texas
Department of Mental Health
and Mental Retardation.

The Cliniec, located in Room
218 of Schad and Pulte Build-
ing is open Monday, Wednes-
day, Thursday and Friday 8-
12 am. and 1-5 p.m. and Tues-
day from 1-9 p.m. Appoint-
ments may be made by phon-
ing 665-3962.
