The news nowadays from
South Vietnam and Cambodia
is most distressing, so much
so that the only question re-
maining is how long each will
be able to hold out against
the reds.

As far as Washington is con-
cerned, this tragedy comes at
an opportune time. It provides
an easy answer to the sugges-
tion of President Ford that we
send more help in a last fee-
ble hope of enabling our
friends to overcome the over-
whelming odds and hold on
to their independence.

Many of us felt like the
president. We believed as we
did several years ago that the
freedom of deserving people
was at stake there, and in the
long run our security is
threatened here in the U.S. A
few months ago we had reason
to hope freedom’s forces had
sufficient manpower to do
their job if we would provide
the supplies. But now it's too
late. We face the depressing
thought that communism has
taken another big step toward
its goal of world domination,
and our questionable satisfac-
tion is the thought of ending
support to a lost cause.

Now we can look back at
the long years of war with full
conviction that it was a waste.
While we can be proud of our
motives we now have to be
more ashamed than ever of the
no win policy in which we
sacrificed thousands of lives
and billions of dollars for noth-
ing. It's a blow to national
pride as well as an alarming
indicator of what can be ex-
pected later.

Just now, however, the great
tragedy is what is happening
to the people of Southeast
Asia. Imagine the thousands
of homeless refugees plodding
south trying to escape the ter-
ror but with little hope of es-
caping eventual doom. Many
of them remember the way of
the red conqueror some two
decades ago in North Vietnam.
A merciless blood bath wiping
out millions. The reds have a
record of exterminating form-
er enemies. And younger per-
sons who do not remember the
previous horror are learning
now from the reds. Their mis-
erable exodus is being fre-
quently interrupted by ma-
chine gunning or shelling
groups of helpless refugees.

This is the ugly picture that
ought to haunt some people in
Washington and in the news
media when they remember
the no-win policy of fighting
and the pro-red bias of pub-
licity. Even this week we heard
more of the propaganda. A re-
port said that the Cong and
North Vietnamese were cheer-
ing the refugees and helping
them. Next day, however the
truth came out. They were
savagely wiping out the de-
fenseless people by mass mur-
der.

As we accept the bad news
from Southeast Asia in a
matter of fact way, perhaps
feeling relieved that we-won't
waste any more men and
money over there, we need to
think of the horrors endured
by Vietnamese victims. To
help us see the picture more
clearly we might try thinking
of ourselves in their places.
Make no mistake about it,
that’s how the big guys of
communism think of us.

People who wish to be
brought up to date on the
abortion issue will have that
opportunity on Tuesday night,
April 8, in the MHS auditor-
ium. Sponsored by the Right
to Life Society, the program,
understandably, will present
that organization’s viewpoint,
which has been too generally
ignored by the media and the
courts.

Those who advocate abor-
tion have a number of social
and economic views to justify
their stand. They talk about
a desirable reduction in pop-
ulation growth, the tragic life
of an unwanted child, the bur-
den so often placed on young
mothers whe are not financial-
ly or psychologically ready for
the responsibility.

But they disregard the most
important point of the issue,
the commandment of God
which says “Thou shalt not
kill.” Regardless of how rea-
sonable those other points are
made to appear, we keep com-
ing back to the fact that abor-
tion is murder. That’s true in
gpite of those who claim that
a fetus must reach a certain
age before it can be considered
a person.

It should be sufficient to
point out that theologians and
philosophers and doctors have
thought otherwise for ages.
But we need to think also

For almost 48 years, Muen-
ster relatives and friends of
Benedictine Fathers and Bro-
thers of Corpus Christi Abbey
were accustomed to the ad-
dress at 1200 Lantana Street
in Corpus Christi, Now, how-
ever, the monks are moving to
a new monastery — home in
the Arrowhead Subdivision
near Lagarto and about 22
miles from Mathis, Texas, on
the western banks of Lake
Corpus Christi.

