
President Ford's S tate of the
W orld aadress to the nation 
last week was depressing in 
more w ays than just its re fer­
ence to the Southeast Asia 
tragedy. Besides t h i n k i n g  
about the millions there  who 
will suffer the agonies of m il­
ita ry  deleat, we are also sad­
ly aw are of the fact th a t our 
own country is slipping. U n­
less som ething is done to get 
us back on the righ t course, 
sad times are also in  sight for 
the  US.

The President asked for a
q u arte r of a million dollars 
w orth  of hum anitarian  aid — 
such things as food, clothing, 
medicine and medical care — 
plus over $722 million in m ili­
tary  aid.

Com m entators a fte r t h e  
ta lk  agreed th a t the non­
m ilitary w ill likely be sent, 
h u t not the m ilitary help. The 
general idea is th a t we have 
had enough of th a t war, and 
to m ake m atters worse, it has 
become a lost cause. Develop­
m ents of the past few days 
have us wondering w hether 
the country could hold out 
until we could get help to it. 
And Cambodia has already 
fallen.

This leads up to the im m in­
ent problem, which w ill be 
worse than  anything the w ar 
has brought to date.' It will be 
hell as b rutal barbarians purge 
the country of form er enemies 
the way they did when North 
Vietnam w as conquered. There 
will be m urder, rape, torture, 
starvation, and slavery for the 
survivors. We know it will 
happen because th a t is the 
com m unist way of operating. 
Their method is to dispose of 
all enemies in a way tha t sa t­
isfies their savage taste for 
revenge as well as taking over 
absolute power.

Fully aw are of the coming 
blood bath, US leaders are 
w orried about an evacuation 
to save several thousand of 
our people and m any thousand 
natives who are assumed to 
be on the red purge list. G et­
ting all of those people away 
from there  is a m ajor u nder­
taking requiring all the p lan­
ning of a m ilitary campaign 
and possibly as m any hazards.

T here's talk  about having 
M arines on hand to assist and 
protect a t the evacuation, and 
one can only w onder at the 
m agnitude and the risk  of 
their job. In case loyalist re ­
sistance fails before then, it 
can be assum ed th a t hostile 
troops w ill be near, inflicting 
heavy casualties on both the 
M arines and the escapees.

And odds obviously will be 
terrib ly  stacked near the end 
of the  operation w hen the 
last of the rear guard are 
m any tim es outnum bered. In 
civilized warfare, as waged by 
this country, evacuation would 
be no problem. Those leaving 
should be perm itted to go 
safely. B ut com m unists do not 
observe the standards of civ­
ilization. They don’t believe in 
m ercy toward the 'vanquished . 
Ju s t revenge and to rtu re  and 
slaughter.

Still another possible hazard
of evacuation is a turn-about 
by S outh  Vietnamese, either in 
resentful envy tow ard those 
who get to leave o r in an ef­
fo rt to seek the favor of the 
conquerors.

T here seems to be little  
doubt th a t the evacuation will 
be one of the most hazardous 
operations of the en tire  ill- 
fated war. Even the departing 
boats and planes w ill be sub- 
ject to pttack. Vindictive sav­
ages no doubt will be d eter­
m ined to destroy as long as 
possible.

The fact that our country
faces th is kind of catastrophe 
is one of the most significant 
tragedies of this m onstrous 
debacle. This is the sign tha t 
communism is m uch closer to 
its goal of global domination. 
It m akes us w onder w hether 
w e have reached the begin­
ning of the  end, and w hether 
from  here  on there w ill be 
no w ay of stopping th f  red  
conquest. Does America still 
have a chance to survive, or 
are w e destined to live in 
slavery  like so m any millions 
of o ther people?

This is a most depressing 
thought. Not only because our 
kind of compassion to the van ­
quished will be replaced by 
savage vindictiveness, bu t b e ­
cause the change was brought 
on by our own ill advised 
policies of the past half cen ­
tury. During all of th a t time 
we w ere constantly warned 
of the com m unist goal and 
constantly cooperated in its 
endeavor. Since 1933, when 
FDR gave diplom atic recogni­
tion to the Soviet government, 
there has been a long succes-

State Will Vote 
Next Tuesday on 
2 Amendments

An election th a t seems to 
be sneaking up on a big per­
centage of people is set for 
next Tuesday when voters will 
decide on adding two proposed 
am endm ents to the Texas 
constitution.

Locally it w ill be held in 
the custom ary two voting 
boxes. Voters of Precinct 4, 
w ith B. J. Swirczynski as elec­
tion judge, will cast their bal­
lots at the KC hall between 
the hours of 7 a.m. a_nd 7 p.m. 
Precinct 3 people will vote in 
the VFW hall under direction 
of Paul Fisher.

The coming election is one 
th a t has received very little  
notice in the m edia and appar­
ently  has stirred  up a m ini­
mum of interest. Voter re ­
sponse is expected to be low.

Two propositions are on the 
ballot. The first concerns re ­
vising and consolidating pro­
visions relating to the state 
retirem ent systems and raising 
the sta te’s share of to tal re ­
tirem ent benefit fro 6 to 10 
per cent.

Chief opponents are people 
who object to higher pay when 
cost of governm ent is already 
stupendous and inflation is a 
s e v e r e  economic headache. 
Those who favor think that in­
flation has shrunk retirem ent 
pay already and a bit ex tra  
from the state could help com­
pensate.

The other proposal asks for 
raising pay of legislature 
m em bers from  $400 to $600 a 
month, also raising p er diem 
to $30 per day while legisla­
tu re  is in session, and increas­
ing m ileage allowance for 
travel.

Those who favor th ink leg­
islators have been underpaid 
and deserve all of the raises 
proposed. Opponents again ob- 
je t on the basis of high cost 
of governm ent and inflation­
ary pressure.

Bill on Addition to 
Hospital District 
Approved by House

Legislation authorizing an 
annexation to M uenster Hos­
pital D istrict got on its way 
last week when passed by the 
Texas House of R epresenta­
tives. R epresentative Bill Sul- 
livant sent w ord th a t it, along 
w ith  a bill creating the G aines­
ville Hospital D istrict, had 
been approved in the  House.

P rom ptly  th ereafte r t h e  
M uenster Hospital D istrict was 
inform ed by Senator Tom 
Creighton tha t the  b ill had 
reached his Senate com m ittee 
and w as due for an early  and 
favorable hearing followed by 
a vote of the  Senate.

A fter th a t the governor’s 
signature w ill authorize the 
annexation, how ever the final 
decision is still left up to the 
people concerned. W ithin 30 to 
60 days afte r the governor’s 
signature there  w ill be sim ul­
taneous elections, one in which 
residents w ill decide w hether 
to join the district, the  o ther 
deciding w hether they w ill be 
accepted.
