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AFBF Proposes Emergency 
Policy for Grain Embargo

In his speech on sanctions 
against the USSR caused by 
the Soviet invasion of Af-
ghanistan, President Carter 
referred to a possible boy-
cott of the Moscow Olym-
pics by both participants 
and spectators. To you and 
me that may be the way to 
wish but so far it's not the 
way to bet. 

That fact came out clearly 
and emphatically a few days 
ago following a New Year's 
Day meeting of NATO in 
Brussels. The suggestion was 
made there that in view of 
the Afghanistan invasion the 
countries of the alliance 
should boycott the 1980 
Olympics in Moscow. 

As one NATO ambassa-
dor put it, "If we go to Mos-
cow. is that not an express-
ion of buSiness as usual?" 
He compared it with going 
to the Berlin Olympics in 
1936. As soon as the 
suggestion hit the press the 
International Olympic 
Committee raised a howl. 

The president of IOC, 
Lord Killanin, along with 
presidents of Olympic com-
mittees in US and Europe, 
said that they would fight 
any boycott attempt, and 
went on to state that only 
their committees, which are 
independent of any govern-
ment control, can decide 
who will participate in the 
games. 

Killanin said "I have al-
ways felt that at times ad-
ministrators, and even inter-
national Olympic commit-
tees, forget that the athletes 
come first and in no way 
should be prevented from 
competing in an internation-
al competition by political, 
racial or religious discrim-
ination." The British Olym-
pic Association's general 
secretary endorsed the idea 
and accused NATO govern-
ments of playing "political 
football" with the Olym-
pics. 

This kind of sanctimon-
ious talk has to be regarded 
as 100 per cent absurd when 
we recall what IOC did to 
Taiwan just a short time be-
fore. Because of political 
pressure from Peking and 
our government, the IOC on 
November 26 formally ap-
proved a resolution that 
assures Red China's return 
to the games for the first 
time since 1949, while going 
far to assure Taiwan's non 
participation. The question 
is whether Taiwan will be 
willing to accept the humili-
ating conditions of being 
allowed to compete. 

Committee members 
voted 62-17 to allow both 
Red China and Taiwan to 
compete in both winter and 
summer Olympics. But the 
Peking entries will be per-
mitted to compete under 
their own flag and to sing 
their own national anthem 
whereas Taiwan is required 
to abandon its identity as a 
nation and come up with a 
new flag and anthem. The 
name it would have to use is 
"Chinese Taipei Olympic 
Committee," forsaking its 
dignity as a nation, and the 
flag and anthem would have 
to be approved by IOC. 

When word of this hum-
iliating outrage reached the 
US Congress fifteen of its 
members wrote hot letters to 
Lord Killanin pointing out 
that the Republic of China is 
a sovereign nation already 
recognized by the IOC and 
that the shabby treatment 
could not be justified. 
Nevertheless IOC approved 
the change. To make mat-
ters worse, Killanin in his 
prejudiced decision was 
strongly supported by the 
US State Department which 
had sent a note to IOC im-
plying that our country 
would be "embarrassed" if 
the Republic of China were 
allowed to use its own name, 
flag and anthem. 

How's that for a switch? 
One would think that as a 
matter of fairness and inte-
grity and national honor the 
US would insist on Taiwan's 
right to use its traditional 
identity. But instead our 
government has chosen to 
go the other way and use its 
influence for betrayal rather 
than support. Of course it

Farm Bureau delegates 
adopted an emergency 
policy for 1980 to deal with 
the problems caused by 
President Carter's partial 
embargo of grain to Russia. 

Delegates to the 61st an-
nual meeting of the Ameri-
can Farm Bureau Federation 
also elected Robert B. Del-
ano of Warsaw, Virginia, to 
succeed Allan Grant of Vis-
alia, California, who retired 
at this convention after serv-
ing four years as president 
of the three-million-member 
farm organization. 

