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People who prayed for 
change got their wish in a 
big way in Tuesday's lay's elec-
tion returns. Ronald Reagan 
not only was elected but by a 
landslide, which can be in-
terpreted as an emphatic en-
dorsement of the traditional 
principles on which our 
nation attained its greatness. 

Further endorsement of 
traditional Americanism is 
seen in the swing-over to 
Republican majority in the 
Senate and an increase of 
GOP representation in the 
House. 

When the chips were 
down Americans applied 
their good judgment and 
rejected the Ad-
ministration's big gover-
nment idea whereby it was 
becoming more the master 
than the servant, and also 
the liberal spending idea 
which was eroding the 
economic system. 

There were other issues 
as well. Generally speaking. 

the majority was fed up on 
other trends in American 
life. They objected to crime 
in the streets and the laws 
which scrupulously protect 
the rights of criminals while 
being unconcerned about 
the victims of crime. They 
deplored the moral laxity 
which tolerates the 
violations of God's law as 
acceptable behavior, which 
is the real source of graft 
and corruption and the 
reason why so little is done 
to improve the situation. 

As meal of us are aware, 
the campaign was waged on 
issues of inflation, unem-
ployment, deficit spending, 
energy, national security. 
etc., but deep down in 
voters' hearts there was an 
awareness that America's 
ills were more basic, a 
departure from the prin-
ciples of our forefathers. 
Millions of people who 
voted Tuesday had such 
problems in mind. They 
were voting conscience as 
well as pocketbook. They 
were asking for a change of 
spiritual and moral values as 
well as the other policies. 
They were hoping that our 
new president will help to 
make this a better country 
under God. 

As Tuesday eight's elect-
ion reports poured in, it had 
to occur to millions of 
Americans that they have a 
great system and • great 
nation. Despite all the bit-
terness of the campaign, the 
process of change-over from 
one leader to another was 
calm, in sharp contrast to 
the violent upheaval seen in 
so many other countries. 
Our candidates took their 
victories or defeats in stride, 
with a minimum of gloating 
or lamenting. 

President Carter is due 
special praise for his at-
titude. He not only con-
ceded defeat as soon as it 
was apparent, but extended 
his congratulations and of-
fered his personal help 
through the transition 
period. The election his 
been an occasion for us to be 
proud of our country. 

Some of the comment Tu-
esday referred to the election 
as the beginning of a new 
era, a departure front the 
past half century.. But it 
seems more owner to regard 
it as a return of traditional 
values. This is mot to belittle 
the technological develop-
ments that figure in our 
material progress, but rather 
to appreciate the solid prin-
ciples applied by our 
forefathers. 

We have a feeling that this 
attitude was implied by 
Reagan when he promised 
his utmost to justify the 
faith America has placed in 
him. Another cheering 
thought was putting the 
country back to work. 
Willingness to work along 
with ■ sound basic 
philosophy makes a winning 
combination .

A fourth candidate, Craig 
Washington, D-Houston, was 
named speaker pro tern by 
Clayton last week. Washing-
ton, a black who is generally 
graded among the ablest 
lawmakers, is a lawyer who 
aided Clayton's Brilab de-
fense. 

Should Clayton win when 
the Legislature convenes in 
January, he will owe much 
to the pair, particularly Lew-
is. Lewis will no doubt re-
ceive a committee plum for 
his stewardship, unless he 
challenges Clayton. The con-
servative lobby reportedly 

wanted Lewis to continue his 
bid, but may now have de-
cided Clayton is not as taint-
ed by Brilab as was expected. 

The Bryant Factor 

Bryant is generally credit-
ed with a solid backing of 
about 35 votes. An outspok-
en and gutsy legislator, his 
hopes may be diminishing. 
After all, how could he de-
feat his nemisis Clayton if he 
could not overcome the sur-
rogate Lewis? 

For the first time, serious 
consideration of a replace-
ment Speaker candidate for 
Bryant is being heard on the 
liberal side. If Bryant's 
strength has peaked, his 
Cause may be better served if 
the leadership role is given to 
a more moderate candidate, 
such as Ron Coleman, D-EI 
Paso, or Lynn Nabors, 
Brow nwood. 

