Tax Statements Arrive Area Gets Earliest Snowfall 

We keep hearing about 
Ronald Reagan's sen-
sational victory, the lan-
dslide of public approval he 
received in spite of the sup-
port which had been pledged 
to Carter by groups like big 
labor, Blacks and Hispanics, 
abortionists and gays, and 
the welfare crowds along 
with the employees and 
beneficiaries of our wasteful 
big government. 

While giving due credit to 
Reagan and his campaigners 
for their successful race, and 
also to many senators and 
representatives and state of-
ficials, we have to under-
stand that something more 
has happened. America has 
just experienced a 
revolution. Voters have in-
dicated clearly that they 
want a change from the 
direction our country has 
been following in recent 
years, and especially the 
present administration. 

The millions of average 
citizens who work hard and 
have a third or more of their 
income taken away by big 
government, who are 
shocked by official leniency 
toward criminals and other 
moral derelicts, who are 
alarmed by official policy of 
aiding our enemies and 
betraying our friends in the 
global struggle for 
freedom...all of these people 
and many more have voted a 
mandate for the return of 
good old values on which 
our nation grew and 
prospered. 

It's understood, of cou-
rse, that Ronald Reagan has 
been assigned the colossal 
job of bringing order out of 
the chaotic conditions our 
nation deplores. And that 
will be a big job. We've been 
told that employees on Civil 
Service have the best job 
security. Reducing the 
payroll under that condition 
will be a problem. Besides, 
many of those people are set 
in their ways and not likely 
to be cooperative in 
changing the system that has 
favored their pet ideas and 
personal interests. 

There is still another pro-
blem. It concerns the obvious 
fact that government could 
reduce its payroll by 10 per-
cent or more while im-
proving on its efficiency and 
reducing its regulatory bur-
dens on us citizens. But that 
would cause unemployment 
problems. The more one 
thinks about this situation, 
the more he understands 
that cleaning up the mess 
will be lots tougher than it 
was to make it. Nevertheless 
millions of people are bet-
ting on Reagan and like-
thinking people of the 
Senate and House of 
Representatives to start 
working promptly on their 
era of reformation. 

An Item in Human Events 
a few days ago gives a hint 
of the many, many things 
that can be done in 
Washington. It says "At 
least one source of wasteful 
government spending has, 
been cut back by the General 
Services Administration. 
GSA has had phones within 
the agency adjusted so em-
ployees cannot call time, 
weather and sports numbers 
at taxpayers expense. The 
claimed savings is estimated 
at over $100,000 a month. 
Typical of the frivolous at-
titude among some gover-
nment workers was one em-
ployee who bitterly blasted 
the new policy because he 
couldn't set his new watch. 
Boasting of the availability 
to workers of foreign phone 
lines, the worker said: 
'Maybe I'll just find out the 
lime in Europe.' " 

The sad fact is that this 
kind of record should not be 
surprising in the BSA. 
Fraud, abuse and 
mismanagement are about 
par in the scandal torn S7- 
billion-a-year building and 
supply agency. 

Also in Human Events, 
Donald Lambro has an ar-
ticle stating: "The clear con-
sensus among investigators, 
auditors and regional of-
ficials is that abuse, waste 
and fraud continue to 
proliferate because reforms

They are truly the only 
real representative buildings 
we possess." Terminal, 
Station and Depot is an 
exhibition that spans one 
hundred years of America's 
railroad stations, from the 
first station built in 
Baltimore in 1830 to those 
constructed in the 1920s. 
The exhibition focuses not 
only on the railroad station 
as a unique architectural 
structure but also on the 
need to preserve and use 
these historic buildings. 

