Garden Clubs Observe Arbor Day 
Arbor Day was observed on January 26 with 

traditional ceremony, in a program at 12:30 p.m., 
sponsored by the Muenster Garden Club, in which all 
members of the Junior Garden Club participated. 

It was held in the Kindergarten area of Sacred 
Heart School, attended by students and faculty of K 
through grade 8, a number of parents and represen-
tatives of the Muenster Garden Club. 

Father Denis Soerries led the invocation, followed 
by group singing of "America the Beautiful". Laura 
Flusche, a seventh grader read the letter from Gover-
nor Bill Clements, designating Friday, January 16, 
1981 a.; Arbor Day in Texas. 

The poem "Trees" by Joyce Kilmer was given by 
Julie Felderhoff and April Truebenbach. 

Mrs. Ray Wilde, representing the garden club, 
spoke on the history and importance of Arbor Day. 
She noted that a little town in Switzerland probably 
had the first Arbor Day 1500 years ago when the 
village people planted a grove of tiny oak trees in 
their common, following it by an evening festival. 

Arbor Day as we know it was first observed in 
Nebraska in 1872. The need for observing Arbor Day 
in Texas was first recognized by citizens of Temple in 
1889 and a legislator from Belton introduced the 
resolution eventually resulting in the observance of 
Arbor Day on Washington's birthday. 

The pecan, always popular in Texas, was officially 
designated the state tree in 1919. In 1949 the Texas 
Legislature adopted the present designation of the 
third Friday of January as Arbor Day. 

A group recitation followed, on "What Trees 
Teach Us" by kindergartners Michelle Hennigan, 
Stacie Cler, Melissa Miller, Mandy Barnhill, Toni

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It is very satisfying after 

these many months to know 
that the 52 hostages are out 
of the hands of their Iranian 
tormentors and back home 
with their families. It is also 
satisfying to know that 
millions of Americans were 
concerned and united, eager 
to bring the captives home 
as national heroes. The 
welcome extended them in 
Germany and again in the 
US is a matter of national 
pride. 

However the subject is far 
from closed. There has been 
considerable talk about the 
committment under duress, 
the exhorbitant demand, 
and the shabby treatment 
our citizens received in cap-
tivity. Of course, the money 
transferred is already that 
much down the rat hole, but 
it brings on questions of 
whether we should reply by 
retaliation, also whether our 
surrender will give other 
terrorists the idea that it's 
good business to kidnap 
Americans. 

Perhaps President Reagan 
has already indicated an ap-
proach to the problem by 
referring to the 52 captives 
as prisoners of war. This 
could imply that anyone 
who captures and holds a 
US citizen has automatically 
declared war on our country 
and is ready to assume full 
responsiblilty for that act. 
Very likely the time would 
come when our leaders 
would have to prove that 
their ultimatum is not a 
bluff, but after an incident 
or two of prompt and 
courageous action, we could 
expect more respect from 
the world's trouble 
makers...as when US of-
ficially responded to a North 
African tribal tough guy's 
ransom demand with "we'll 
have our man alive or you 
dead." 

After all, America has lots 
to do to restore its world 
image. It's been pushed 
around by petty dictators 
and terrorists all over the 
world, and there have been 
few if any cases when we 
came out as winner of the 
incidents. Usually we have 
taken the soft and easy 
solution: to give in to the 
enemy and, after initial 
publicity, to abandon our 
demands for justice. We'd 
like to see the day when 
foreign governments will be 
hesitant about mistreating 
any of our citizens and when 
they will join us in dealing 
with terrorists of their lands 
who molest our citizens. 

The President's reference 
to "prisoners of war" can 
also be regarded as a remin-
der of MIA and prisoners of 

' the Vietnam war. Here is an 
unsolved problem that is 
much more serious than the 
Iran issue. The Viet victims 
are far more numerous and 
have been missing much 
longer, and there is no 
assurance that any of them 
are alive or well. All efforts 
to bring them home or get a 
statement on their fate have 
been answered with insult. 

