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SUNDAY, NOV. 29—'This has 
been a week of ups and downs. 
At times we were steamed up over 
the possibility of an early move. 
A  day or so later, when training 
took on the semblance of normal 
routine, we’d cool down again. 
After several such experiences we­
re becoming more or less immune 
to rumors, so-called significant 
signs, or anything else.

However, we’re definitely var 
conscious. Training is more in­
tensive and more interesting than 
it used to be, especially as far as 
weapons are concerned. We’re get­
ting the dope on rifles, machine 
guns, tommy guns, the pistols. All 
of which makes this seem a lot 
more like an army. Working details 
—  often with pick and shovel — 
have too much of a WPA flavor. 
A  gun is essential to the idea of 
a soldier, even if he is in a con­
struction outfit. The day may come 
when he has to lay down his tools 
and pick up his weapons.

After all these months we’re be­
ginning to learn something about 
Uncle Sam’s wonder rifle, the 
famous Garand model, better 
known In the army as the Ml. It 
really is a dandy. Deserving of 
all the praise it has received. The 
army claims that, everything con­
sidered—accuracy, fire power, de­
pendability, simolicity—it’s the 
world’s best. Nine of them can 
squirt as much lead as a machine 
gun. A  fair barrage in itself.

Opinions vary, however.* Some 
of our old fogey army men, who 
have been fondling the Springfield 
rifle for years insist they won’t 
have the new fangled thing. Say 
they won’t take chances in a 
tight spot with any automatic con­
traption. They like the certainty 
of bolt action.

There are remarks also about 
the Springfield’s greater accuracy, 
it’s conceded to be the hardest and 
•straightest shooting combat rifle, 
you know. As if that made a lot 
of difference. First of all an army 
rifle is more accurate than most 
of the men who Are it. In the 
second place a slug an inch to 
either side is just as effective as 
one placed squarely between a 
Jap's eyes.

We’ve had the chance to tear 
the Garand down and see what 
makes it tick. This week we’re go­
ing to see how it performs—rather, 
how we perform with it. The good 
old rifle range again. We’re look­
ing forward to it. Besides, we’ll 
get the feel of machine guns and 
tommy guns in action.

We’re determined that when the 
time comes for us to take our 
places over-there we’ll be able to 
blast a few enemy planes. Accord­
ing to the story they gave us 
back in rookie days, that’s the kind 
of fighting an outfit like ours has 
to expect. Besides building and 
maintaining air fields we have to 
defend them. Usually against air 
raids. Occasionally it may require 
skirmishes with enemy infiltration 
parties.

It’s interesting to notice how 
men are taking this more serious 
training. They’re ready, even im­
patient, to go across without any 
more delay. Others, even while ad­
mitting they don’t want to rush 
into the fight, are calmly waiting 
for the order. So, in effect, being 
on the alert isn't much more than 
a technicality, plus an excuse to 
keep us in the company area. There 
are no over-night passes and very 
few passes of any other kind. 
Sunday is just another day. Mean­
while, we get a few breaks. Some 
of the former monotony has been 
eliminated. No inspections, for in­
stance. And there hasn’t been a 
gig in two weeks for unshined 
shoes.

Actually, our interest, just like 
the rest of the nation’s, is centered 
on the present course of the war. 
Boys around here watch the head­
lines closely. They feel convinced 
that this is the beeinning of a mop­
ping up drive. When will it ~be 
over?” Is the big question. Ninety 
per cent of our gang is counting 
the days until the return to civil­
ian life. Most of ’em expect the 
war to last something more than 
six months, but not as much as a 
year.

Quite a number of the fellows 
were dir-onointed about the French 
fleet’s suicide. Like you and me, 
they had hopes that when the time 
came for action the Frenchmen 
would turn their sea power over 
to the allies. This move, though 
quite helpful, is insignificant com­
pared with what might have been 
achieved. The lack of sensational 
news in other sectors also has a 
slight effect on enthusiasm.

What’s happened? Have the al­
lies simultaneously slowed down 
on every front or has someone in

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Salvage of Silk, 
Nylon Hosiery 
Started Here

Women Asked To Give 
Their Worn-Out And 
Discarded Stockings

■Women’s out-worn and discard­
ed stockings are going to war. 
These cast-offs will provide the 
War and Navy departments with 
large stocks of silk and nylon 
for the manufacture of essential 
war materials.

The drive, inaugurated recently 
in . the county, got under way here 
during the weekend when Mrs. 
J. M. Weinzapfel, director of the 
campaign in this city, provided 
local business houses with con­
tainers with display cards, desig­
nating them as “Hosiery Collection 
Depots.”

