When the attempt was 
made to assassinate Pope 
John Paul the report went 
out in minutes that it was 
done by a right wing ex-
tremist. Likewise when 
President Kennedy was 
killed the first reports were 
that his assailant was a right 
wing extremist. By an odd 
coincidence the Communist 
propaganda machine was so 
prompt with its explanation 
on each occasion as to make 
it suspect of waiting for each 
incident to happen, with its 
version of the answer ready 
for instant publication. 

However, as the story un-
ravels in both cases it ap-
pears that the criminal had 
strong pro-Soviet connec-
tions identifying him with 
the pro left extremists more 
than the right. Regarding 
Lee Harvey Oswald, there 
are still many Americans 
claiming that he was a tool 
of world communism 
assigned to the job of mur-
dering Kennedy. It's further 
claimed that, true or false, it 
was more expedient for our 
government to let the sub-
ject remain a mystery. 

A shnlarity exists In the 
case of Mehwet Ali Agca, 
the Pope's would-be 
assassin. Reportedly he has 
been linked to a right-wing 
extremist group of Turkey, 
but Italian police have 
quoted him as saying "I am 
a Palestinian Communist 
comrade and friend of 
George Habash." Habash is 
the Marxist leader of the 
Popular Front for the 
Liberation of Palestine, a 
faction of the Soviet-backed 
PLO. Another con-
sideration is that Agca's ex-
tensive traveling throughout 
the world prior to the 
assassination attempt has 
led investigators to suspect 
he was involved with an in-
ternational terrorist net-
work. Some people have 
said that Agca is a fanatic 
hater of Christianity acting 
on his own in the 
assassination attempt, but it 
seems more likely that he 
was under the influence of 
the world wide pro-Soviet 
terrorist groups. 

In her recent book "The 
Terror Network," Claire 
Sterling points out that the 
Soviets are supporting 
terrorists all over the world, 
some of which have 
operated close to us. For in-
stance the Puerto Rican 
Armed Resistance claims 
responsibility for bombings 
at Kennedy Airport. the 
Honduran consulate and at 
the US Mission in the UN. 
Reasons given were to sup-
port jailed Puerto Rican 
terrorists in Chicago and 
the Marxist revolutionaries 
in El Salvador. The group 
also denounced Argentina, 
Guatemala, Honduras and 
US for supporting the 
"Fascist dictatorial gover-
nment of El Salvador." Ac-
cording to the New York 
Daily News, the group 
threatened "Our next move 
will be to eliminate 
President Reagan." 

Such threats and abundant 
evidence on the nature of 
terrorists ought to be taken 
as strong warnings that it's 
time for our country to go 
on the offensive. We can no 
longer afford to wait 

I passively until the criminals 
commit their violence, but 
start an active campaign to 
bring them under control. 
By their own admission 
these outfits are sworn 
enemies. This is war, and the 
only reasonable way to deal 
with them is by the methods 
of war. 

The FBI, CIA, police 
departments, military in-
telligence and other sources 
of information, doubtless 
have a long list of af-
filiations and personal 
records and identities on 
these enemies with sufficient 
reason for arresting them. 
They need to be taken out of 
circulation on whatever 
charges the evidence 
justifies. This means tough 
justice: execution for 
killings or attempted killing, 
and permanent imprison-
ment for destruction, etc.

Drilling for the city's new 
No. 6 water well is due to get 
under way promptly even 
though no shortage is 
presently in sight, and even 
though the pipe line for 
delivering water to the city's 
system is not ready. 

At its Monday meeting 
the council decided to have 
the new well in operation 
this summer to avoid the 
possibility of an emergency. 
Recalling the heat and 
drought of last year, it is 
concerned about rationing. 
At the same time it wants to 
be ready in case of a break-
down. A well failure would 
have been critical during last 
year's severe weather. 

Two drainage problems 
received the city's attention. 
An area east and south of 
the Seyler home, and leading 
to Main Street, has had 
standing water after the 
rains, so the city approved a 
concrete channel to drain 
the water away. 

Another problem was at 
Oak and Ninth. Run-off 
water from several blocks 
north was gushing down 
Oak and causing trouble.

campaigned on a pledge to cut 
federal spending and thus make 
it possible to cut taxes. Long 
before the last election a group 
of distinguished American 
leaders, including Dr. Arthur F. 
Burns and William Simon, 
formed the Committee to Fight 
Inflation to suggest measures to 
cure America's number one 
economic problem. 

