DAR honors Fischer memory 
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Usually when the general 

council of the United 
Nations comes up with a 
decision, it is a matter of the 

pro-communist majority out-
voting the pro-Western 
countries in supporting 
policy or activity that favors 
the Reds. As most of us are 
aware, the Soviets and their 
satellites aren't really con-
cerned with right and 
wrong, but only what suits 
their ambition of 
dominating the world. 

But it was different in the 
case of Israel's attack on the 
power plant. Here again it is 
probable that the Russians 
and their subordinates were 
primarily concerned with 
creating ill will against the 
Hebrews, however free 
countries voting on principle 

also chose to censure. They 
felt that the unprovoked at-
tack was an inexcusable act 
and should be so proclaimed 
before the world. 

Israel Justified the act by 
claiming it was self defense, 
the elimination of a poten-
tial nuclear bomb factory. 
Their claim brings on a new 
consideration in the nuclear 
controversy. Obviously it 
did not affect the UN vote 
but it raised a question that 
deserves an answer. Is it a 
fact, as the Israelis claimed, 
that a nuclear power plant 
can be regarded as nuclear 
war threat? If so, how long 
until it can be converted to 
combat use? Unless the time 
is short it does not seem that 
the plant can be considered 
as much of a nuclear threat. 

This thought makes one 
wonder whether war poten-
tial is one of the factors in 
our country's violent anti-
nuclear demonstrations. 
This seems hardly possible 
because that angle of the 
subject has not been widely 
aired. But if it is, it could 
have a bearing on the per-
sistent and vehement objec-
tions. If anti-nuke policy 
can retard U.S. prepared-
ness, the Reds and their 
sympathizers, who have ef-
fectively infiltrated our 
country, would be able to 
cause many obstacles. 

Even without the military 
considerations, the anti-
nuclear movement is a 
severe handicap to the 
nation. If U.S. had been 
able to develop nuclear plan-
ts without interference it 
could have relieved much of 
the strain of the energy 
crisis. Likewise it could be 
better prepared for defense 
industry. 

We don't hear public 
comment in support of this 
motive just like we don't 
hear other anti-American 
issues getting open support. 
However, we can be sure 
that the world conspiracy is 
active and unfortunately is 
getting extensive support 
from unsuspecting 
Americans who are misled 
by false reports and policies 
and activities. 

Those who keep harping 
on the dangers of nuclear 
power are maliciously or 
unknowingly harming the 
country. They are ex-
ploiting unjustified public 
fear created b y people who 
have to know better. If they 
are concerned, as they 
claim, they have had ample 
opportunity to learn that 
nuclear power still has a per-
fect safety record. It is the 
only source of power with a 
worldwide record of no fatal 
accidehts. As regards the 
big scare on radiation, 
there's ample evidence that 
many every-day scenes are 
more hazardous than an 
atomic plant. 

Just a few days ago anti-
atomic demonstrators put 
on another big show 
proclaiming the same old 
objectives. By contrast here 
is an item from "Parade" of 
March 29. 
"Make-believe monsters. 
Radioactive cattle...stillbir-
ths...miscarriage...These 
and more supposed 
calamities were reported or 
predicted in the press after

Progress on Muenster's 
municipal lake was indicated 
this week in a com-
munication from Kelly 
Cook, land rights specialist 
of the Soil Conservation 
Service State office at Tem-
ple. 

He told Henry Weinzapfel 
president of the Muenster 
Water Board, that site 19 
has been designated a high 
priority project and among 
the first to qualify for water-
shed construction funds out 
of SCS appropriations in the 
1982 fiscal year. 

First money to be received 
from SCS is earmarked for 
land acquisition, which is 
expected to start at about 
the beginning of the fiscal 
year in October. A report to 
Gary Rainwater, district 
conservationist of the 
Muenster SCS office, 
reveals that the physical sur-
vey of the lake site is com-
plete and the paper work 
showing metes and bounds 
should be finished in three 
to five weeks. 

A snake was the cause of 
the power outage that had 
Muenster in a sweat for an 
hour and twenty minutes 
Sunday.

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Volumes seem to have been 
written concerning the prob-
lems of the marginally-
employed worker and the need 
to protect the employee from 
the abuses of the employer. 

Little thought has been 
given, however, to the 
multitude of problems facing 
the employers of such labor, 
whether that employer runs a 
household and depends on a 
pan-time housekeeper or a 
hamburger stand and hires 
teenagers after school. 

The inclusion of such 
workers under the minimum 
wage law creates the first set of 
problems, with many em-
ployers simply unable or un-
willing to hire workers at the 
standard minimum rate. 

