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Los Angeles, Calif., Jan. 10— 
This is what might be called a 
pleasant interlude to a vast change 
in Con’s career as a soldier. It is 
the beginning of a ten-day fu r­
lough, technically a delay enroute, 
to be followed by entry into the 
Officers’ Candidate School at Ft. 
Sill.

From all reports, that course will 
consist of three months of super 
intensive training. Top speed and 
long hours up to the very last. 
With such a prospect in view, 
several days of a good old let­
down are especially welcome.

Well, this is the beginning of 
that freedom. Actually it started 
at noon Saturday and up to this 
writing—Sunday night—it has been 
grand. Principally because it has 
been the occasion of a long de­
layed reunion of brothers.

Edgar Fette, until recently a 
member of the construction crew 
at the Dutch Harbor Naval Base, 
is now in Los Angeles awaiting 
transfer to the Pan American 
highway job in Nicaragua. Mean­
while he’s working on prefabri­
cation and loading of materials 
for shipment.

The stories he has to tell about 
the war in the Aleutians are 
worthy of recording for posterity. 
The Army and Navy flyers there, 
for instance, have to cope with 
not only the usual dangers of 
combat but also the perils of 
rough weather. Sleet, rain or gale, 
often all of them combined, are 
the order of the day. In the face' 
of such odds our intrepid airm en! 
are going out for regular raids o n 1 
enemy bas^s and shipping, o ften1 
returning with riddled planes, j 
There are other unsung heroes! 
enduring isolation in bitter Arctic 
weather to prevent any further 
yellow encroachment on Ameri­
can soil. Boys who put up a shelter 
at their post one day only to have 
it carried away in the next day’s 
storm.

Edgar also has had a taste of 
bombing—the episode that rocked 
this nation early in June. He 
knows what it is to be jerked 
from the jaws of death at one 
moment and work frantically the 
next moment to save a compan­
ion.

On that fateful morning he and 
several others were on their way 
from the mess hall to their jobs 
when the enemy came into sight. 
All made for the nearest shelter 
which happened to be a trench 
dug for a water line. As they were 
about to reach it the first bomb 
exploded pitching them headlong 
into the trench. One man was up 
in a flash and gave Edgar a 
helping hand in getting to his 
feet a split second before the 
next bomb blasted - less than 20 
feet away.

That second bomb did the dam­
age. It knocked down the bank of 
the trench and showered tons of 
additional d irt burying two men 
comletely and leaving one with 
only his head and shoulders free. 
Edgar, fortunately, was knocked 
to one side by the tumbling mass 
of earth.

Others who happened to be in 
a safer position came rushing to 
the scene and started digging with 
their bare hands. A distress call 
brought more men with shovels. 
A few minutes more and one man, 
he who had given the helping 
hand, was pulled out unconscious 
and apparently without a spark of 
life. Prompt and efficient treat­
ment in the hospital enabled him 
to regain consciousness the next 
day. The others man was not 
reached in time. The man only 
partly covered suffered no ill ef­
fects.

That experience, however, was 
only a mild sample compared with 
other results of the attack. Men 
horribly burned and mangled. 
Some able to recover after weeks 
or months of suffering, some doom­
ed to spend the rest of their lives 
as cripples, some blasted to eternity 
in a second, some losing the strug­
gle after days or weeks of agony.

That’s war on one tiny spot of 
the earth’s surface. Considering the 
thousands of similar combat areas 
or bombing objectives and m ulti­
plying the casualty list by hun­
dreds of thousands gives us a 
faint idea of what mankind has 
on its hands. Words cannot de-

T rue courage is something done, 
something accomplished in the 
face of danger and under adverse 
conditions, with calmness and 
firmness, though there may be 
fear in the h ea rt during the u n ­
dertaking.

Mrs. Joe Luke, president of the 
club was the second speaker for 
the afternoon. Her topic was, 
“W hat to do in the Garden this 
M onth.” She gave helpful hints 
and worthwhile inform ation on 
the  subject. She mentioned, 
among other things, th a t now is 
the tim e to spade and fertilize the 
garden, prune fru it trees, stake 
trees and shrubs and inspect gar­
den tools to get them  in order for 
spring work.

edy. The imagination can run wild 
without ever approaching an ade­
quate picture of the real terror 
and misery. And then there's the 
starvation and exposure endured 
by millions of innocent victims 
whose native lands have been bled j 
white by the ravages of war.

Tragedy like this constitutes the 
real story behind the news w e , 
are reading every day. The thril-1 
ling account of our success in a 
battle, an advance in Russia or 
Africa, the cheerless news of the 
loss of a plane, ship or strategic 
position are more than so many 
plays in a titantic game. They are 
records of horror and death.

Actually, we here in America 
are hardly aware there is a war. 
We get less meat, coffee and sugar. 
We drive less, work longer hours, 
and pay higher taxes. We have a 
few inconveniences that leave 
little effect on the normal course 
of our lives. In many cases, this 
distress is even seized as a step­
ping stone to unprecedented pros­
perity. We can’t say we are en­
during hardships. Neither our 
civilian population nor the millions 
of men now in the daily grind of 
training for future combat.
