
issues 	affecting 	private 
property rights of lan-
downers. The district board 
of directors coordinates the 
conservation efforts of 
various local, state and 
federal agencies and other 
organizations and has 
authority to enter into 
working agreements with 
these governmental agencies 
and private concerns to 
carry out its purposes. 

All 	conservation 
programs managed by the 
district are of a voluntary 
nature to the landowner or 
operator. 

Trustees of the Muenster 
Independent School District 
in sessions last Thursday 
night approved the floor 
plan and location of the 
proposed combination of 
science laboratory and 
classrooms. 

Superintendent 	Charles 
Coffey said it will have five 
classrooms plus a science 
room including laboratory 
and lecture space. In ad-
dition there will be a science 
storage room, two rest 
rooms, a mechanical room 
and hall. 

Its location is between the 
cafeteria and the 
homemaking department 
facing west, and the floor 
space will be 6,600 square 
feet. It will have no windows 
in the classrooms, only a few 
serving the hall area. And it 
will be centrally heated and 
cooled. 

	

Superintendent 	Coffey 
said that construction will be 
of concrete tile with brick 
veneer. The color of brick 
will harmonize with those in 
other buildings of the 
school. He also stated that 

the building is intended to 
relieve present classroom 
crowding as well as to 
provide for possible future 
growth. 

Floors of the science 
department and the entrance 
will be covered with vinyl 
tile, rest rooms will have 
ceramic tile, and the hall and 
classrooms will be carpeted. 

The present schedule is to 
complete plans in time for 
hiring a contractor on Wed-
nesday, Jan. 13. After that 
date the board hopes to have 
construction under way in a 
few weeks.

A report that never ceases 
to amaze us, and antagonize 
us, is that religious 
organizations of this and 
other nations are throwing 
their support behind the 
communist conspiracy to 
take over the world.

replaced with bad memories 
about food poisoning. 

At the bottom of the pain 
and misery of what is com-
monly known as food poison-
ing is usually a bacterial in-
fection called Salmonellosis. 
Infected animals and hu-
mans can be carriers and 
through their infected body 
discharges others may catch 
the disease. 

Man may also be infected 
by eating improperly 
prepared or stored foods 
derived from animals suffer-
ing from Salmonellosis. The 
incubation period varies 

Health 
from a few hours to several 
days. The most common 
symptoms are vomiting. 
diarrhea, stomach cramps. 
chillgand fever. 

Last year 1,724 cases of 
Salmonellosis were 
reported in Texas. There is 
no way of knowing how 
many cases went 
unreported by people who 
thought they had a 12-hour 
virus. Through the end of Oc-
tober 1981, 1,703 cases of 
Salmonellosis were 
reported. 

"Since Salmonella germs 
are endemic in poultry and 
pork and to a lesser extent in 
beef, these products should 
be thoroughly cooked," said 
Lenwood L. Scholtz, with the 
Food and Drug Division of 
the Texas Department of 
Health. —The adequa te cook-
ing of food is one of the most 
practical methods of 
preventing Salmonellosis." 

Temperature is also an 
important factor. Bacteria 
in food can really multiply 
quickly at temperatures 
ranging from 45 to 140 
degrees Fahrenheit — from 
cool to warm. "We recom-
mend that food be kept 
below 45 degrees or above 
140 degrees," Scholtz said. 

"Keeping food just barely 
cool or warm doesn't help at 
all. Keep hot food hot and 
cold foods cold until they are 

WASHINGTON, D.C. 
—Last week the U.S. House of 

Representatives approved a 
record $197.4 billion defense 
appropriations bill.

cross contamination. "Many 
cooks will slice up meat and 
vegetables on a cutting 
hoard with the same knife. 
Cooking the meat will 
destroy the bacteria, but it's 
possible the Salmonella 
germs will be transferred 
from both the knife and cut-
ting board to the vegetables. 
Always wash a cutting 
board and knife with hot 
soapy water and rinse them 
well after cutting fresh 
meat." he said. 

"Of course you should 
always wash your hands 
before preparing any food. 
But you also need to wash 
your hands after touching 
raw meat or poultry." 

Salmonella germs aren't 
necessarily going to affect 
the smell or taste of food. 
You can't tell if meat is going 
to make you sick by just go-
ing by its taste and smell. If it 
does taste and smell a little 
funny, however. this usually 
does mean that the product 
has been held at e 
temperature good for the 
development of bacteria 
which could make you sick.

Reductions Talks) proposal. 
On the surface it might 

seem a paradox to simul-
taneously support a record-
breaking defense spending bill 
and a proposal to begin arms 
reductions discussions. But the 
message that must be clear to 
the Soviets is that the U.S. is 
serious in its resolve: We are 
ready to come to the negotia-
tions table to talk about arms 
reductions that are critical for 
the future of world peace. We 
are also serious about coming 
to that negotiations table to 
begin those discussions from a 
position of strength. 