A cluster of nine beautiful
new white buildings on a hill,
overlook the lake on about 22
acres of land cleared in June,
1974. Construction was com-
pleted in almost 170 working
days.

The monastery complex
consists of an imposing “Chapel
by the Lake,” whose stained
glass windows quote from the
Rule of Saint Benedict, an
office building; a guest house;
three living quarters buildings
where each monk has a priv-
ate room and bath; a kitchen
— dining room — workshop;
recreation building and gar-
age, with future construction
planned, beginning with a
library. Cost of the complex
is over $400,000.

All the structures except the
garage are made of fiberglass
material with interiors sprayed
with liquid polyurethane in-
sulation to a thickness of an
inch. When sprayed on, the
liquid expands 32 times its size
immediately.

Buildings, whose distinctive
feature is their surprising and
unusual quonset-type appear-
ance, have rounded outside
walls, formed by bolting fiber-
glass panels four feet wide by
fourteen and a half feet long.

Joints between panels are
covered with black plastic
pipe. The slab foundations

are conventional style.

No supports are used in the
buildings. The dome at the top
reinforces the self supporting
fiberglass structures which will
withstand 200 mile per hour
winds. Thermopane windows
are attached to the fiberglass
panels and interior walls are
cut into the polyurethane.

Some of the advantages of
this type of construction are
lower construction cost, frac-
tional cost of heating and cool-
ing, ease of interior repair, no
maintenance or upkeep needed
on the outside of buildings
that are completely fireproof.

Time Spent In Housework — 1920s vs, 1970s

Have you ever wondered what
happens to all that time that your
time-saving appliances save you?

Well, relax, homemaker.
You're not inefficient; you're us-
ing appliances and other mod-
ern conveniences to do more
than ever for your family.

Time Use Surveys reported in
Scientific American show that
today’s homemaker who is not
employed outside the home ac-
tually spends more time in fam-
ily-related tasks than women did
in the 1920s—55 hours a week
now as opposed to 52 hours
then.

On the average, homemakers
spend five hours a week less
preparing meals and cleaning up
afterward than they did 50 years
ago. One appliance manufactur-
er, General Electric, points out
that clean-up appliances, such
as dishwashers, and convenience
foods probably account for most
of this gain.

More time is spent today, on
the average, in child care, shop-
ping, and other managerial tasks,
and—very surprisingly—in do-
ing the laundry.

In spite of the fact that au-
tomatic washers and dryers have
come onto the scene and ironing
has been greatly reduced by
modern fabrics and fabric coat-
ings, the average time spent do-
ing the laundry has increased in
the last half century, if only by
a little, Presumably the reason is
that people have more clothes
now than they did in the past,
and they wash them more often.

Of course, doing laundry to-
day with the aid of automatic

washers and dryers is far less
uncomfortable and physically
demanding than in the days of
washboards and clotheslines, the
General Electric spokesman
notes.

What about women who do
work outside the home?

In the 1920s it was unusual
to find married women em-
ployed outside the home. Today,
however, about 40 per cent of
married women are in the labor
force. In contrast to the 55 hours
a week nonemployed women
spend on housework, employed
women spend just 26 hours a
week.

One would expect that em-
ployed women, in an effort to
“catch up” on housework would
spend more time at it on the
weekends than do non-employed
women. Not so. Nonemployed
women spend about an hour a
day more on weekend house-
work than do employed women.

Several possible explanations
for this could be:

—Nonemployed women may
have larger families and/or
younger children.

—Employed women may get
more help from other members
of the family.

—Employed women may be
able to use their earnings to buy
labor-saving devices or services
of others.

At any rate, the old adage
seems to remain true. While
modern appliances, fabrics, and
foods have made it less demand-
ing, “. . . A woman's work is

never done.”

Be Careful About
Final Rush Error
On Tax Report

Dallas Texas — With less
than three weeks remaining
until April 15, the annual

deadline for filing individual
income tax returns, the Inter-
nal Revenue Service (IRS) is
cautioning taxpayers to watch
out for the last-minute mis-
takes that can delay refunds
or, worse, cost money.