Delano, who has served 
three years as vice president 
of the AFBF, operates a 
400-acre diversified farm in 
Richmond County, Virgin-
ia. 

Texas' I8-member dele-
gation voted for the emerg-
ency measure which states, 
in part: "That because of 
the immediacy of the Presi-
dent's actions, some seg-
ments of our nation's 
economy will suffer severe 
economic hardship through 
no fault of their own, and 
therefore, steps must be 
taken by the government to 
provide compensation for 
those losses." 

Agricultural trade should 
not be sacrificed unless the 
national security demands a 
total suspension of all non-
diplomatic relations with 
USSR, the delegates said. 

They recommended that 
the Administration and 
Congress immediately im-
plement the following: 

(I) Immediately increase 
Commodity Credit Corpor-
ation export credit budget 
from $800 million to $2 
billion for the next two fiscal 
years. 

(2) Offer the wheat and

Agriculture Commission-
er Reagan V. Brown encour-
ages all cattle owners to par-
ticipate in the upcoming 
Beef Referendum. 

The referendum is calling 
for the establishment of a 
self-help program of re-
search, promotion, market-
ing, and education, with ass-
essments paid by all seg-
ments of the meat product-
ion industry from the ran-
cher to the packer. 

Registration to vote in the 
referendum will extend from 
January 28 to February 6 at 
county ASCS offices. Votes 
will be cast there February 
19 to 22. Provisions are 
made for mailing ballots. 

In his statement Brown 
emphasized that every cattle 
owner in the state should 
vote on the proposal. 

"Whether ranchers are for 
or against the issue is their 
personal decision; however, 
a move as important as this 
should have the full support 
of everyone affected if it is 
going to be implemented."

Essential to Economy

There are people in this country making careers out of 
criticizing America's petroleum industry. The large. inte-
grated companies have been the principal targets of their 
criticism. 

Recently, a coalition of labor unions and consumer 
groups staged demonstrations in various c ■ ties through-
out the country to protest high energy prices and the "big 
oil companies." This so-called "Big Oil Day'' was a big flop 

Most Americans saw through the proposals for industry 
nationalization and distortions of fact. Most Americans are 
aware of what the U.S. petroleum industry — operating 
within our free enterprise system — has meant to this 
nation. Those of us living in Texas know of the contribu-
tions the industry has made to this state's economy and 
general welfare .  

Several of this nation's largest oil companies had their 
origins in Texas and have been operating here since the 
turn of the century. So, the oil and gas industry long has 
been a prime contributor to Texas' social and economic 
well-being. 

These companies and others provide many jobs 
support education, and underwrite many community 
services in our state. They also pay a significant portion of 
the industry's billion-dollar annual state tax bill .  

All employees of these companies — from the newest 
employee to top management — work for the stockholders 
of these publicly held companies.

The latest reports on inflation 
indicate a rate for the year in 
excess of 13 percent. By the 
end of the year it may be 
higher, or somewhat lower. In 
that the Federal Reserve is 
taking action to make money 
"tighter," probably a con-
servative estimate for inflation 
this year would be about 12 
percent. Certainly we need to 
understand whatever causes 
our money to lose one-eighth of 
its purchasing power in a year. 

- We are all aware that prices 
-of nearly all goods and services 
-are increasing rapidly. When 
:the general price level in-
:creases in this manner the 
:cause is inflation. Inflation is an 
-increase in the quantity of 
7-- money and credit. In the United 
:States the control of money and 
'credit is in the hands of the 
:nation's central bank, the 
- Federal Reserve System. If we 
-want to understand inflation we 
-necessarily must understand 
:the functioning of the Fed, as 
:the system is called bankers 

and economists. 