And, too, many members 
are tired of the age-old feud 
between Clayton and Bryant 
which has bloodied the 
House on more than one oc-
casion. Although Clayton 
and Bryant are the most 
skillful of legislators, fresh 
faces might be welcome in 
either camp. Clayton is tout-
ed now as a shoo-in, but any-
thing can happen in the next 
two-and-a-half months.

"piece for each Individual —
the only way our real standard 
of living can improve — is by 
increasing productivity. 

Let's see if sve can't explain 
what we mean by productivity, 
and at the some time illustrate 
how wage increases are made 
possible by increased 
productivity. 

Let's assume a worker is 
employed in a small factory 
making parts for automobiles. 
He operates a machine which 
forms dashboards from plastic 
and turns them out at the rate of 
ten an hour. 

Now let's further assume he 
increases his productivity from 
10 to 15 dashboards an hour and 
the company rewards his zeal 
with a pay increase from $9 to 
$12 an hour. Is this 
economically sound or could 
this be inflationary? Let's see. 

At S9 an hour he was 
producing 10 dashboards at a 
unit labor cost of 90 cents each. 
When he increased his output to 
15, even though his wage in-
creased by 33 percent, his unit 
labor cost decreased to 80 cents. 
Clearly the increased 
productivity made possible the 
wage increase, and the end 
product could be sold for less, 
making it more competitive and 
increasing sales. 

	

Similar 	increases 	in 
productivity all around 
throughout the economy would 
increase the standard of living 
and the real income of 
everyone. 

Unfortunately. what has been 
happening in much of American 
industry is that wages have 
been 	increasing 	while 
productivity 	has 	been 
decreasing. In 1979, private-
business productivity 
decreased by .9 percent while 
unit labor costs increased 10.4 
percent. The result has been 
inflation, higher taxes, 
unemployment, and a lower 
standard of living for all

It seems the nightmare of double digit inflation just 
won't go away. After a brief summer respite during which 

time inflation increased below the double digit rate, but still 
faster than was considered acceptable just a few short years 
ago, the double digits have raised their heads once again. 

The fact that the summer inflation rate was seen as an 
improvement indicates just how bad the situation has 
become. 

But even that hollow victory was drowned out last week 

with the word that consumer prices jumped 1 percent in 
September. stretching the reign of double digit inflation 
throughout the year and leaving us with a cumulative 

increase of more than 12 percent. 

Practically every major component of the Consumer 
Price Index rose at a faster pace in September than August. 

And if this same pace of inflation continues for the rest 
of the year, the annual rate will approach the 13 percent 
mark -- about the same rate the American public was 

burdened with last year 

Housing prices continued to rise, used car prices 
skyrocketed and food prices continued their inexorable 
march upward, jumping 2 percent in September alone. 

And the Consumer Price Index jumped this high even 
though the rise in energy prices was the smallest increase of 

all, with gasoline prices actually declining as a result of a 
partial freeing of the marketplace that has allowed supply 
to catch up somewhat with demand. 

Yet, we still see the Administration blaming energy for 

inflation. and we don't hear a peep about the true causes 
which continue to go on and on. 

We still are faced with the Administration's proposed 

federal budget that continues to include bulging deficits, 
the key culprit fueling the fires of inflation. 

We still see no signs of freeing businesses from 

burdensome and unnecessary regulation, which continues 
to add to the price of everything the consumer puts his 

hands on 
We still see no creative tax proposals designed to spur 

productivity, the lack of which not only causes higher prices 
but also stimulates the loss of American jobs to our 

increasingly productive foreign competitors. 
The battle against inflation has been a wearying one 

and it is hard to imagine that just a few years ago people 
were alarmed at a 6 percent inflation rate. 

Although the majority of Congress lacked the courage 
to vote on a budget that will contain yet another deficit 
before the upcoming election, its a subject that will have to 

be tackled when Congress returns this fall for a wasteful 

lameduck session. 
Yes, the battle sometimes seems rather hopeless, but 

once again I plan to try to trim the excessive spending, 
regulation and taxation that have burdened this country for 

so long. 
I'm sure the majority of the American public is ready 

to tackle this problem, let's hope their government is.