There are twenty framed 
panels, each measuring 3' by 
4' containing color and 
black and white 
photographs 	 with 
silkscreened text. The 
exhibition was organized 
and researched by the 
Historic American Buildings 
Survey (HAGS), of the 
National Park Service, an 
outgrowth of the Works 
Project Administration 
begun in 1930. The Survey 
collects and prepares 
historical and architectural 
data, photographs and 
measured drawings of 
significant American struc-
tures. These provide lasting 
documentation of America's 
buildings.

sportation. In the early days 
of rail travel there were no 
buildings 	designed 
specifically as stations. 
People bought their tickets 
at local taverns or inns. The 
first station was patterned 
after the tollhouses which 
were familiar to travelers 
along American turnpikes. 
As the number of 
passengers, and the services 
performed by railroads in-
creased, railroad arechitects 
were faced with new design 
problems. The two-sided 
and head stations, enabling 
passengers to leave on one 
side and board on the other, 
were early solutions to the 
problem. Enclosing the area 
over the tracks was an 
equally complex design 
problem for it was necessary 
to protect both boarding 
and alighting passengers 
from the elements. In the 
1830s and 1840s the train 
shed was merely a framed 
structure having a gabled 
roof with conventional 
wooden trusses. Later, it 
evolved into a more complex 
unit employing iron and 
wood. 

As the railroad station 
became more sophisticated, 
there were increasing oppor-
tunities for the architect to 
design different types of 
structures. Included in the 
exhibition are photographs 
of stations that range in 
design from the gothic style, 
represented by the Point of 
Rocks Station in Maryland, 
the "country depot" style

For the past ten years, 
taxpayers have watched their 
property taxes increase an-
nually, because that is the 
only way local governments 
can raise the extra dollars 
needed to combat inflation. 

Property Tax Reform 

One of the Legislature's 
jobs this session will be to 
find a suitable alternative to 
the used-up property tax. If 
other taxes are raised (sales 
tax, gasoline tax, etc.), then 
already suspicious voters 
may launch another tax re-
volt, unless their property 
taxes are lowered simul-
taneously with any other 
type tax increase. 

Once again, the man who 
has been trying for seven 
years to reform property tax 
laws will be expected to lead 
some of the new reform, 
State Rep. Wayne Peveto, 
D-Orange. The controver-
sial Peveto Bill of last ses-
sion, which created single 
tax appraisal districts, was 
accepted quietly in some ci-
ties and raised a furor in 
others. Obviously, it has 
kinks which need to be 
worked out, Peveto believes. 
He and his Senate cospon-
sor, Grant Jones of Abilene, 
especially want to lift the 
tax burden on homeowners. 

Clements' Program 

Republican Gov. Bill 
Clements, facing a still-
Democratic Texas Legisla-
ture, will go ahead with his 
program for a wiretapping 
bill, initiative and referen-
dum, and a regional presi-
dential primary. Clements 
apparently is seeking a spon-
sor for the wiretap bill, but 
the recent Brilab case, in 
which Speaker Bill Clayton 
was taperecorded without his  

knowledge, has made legis -

lators much more aware of 
its potential abuses. 

Five-State Primary 

A proposal for a five-state 
presidential primary may 
find morc enthusiastic sup-
port. since it has the support 
of Clements, Clayton and Lt. 
Gov. Bill Hobby. 

The Southwestern pri-
mary, including Texas, New 
Mexico, Oklahoma, Arkan-
sas and Louisiana, is de-
signed to give this region 
maximum political clout dur-
ing presidential election 
years. 

Under the regional con-
cept, all five states would 
hold a binding presidential 
primary on the same day, 
probably in March. In this 
manner, attention would be 
focused on the Southwest 
region. Presidential candi-
dates would come early to 
put their issues to the voters. 
Not incidentally, it would al-
so bring millions of cam-
paign dollars to the region. 

AG Opinions 

In legal opinions issued 
last week, Atty. Gen. Mark 
White ruled: 

—Conviction of the of-
fense of involuntary man-
slaughter does not result in 
automatic suspension of a 
driver's license, but may re-
sult in discretionary suspen-
sion of said license. 

— A state -chartered credit 
union may be licensed under 
Texas law, but may not 
charge interest rates in ex-
cess of rates authorized by 
state law. 