This situation seems esp-
ecially sad now as we com-
pare it with the relatively 
happy ending of this 
week...with exceptions for 
the rip-off and the torture. 
The prisoners of Iran were 
on a voluntary assignment, 
an interesting job with good 
pay. Everything went their 
way until a wild crowd of 
fanatic students went ber-
serk 

On the other hand the 
Viet prisoners were draftees, 
assigned to an ugly job that 
few approved, and enduring 
the horrors of jungle war-
fare, some with injury, until 
their misery was succeeded 
by the worse misery of cap-
ture by merciless savages. 

The stories that have 
come out of Vietnam testify 
that suffering there was 
much worse. And we can 
assume that any prisoners 
still remaining there are still 
enduring the misery. Friends 
and kin of those unfor-
tunates must have felt 
depressed in the past 14

If you live in Cooke 
County, there is a good 
chance that you are taking in 
more salt than you realize. 

A majority of the water 
systems in the 19 counties 
covered by the Texas Area 5 
Health Systems Agency con-
tain an excessive level of 
sodium. Studies have shown 
high sodium intake to be a 
significant factor in car-
diovascular disease. 

At the present time there 
is no standard set by the 
Texas Department of Health 
that requires public water 
systems to maintain certain 
levels of sodium. However, 
the National Academy of 
Sciences suggests a 
maximum of 100 mg. of salt 
to each liter of water. The 
American Heart Association 
recommends that heart and 
kidney patients consume a 
maximum of 20 mg. of 
sodium per liter of water. 

Almost two-thirds of the 
water systems in Area 5 are 
over the recommended level 
of 100 mg. per liter.  

the police problems in effec-
tively controlling drug abuse 
are due to lack of manpower 
and money; technicalities 
regarding arrests, convic-
tions and search warrants;

Brigadier General Robin-
son Risner, Texas state 
director of Drug Abuse, 
Research and Education 
(D.A.R.E.), was the keynote 
speaker for the rally. 

Risner served in three 
wars during his 33-year 
career in the army and was a 
prisoner of war in Viet Nam 
for 71/2 years. 

In his speech about the

The Reverend Damron 
and his wife have led in 
revivals, crusades, retreats, 
concerts, etc. for the past 
five years.

If your water system has 
excessive sodium levels, 
what can you do to reduce 
the risk of developing car-
diovascular problems? 
Health care professionals 
recommend reducing the 
amount of salt used on food 
or drinking distilled water. 
Individuals on sodium-
restricted diets, such as high 
blood pressure or obese 
patients, especially should 
be aware of the salt content 
of drinking water. 

There is no simple, inex-
pensive solution to the 
problem, but public 
awareness is the first step in 
the right direction. 

Gas service to 1069 
customers in Muenster, 
Myra and Saint Jo came to a 
sudden stop Monday near 
6:15 p.m. when a 3 inch gas 
main supplying the three 
cities was ruptured by a trac-
tor in a terracing operation. 

The accident occurred a 
half mile northeast of Myra, 
setting up a procedure that 

occupied more than 45 men 
throughout the night and 
day and into the next night 
to restore service. 

Don 	Abney, 	local 
representative of Lone Star 
Gas Co., received a report 
of the accident just a few 
minutes after it happened. 
At the same time many con-
sumers were discovering a 
sharp drop in their gas 
pressure. But many did not 
notice trouble until later 
when they discovered gas 
odors from burners or pilot 
lights that oozed low 

fight against drug abuse in 
Texas, he said; "I feel that 
I'm in my fourth war. It's 
the dirtiest war that I've 
ever been in." Speaking 
about Texans' War on 
Drugs, Risner said that it is 
the most challenging war he 
has been in or will ever be 
involved in.

As executive director of 
DARE, he has begun an in-
tensive campaign to educate 
young people about drug 
abuse and to organize parent 
awareness groups in every 
county throughout the state. 
He said, "If you know a 
child or have one, you are a 
part of the drug problem." 

Risner showed various 

pressure gas for a while after 
flames gave out. 

Presumably residents tur-
ned off gas valves when they 
discovered the situation, but 
it was still likely that many 
valves would be open and 
allow gas to escape when it 
was returned to the 
lines...an obvious explosion 
and fire hazard. 

Because 	of 	that 
possibility, the Gas Com-
pany has to be certain that 
all is safe at every location 
before service is restored to 
the line.