All hose must be clean, but that 
is the only requirement in regard 
to their condition.

Every effort is being made to 
get all old hose in the county to­
gether by January 1st.

All silk, all nylon, silk and nylon 
mixtures, and mixtures- of rayon 
and silk, nylon and rayon, silk 
and cotton, nylon and cotton are 
enlisted in this drive.

Much of the silk from these 
hose will be used to make powder 
bags, in which powder is placed 
"or generating the power required 
’o expel a shell from guns of 
najor calibre. Silk is the only 
thing that will burn without leav- 
ng embers, and the guns can be 
hred with greater speed without 
having to be cleaned before a 
lew  charge is inserted, it was 
explained. The nylon will be used 
to make other articles necessary 
to war.

Mrs. Felix Johnson, Jr, of Gain­
esville is the county chairman of 
this particular drive and she ap­
pointed Mrs. Weinzapfel to take 
charge of the work in this/ com­
munity.

Receptacles have been placed 
in the M. J. Ijlndres, Jacob Pagel, 
Carra Pagel and Farmer’s stores.

The hosiery will be delivered to 
the government agency, Defense 
Supplies Corporation, Green Island, 
New York. The retailer does not 
make any profit on the collection 

i of these items. He is responsible 
for any costs involved in preparing 
the hose for shipment, but sends 

ibis package with carrying charges 
collect to the government agency.

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WARTIME TRAINING  
SCHOOL IN FT. WORTH 
FOR FIREMEN DEC. 14

AUSTIN—A  wartime training 
school for firemen in the Fifth 
Fire Service District will be held 
in Fort Worth during the week 
beginning December 14.

Marvin Hall, State Fire Insur­
ance Commissioner and Fire Ser­
vice Coordinator of the National 
Defense Committee for Texas, 
says the school is an important 
part of the statewide training pro­
gram recently announced for Tex­
as firemen.

The series of training schools 
for the 26 Texas Fire Service 
Districts has been arranged through 
cooperation of the State Board of 
Vocational Education, the Office of 
Civilian Defense and the National 
Defense Committee for Texas.

J. R. Dickhout, Dallas Fire De­
partment Captain, is instructor for 
the school. On leave from the 
Dallas department, Mr. Dickhout 
has been employed by the State 
Board of Vocational Education as 
an instructor for the firemen's 
teacher-training program. He has 
recently attended an OCD region­

al instructor's school at Stillwater, 
Okla.

District Five includes the coun­
ties of Cooke, Wise, Denton, Par­
ker, Palo Pinto, Tarrant, Erath, 
Hood, Johnson and Somerville.

Two firemen from each depart­
ment within the district will at­
tend the Fort Worth school. Fol­
lowing the week of special train­
ing these firemen will return to 
their respective departments and 
hold local training sessions. In ad­
dition, the school is open to rep­
resentatives of fire departments 
for industrial plants, as well as 
the armed forces within the dis­
trict.

NO QUOTAS, NO LOAN  
ON 1943 COTTON

COLLEGE STATION—No gov­
ernment loan can be offered on 
cotton in 1843 if marketing quotas 
are rejected in the nation-wide 
referendum Saturday, December 
12, Frank Seale, state AAA  Com­
mitteeman, -reminded cotton grow­
ers this week.

Seale, himself a Robertson county 
farmer, pointed out that the law 
prohibits the Commodity Credit 
Corporation from making loans on

cotton in any year in which quotas 
are rejected.

The government loan has serv­
ed as a floor under cotton prices 
ever since 1938, the first year 
quotas were in effect, the AAA  
committeeman declared. Current­
ly, the basic cotton loan rate of 
16.97 cents a pound, 90 percent of 
parity, is supporting the price of 
cotton.

“With our huge supply of cotton 
and with world prices equal to 
about half what we’re getting for 
cotton, there is no telling what 
would happen to American cotton 
prices if the loan were removed,” 
Seale declared.

Cotton growers will vote for the 
sixth time on marketing quotas 
December 12. Each year for the 
past five years they have voted 
overwhelmingly to use quotas as 
a means of assuring each producer 
his fair share of the available 
cotton market.

Food For Freedom Goals 
Will Be Announced In 
Latter Part of December

COLLEGE STATION, Dec. 1— 
Sign-up of Texas farmers in their 
second year of wartime production 
will get underway the latter part 
of December.

State production goals, which 
will be announced at Memphis, 
Tenn., December 7-9, will be al­
located to counties and individual 
farms immediately, B. F. Vance, 
chairman, Texas USDA war board, 
said this week.