In their second annual report, 
released in January, the 
committee recomends revising 
the federal budget process to 
require by law a balanced 
budget. In order to run a deficit 
both houses of Congress would 
have to authorize it by a sub-
stantial majority, such as two-
thirds. This would provide a 
safety-valve for periods when it 
might not be politically possible 
for the government to operate 
entirely from tax income, such 
as during a war or catastrophic 
depression. 

One of the causes of 
escalating federal spending is 
that so-called "entitlement" 
programs have grown so 
rapidly. They have experienced 
a 700 percent increase over 
1965. These are payments to 
individuals and include Social 
Security, unemployment 
assistance. Medicare and 
Medicaid. housing and student 
assistance, food stamps, Aid to 
Families with Dependent 
Children and Supplemental 
Security Income. 

Aside from spending for 
national defense and interest on 
the national debt, payments to 
individuals amounted to 70 
percent of the fiscal 1980 
budget. We know that interest 

on the debt cannot be reduced; 
we are pledged to increase 
defense spending in order to 
bolster our weakened posture 
with respect to the Soviet 
Union, consequently it is in this 
area of welfare spending where 

reductions will have to be made 
since most of the other 30 
percent is wages and salaries of 
federal employees and costs of 
operating the government. 

Many of these "entitlement" 
programs are tied to the con-
sumer price index, thus 
escalating federal spending as 
the CPI increases. There are a 
number of things wrong with 
this, including the fact that the 
CPI is highly inaccurate•as an 
indicator of the cost of living for 
people receiving aid from the 
government. 

The committee recommends 
appointment of a "high-level 
commission to explore ways of 
reducing the effects of en-
titlement programs on the 
growth of federal spending." 

Inflation is, by definition, an 
increase in the quantity of 
money and credit. Dr. Burns 
and his colleagues have 
recommended "support by the 
President and Congress of 
monetary policies designed to 
reduce over the next three 
years the growth of the money 
supply and of bank credit to 
rates that are consistent with a 
stable consumer price level." 

What this means is that the 
quantity of money and credit 
must not be allowed to increase 
more than the increase in 
production of goods and ser-
vices. Since for 67 years 11914-
1001) the Federal Reserve 
System has been either un-
willing or unable to control the 
money supply, this will take 
some readjustments in central 
bank policies. Nevertheless, it 
is absolutely mandatory that 
the President and the Congress 
take the necessary measures to 
bring this off. 

We have been fifty years 
creating the economic mess we 
are in. We won't get out of it by 
an overnight miracle. It will 
require broad-based measures 
supported by all citizens .

Boundaries of the state's 
legislative districts have been 
changed and State Rep. 
Charles Finnell of Holliday 
said Saturday he has been 
given the opportunity to ser-
ve additional communities 
in his revised legislative 
district. 

The new 65th District will 
include, Archer, Clay, Mon-
tague, and Young counties; 
the rural portion of Wichita 
County; and the north 
Gainesville-Muenster area 
of Cooke County. 
"I am proud of this 
district," Finnell said, 
"because I shall be represen-
ting people with like concer-
ns, thus ensuring the con-
titfuity of North Texas in-
terests. I welcome the areas 
added to the district and 
look forward to meeting and 
working together." 

The Texas Legislature, 
finishing its regular session 
in Austin, completed the 
changes this week. Reappor-
tionment of districts is 
required by law every ten 
years after federal census 
figures are completed. The 
new district has ap-
proximately 96,500 persons, 
compared with 83,000 in the 
present district. 

Rep. Finnell, a life-long 
resident of Holliday, curren-
tly ranks eighth in seniority 
among the 150 members of 
the House of Represen-
tatives. 

He is Chairman of the 
House General Investigating 
Committee, which has  

authority to investigate all 
matters deemed of impor-
tance to the Legislature and 
the people of Texas. The 
committee has broad sub-
poena powers and the full 
resources of state in-
vestigative officers and 
agencies at its disposal. 

Finnell is also Chairman 
of Budget and Oversight for 
the Health Services Commit-
tee, which has jurisdiction 
over matters involving the 
protection of public health, 
including the supervision of 
the practice of medicine, 
dentistry, nursing, and 
pharmacy. 

Previously he has served 
on the House Agriculture, 
Appropriations, Oil and 
Gas, and Transportation 
committees. He is the author 
of the Red River Compact, 
dividing the waters of the 
Red River without federal 
court intervention. Finnell 
also serves as an elected 
director of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce. 

The 37-year old Archer 
County businessman and at-
torney is married to the 
former Kay Fitzpatrick. He 
is the son of the late Mr. and 
Mrs. Leslie B. Finnell, Sr., 
of Holliday.

Texans have a long tradition of pride in their state, 
and recent government studies confirm our right to be 
proud. 