Even if the federal 
minimum hourly wage rates 
are met, the employer may well 
find himself in the position of 
the case outlined in the 
publication, The Exchangite. 
recently. The retired 
businessman, a widower, told 
of his experiences in trying to 
hire a pan-time housekeeper. 
The employee had medical 
problems that would make it 
difficult to find employment 
elsewhere and really needed the 
job. And even though the 
employer met federal wage 
standards, in order to employ 
her legally, he was required to 
fill out and file 13 different 
state and federal forms, plus 
pay a total of $442.35 a year in 
Federal Social Security taxes 
and state and federal  

unemployment insurance 
taxes. 

All of these problems were 

encountered, I might add, after 
the man had found someone 
willing to do the work. Many 
potential employees turned 
down the minimum wage job 
to live in government-
subsidized apartments at low 
rentals and subsist on welfare 
or Social Security payments. 
bank interest and other types 
of minimal income. Their 
desire and will to work have 
been destroyed by the federal 
largess, he believes. 

No wonder that many 
employers and employees now 
agree on wages paid in cash 
from hand to hand, with such 
income never reported. I am 
not justifying breaking the law, 
but I do understand the 
frustration that can lead to 
such a practice. 

Federal rules and regula-
tions have reached the heighth 
of the ridiculous. If I have 
work to be done and am willing 
to pay you to do that work; if 
you need work and are willing 
to perform the task I advertise 
for the pay I offer, to what 
degree does the government 
have the right to interfere? 
That is the question. 

I sometimes think govern-
ment has been determined to 
legislate and regulate common 
sense right out of the picture 
and has become far too suc-
cessful. 

We now have a golden 
opportunity to make signifi-
cant changes in the way 
government affects us. 

When our workers earned 
more than those in any other 
country, and our standard of 
living was the highest, we 
believed in and practiced free 
enterprise in all its 
ramifications. 

We permitted people to use 
their own private property as 
they saw fit; there was an 
absolute minimum of govern-
ment regulation, and then only 
to prohibit fraud and violation 

of the rights of others in the use 
of property. Individuals had 
maximum liberty in their 
creative pursuits . 

Likewise there was freedom 
in the marketplace. Govern-
ment did not concern itself with 
exchanges between willing 
buyers and sellers, either in 
domestic or international trade 
other than to protect property 
rights. 

Prices were freely arrived at 
according to the subjective 
value judgments of producers 
and consumers. Government 
did not intervene with prices, 
either to hold them down, as 
with price controls, or to prop 
them up, as with subsidies and 
supports 

The free market efficiently 
allocated the uses of natural 
resources, human labor, and 
machinery and factories in the 
absence of government-induced 
distortions . 

Profit was the spark which 
ignited the pent-up energy of 
the people. Based on the 
universal urge in every person 
to improve his position or 
situation in life, it served to 
motivate the millions who 
surged to our shores to strive to 
become better off through the 
process of creating new goods 
and services which brought 
them profit. 

This system of free en-
terprise, based on private 
ownership and control of the 
means of production and 
distribution, the free com-
petitive market with free 
prices, and the profit motive 
provided us with the finest life-
style over known by humankind 
at any time or any place in 
history. 

Not only was man better off 
materially, but also politically, 
physically, mentally, 
aesthetically and spiritually —
all because he was nearly 
totally free. 

All this happened in America 
because of free enterprise. Such 
economic freedom has been 
severely curtailed by the 
degree of government in-
tervention in existence today. It 
is to remedy this situation that 
the Reagan program is 
directed.

"tire than 60.000 adults 
and children are treated an-
nually in hospital emergen-
cy rooms for injuries 
associated with power lawn 
mowers according to the 
U.S. Consumer Product 
Safety Commission (CPSC)." 
says Harold R. Ray. director 
of the Texas Department of 
Health's Product Safety 
Division. 

"The most frequent acci-
dent is caused by people 
sticking their hands in the 
discharge chute without 
turning off the engine of the 
mower first. They don't 
realize that the blades of 
these mowers reach speeds 
of up to 200 miles an hour, 
and can nip off fingers and 
toes and hurl objects more 
than 50 feet." 

To help reduce this type of 
accident. the CPSC pub-
lished new performance 
standards for the manufac-
ture of rotary. walk behind 
lawn mowers. The stan-
dards become effective 
after December 31, 1981. 
and require that new 
mowers be equipped with a 
device that stops the blades 
within three seconds after 
the operator leaves the con-
trols. 

Another principal danger 
is that of being hit by pro-
pelled objects from the spin-
ing blades. Wire. rocks and 
twigs can be shot out either 
through the discharge chute 
or from under the housing. 
Many victims in these cases 
are bystanders. 