The President's proposal 
included the following four key 
points: 

• The U.S. was prepared to 
cancel its deployment of 572 
modem cruise and Pershing-2 
missiles in Western Europe if 
the Soviet Union dismantled its 
own medium-range nuclear 
missiles capable of hitting West 
European cities. 

• The U.S. was prepared to 
open new negotiations on 
substantial reductions in U.S. 
and Soviet strategic arms and 
forces. 

• The U.S. was prepared to 
achieve equality at lower levels 
of conventional forces main-
tained by NATO and the 
Soviet-led Warsaw Pact. 

• The U.S. would renew a 
proposal for a conference to 
reduce the risks of a surprise 
attack by either side. 

Initial reports of Soviet 
reaction were not encouraging. 
That in itself is no surprise. But 
we must remember that the 
Soviet Union is facing internal 
problems, both within the 
Warsaw Pact and within its 
own borders. Admitted failure 
of Soviet grain crops has, once 
again, sent the Soviets into the 
world market in search for 
food, at great expense to the 
national treasury. Worldwide 
attention has been drawn to 
discontent openly displayed by 
Poland and the inability to 
control the occupied territories 
in Afghanistan has put the 
Soviet bloc in an embarrassing 
strategic position. 

On the other hand, the 
positive reception of the in-
itiative from European leaders 
reflected their growing con-

cerns over tne future of nuclear 
arm buildups. Anti-nuclear 
protests have mounted in 
several European countries 
during the past few months, 
highlighted by the discovery of 
a Soviet nuclear armed sub- 

AMERICA'S LEADING 
INDICATOR 

A Chicago banker recently 
referred to Britain as our 
"leading economic indicator." 
He stated that the U.S. is about 
where Britain was 20 years ago. 
If this analysis is correct, we 
have difficult days ahead for us. 
But it also means that we still 
have time to do something 
about it. There are important 
lessons for us to learn from the 
British tragedy. 

The history of Socialism in 
Britain and elsewhere has 
clearly demonstrated that it is a 
hollow, bankrupt philosophy. 
Wherever it has been tried it 
has failed utterly to provide 
even bare economic security, 
let alone a paradise on earth. 

But aside from the economic 
miscarriage, aside from the 
material nonfulfillment of 
Socialism, even more 
damaging to humankind is what 
Socialism does to the spirit, the 
psyche, the soul of man. 

In his work on Socialism, 
World in the Grip of an Idea, Dr. 
Clarence B. Carson, well-known 
historian and writer, described 
the effect of the ideology: 

"The impact of the thrust 
toward socialism is to destroy 
the independence of the in-
dividual and leave him exposed 
to the power of government and 
the influence of whoever has it 
or will wield it. This is so 
because the thrust of socialism 
is to remove all the supports by 
which he may stand as an in-
dividual: the supports of a free 
society, of morality, of religion, 
of custom and tradition. The 
logic of this development is in 
the socialist idea." 

The theoretical explanation of 
Dr. Carson has been borne out 

by the experience of the British 
people. As a consequence of the 
drift toward socialism a 
religious vacuum has developed 
in the country. Since the turn of 
the century, church attendance 
in Britain has steadily dropped. 
Fewer than seven percent of the 
British people will attend one 
religious service this year. 
Humanism has replaced the 
traditional Bible standard of 
morals in the hearts of many. 
Churches are closing almost 
daily. Many whose doors 
remain open could not pay 
utilities and upkeep on the 
buildings without governmental 
subsidies. 

marine well within the 12-mile 
limit off Sweden. 

Discovery of the sub 
dashed Soviet hopes of 
establishing a "nuclear-free 
zone" in the Nordic region. 
The incident also points out 
the need for caution in any 
negotiations with the Soviets. 
Their track record speaks for 
itself. 

The world now looks to the 
Soviet leadership for a formal 
response to the arms reduction 
proposal. At the same time, the 
message sent to the world by 
the House November 18 should 
be clear: Past inequities in 
U.S.-Soviet defense 
capabilities will no longer be 
ignored. Any future negotia-
tions must begin from a, U.S. 
position of strength. 

No effective means of 
teaching morality and respect 
for the individual has been 
found among those who deny 
the existence of a Supreme 
Being. As Rousseau said, 
"Liberty cannot live without 
virtue." 