A. W. McCanless, district
director of the IRS for North
Texas, said today that a dis-
proportionately large number
of taxpayers traditionally wait
until the final .days of the fil-
ing season to send in their re-
turns. One result of this, he
said, is that thousands of re-
turns come in with simple
mistakes that can only be at-
tributed to haste.

“We can’t do much with a
return that shows up with-
out a taxpayer’s name on it,
which is not as uncommon as
you might think,” McCanless
said. “The same goes for un-
signed returns and ‘those on
which there are no social
security numbers. But these
things and the frequent math
errors that crop up mainly
just cause delays in process-
ing. The sadder thing is the
money taxpayers lose because
of rushing.”

The tax official said that
when people are harried and
trying to get the return.in the
mail by the deadline they
frequently overlook legitimate
deductions which could save
them tax. They may forget
that trip to the dentist or doc-
tor that the insurance did not
cover, or the interest paid out
all year on their revolving
charge accounts.

If you're working up your
return now and want some
advice, the IRS has experts
answering phone calls in Dal-
las at 742-2440 and in Fort
Worth at 334-3811. Those out-

Be Careful About
Taking Medicine

Ever wake up, or at least
about half awake, in the night
with a splitting headache? Or
a pain in the tummy? And
stumble into the bathroom and
reach for a bottle in the medi-
cine cabinet? And gulp down
a pill or two, or a spoonful
of medicine?

Sure. All of us have. And
we're risking serious trouble
in taking medicines careless-
ly.

The medicine was prescribed
by your physician, and he in-
cluded specific orders for size
and frequency of dose and how
to take it. The Texas Medical
Association reminds that there
is a good, sound reason for
these orders, and they're
meant to be followed.

A few simple rules for tak-
ing medicine can help to avoid

an accident that may make
your minor discomfort a lot
worse,

* Never take medicine in

the dark. Be certain you can
see the bottle or pill box, to
make certain it’'s the right
one. If you need glasses, put
them on.

* Read the directiong care-
fully before taking. Those di-
rections are there for a rea-
son — your health,

* Don’t increase the dosage
or take more often than di-
rected without checking with
your doctor,

* If the label says “Shake
well before using,” it means
what it says. Shake it.

*Don’t take medicine pre-
scribed for someone else. Just
because it helped your hus-
band’s cough doesn’t mean it’s
right for you.

* Keep medicine out of reach
of children. The small child
who is rushed to the hospital
after eating a whole bottle of
sugar-coated tablets is an all
too common occurence.

Spring Flowering Bulbs

Fall means Halloween, football games, Thanksgiving, cool days,
colorful leaves, and for the home gardener—Spring garden planting
time. Fall is when you must plant tulip, daffodil, hyacinth and crocus
bulbs in order to have them bloom in a riot of color next Spring.

Here are a few green finger tips recommended by the Dutch

bulb industry to help the Fall
gardener:

1. BUY THE BEST. Buy
blemish-free, quality, large,
healthy bulbs for best results.
You get what you pay for.

2. ORDER EARLY. If you

buy through a catalog order
early to get the best selection.
Plant when bulbs arrive, or open
the bags and store in a cool dry
place until you are ready to
plant.
. . PLANT IN WELL
DRAINED SOIL. Bulbs prefer
well drained soil. For heavy clay
soils, fork in sand, peat or ver-
miculite to improve drainage,

4. PLANT BEFORE FROST
HARDENS THE GROUND.
The planting period for Spring
flowering bulbs such as tulips
and hyacinths, usually extends
from September 1 to December
15. Daffodils and minor bulbs
should be planted as early as
possible. In the South you can
plant one month latér,

5. PLANT AT THE RIGHT
DEPTH. Bulbs should be set,
pointed ends up 6-8 inches deep
for daffodils, tulips and hya-
cinths and 8-4 inches deep for
crocuses, muscari, and most
other small bulbs.