It is not the purpose here to 
examine in detail why the Fed 
came into being. The 
manipulations behind that story 
are fascinating to be true, but 
suffice it to say the Congress 
was persuaded to pass the act 
establishing the Federal 
Reserve System in 1913, and 
President Wilson, who used all 
his influence to get it passed, 
signed it into law on December 
23 of that year. The rationale for 
the act was concern over 
business cycles and the need to 
try to control them. The country 

•had experienced periodic 
"depressions" of economic 
activity, the latest the "panic of 
1907." Demands arose for a 

- reorganization of the banking 
system in order to: (I)give the 

•federal government effective 
control over the money and 
banking facilities of the nation; 
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(2)provide a sound money; 
(3) provide an elastic currency 
and credit, and (4)prevent bank 
failures, inflation and deflation. 

The Federal Reserve is 
legally owned by its member 
banks which are required to 
purchase stock as a condition of 
membership. There is no 
question but that bankers fill 
the directing positions of the 
Fed, however, real control rests 
in the hands of the Federal 
government as the seven 
members of the Board of 
Governors are appointed by the 
President. As they set Fed 
policies, the political orien-
tation of these individuals is of 
crucial importance. If they are 
Keynesian in their economic 
outlook, the Fed will follow an 
easy money, inflationary 
policy, stimulating demand by 
Increasing the money supply 
being the essence of the 
Keynesian approach. If they 
are otherwise oriented, the 
money supply will not be ex-
panded in excess of the growth 
in production and there will be 
little or no inflation. The fact 
that the 1939 dollar is now worth 
19 cents is evidence that over 
these last forty years the Fed 
has followed easy money, in-
flationist policies which have 
caused the dollar to lose over 80 
percent of its value during this 
period. It would appear this is 
conclusive proof that the Fed 
has failed to provide a sound 
money, one of its basic pur-
poses. Neither did it prevent the 
failure of some ten thousand 
banks in the 1930's, failing also 
in that purpose. There is no 
question but that the Fed has 
given the federal government 
control over money and 
banking and provided an elastic 
currency, the other two pur-
poses for which it was created. 
Whether government control 
over money is proper is 
something else again and would 
depend upon one's philosophy. 
Certainly there is no more 
reason for government to 
"produce" money than for 
government to produce any 
other commodity. The evidence 
would seem to indicate that 
when government intervenes in 
the money market the con-
sequences will be the same as 
government intervention in any 
market: disruption and chaos in 
the economy. 
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A USTI N —Gasohol, once 
considered an "exotic fuel," 
at least in Governor Bill 
Clements' words, is fast be-
coming all the rage at the 
State Capitol. 

Texas family farmers 
fought all last year to initi-
ate gasohol production in 
the state and up until now 
have enjoyed limited suc-
cess. Their hopes were 
boosted during the last Leg-
islature when Reps. Dan 
Kubiak and Bill Keeve suc-
cessfully pitched through the 
legislation legalizing alcohol 
fuel production in Texas, 
but the necessary funding 
has not come through. 

All that is changing. 
Following President Car-

ter's partial embargo of 
grain sales to the Soviet 
Union. gasohol's destiny has 
taken an upswing. Carter in-
tends the federal govern-
ment to buy the 17 million 
metric tons of grain and use 
much of it in the rapid pro-
duct ion of gasohol. The 
benefits are two-fold, Amer-
ica can become more self-
sufficient in terms of ener-
gy. and farmers can enjoy a 
solid domestic market for 
grain. 

Amid all the bustling, 
'texas farmers leveled a 
strong blast at Governor 
Clements, charging him with 
breaking a promise to their 
group by stifling gasohol 
production. They see Clem-
ents tics to the oil industry 
the is the founder of SED-
CO. Inc.. a Dallas-based oil 
well drilling firm) as the rea-
son for his inaction. 

"Oil Baron Governor" 

Specifically, the state co-

ordinator of the American 

Agri, aSuture 	Movement, 
Mike McCathern of Here-
ford, said: 

"We have an oil baron 
governor who doesn't want 
any competition with oil, 
and a liquor lobby control-
ling the Alcoholic Beverage 
Commission and we can't 

get anything done." 