PROM_ CTIVITY IS BASIC 
The state of the economy is on 

most everyone's mind these 
days. Inflation is raging at over 
12 percent. down from la per-
cent early this year. Unem-
ployment is approaching 8 
percent of the labor force. Huge 
industries are in serious 
trouble: automobile. rubber, 
steel and others. Profits are 
down for most industries: oil 
and electrical utilities are 
prospering as are commercial 
banks, but others are having 
problems. 

Perhaps most meaningful of 
all economic statistics are those 
dealing with productivity. 
Simply stated productivity 
measures how much goods and 
services are produced per hour 
of paid work time 

What concerns American 
business and political leaders is 
the decrease in productivity, 
that ratio of output to input. 
After World War I the United 
States became the world leader 
in productivity. Per employee 
man-hour, we produced two to 
three times as much as other 
major industrial nations — and 
we prospered mightily. 

In the post World War It 
period, from 1948 to 1955 the 
average growth in productivity 
was 3.4 percent. For the next 
decade it slipped to 3.1 percent 
annually. From 1965 to 1973 it 
dropped further to an average 
of 2.3 percent a year From 1973 
10-1977 it was only 1 percent: 
since then it has been a 
negligible figure — essentially 
there is no growth in produc-
tivity now. In fact, we now have 
a slightly negative rate. 

For the period 1960-1977, 

compared with the ten largest 
industrial democracies, the 
U.S. ranked lowest in 
productivity growth. 

Why should we care about 
productivity? Because the only 
way we can create a bigger 
"pie," so there will be a larger

City Gets $674 
Mixed Drink Tax 
The City of Muenster has 

just received a check in the 
amount of $674.19 from 
Comptroller Bob Bullock as 
its rebate of taxes collected 
here on the sale of mixed 
drinks during the past quar-
ter. Muenster is one of 366 
cities and 212 counties 
receiving $7 million as their 

share of the 10 percent gross 
receipts tax on the sale of 
mixed drinks. 

The comptroller's record 
shows that the total revenue 
from the tax on mixed 
drinks in Muenster was 
$4,494.61 and the 15 percent 
rebate amounted to $764.19. 
Also Lindsay received 

$1592.64 as its rebate on a 
total tax of 510,612.26 and 
Gainesville received $575.54 
as its rebate on a total tax of 
$3,836.91. Cooke County 
received $3,862.79 as its 
rebate on a total tax of 
525,751.93. 

Ten percent of the sale on 
mixed drinks in Texas is 
remitted as tax to the 
Alcohol Beverage Com-
mission and Fifteen percent 
of that amount is remitted as 
a rebate to the cities and 
counties where the sales are 
made.

When mixed with small 
grains or ryegrass, clover 
doesn't contribute much to 
fall and winter grazing un-
der normal circumstances 
but can provide high quality 
grazing well into the spring 
season. 

Legume plants will cap-
ture nitrogen for growth if 
they are properly 
inoculated. However, this 
does not mean that legumes 
will furnish the necessary 
nitrogen for small grains or 
ryegrass growing with them. 
Most nitrogen captured by a 
legume plant is used in its 
own growth. Once this 
growth and the root system 
dies, decomposition will 
release nitrogen to the soil 
and grasses that follow. 

In a year like this when 
fall and early winter grazing 
is needed, apply nitrogen on 
small grains or ryegrass. 
Legumes planted with win-
ter pastures will not provide 
enough nitrogen to produce 
early growth. 

While legumes planted in 
pure stands will face less 
competition and have a bet-
ter chance to grow and 
establish, they will still 
provide only limited fall 
grazing. Vetch and hubam 
sweetclover are proven 
legumes that can provide 
some fall grazing in pure 
stands. Subterranean clover 
at heavy seeding rates has 
provided some fall grazing 
in the Gulf Coast area. 
Crimson clover will provide 
limited fall grazing with 
good growing conditions, 
but Arrowleaf clover will 
rarely provide fall grazing. 