— Section 36.10 of the 
Texas Business and Com-
merce Code requires an as-
sumed name certificate to 
state the name and address 
of each participant in a part-
nership or joint venture. Al-
though the county clerk is 
not required to verify the 
accuracy of a certificate, he 
may refuse to file one which 
is defective on its face. 

— The Texas Housing 
Agency is not required to 
create a reserve fund in the 
state treasury to secure its 
bonds, but may create a re-
serve fund to be kept else-
where. The agency may de-
posit its nonappropriated 
funds in a depository other 
than the state treasury.

AUSTIN — As the swirl-
ng dust began to settle fol-
owing Election Day results, 
the Texas Legislature got 
down to business last week 
preparing for Jan. 13 . . . 
opening day of the next ses-
sion. 

Despite 	the 	facelifting 
voters put on the national 
scene, the Legislature's com-
plexion remains much the 
same as last session, and the 
basic issues are still around: 
how much will the state 
spend and where it will get 
the money? 

The cost of state govern-
ment in Texas is not exces-
sive. While the average 
American spends S3 a year 
to support his state legisla-
ture, the average Texan pays 
only $1.20. 

In Texas, it's the cost of 
local government that really 
hurts taxpayers: paying for 
city and county governments 
and shelling out for school 
districts, Revenues are col-
lected by local governments 
mainly through the tax on 
property: houses, land, cars, 
etc. 

Will Sonic 
Booms Be 
Fought? 

It appears Muenster's 
sonic boom problem will 
continue for quite some time 
unless more citizens com-
plain. We have both spent 
considerable time and effort 
contacting various gover-
nment officials and have 
come away with the im-
pression that nothing will be 
done to solve the problem 
unless more compaints are 
registered. 

So far the Air Force really 
hasn't shown much concern 
for Muenster area citizens. 
For example in a recent let-
ter, an Air Force comman-
der stated, "I must point out 
that the requirement for 
supersonic test flights will 
continue and Muenster will 
experience sonic booms---
For the purpose of testing in 
supersonic flight, the Air 
Force has attempted to 
select a flight route where 
the fewest possible number 
of people would hear a sonic 
boom." 

Well, we believe that a 
town of 2000 people is not 
the fewest possible number 
of people. There are many 
towns in Texas or southern 
Oklahoma with less than 400 
people and many rural areas 
more sparsely populated 
than ours. 

If you are bothered by 
these sonic booms, we urge 
you to complain by writing 
to Howard L. Bodenhamer, 
Colonel, USAF, Comman-
der, Department of Air For-
ce, AF Plant Representative 
Ofc.

Local authority has always been one of the greatest 
strengths of our educational system. When Congress 

created the Education Department, it was made clear that 
the department was in no way to interfere with local school 
district authority. Local school officials most certainly know 
the needs of their students better than the federal 
government. 

But in issuing regulations for bilingual education, the 
Education Department, as the federal bureaucracy so often 
does, his circumvented the intent of Congress and has set a 
dangerous precedent. 

In Texas, of course, we have a large Spanish-speaking 
population, and the state provides a bilingual education 
program which is consistent with Title VI of the Civil Rights 
Act and with recent Supreme Court decisions. 

Yet the Education Department recently has published 
new regulations that lay out in specific detail what type of 
bilingual program a local school district must provide if 
they have more than 25 students in two grades whose 
primary language is one other than English. 

These regulations have provoked an uproar not only in 
Texas, but in school districts across the country concerned 
about the encroachment of the federal government into 
what has historically been a locally controlled institution --
the nation's public schools. 

The Secretary of Education, Shirley Hufstedler, has 

claimed that the proposed new regulations constitute a 

"mandated result, rather than a mandated method" -- this 
is a distinction without a difference. 

The effect is the same: the Education Department, 
only three months after its creation, is presuming to usurp 
important decision-making authority of state and local 

school administrators. The federal government has 

absolutely no business dictating to local school districts how 
or what they must teach, and yet this is exactly what the 
Education Department intends to do. 