The service crew, mostly 
from other districts, with 
local firemen as guides to 
help them locate customers, 
turned off all meters of the 
three cities while the broken 
main was being repaired. 

drug publications that can 
be purchased in Cooke 
County. There magazines 
are pornographic.

Other 	paraphernalia 
available in Cooke County 
that Risner explained were 
pipes and pumps for 
smoking marijuana and for

When the line repair was 
finished about 3:30 a.m. the 
crew started restoring ser-
vice individually to each 
meter.

The prosecution in the 
trial of Eugene Luttmer, 19, 
relative to the fatal shooting 
of Donna Kay Fisher, 18, at 
Muenster on January 20, 
1980, rested its case shortly 
before noon Wednesday.

PROMISE FOR THE FUTURE 

The election of Ronald 
Reagan is not simply a victory 
for the Republican Party; it is a 
victory for the principles of the 
American Revolution 

If one compares the most 
recent speeches of Reagan with 
those be made 16 years ago on 
behalf of the Goldwater can-
didacy, a consistency will be 
noted. While it is true that his 
hard line has been toned down 
as a matter of political 
pragmatism. the dedication to 
principles is still present. 

One can hardly exaggerate 
the importance of the change in 
direction which the election of 
Ronald Reagan will bring 
about. 

The President-elect will take 
a leadership roll in stemming 
the flood of immorality in 
America. The Christian Right 
now has their man in the White 
Raise. At the National Affairs 
Briefing in Dallas in August. 
Reagan said to those assembled 
that he knew they could not 
endorse him but want you to 
know that I endorse you and 
what you are doing. 

Private and Christian schools 
will have a staunch defender in 
Washington. Reagan said to the 
ministers and laymen in Dallas. 
-We will halt the un-
constitutional regulatory 
vendetta lauched by Mr. 
Carter's IRS Commissioner 
against independent schools." 

Reagan's understanding of 
the threat of Soviet Com-
munism and the need for a new 
direction in US. foreign policy 
was made clear when he said. 

-We can have a foreign policy 
which understands the danger 
we face from governments and 
ideologies that are at war with 
the very idea of religion and 
reedom. And most important 

we can get back to the idea that 
n a struggle against 
otalitarian tyranny traditional 

v alues based on religious 

morality are among our 
greatest strengths." 

Demonstrating his un-
derstanding that disarmament 
has gone too far and our 
military strength has become 
too weak. Reagan promised -
--The peace we seek must be 
one based on principles which 
we hold in common with our 
friends abroad. And the un-
derlying guarantee for the 
pursuit of peace must be a 
reservoir of American strength 
to serve as a deterrent to war 
and a shield to our friends . 
And it will require the careful 
measured renewal of our 
military strength so that we can 
restore that vital margin of 
safety which kept the peace for 
so many years." 

Supporting the moral clean-
up of America, protecting 
private education from federal 
harassment, a realistic foreign 
policy vis-a-vis the Soviet 
Union. and strengthening our 
defense structure are only a few 
of the vitally important changes 
we can look forward to under 
the leadership of Ronald 
Reagan 

But of supreme importance 
will be appointments to the U.S. 
Supreme Court which will 
surely be necessary during the 
next four years. Much of the 
movement away from the 
principles of the American 
Revolution and much of the 
threat to the internal security of 
the nation have come as a result 
of Supreme Court decisions. It 
is of paramount importance 
that federal court appointees be 
dedicated anti-communist 
constitutional conservatives If 
Reagan makes such ap-
pointments to all the federal

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AUSTIN — Republican 
Gov. Bill Clements delivered

Unfortunately for the tax-
payers, Clements seems to 
have given up on providing 
any sort of tax relief to tax-
payers ... and he is by no 
means alone. 

Clements did not say a 
single word about returning 
SI billion to the taxpayers, 
a previous promise. And 
House Speaker Bill Clayton 
has also hinted there may 
not be much tax relief this 
session. Both Clements and 
Clayton want to use at least 
parts of state surplus funds 
to finance other state proj-
ects. Clayton wants money 
to find more water for Tex-
as, particularly farmers and 
ranchers, and Clements 
wants to boost small busi-
nesses here. 