Critical bottlenecks, such as lab­
or, equipment and transportation 
were cited by the chairman as 
reasons why goals would be more 
difficult to reach in 1943 than in
1942 when agriculturel production 
hit an all-time high.

“At the same time we're run­
ning into these shortages, demand 
for food has increased, not only 
for our boys in the armed forces, 
but for Lend-Lease requirements 
as well,” he said.

To date, only two production 
goals, winter vegetables and hogs, 
have been announced under the
1943 program.

FARMERS TO RECEIVE 
TEMPORARY RATIONS 
FOR TRANSPORTATION

Temporary transport rations are 
in store for owners of farm veh i-. 
cles whose certificates of war nec­
essity do not provide sufficient 
gasoline for 30 days essential op­
eration.

Under an adjustment phase of 
the transportation program, the 
TeXas USDA War Board announc­
ed this week that farm vehicles 
operators should make requests 
fpr additional gasoline to local 
War Price and Rationing Boards 
where obvious errors have been 
made in certificates.

The procedure for handling em­
ergency cases was agreed upon 
by the Department of Agriculture 
and the Office of Price Administra­
tion.

The War Board explained that 
when allowances are corrected by 
the local War Price and Rationing 
Boards. operators will receive 
motor fuel rations for operation to 
Dfcember 31 and the amount of 
gasoline used will be deducted 
later from the total gallons of 
motor fuel allowed on a corrected 
certificate of war necessity.

County Farm Transportation 
Committees are scheduled to hand­
le appeal cases from farmers for 
corrected certificates, the War 
Board said in explaining that reg­
ular ODT appeal forms would be 
sent to committfis as soon as pos­
sible.

Temporary rations will take care 
of emergency cases and give com­
mittees sufficient time to consider 
appeals and rrtake proper recom­
mendations to ODT under regular 
appeal procedure, the Board point­
ed out.

Austin. Texas—It has been re­
liably estimated that within a year 
approximately one-third of the 
total number of 180.000 physicians 
in the United States will have 
left their practices to serve with 
the Army, Navy, or Marine Corps. 
This deficiency in medical attention 
available to the general population 
will be even greater that it ap­
pears on the surface inasmuch as 
a large number of those remain­
ing are not in active practice due 
to old age, teaching or public 
health activities, or full-time em­
ployment with industry. Plainly, 
this situation develops a problem 
for the physicians who will re­
main at home, the solution of which 
to some degree will be in the 
hands of the general public, ac­
cording to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer.

“There is no desire to imply 
that the family physician, now or 
later, must not be summoned ex­
cept in dire need. In fact, there 
is a greater reason than ever be­
fore to seek his advice on living 
habits, to have him give a thorough 
periodic check-up, and to have 
him treat conditions promptly, 
which if disregarded, are apt to 
cause more serious trouble later 
on. The only point being emphas­
ized is that one should not attempt 
thoughlessly to consume the doc­
tor’s valuable time and energy by 
insisting that he make a home 
call when an office visit or sug­
gestions over the telephone might 
suffice.

“While in cities, lack of medical 
service has not as yet reached an 
acute stage, there are already rural 
sections feeling the pinch. It fol­
lows that everyone, both for his

own and his country’s sake should 
live sensibly to the end that maxi­
mum health may be attained, and 
avoidable home medical service be 
eliminated.

“ In this connection, the follow­
ing rules, among others, may be 
suggested: Eat nutritious foods.
Obtain sufficient rest at night. 
Shun debilitating and exhausting 
habits. Keep the use of stimulants 
of all kinds within sensible bounds. 
Exercise daily. Detour worry as 
much as possible.”

our censorship department decided 
that it’s time to modify the re­
ports a bit?

Cocksureness in one result of too 
much good news. People take 
things for granted and start coast­
ing. We were coming to that point. 
Only a few days after the big 
drive was launched in Africa we 
.heard'rumors that big money was 
betting on an armistice within a 
few months. Let that attitude 
spread too far and we’U have 
trouble keeping our war effort at 
its peak.

We all remember the big change 
of attitudes shortly after December 
7. There were headlines galore on

the Russians and U. S. Marines, 
until we started getting the notion 
that .our enemies were a lot of 
imbeciles. Then came a few grim 
facts to prove that this is a real 
fight after all. And we were told 
to get set for a long, hard war.

Now, as then, it’s wise to take 
nothing for granted. If the enemy 
is still tougher than we think, we’ll 
need all the extra effort to win. 
If not, the extra effort will pay 
big dividends in time and lives 
saved.