The state's population grew by some 27 percent in the 
10-year period from 1970 to 1980, to a total of 
14,228,000 -- compared to an 11 percent average growth 
rate for the nation as a whole.

Mrs. Helen Horn of 
Gainesville, the program 
leader, used as her theme 
"All About Birds." She 
discussed bird migration, 
feeding habits, value to 
homeowners and need for 
protection. She singled out 
for discussion; cardinals, 
robins, mockingbirds, 
flickers, finches, hum-
mingbirds, juncoes, red 
wing blackbirds, blue birds, 
scissor-tails, and purple 
martins. 

Mrs. Horn suggested the 
following proportion for 
hummingbird syrup: I c. 
sugar, 3 c. water, red food 
coloring and she siad it is 
best to hang feeder in an 
open place, on an open 
imb, on a clothes line, etc, 

so hummingbirds can dart 
in. 

Also suggested was a bird 
table; a flat board, edged 
with a narrow, shallow bor-
der allowing space at each 
corner to prevent rain from 
collecting. She gave infor-
mal notes including the 
following; 

A ground feeder can be 
made from an inverted old 
garbage can lid. Use suet in 
winter - birds need it. All 
birds need drinking water. 

Mockingbirgs eat insects, 
fruits, crumbs, apples, 
doughnuts - out of a ground 
feeder only; mockingbirds 
are dainty eaters. 

Robins need water all 
year, eat off the ground, 
especially insects and wor-
ms. 

Finches enjoy feeders of 
sunflower seeds, nuts, suet. 
Cardinals stay within 10 
miles of their birthplace.

A night program 
will be given on Tuesday 
night, June 2 from 7-9 p.m. 
with the same programs 
being given on Wednesday 
morning, June 3 from 9:30 
until 11:30. Both meetings 
will be in the Texas Power 
and Light Company 
Meeting Room in 
Gainesville. Evelyn Yeatts, 
County Extension Agent, 
will demonstrate home can-
ning of vegetables and fruits 
and Mary Charlotte Casteel, 
Consumer Information 
Specialist with Lone Star 
Gas Company, will give the 
programs on pickling. 

To register for either of 
these free meetings, call the 
County Extension Office at 
665-1966. 

It is recommended that 
pressure canner gauges be 
checked for accuracy on an 
annual basis. Friday mor-
ning, June 5 from 8:30 to 
11:30, has been set aside for 
testing of gauges in the 
County Extension Office in 
the Courthouse basement. 

It only takes a few 
moments to test a pressure 
canner gauge, and people 
only need to bring the lid of 
the canner to be checked. If 
this date is not convenient, 
people may leave their can-
ner lids at the Extension Of-
fice earlier and pick them up 
at their convenience. 

Another program which is 
also open to anyone in-
terested will be on Food 
Drying and Freezing. The 
first meeting will be on 
Tuesday night, June 9 from 
7 to 9 p.m. and will be 
repeated Wednesday mor-
ning June 10 from 9:30 -
11:30 at TP&L in 
Gainesville. 

Evelyn Yeatts, County 
Extension Agent, will 
demonstrate Food Drying 
and Jill Bleiker, Home Ser-
vice Adisor from TP&L will 
demonstrate freezing of 
fruits and vegetables. 

It is also requested that in-
terested people call and 
make a reservation at 665-
1966. 

All of the programs cond-
ucted by the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice are open to people of all 
ages, regardless of socio-
economic levels, race, color, 
sex, religion or national 
origin. 

When preserving food, a 
high-quality product is one 
that is good to the taste and 
appearance, is safe and free 
from dangerous spoilage, 
and has retained as much of 
the nutrients as possible as 
compared with the fresh 
product. 

To get this high-quality 
product, there are some con-
trols that must be attained. 

The causes of spoilage 
and poor quality are: the 
growth of yeasts, molds and 
bacteria; changes caused by 
enzymes; and the presence 
of foreign materials which 
may make the product un-
safe or unappetizing. 

To control the factors, 
high temperatures are used 
in canning; cold tem-
peratures in freezing and 
cold storage of foods; 
moisture is removed by 
drying; high concentrations 
of sugar are sued in jams, 
preserves and jelly; and acid 
is added in pickle making. 

The microorganisms that 
cause spoilage are molds, 
yeasts and bacteria. They 
are living organisms. Com-
mon characteristics of these 
organisms that occur or ap-
pear in different ways are 
the ability to reproduce, to 
ingest food, to excrete waste 
products, to react to the en-
vironment (irritability) and 
the ability to change 
(mutation). 

The importance of proper 
food preservation to provide 
a top quality, safe product 
will be demonstrated at each 
of the scheduled meetings.