"Never remove the dis-
charge chute from the 
mower and always clear the 
lawn of potential projectiles 
before mowing," Ray ad-
vises. "Particular attention 
should be given to areas 
bordering fences. shrubs. 
buildings. walks and 
driveways where objects 
often are hidden." 

Many injuries are caused 
by the operator backing over 
a bystander with a riding 
mower. The victims are 
usually young children 
whom the operator hasn't 
seen. Push type power 
mowers can be dangerous 
when you slip going uphill. 
Sturdy, closed, rough-soled 
shoes can help protect you 
from these accidents. 

Young children should not 
be passengers on riding 
mowers. A child may fall  

from the seat or engine hood 
and be injured before the 
machine can be stopped. 

Wet grass can increase 
the chances of accidents. 
"Wet grass is more likely to 
clog the blades, thus causing 
the operator to reach under 
the machine." Ray said. 
"Wet grass can also cause a 
person to slip under the 
whirring blades of a power 
mower." 

Ray said it is important to 
remember to mow across 
the slope with a walk-behind 
mower, and upend down the 
slope with a riding mower. 

More than 45 million 
power mowers are in use 
this year. and Americans 
now buy about six million 
new machines annually . 

 About 96 percent of all 
power mowers made each 
year are rotary mowers. 

Reel type lawn mowers 
are safer than the rotary 
ones because their blades 
move slower. Since reel 
lawn mowers cannot cut tall 
grass efficiently. most con-
sumers prefer rotary 
mowers. 

How about the gasoline 
used to power your mower? 
It can be a time bomb 
waiting to explode or catch 
fire. 

"Keep gasoline out of any 
garage or storage room in 
which a water heater is

located. Gasoline fumes —
in case of a spill — can be as 
explosive as dynamite." Ray 
said. "Don't refuel a mower 
while it is running or while 
the engine is hot. Never 
refuel a mower indoors 
because the unseen vapors 
may be ignited by a spark." 

One other caution —
never start your mower or 
operate it with the motor 
running while in an enclosed 
area where carbon monox-
ide can collect.

the accident at Three Mile 
Island. Well, it's been two 
years since TMI. Since then, 
state and federal experts 
have found that none of 
these nuclear nightmares has 
come true. Even honey 
gathered near TMI---and 
bees are supersensitive to 
con tam ination --showed no 
trace of radioactivity in the 
months after the accident. 
So if you've been stung by 
the anti-nuke horror stories, 
nows the time to say: "Buzz 
off!" 

"Witches' brew. There's a 
problem all right, but its 
psychological, not nuclear. 
That is the opinion of 
psychiatrist Robert L. 
DuPont, who nails "nuclear 
phobia" as the main culprit. 
According to Dr. DuPont, 

hysteria was spread by 
reporters looking for the 
worst "what-if cases 
because "fear is an up-
per... fear is news." 

"Bedrock of fact. The real 

news? Radiation from a 
nuclear power plant may be 
less than that in the ground 
you walk on, or the building 
you work in—especially if 
the bedrock or walls happen 
to be granite, which is often 
rich in radioactive uranium 
and thorium.

And the 
presidential commission on 
TMI found the actual 
average exposure any person 
would get during a lifetime 
spent within 50 miles of the 
accident was the same as a 
Denver resident gets every 
week from natural 
background radiation."

The western Soapberry is 
a tree reaching a height of 50 
feet with a trunk diameter 
one to two feet. The bran-
ches are usually erect to 
form a rounded crown. The 
tree usually flowers from 
May to June. The flowers 
are large, showy panicles 5 
to 10 inches long and 5 to 6 
inches wide. The flowers are 
creamy white in color. 

Fruiting usually follows in 
September to October. The 
fruit is globular, fleshy, 
from white to yellowish or 
blackish, and shriveled.

pintiolate, deciduous and 
occur along the stem. The 
bark is gray to reddish and 
the inner wood is light 
brown or yellowish, close-
grained, hard, strong, and 
weighs about 51 pounds per 
cubic foot. 

Western Soapberry is 
found throughout Texas in 
moist soils along streams. 
The tree can be propogated 
from seed or by cuttings in 
the spring. The thick seed-
coat makes it necessary 
either to stratify or treat 
with sulphuric acid for two 
or three hours before plan-
ting in the spring. 

The generic name is 
derived from the fact that 
some of the West Indian 
species are used for soap. 
Another common name is 
Wild Chinaberry. The fruit 
of this tree contains the 
poisonous substance 
saponin, which produced a 
good lather in water. The 
crushed fruits have been 
used in Mexico to stupefy 
fish and as laundry. The 
fruit is also used medicinally 
as a remedy for renal disor- 
ders, 	rheumatism, 	and 
fevers. 	Buttons 	and 
necklaces have been made 
from the seeds. 