Writing on the subject of the 
recent riots in Britain in Human 
Events, Patrick Wall, a 
member of Parliament stated: 

"The truth is that liberalism 
as practiced for the last 20 
years in family life, in 
education, by the churches and 
by Parliament, has undermined 
all forms of authority and self-
discipline and has produced an 
urban society where the young 
are presented with great ex-
pectations but are personally 
unable to cope. They believe 
that the State owes them a good  

life even if they are not 
prepared to work for it. 
Because they have no family or 
religious roots, they resent all 
forms of authority and look on 
the police as their enemy." 

Mr. Wall says that rioting 
youths are not so much to blame 
"as are those who led them up 
this blind alley. Too many 
clergymen or politicians, from 
genuine belief or from a desire 
to hold their congregations and 
to attract votes, have ac-
centuated the rights of the in-
dividual and have neglected to 
mention the duties that are 
bound up with citizenship." 

Will the "Second Battle for 
Britain" be won for 
democracy? Only time will tell. 
Will we profit from her 
example? We hope so!

Thanksgiving is more than a celebration of material 
blessings, though we as a nation have been richly blessed 
with a prosperity envied throughout the world. But it also 
is a time to be thankful for the spirit of giving and co-
operation which has been so instrumental in the creation of 
our nation as we know it. 

When the Pilgrims gathered in 1621 to give thanks for 
having survived their first harsh year on this shore, 
they were aware that they had endured only because they 
worked together against the elements. 

This spirit of cooperation has continued throughout 
our history. In times of adversity, Americans always have 
been willing to share with those less fortunate. We also 
have a history of willingness to pull together to bring our 
nation through times of crisis. This has been true through 
wars, natural disasters, economic depression and many, 
many smaller but painful disruptions. It has been our 
ability not only to survive but also to grow through the 
crises we have faced that has made the United States strong 
and prosperous today. 

Certainly, .we still face many problems. Inflation, re-
cession and international tensions fill the headlines daily. 
However, I am confident that the same resolve that has 
brought us this far will carry us through these problems as 
well. 

This year, Thanksgiving has an added significance. 
We as Americans have come to realize that government 
cannot accomplish all things for all people. In trying to 
make government meet every worthwhile objective, we 
have pushed taxes and government deficits to the point 
that our very economic prosperity is threatened -- and still 
not accomplished our goals because government simply is 
not the best vehicle for many of these objectives. 

As we make the necessary retrenchments in govern- - 
ment spending, we are maintaining the social safety net-
work for the basic needs of those who cannot provide for 
themselves. Still, we need a resurgence of the traditional 
American philanthropic dedication to help take care of 
problems in each of our communities. 

But let us not dwell excessively on our problems. In a 
world in which most people live in totalitarian states, we 
have freedom -- freedom of expression, freedom of reli-
gion, freedom to live our lives as we see fit. In a world in 
which millions of people face starvation, we have largely 
succeeded in our war against hunger. In a world in which 
war and civil war plague nations from El Salvador to Iraq, 
we are at peace. 

We still have a strong, productive economy. We still 
enjoy one of the highest standards of living in the world. 
We are diligently searching for ways to provide true peace 
in the world. 

So this Thanksgiving 1981, let us be thankful for the 
blessings we have, and resolve to work together to make 
things even better for our nation, our communities and our 
families.

Need for calcium never stops 
Grown-ups who think that 

milk is kid's stuff may be in 
for big trouble, says the 
Texas Medical Association 
(TMA). People of all ages 
need calcium in their daily 
diets, either in the form of 
milk or in other sources of 
the mineral. 

Most of the body's 
calcium is stored in the teeth 
and bones, where it com-
bines with phosphorus to 
form crystals which give 
strength and hardness. But  

calcium isn't just the stuff of 
strong bones. It also plays a 
role in the clotting of blood, 
and it's important in the 
contraction and relaxation 
of the heart. Calcium is also 
a vital link in nerve tran-
smission, and an essential 
element in enzyme 
regulation. 

The Food and Drug Ad-
ministration states that the 
more calcium is needed, the 
more rapidly it is absorbed 
by the body. Children and 
especially adolescents, who 
are in a high growth period, 
have a greater need for 
calcium. Pregnant women 
and nursing mothers also 
have a high need for the 
nutrient. Certain conditions 
such as a healing broken 
bone, will require more 
calcium in order to replenish 
the body's storehouse of it. 

Your need for calcium 
does not decrease with age. 
Only the speed with which 
calcium is absorbed by the 
body decreases. In fact, 
calcium may be needed in 
higher doses during midlife 
to prevent the occurrence of 
brittle bones (osteoporosis) 
in lacer life, according to 
Columbia University's In-

stitute of Human Nutrition. 
Fortifying the bones with ex-
tra calcium at this time of 
life may make them less sub-
ject to fracture in old age. 