6. BULBS CAN BE GROWN
ANYWHERE. There is a place
in every garden for bulbs—in
beds, borders, shrubbery, rock-

eries, orchards, woodlands,
lawns, on walls, in tubs or win-
dow boxes—in sun or even shade,

7. PLANT IN GROUPS.
Plant bulbs in clumps of twelve
to twenty-four for the best and
most colorful effects. If you want
flowers for indoor decoration,
plant extra bulbs in an unused
area especially for cutting pur-
poses.

8. WATER WELL., Water
planted areas well after planting
and throughout the Fall should
there be insufficient rainfall.

9. MULCH. Cover bulb beds
with a mulch to help retain mois-
ture and to retard soil from heav-
ing during the late Winter,
Remove mulch after shoots ap-
pear,

Forgotten People

When Senator James L.
Buckley of New York visited
the Soviet Union late last
year, he not only met with
some of the top Communist
officials, but he also took time
to contact some of the mem-
bers of persecuted “minority”
groups in the USSR, includ-
ing one of ‘the most resistant
dissidents, Andrei Sakarov.
Buckley reported that he
found not a single one of some
dozen families he talked to
had a working telephone be-
cause all their phones had
been cut off. Thus, the fam-
ilies were cut off not only
from each other but from any
hope of getting messages in or
out of the USSR.

The evidence convinced him,
Buckley said, that prison con-
ditions are now in many ways
worse than those that existed
even during the barbarities of
the Stalin era. “Instead of the
extermination camps of the
Stalin years,” Buckley said,
“there now exist camps dedi-
cated to what might be called
‘protracted death’ ie., death
on the installment plan.”

While in Moscow Buckley
was handed a list of 6,000
Volga German families who
have been trying to leave the
Soviet Union, and suffering
additional torture because of
their requests. He was told
that 20 or 30 individuals who
helped compile the list are
now in prison, and that the
actual number comprised more
than 25,000 men, women and
children. The victims are
treated as a separate nation-
ality, with the word “German”
stamped on their identity
papers; they are subject’ to
abuse in schools as “Hitler-
ites” and “Nazis” and denied
opportunities for higher edu-
cation. Buckley was also given
case histories of Soviet persecu-
tion of Baptists, Buddhists, and
other minority groups.

During this period of cele-
bration of our 200th Annivers-
ary, it is well for us to ponder
the difference between living
in a nation founded -upon
atheism and the rejection of
God and a nation founded up-
on belief in God and a system
of justice built upon the laws
of God.

Every American, every
night, should praise God that
he or she was privileged to
have been born here, rather
than on the other side of the
Iron Curtain,

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Adjustment of SS
Benefit Rates Are
Effective in July

Because of inflation and the
high cost of living the Sher-
man Social Security Office is
receiving many inquiries about
increases in social security
benefits, according to Manager
Gus Jones.

Legislation in 1972 and 1973
provided for automatic adjust-
ments in benefit rates to re-
flect increases in the cost of
living as measured by the Con-
sumer Price Index. The first
such increase cannot be ef-
fective before June 1975 and
would be reflected in the
checks received in July 1975.

The reason for this Jones
said, was because the formula
which provides for the cost of
living increases stipulates
that for the initial cost of liv-
ing comparison the period be-
tween June and August, 1974
will be compared with the
first three months of 1975.

Automatic increases in sub-
sequent years will be effective
for June of that year and will
be based on changes in the
cost of living from the first
three months of the preceeding
year to the first three months
of the year in which the in-
crease is effective.

The Commission on Critical
Choices estimates that a capi-
tal investment of $800 billion
will be necessary if the United
States is to achieve energy
independence by 1995.

This replica of the blockhouse'at old Fort Inglish in Bonham was razed in the 1960s,
but another like it is planned as a Fannin County Bicentennial project.

Fort Inglish Vital o Bonham Pioneers

Construction of a Bicenten-
nial project at Bonham under
sponsorship of the Fannin
County Bicentennial Commis-
sion and the Historical Survey
Committee brings back a cher-
ished page of history to Casey
Inglish of Rosston, a grand-
son of Bailey Inglish whose
famous Fort Inglish had a vi-
tal part in Bonham’s early
days.