The commission, which 
normally oversees drinking 
alcohol regulation. is the 
agency which handles alco-
hol fuel production permits. 
During the recent year, the 
ABC has given out less than 
25 permits across the state. 

The farmers push was 
highlighted by a hunger 

strike beginning Friday by 
one of their leaders, Charlie 
Fitts of Milam County. Fitts 
is camping out in front of 
the Governor's Office at the 
Capitol to draw attention to 
the farmer's beef with Clem-
ents. 

AG Okays Gasohol 
Attorney General Mark 

White ruled last week that a 
Kansas corporation, Mid-
west Solvents. Inc., can pro-
duce gasohol in Texas but 
cannot manufacture 190-
proof alcohol at the same 
plant. 

The ruling was sought 
following controversy over 
whether beverage alcohol 
could also he produced at 
the targeted Santa Rosa 
plant. The company was 
planning to ship the bever-
age alcohol out of state for 
sale. 

White's riding boosts the 
state's ability to say yes to 
alcohol fuel production at 
the same time it says no to 
beverage xlcohol produc- 
t ion . 

Political Races 

As the Feb. 4 filing dead-
line nears, more political 
races are shaping tip in Tex-
as. 

State Rep. John Wilson. 
D-LaGrange, announced he 
will try to unseat state Sen. 
Bill Patman, D-Ganado. 
Patman. a 20-year incum-
bent and member of the 
controversial "Killer Bees," 
has not announced his in-
tentions. Hints abound that 
he may try for a congres-
sional seat and give up his 

scat to Wilson. Most observ-
ers predict a tough fight if 
he goes for re-election. 

State Rep. Ed Mayes of 
Granbury reportedly will 
not withdraw from the race 
for the Senate post being 
vacated by retiring Tom 
Creighton of Mineral Wells. 
Mayes may throw his sup-
port to former Rep. Walt 
Parker, a Denton conserva-
tive. 

After rumors spread that 
he would quit his legislative 
post in the Texas House of 
Representatives, Fred Head 
of Athens said he will run 
again. Head had closed 
down his Austin office and 
some speculated the 14-year 
veteran would quit. Head 
is the record holder for 
consecutive votes-11.135 
straight votes since 1967.

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Muenster to Host DPT Immunization Clinic January 23 
The Texas Department of 

Health Region 5 Office in 
Arlington announces an 
immunization Clinic to be 
held in Muenster at Sacred 
Heart Community Center. 
on Wednesday, January 23, 
1980 from 10:00 to 12:00 
noon. The Clinic will pro-
vide immunization against 
Diptheria-tetanus-pertussis 
(DPT), Polio, Rubeola (red 
measles) and Rubella (Ger-
man measles), for infants 2 
months through 28 years. 
(Exception: Females over 
age 12 will not receive rub-
ella vaccine without 
physician's consultation and 
prescription). Precautions 
must be taken with females 
in the 12-18 age group to in-
sure that they are not preg-
nant when they are immun-
ized with measles vaccine, 
and that they do not become 
pregnant for 3 months 
following immunization. 

Immunizations are incom-
plete if a child has not re-
ceived three (3) doses of 
DPT and Polio vaccine with 
at least one dose administ-
ered past the fourth birth-
day. All children under 18 
years must have an informed 
consent form read and sign-
ed by a parent or legal 
guardian. If possible, the 
parent should accompany 
the child to the clinic. Im-
munization records should 
accompany the child to the 
clinic and be examined by 
the public health nurse who 
will answer any questions. 
The following children 
would have immunizations 
deferred: (I) Those acutely 
ill and with fever; (2) Those 
taking antibiotic treatment 
for an acute illness; and (3) 
Those who have completed 
antibiotic treatment for an 
acute illness, but have not 
been pronounced well be

Since these diseases 
can be quite harmful, each 
parent or guardian is en-
couraged to protect their 
children from them.