Perrennial legumes like 
alfalfa and white clover are 
similar to annual legumes 
during the year of es-
tablishment as they provide 
only growth. 

But once established, they 
produce well during the cool 
periods of fall and spring. 

Legumes can add quality 
to forage for grazing or hay. 

Better nutrition means 
higher calf crops and heavier 
weaning weights.

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Plumlees Breed New Interest In Jacks and Mules 

1. When using top-of-range 
utensils, cover tightly and cook 
with minimum of water. 
Cooking's faster; less energy's 
used. Food looks and tastes 
better, too.

Located three miles south 

of Muenster is a fascinating 
new business--Plumlee's 
Mammoth Jacks, owned 
and operated by Tim and 
Diana Plumlee. 

Tim Plumlee, son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Doug Plumlee of 
Gainesville, first became in-
terested in mules and 
donkeys early in life when 
his grandfather, Bill 
Plumlee, owned several. It 
was with the sale of his 
jacks and mules that Tim's 
grandfather bought 
Plumlee's Dairy now 
operated by his parents in 
Gainesville. 

Diana Plumlee, daughter 
of Mr. and Mrs. Roy Allen 
of Moss Lake, has always 
been interested in animals 
and especially became in-
terested in jacks and mules 
through Tim. 

In the Fall of 1977, Tim 
went elk hunting in 
Colorado and saw the 
tremendous usefulness of 
the mules used there for 
climbing and packing in the 
mountains for hunters. It 
was at this time that he es-
pecially became interested in 
having a hand in producing 
mules. They had heard of 
the scarcity of jacks and in 
particular, the oldtime 
mammoth stock, and in the 
growing popularity of 
jackstock and mules. 

Atter checking around the 
country, they learned that 
the most well-known 
breeder in the country, Jack 
Sieman, was located in 
Ohio. Almost on impulse, 
they took off only two 
weeks after Tim's elk hunt, 
went to Ohio and came back 
with their original 
jackstock, the foundation of 
their new venture: Cactus 
Black Jack and Ranger Red 
Neck, two beautiful 
registered mammoth jacks. 

So--after running a dairy 
in partnership with his 
parents for three years, Tim 
and Diana Plumlee began to 
plan and develop what is  

now Plumlee's Mammoth 
Jacks. 

At the time the Plumlees 
acquired their jacks, they 
already had a few mares. To 
produce mules, it is 
necessary to maintain both 
jacks and mares. A mule is 
a hybrid, a cross between a 
jack (male donkey) and a 
mare (female horse). Such 
mating, between a jack and 
a mare, produces a mule 
which retains the best traits 
of each. Depending on 
cross, type, size of the horse 
and donkey involved, dif-
ferent types of mules are 
produced—from the small 
pony types to the mammoth 
mules. The resulting mule 
is almost always sterile. A 
mule can be distinguished 
from a horse or donkey 
through a chromosome test: 
Horses have 64 
chromosomes, donkeys have 
62; mules have 63 
chromosomes. 

Donkeys and mules have 
several advantages over the 
horse, the Plumlees pointed 
out. They are known for 
their strength, longevity, 
hardiness, easy going 
nature, good memory, bet-
ter resistance to disease, and 
intelligence (sometimes 
mistaken for stubbornness). 
A mule or donkey eats about 
half as much as a horse. 

An integral part of our 
country's growth, the mule 
is a very underrated animal, 
doing all the hard labor, 
taking the jokes poked at 
him, and having been given 
the image of being a stub-
born, hard-kicking, hard-to-
handle beast. This is a 
myth. The modern mule is 
very intelligent, willing to 
work and easy to keep, with 
a good disposition. Tim 
Plumlee said a mule which is 
not easy to handle is the 
result of having been harshly 
treated. "They do not 
forget and are very loyal and 
gentle when treated right." 
He went on to say that if a 
mule is mistreated, he will  

remember, and it may be a 
long, long time, but even-
tually, he will retaliate in 
some way. 