Of course, this is not the first time American citizens 
have witnessed-the encroachment of the federal government 
into locally-controlled school systems. 

We have witnessed the trauma that federally mandated 
school busing has inflicted upon public school systems, even 
though the majority of citizens -- of all races -- are opposed 
to the idea. 

And school administrators are extremely familiar with 
the restrictions placed on federal funds provided to enhance 
local education efforts. 

But when the Department of Education was created, 
many local school officials feared that this would be a way 
for the federal government to intervene even more directly 
in local school affairs, and these latest bilingual education 
regulations appear to be fulfilling these prophecies. 

Furthermore, the Education Department has failed 
miserably in recognizing the financial and personnel 
restraints under which many school districts operate. The 
Department has proposed these regulations without - 
knowing how many students are involved, the number of 
trained bilingual teachers available, the extent of non-
compliance with existing remedies or the cost of , 
implementation. 

If the Education Department must implement federal 

regulations, it should allow states the flexibility to develop 
and implement sound processes and programs which 

address its unique problems.

Morton Museum... 
represented by the San 
Francisco and San Jose 
Depot, to the "romanesque 
style" of Henry Richardson 
as represented by the 
Wellesley Station in 
Massachusetts. Other ar- 
checturally significant 
stations include Frank Fur- 
ness' B & 0 Station in 
Philadelphia and Daniel 
Burham's Union Station in 
Washington, D.C. 

Today the railroad station 
represents an endangered 
species, for some of the 
finest have been demolished. 
These historic buildings 
should be preserved. In 
many instances the 
documentary evidence in 
this exhibition is the only 
surviving evidence of these 
unique buildings. 

In Gainesville efforts are 
under way to ensure that the 
city's remaining station, the 
Santa Fe depot, will be 
preserved and converted in- 
to a useful community asset. 

About two years ago 
Mayor Glenn Loch 
requested that Santa Fe 
donate the station to the 
City of Gainesville for use as 
a history museum. The 
original negative response 
from Santa Fe, thanks to 

considerable effort expen- 
ded by Congressman 
Charles Stenholm, was 
changed to a positive at- 
titude and Santa Fe is now in 
the process of working out 
terms for conveyance of the 
building to the City of 
Gainesville. Mayor Loch has 
appointed a committee of 
five Gainesville citizens to 
make a recommendation to 
the City Council on the 
proposed use of the 
building. 

Truett Latimer, Texas 
State Historic Preservation 
Officer, who recently toured 
the Gainesville depot stated 
that it is significant in its 
design in the Mission 
Revival style and that 
because of this and because 
of its age and function, the 
building is eligible for in- 
clusion on the National 
Register of Historic Places. 
The background work 
required for inclusion of the 
building on the National 
Register is currently being 
done by members of the 
Cooke County Heritage 
Society and the Cooke 
County Historical Com- 
mission.

The next time a cold wind 
slices through your clothes, 
you may wish you could not 
feel the cold at all. But as 
many as one in 10 older 
people are in real danger 
because they are not sen-
sitive enough to cold. 

Sometimes people, ex-
pecially those over age 65, 
have bodily malfunctions 
that keep them from 
noticing cold and regulating 
body temperature well. So 
when they stay in a con-
sistently nippy atmosphere 
(sometimes no colder than 
65 degrees fahrenheit) for a 
long time, body temperature 
can drop low enough to be 
fatal from a condition called 
"accidental hypothermia." 

Since hypothermia's sym-
ptoms may be similar to 
those of some other 
diseases, no one knows 
positively how many people 
die from it yearly. But the 
risk is very obvious because 
thermostats are going lower 
as heating bills go up. 

Instead of the often ob-
vious symptoms (such as 
hard, white, numb areas) 
that can indicate frostbite, 
hypothermia symptoms can 
mimic other diseases and be 
less obvious. Meanwhile, the 
victim's body can slow 
down until unconsciousness 
occurs and ultimately the 
heart stops. 