Omitting any reference to 
reducing the number of state 
employees, Clements also 
called for: 

—creation of a Texas De-
partment of Commerce 

— initiative and referen-
dum 

—guaranteed loans for 
small businesses 

—fuel tax exemption for 
gasohol 

— wiretapping 
—a regional presidential 

primary 
Clements also called for 

a state water trust fund, 
which is Clay-ton's brain-
child project.

—The Senate Finance 
Committee approved a 6.8 
percent pay hike for state 
employees following a plea 
by Hobby and despite oppo-
sition from Clements. Clem-
ents' chief budget officer 
warned the measure may be 
vetoed unless it was dropped 
to 3.4 percent 

—Clayton named 31 com-
mittee chairmen, including 
seven Republicans. Blacks 
won two chairs, Mexican-
Americans won none, and 
women received two. 

— A group of House dis-
sidents formed a Democratic 
party caucus, declaring po-
litical war on Republican 
members. Although appar-
ently' organized in opposition 
to Clay-ton's wishes, caucus 
spokesmen said they want 
Clayton to join their group. 

— A resolution was intro-
duced by a Houston mem-
ber to make Houston Oiler 
running back Earl Campbell 
an official state hero. The 
political gimmick is aimed 
at keeping Big Earl from 
being traded to a pro foot-
ball team in another state_ 
"If he's declared an official 
state monument, then he 
can't legally leave the state."

months as they heard con-
stant solicitude for the 
hostages but seldom a word 
for the forgotten men of 
Vietnam. 

As a matter of fairness we 
should not be too critical 
about attention to the one 
group and neglect of the 
other. Very likely the 
media's solicitude, inspiring 
national unity on the sub-
ject, helped to keep pressure 
on the captors. Because of 
this, Iran may have been 
more inclined to settle and 
less inclined to harsh treat-
ment. Nevertheless we have 
to wonder whether the sub-
ject was not exploited for 
the benefit of the media. 
The aim, it often seemed, 
was more to hold public at-
tention than to reveal 
significant developments. 

Regardless of hindsight 
on the hostage event, the 
important thing now is to 
determine how US will 
react. Will it try to retaliate 
for Iran's rip-off? Will it 
proceed to convince the 
world that we demand 
respect? 

That often heard of ounce 
of prevention— in the form 
of fluoridation— can fre-
quently accomplish more 
than the proverbial pound of 
cure by reducing dental bills 
and suffering. 

"No other public health 
measure offers so much for 
so little." says Linda 
Crossett. R.D.H.. admin-
istrator of the Texas Depart-
ment of Health's Texas 
Fluoridation Project. "At a 
yearly cost of 25 cents a per-
son. tooth decay in a com-
munity can be reduced by 65 
percent among children 
from birth to 12 years of 
age." 

"Conservative estimates 
show that 20 percent of the 
children growing up in com-
munities with fluoridated 
water can reduce decay 50 
percent among teenagers 
through age 16." she said. 

Benefits do not stop with 
the young. Fluoridated 
water continues to benefit 
the teeth into adulthood. 
reducing tooth loss and the 
need for dentures. 

"Fluoridation even helps 
the elderly by strengthening 
bones and reducing osteo-

porosis, in which bones 
become abnormally 
porous." says Crossett. 

Texas has several areas 
where the natural fluorida-
tion levels are high enough 
to protect teeth from decay. 
If fluoride levels are ex-
cessive. no disease results. 
but the enamel may become 
stained or "mottled." a term 
first used by Colorado den-
tist Frederick McKay in 
1902. Some of his patients 
had mottled tooth enamel. 
but had little or no decay. 

The first controlled 
studies on fluoridation 
began in 1945. Marshall. 
Texas was one of the first 
cities in the nation to 
implement controlled 
fluoridation. Thousands of 
communities have followed 
suit in instituting controlled 
fluoridation. Close to 60 per-
cent of all Texans benefit 
from fluoridated water. 
either controlled or natural. 
A dozen major Texas cities 
have controlled fluorida-
tion. and nearly 600 Texas 
cities have naturally 
fluoridated water. 

Texas communities can 
now receive financial and 
technical assistance in 
fluoridating their water 
systems from the Texas 
Department of Health. 
Under a grant from the U.S. 
Department of Health and 
Human Services. commun-
ities installing fluoridation 
systems for the first time 
may be reimbursed for the 
cost of the equipment.

installation, engineering 
fees and chemicals for two 
years. The Texas Fluorida-
tion Project alsc helps to 
establish a monitoring and 
surveillance system to pro-
vide daily checks on fluoride 
levels. Training for water 
system operators is also pro-
vided as part of the grant. 