Other vernacular names 
are Swamp Willow, Pussy 
Willow, and Scythe-leaved 
Willow. 

Black Willow is a rapidly 
growing tree, sometimes at-
taining a height of 125 feet. 
It flowers from April to 
May. The blooms are borne 
in many-flowered catkins, 
are cylindrical, slender, one 
to three inches long and 
yellow in color. Seeds are on 
slender spreading pedicels, 
light brown in color, sharp-
pointed and to 1/8 inch 
long. 

The leaves are simple, 
alternate and deciduous, 
three to six inches long and 
1/4 to 3A inch wide. They are 
green on top and paler 
below. The twigs are slen-
der, brittle and reddish 
brown. The wood is light 
brown, soft, weak, and not 
durable. 

Black willow is found in 
wet soils throughout Texas. 
It reaches its largest size on 
the banks of the Brazos, 
Colorado, and Guadalupe 
Rivers. 

Seed-bearing can be from 
10 to 75 years. There are two 
million seeds per pound. No 
dormancy occurs and the 
seeds may germinate 12 to 
24 hours after falling. 

The bark was formerly 
used as a home remedy for 
fever ailments. Wood is used

A faster, more accurate 
method of detecting urinary 
infections has been 
developed by Baylor College 
of Medicine sirologists, a 
research team reported 
today. 

The new test can be done 
in one minute and at one 
twentieth the cost of conven-
tional procedures that 
usually require at least a full 
day for analysis. 

Joseph 	L. 	Melnick. 
Ph.D., Craig Wallis and 
Carol J. Longoria outlined 
the new method for detec-
ting bacteria in urine (bac-
tenurial at the Third Inter-
national Symposium on 
Rapid Methods and 
Automation 	 in 
Microbiology 	held 	in 
Washington, D.C. 

Bactena to urine indicates 
urinary tract infection, 
which is common in women 
but often has no symptoms. 
If prolonged, these infec-
tions can develop into kid-
ney disease. 

The Baylor method is dif-
ferent from the conventional

In addition, the conven-
tional method relies on 
highly technical personnel 
and equipment, and each 
test costs approximately 
518. The simpler Baylor 
technique can be done for 
less than SI, said Melnick, 
who is chairman of the 
Department of Virology and 
Epidemiology at Baylor. 

The low cost, simplicity 
and speed of the test could 
make it possible for mass 
screening of persons most 
susceptible to urinary tract 
infections. 

The conventional method 
used to detect bacteriuria 
begins with culturing a urine 
sample, which requires 20 to 
40 hours for bacteria 
growth. If the culture has 
grown bacteria in large 
quantities, a urinary infec-
tion is present. Some tests 
can be shortened to two to 
four hours, but with a loss 
of accuracy.

The conventional method 
is sometimes inaccurate, 
Melnick said, because it may 
not detect bacteria if a 
patient is on antibiotics, 
which may suppress the 
growth of bacteria but may 
not kill them. The Baylor 
technique is more accurate 
than the conventional 
technique because residual 
antibiotics in urine do not 
influence its results, he said. 

In the Baylor bacteriuria-
detection technique, a urine 
sample is passed through a 
filter fitted into a small card. 
Any bacteria is trapped in 
the filter. A dye is passed 
through the filter and then a 
decolorizer, which removes 
the dye from the filter's 
fibers, but not from bac-
teria. 

If bacteria are present in 
high levels (100,000 bacteria 
or more per milliliter of 
urine) the filter turns pink to 
red. 

It's such a simple test; a 
person doesn't have to be 
skilled to carry it out. For 
example, it can be easily 
used in high schools and 
colleges for periodically 
screening young women in 
large numbers at minimal 
cost and time," Melnick 
said. 

Wallis is professor of 
virology and epidemiology 
and Longoria is research 
assistant in the department 
of virology and 
epidemiology.

The space above the water in the plastic 
bag is filled with oxygen to keep the fish in better con-
dition. The catfish, averaging 4 inches, sold for 30 cents 
each and the fathead minnows, about 300 per pound, 
sold at $6 a pound. Forty five local landowners bought 
almost 4,700 catfish and 24,000 minnows. The two 
varieties of fish are sold together so that catfish can feed 
on the minnows. While some minnows are eaten some 
survive and multipy keeping a steady supply of feed for 
the catfish. Hundreds of ponds and lakes need restocking 
this year after going dry or almost dry in last year's 
drought. Similar fish stocking programs are sponsored by 
SCS in other areas of the Elm-Red District. They are at 
Gainesville, Nocona, Bowie, Sherman and Denison.