The wood is of little value 
except for making baskets, 
frames, and as a fuel. 
Soapberry makes a desirable 
shade tree, and is sometimes 
used for shelter-belt plan-
ting.

Local landowners and operators should be careful to encourage people using their pon-
ds to be careful to take care of themselves, Gary Rainwater, Soil Conservation Service 
distict conservationist at Muenster said. 

"People using ponds should not swim alone and not get too near the water if they are 
unable to swim," Rainwater said. "The partner system with each swimmer keeping an 
eye on the other, is one proven safety device. 

"Some people think that if they are lust using a pond for fishing, they can't get in 
trouble. But it is mighty easy to find yourself in the water if you get too close to the bank. 
This is particularly true for young people." 

Texas has several farnupond drownings each year, all of which are preventable. About 
5000 ponds have been built in the Upper Elm-Red Soil and Water Conservation District 
with technical assistance from SCS.

Failure to change 
address can 
cost you $ 

"Americans are receiving 
more mail---important mail-
--than at any time in the 
postal history," says Fort 
Worth Postmaster W.H. 
Hathman. "Yet when it 
comes time to call the 
movers, one of the most 
overlooked of all procedures 
is notifying the proper par-
ties of the change of ad-
dress. In addition to the 
personal expense and incon-
venience to the homeowner 
and mailers, undeliverable-
as-addressed mail has 
become one of the hidden 
costs of mailing." 

Postmaster W.H. Hath-
man says the Postal Service 
spends about $550 million a 
year to handle an estimated 
4.5 billion pieces of mail 
that is undeliverable. "This 
is expense that ultimately 
ends up within the price of 
postage stamps, and worse, 
it is unnecessary. Change of 
address is a simple matter 
today." 

The Postal Service has 
been urging its customers to 
informall correspondents 
promptly of address changes 
at least 30 days before the 
scheduled move. With an 
assist from moving com-
panies, real estate agents 
and others, the Postal Ser-
vice distributes from ten to 
16 million change of address 
kits every year to make it 
easier to notify correspon-
dents and publishers. 

"The primary strength of 
this program is that 
everyone benefits from it," 
says Postmaster Hathman. 
"The family that is moving 
benefits because their mail 
tontines to arrive prom-
ptly, stores and other 
business correspondents can 
avoid billing problems, and 
the Postal Service is able to 
process the mail more ef-
ficiently and at less cost." 

Postmaster Hathman says 
the Postal Service is now 
launching a new effort to get 
change of address kits into 
circulation. A direct mail 
campaign is asking commer-
cial organizations such as, 
truck rental firms, moving 
companies and real estate 
firms and others who deal 
with people on the move, to 
help distribute the Postal 
Service's handy Change of 
Address Kit. 

The kit contains con-
venient cards for notifying 
the postmaster, publishers, 
businesses, doctors, state 
and local agencies and 
utilities. The kit also in-
cludes a checklist of groups 
and individuals to be contac-
ted prior to a move. 

The direct mailing cam-
paign to commercial 
organizations includes a 
two-part reply card which 
firms can use to order sup-
plies of the kits from their 
local post office. 

"We know that peak 
moving dates fall between 
June and August, and as we 
approach this season, it is 
important for anyone plan-
ning to move to use one of 
the kits. All they have to do 
is ask for one, either from 
one of the participating ser-
vice companies or at the post 
office," Postmaster Hath-
man says.

barrels below 1972 produc-
tion of almost 1.3-billion 
barrels. Nevertheless, 
production in 1980 pushed 
the all-time comulative total 
since 1889 to almost 45.7 -

billion barrels of crude oil 
and condensate. 

Edwin L. Cox, president 
of the Dallas-based 
Association, noted that 
despite the drop in output 
there is a very encourageing 
trend in one aspect of in-
dustry activity: Since 
President Carter began a 
gradual phaseout of crude 
oil price controls on June 1, 
1979, a phaseout ac- 
celerated by President 
Reagan, the number of wells 
drilled in Texas has 
shyrocketed. 

Last year's total of 18,697 
wells completed was the 
largest number since 1957, 
Cox noted. This compares 
with 16,149 drilled in 1979 
and only 7,728 drilled a 
decade ago in 1971. At that 
time, the average price of 
U.S. crude oil was $3.48. 

"Although exploration 
costs continue to increase, 
the industry is committed to 
a policy of intensive drilling 
in Texas. It is hoped that 
successes with these wells 
will help offset further 
production declines this year 
and in the future." Cox 
said.