Just how much calcium 
does a person normally need 
to take? The recommended 
daily allowances set by the 
FDA call for 1000 mg for 
adults and children over 
four (the equivalent of four 
cups of milk). Pregnant and 
lactating women need more 
calcium---1,300 mg (about 
five cups of milk). 

Milk and milk products 
such as cheese, yogurt and 
ice cream are excellent sour-
ces of calcium. If you are 
allergic to milk, you can 
substitute calcium tablets 
for part of your 
requirement. Other non-
milk sources of calcium are 
canned fish and edible 
bones, such as sardines and 
salmon. Green leafy 
vegetables (except spinach, 
beet greens and chard) are 
also good sources. 

You may have to make a 
special effort to get enough 
calcium as an adult. 
Remember to include daily 
products or other sources of 
calcium in your daily diet.

gas must display a new tax 
decal by January I, 1982. 

Bullock said legislative 
changes in the LP gas law 
will permit his office to tax 
vehicles on both weight and 
mileage and decals should 
cost less for those who drive 
fewer miles. 

An LP—powered vehicle 
cannot legally be refueled or 
pass state vehicle inspection 
without a valid tax decal. 

Fuel tax decals range in 
cost from $24 a year for a 
vehicle driven less than 
5,000 miles annually and 
weighing less than 4,000 
pounds to $300 for a 

Back in the days when 
snake oil and other elixirs 
were hawked by medicine 
show promotors as the 
"cure of cures" or "the 
secret of eternal life," many 
people would swear that 
their blindness, limping or 
whatever was actually cured 
by drinking some vile 
potion. Sometimes the per-
son's ailment did clear up--
not because of the elixir, but 
because of the power of 
suggestion, says the Texas 
Medical Association 
(TMA). But most of the 
time these folks went back 
home after paying their 
dollar and found that 
nothing had changed--
except that they were a 
dollar poorer. 

Today, people spend 
much more than a dollar on 
quack cures. It's big 
business. People are still 
buying snake oil and other 
modern equivalents for all 
sorts of major and minor 
ailments. The sellers of these 
products often make ex-
travagant claims for their 
products, saying, in high-
priced advertisements, that 
they will cure everyting from 
cancer to wrinkles. The vic-
tims of quackery are often 
people with conditions that 
have no known cure, such as 
arthritis. 

There is a middle -ground 
of quackery, however, 
which presents quizzical 
problems for the public. 
These are the drugs or 
products that have some 
legitimate uses, but are often 
over-sold as cure-alls. Aloe 
vera, a centuries-old beauty 
aid and first-aid treatment 
for cuts and burns is one of 
these, says the TMA. Aloe 
vera is a plant belonging to 
the lily family. The aloe gel, 
which is extracted from the 
plant, is a common 
ingredient in cosmetics. Cer-
tain species of aloe are ap-
proved by the Food and 
Drug Administration (FDA) 
for use as a natural flavoring 
in food. 

Aloe vera is also a popular 
house plant, often used as a 
"folk medicine" remedy for 
cuts and minor burns, 
especially in the Southwest. 
There are no official scien-
tific studies which prove the 
effectiveness of aloe vera for 
this purpose, but it is 
generally considered har-
mless, at worst.  

vehicle weighing over 43,501 
pounds and driven more 
than 10,000 miles a year. 

Bullock said renewal 
notices to owners of LP-
powered cars and trucks are 
being sent out by his office, 
and decals are available 
from the Comptroller's field 
offices and at the agency's 
Austin office. 

Bullock estimated that 
there are more than 40,000 
liquified gas powered cars 
and trucks in Texas. 

The motor fuels tax on LP 
gas brings in about $4 
million a year in tax 
revenue. 

The aloe plant 	also 
provides a drug, a very 
powerful laxative, which 
both the American Medical 
Association (AMA) and the 
American Pharmaceutical 
Association say should not 
be used because its results 
are unpredictable and 
sometimes violent, The 
seemingly harmless plant 
can be quite dangerous, if 
used for the wrong pur-
poses. 

The real danger, however, 
lies in the blatantly false 
claims sometimes made for 
aloe vera and other un-
proven remedies. Some 
literature and manufacturers 
assert or suggest that aloe 
will cure cancer, diabetes,  
tuberculosis and almost 
every other derious disease. 
The FDA states that all these 
claims are unproven. People 
with these serious diseases 
may forego proper medical 
treatment in favor of these 
"surefire cures," often wor-
sening their conditions by 
neglecting them. 

As in the case of aloe 
vera, there are often 
legitimate uses for a 
product, but the TMA war-
ns that you need to be skep-
tical about any product that 
promises or hints at a quick 
cure. You may be falling for 
a "quack cure" instead.