The project is a full size
replica of the block house
built by Inglish between 1836
and 1839 as a refuge where
frontiersmen took their fam-
ilies when warned of Indian
raids.

It was built at Inglish’s ex-
pense, of hewn timbers with a
projecting wupper story. The
four sided structure had port-
holes from which to shoot at
the attacking Indians, usually
Commanches and Kiowas.

Inglish is described as a
brave and prudent humorist
who said “If we want to keep
our hair to part, and not to
be parted with, we’d better
build us a good strong block-
house.”

He was a former *Arkansas
sheriff who led ox drawn wag-
on trains of settlers to Bon-

ham. An elementary school
there is named after him and
a Methodist church got its
start at Fort Inglish.

Specifications for the repli-
ca fort call for a 20 x 20 lower
section with walls 10 feet
high, a 24 x 24 upper section
with walls 8 feet high, and a
cupola topping the structure.
Portholes for gunfire are in
all four walls at each of the
three levels.

Early settlers credited the
fort with saving many lives.
Along with the blockhouse it
consisted of a surrounding
stockade and small houses
where settlers could assemble
and live in time of danger.
Vegetables were grown inside
the stockade. The story is that

Charles M. Schwab, the
American steel magnet, worked
for Andrew Carnegie as a

young man. The Scotch in-
dustrialist taught him one of
the hardest lessons of the

business world.
“All records broken yester-
day,” Schwab wired his boss.
“What have you done to-
day?” Carnegie wired back.

settlers could live there many
months without outside sup-
plies.

The. present project is the
second replica of the original
Fort Inglish. The other was
built in the Texas Centennial
year, 1936, as a promotion by
the late Sam Rayburn. It was
razed in 1960 because of ter-
mite damage and unfavorable
public reaction for saving it.

@SOIL CONSERVATIONS
DISTRICT NEWS

& OUR SO0 » OUR STRENGTH =

Many farms and ranches in
this conservation district may
have one or more gullies as
a result of uncontrolled sur-
face run-off which make that
area unproductive. More im-
portant they are a threat to
overall efficiency .of farming
or ranching operations.

If you have a gully too deep
to cross with machinery or
animals it may divide the
land into “hard-to-manage”
units. This runs up labor costs,
boosts operating capital re-
quirements for fuel and ma-
chinery repair. Usually taxes
on the gullies are just as great
as those on the most produc-
tive adjacent land.

Gullies can be controlled.
In many cases the walls of the
gully can be pushed with a
bulldozer and shaped to a
parabolic form and made
smooth enough to cross with
farm equipment, pickups, etc.
This will condition the land so
a seedbed can be prepared and
made ready for establishment
to grass. With the addition of
fertilizers to get the grass off
to a good start and the con-
trol of weeds you can have
this gully producing good
grass within a year or so. You
are also stopping any further
soil loss and the gullied areas
begin to produce their fair
share of the forage needs for
the farm. You will be pleased
with the improved appearance
on your farm or ranch.

Did you know that birds
and animals need “homes”
just like people? Good wild-
life management provides for
water and a food supply near
“cover” that gives them shel-
ter and protection. This en-
ables them to raise their fam-
ilies. A good conservation pro-
gram on a farm puts the land
to its best use and usually
there will be the minimum re-
quirements for birds and small
animals.

It won’t be long until many
will be thinking about ferti-
lizing their improved pastures
for good forage production.
The cost of fertilizers has in-
creased over the past few
years and it makes this man-
agement practice more costly;
however it is a management
practice which cannot be over-
looked if you want to continue
large ‘quantities of high qual-
ity forage from your improvéd
bermudagrass, pastures,” and
lovegrass.

Coastal bermudagrass with
a medium level of fertilizer
applied such as 200 pounds of
16-20-0 per acre or its equiva-