There has been a registry, 
the American Mule and 
Donkey Society, for 
donkeys and mules since 
1963 founded by Betsy and 
Paul Hutchins of Denton, 
Texas. All of the Plumlee's 
animals are registered. A 
registered mule is of a 
registered jack and a mare 
of known parentage, not 
necessarily registered. One 
of their registered mules, 
Cactus Rose, sired by Cac-
tus Black Jack, sold for a 
record price at the Fort 
Worth Stock show this year 
to Jim Henson of Farmer-
sville, Texas. He won the 
World Champion Yearling 
at the Bishop, California 
11th Annual Mule Days 
Celebration out of nearly 40 
yearlings entered. Also 
winners, the Plumlee's three 
weanling mule colts all 
placed at the State Fair of 
Texas this year. 

Twylight, seven year old 
daughter of the Plumlees, 
has their only jennet which 
stands about 44 inches high 
and is halter broke but not 
yet under saddle. Twylight 
won a 3rd place in the halter 
class at the State Fair of 
Texas with her jennet, Texas 
Belle, last month. She is in 
the process of teaching 
tricks to her jennet--the 
most impressive was to see 
that little donkey bring the 
mail from the mail box, up 
on the front porch and to 
the door. She also drinks 
from a cup---with Twylight 
holding the cup, of course! 

During the State Fair this 
year, Twylight would work 
and clip the animals, clean 
the stalls and help her paren-
ts until sometimes 2:00 in 
the morning. She has lear-
ned great responsibility with 
her jenny," Mrs. Plumlee 
said, "I am so proud of 
her." Twylight, a second-
grader at Muenster Public 
School, has plans to train 
Texas Belle to pull a cart 
soon. 

In September 1980, the 
Plumlees moved to Muen-
ster to concentrate on 
breeding their jacks and 
producing mules. Even-
tually they hope to produce 
mammoth jennets which are 
very rare with less than 100 
in the United States today. 
A mammoth jack is at least 
56 inches in height with an 8 
inch cannon bone; a mam-
moth jennet is 54 inches in 
height with a 7 1/2 inch can-
non bone. The Plumlees 
will stand their jacks to out-
side mares for anyone in-
terested in having a mule. 
Their mules are sold for  

show, pleasure or racing. 
Racing mules have 

become quite popular. Tim 
and Diana Plumlee attended 
the Ruidosa Mule Races in 
September. In partnership 
with Susan and Bryan 
Kammerdiener of 
Gainesville, the Plumlees 
purchased a mule team at 
Ruidosa. The mules had 
pulled a chuck wagon from 
the Double-U Ranch at 
Post, Texas, to Ruidosa, 
New Mexico. The Kammer-
dieners and the Plumlees 
will share the mule team--
each getting it one month at 
a time for their own use. In 
October, the Kammer-
dieners used the mule team, 
hitched to a wagon, to haul 
firewood and to carry hay 
out to dairy cows. The uses 
of the mule are endless. 

Taking their work 
seriously, the Plumlees are 
members of the American 
Mule and Donkey Society, 
the American Mule 
Association and the South-
west Mule and Donkey 
Society. A day in the life of 
these mule makers is hardly 
what would be considered 
leisurely or uneventful. In 
describing a typical day, 
Diana Plumlee says she star-
ts with feeding the mares 
and colts. Then there is 
always training, clipping, 
grooming and exercising of 
each animal to be done. 

Paul and Betsy Hutchins 
of Denton, founders of the 
American Mule and Donkey 
Society and co-authors of 
The Modern Mule  and The 
Donkey and Mule as a  
Backyard Hobby  had 
nothing short of praise when 
interviewed recently about 
the Plumlees. Paul Hut-
chins said, "They are two 
young people who are  

serious about improving the 
breed and revitalizing in-
terest in the American 

mammoth stock." He con-
cluded by saying, "Their 
concern in breeding high-
quality mules is unequaled." 

With that kind of com-
mendation, along with the 
love and pride displayed in 
their work, it is no wonder 
that Tim and Diana Plumlee 
get such a kick out of their 
jacks and mules!