Once the core of the body 
has gotten cold enough to be

hypothermic, several oays 
can pass before uncon-
sciousness occurs. In the 
meantime, symptoms may 
include bloated face, pale 
and waxy or occasionally 
oddly pink skin, trembling 
in one part of the body, 
slurred speech, dulled 
awareness and slow respon-
se. (The victim probably will 
feel cold only before acute 
hypothermia occurs and not 
afterward.) Most hypother-
mia symptoms are signs of 
other diseases so a physician 
should be contacted to make 
an accurate diagnosis. 

Protection 	against 
hypothermia 	includes 
wearing warm, multi-
layered clothing, especially 
protecting the head, hands 
and feet drinking warm 
liquids (except alcohol 
because it causes heat loss), 
proper nutrition, keeping 
the thermostat reasonably 
high and checking a room 
thermometer regularly. 
These are good ideas for 
anyone but are especially 

important for those older 
people whose natural war-
ming methods are 
weakened. 

Sometimes the body loses 
the ability to shiver and 
blood vessels may not 
distribute body heat 
properly. Losing these two 
natural warming methods 
may be especially serious for 
the aged who often have less 
muscle mass and slower 
chemical processes, which 
are two other heat-
producers. To make matters 
worse, sometimes the aged 
connot move around very 
much to get warm and they 
do not eat properly so there 
is less fuel for the bodily 
chemical processes to use to 
make heat. 

Even with all these things 
working against them, the 
minority of people who are 
prone to hypothermia do 
not need to live in a 
hothouse atmosphere. A few 
common sense precautions 
will help get them through 
the winter just fine.

Bullock announced Monday 
that he will run for reelec-
tion in 1982.

The Texas Department of 
HEALTH Region 5 Office 
in Arlington announces an 
immunization clinic to be 
held in Muenster at Sacred 
Heart Community Center, 
on Wednesday, November 
26, 1980, from 10:00 a.m. to 
12:00 nnon. 

The clinic will provide 
immunization against Dep-
theria-tetanus-pertussis 
(DTP), Polio, Rubeola (red 
measles) and Rubella (Ger-
man measles). for infants 2 
months through 18 years. 
(Exception: females over age 
12 will not receive rubella 
vaccine without a 
physician's consultation and 
prescription). 

Precautions must be taken 
with females in the 12-18 age 
group to insure that they are 
not pregnant when they are 
Immunized with measles 
vaccine, and that they do 
not become pregnant for 3 
months following im-
munization. 

Immunizations are in-
complete if a child has not 
received three (3) doses of 
DTP and Polio vaccine with 
at least one dose ad-
ministered past the fourth 
birthday. All children under 
18 years must have an in-
formed consent form read 
and signed by the parent or 
legal guardian. If possible, 
the parent should accom-
pany the child to the clinic. 
Immunization records 
should accompany the child 
to the clinic and be 
examined by the Public 
Health Nurse who will an-
swer any questions.

One investigator said they 
have a whole litany of things 
that have been uncovered, 
but nothing has been done 
about them, And one of-
ficial thinks a reason is that 
the White House marching 
orders are to keep 
everything quiet...don't 
make waves with new 
revelations, 

GSA auditors have been 
investigating various 
irregularities and are 
frustrated by the higher-ups' 
apparent paralysis in acting 
on audits that reveal 
millions of dollars in waste 
and abuse. 

An example of this kind 
concerns a 10 year lease 
agreement negotiated by 
GSA for a facility at 
5300,000 a year. The 
origianl building, which the 
new facility replaced, had 
been provided rent-free and 
cost the taxpayers only 
530,000 for maintenance. 

The first thought that 
comes to mind here is that 
this has to be fraud as well 
as waste, and the same ap-
plies to the billions of 
dollars wasted in hundreds 
of other agencies and depar-
tments. You can bet that 
somebody is there to pick 
up the money every time the 
spendthrifts waste it. 

Among the many reforms 
we hope for from the new 
administration, a crack-
down on dishonesty is the 
first. We the people can live 
better when less of our 
money goes to the crooks.