The Department's Bureau 
of Dental Health admin-
istrates the project. "We are 
available to assist in the pro-
motion and education of the 
public on fluoridation when 
needed." states Helen Hill. 
the information specialist 
for the project. 

All work is coordinated 
closely with the Depart-
ment's Division of Water 
Hygiene which provides the 
engineering and the 
technical assistance to local 
communities participating 
in the project. 

Major health organiza-
tions in the world have 
endorsed the concept of 
fluoridation. including the 
PTA. the World Health 
Organization. the American 
Medical Association. the 
U. S. Public Health Service. 
and many more. Corre-
sponding agencies in Texas. 
including the Texas Medical 
Association. the Texas Den-
tal Association. and the 
Texas Public Health 
Association have similarly 
endorsed fluoridation. 

Numerous public opinion 
surveys show 10-12 percent 
of the people oppose 
fluoridation, 50-70 percent 
favor it and the remainder 
are undecided. Research 
shows that century-old com-
munities with naturally 
fluoridated water supplies 
experience no greater in-
cidence of disease than 
areas without fluoridated 
water. 

Numerous, repeated 
studies by medical and 
research groups. including 
the National Cancer In-
stitute. the National Heart. 
Lung. and Blood Institute. 
and the Center for Disease 
Control have continuously 
refuted claims that fluorida-
tion is harmful. The Surgeon 
General calls the fluorida-
tion of water supplies. "the 
single most important step a 
community can take to im-
prove its dental health." 

Optimum fluoride levels 
vary depending on average 
water consumption in a 
region. bet recommenda-
tions for Texas are just 
below one part per million. 
Any community or private 
water system serving 1.000 
or more people can receive 
assistance from the Texas 
Fluoridation Project. An 
estimated 430 such com-
munity systems are eligible.

pushing the smoke into the 
lungs for a faster, stronger 
"high". There were "roach 
clips" shown that are used 
to hold marijuana cigarettes 
so one can smoke them to 
the very end without bur-
ning fingers. 

Risner 	said 	drug 
paraphernlia comes in all 
shapes, forms and sizes---
even to fit the tiniest hands. 
There are barbie dolls which 
have a starter kit for cocaine 
hidden inside; there are 
frisbes to hold marijuana in 
the center and to "throw to 
your friends;" there are 
space guns for blasting 
marijuana into the lungs; 
there are small footballs and 
various other toys and 
games aimed to attract and 
hook the very youngest. 

The drug paraphernalia 
industry in Texas is the 
largest in the United States. 
Along with it, there are the 
pushers who prey on young 
children on school 
playgrounds and in parks. 
According to Risner, 
"There is nothing, not even 
a snake, that is lower than 
those who sell and provide 
drugs to our children and 
destroy their minds and 
bodies and potential." 

Sally Williams, 	com- 
munity co-ordinator with 
Texans' War on Drugs, ex-
plained the eight legislative 
proposals that will come 
before the Texas Legislature 
within the next two months. 

The proposals would 
enable the law enforcement 
arm to control drug abuse, 
outlaw the "head shops", 
stiffen the penalaties and 
make Texas "hard" on drug 
dealers and users. Presently, 
Texas is considered a "soft" 
state regarding drugs. More 
and more drug dealers have 
taken advantage of that by 
moving their operations to 
the state. 

48%of200 loyal

Heart disease is a re-
versible disorder! It isn't 
a sentence of death. 

Growing evidence now 
shows that sick and clog-
ged arteries can be clean-
ed up, that a combination 
of factors, particularly 
diet and exercise, can 
help ease heart disease, 
diabetes, and high blood 
pressure, and actually re-
verse atherosclerosis, a 
major cause of death. 

Dr. Julian Whitaker of 
California. a pioneering 
scientist in this new 
treatment for heart dis-
ease, is a physician who 
at onetime was a surgeon 
until he realized that 
many surgeries, particu-
larly the popular "by-
pass" operation.were un-
necessary in many cases 
and counterproductive in 
others. He has amassed 
convincing statistics of 
the efficacy of his pro-
gram, which has saved 
many patients from sur-
gery. 

How does Dr. Whitaker 
do it? His patients stay 
at his own _clinic, the 
California Heart Medical 
Clinic, following the pro-
gram that Dr. Whitaker 
developed from his years 
of research and experi-
ence in treating about 
1500 patients with heart 
disease and other prob-
lems. It consists of four 
essentials: 

1. A very low fat, low 
cholesterol diet to lower 
the 	cholesterol level, 
ideally to 150 or to 170. 
It is at this level of 
blood cholesterol 	that 
reversal of clogged ar-
teries begins to occur. 
(Most Americans have 
levels in the range of 220 
to 270.) 

2. Exercise. Combined 
with diet, exercise that 
raises the pulse rate to 
safe levels for at least 
half an hour, tends to re-
verse the atherosclerosis 
present in the arteries in 
the heart. Patients are 
carefully introduced to 
this phase. 

3. Oxygen inhalation. 
Recent experiments in-
dicate that increasing the 

oxygen in the blood will 
accelerate atherosclero-
sis reversal. 

4. Vitamins and miner-
als, particularly vitamin 
C and vitamin E have a 
role in the reversal of 
atherosclerosis. 

At his clinic, Dr. Whit-
aker accepts men and 
women with heart dis-
ease, diabetes and high 
blood pressure. Here they 
undergo the reversal 
treatment, are taught the 
regimen, and then go 
home to carry out the pre-
scription on their own. 

At the clinic in beauti-
ful San Clemente, Cali-

fornia, diets are carefully 
controlled and explained, 
directed towards reducing 
arterial clotting, and re-
versing the process that 
leads to heart attacks. 
Exercise of the aerobic 
type is taught to keep 
the heart pumping, the 
pulse rate sufficiently 
and safely elevated for at 
least half an hour. The 
techniques of oxygen in-
halation are taught, and 
patients are carefully re-
hearsed in the importance 
of vitamins that help re-
verse arterial clogging.

Five Reasons to

Third, fifth, and ninth 
grade students from the 
Muenster Independent 
School District will par-
ticipate in the second Texas 
Assessment of Basic Skills 
test program scheduled for 
the second week of 
February. 

The assessment plan, first 
of its kind in this state, is 
scheduled once each year 
under requirements set by 
the Texas Legislature during 
its 1979 regular session. 

The Muenster ISD studen-
ts will be among 700,000 ex-
pected to take the reading, 
writing composition, and 
mathematics test during the 
February 2-20 statewide 
testing period. Each of the 
tests will require a maximum 
of 40 to 60 minutes to com-
plete. 

The Muenster ISD will 
report its district and cam-
pus aggregate scores to the 
public at a May or June 
meeting of the board of 
trustees, according to 
Charles Coffey, district 
superintendent. "However, 
individual student scores 
will be reported only to the 
student, parents or guar- 

dian, and the school person-
nel directly involved," Mr. 
Coffey adds. 

"This testing program is 
designed to help the student 
and the school improve 
achievement," Coffey poin-
ts out. "For this reason, 
results will be reported in a 
manner that will help 
everyone become more ef-
fective." 

"Third grade students 
were added to the annual 
testing sequence for the first 
time this year. The three 
tests will make up an annual 
assessment effort designed 
to help both state and local 
school officials improve 
their services," Coffey says. 

Overall student perfor-
mance, both by campus and 
by district, will be reported 
each year to the public by 
the local board of trustees. 

CTB/McGraw-Hill of 
Monterey, California will 
help administer the 1981 test 
program and develop and 
field test new items for the 
1981-82 series under con-
tract to the State Board of 
Education.

"Each test question will 
relate to a specific objective 
or skill students are expected 
to learn by the time they 
complete the particular 
grade," Coffey points out. 

"We use the term 
'criterion-referenced' simply 
because it is a short way of 
saying the answer to each 
question must lead back to a 
specific objective," Coffey 
explains. 

Ninth grade students who 
do not make a satisfacory 
"exit level" score may re-
take the test each year they 
remain in high school. 
However, they will not be 
required to take it more than 
once. Later attempts to im-
prove scores and evaluate 
any remedial programs will 
be voluntary.
