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TURKEY PICKING 
TO BEGIN FIRST 
WEEK OFNOV.

F M A  Plant Now Ready
Expect Slight Increase In 

Number of Birds But 
Poorer Quality Than 

Last Year

The first week of November ha* 
been designated for the opening of 
Muenster's turkey picking and dress­
ing season, Rudy Heilman. FMA 
plant manager advised Tuesday. In 
preparation for the program, he 
stated, the company truck has made 
two trips to Durant for a sufficient­
ly large quantity of coops to accom­
modate the normal demand. Also re­
ceived were 1600 packing crates, 
enough for 7 carloads of dressed 
birds, the same number as were 
shipped last year.

Rudy Heilman expects this year’s 
business to reach about the same 
volume as that of last year. Judging 
from reports he has received to date, 
he estimates an Increase of about 5 
per cent In the number of turkeys 
over the community. The quantity, 
however. Is offset by the quality. 
Because of lack of rain and contin­
ued warm weather, the birds have 
not had a chance to fatten properly.

The quality of this year's turkeys, 
he said, was one of the problems of 
grave concern at a convention for 
turkey dealers and dressers held In 
Fort Worth Monday. It was pointed 
out there that Southwest turkeys 
are doing a poor job of competing 
with those packed In the North and 
Northwest, hence are coming to be 
regarded with disfavor by dealers 
of the Fast.

They Issued an eleventh hour plea 
for special attention to flocks dur­
ing the last few days, and urged a 
general campaign for better quality 
next year. The first requirement, 
they said. Is that a bird be fat and 
tender. Size Is secondary.

The total extent Is to be about 
200 miles consisting principally of 2 
wire line with short distances of 
main feeder line made up of S and 4 
wire construction. According to resi­
dent engineer J. H. Flood, It will 
have to conform to REA specifica­
tions throughout and will embody 
the latest developments In rural line 
construction. It will be a grounded 
neutral system rather than a metal­
lic system.

At an average cost of only $629 
per mile, the line Is said to be one 
of the cheapest on record In the 
state. Considering unfavorable build­
ing conditions in several sections of 
the project, it Is regarded as cheap­
er than the existing low figure of

Several devices are on the 
market which give a solution, new­
est of which Is a unit consisting of 
a pan-ltke aluminum cover which 
fits the top of the milk can and ta | Thanksgiving 
equipped with a water motor and 
agttatlng shaft for stirring the milk.
Water from the farm system oper­
ates the motor and then drains down 
over the outside of the can through 
perforations In the aluminum cover.
Tests show that the milk tempera­
ture is lowered from 9* degrees to 
58 degrees in 15 minutes with water 
of 62 degrees temperature.

equal parts of corn, barley, wheat, 
and oats, according ta Oeorge P. Mc­
Carthy, poultryman of the Texas A. 
& M. College Extension Service.

Tests made by the United States 
Department of Agriculture, and | 
proven under field conditions by 
Texas poultry dsauonstrators show 
this combination of pasture and mix­
ture of whole grain will add weight 
and finish In plenty of time for the 

market, provided the 
birds are mature and In good con­
dition In late September.

Either white or yellow corn may­
be used in the grain mixture. Excess 
yellow com glvea a yellow tinge to 
the turkey skin. While the skin wtll 
remain whiter when white com Is 
fed. birds on white corn must have 
plenty or green pasture to supply 
the vitamin A otherwise received 
from yellow corn.

Oralrv should be hopper fed and be 
In front of the birds all of the time. 
For the luat three weeks before mar­
keting, two feedtngs a day of oats 
soaked In water or skimmed milk 
nuiy tv given to Increae consump­
tion. This should be fed In hoppers. 
Never feed more than the birds will 
clean up In an hour. McCarthy says.

Reports to the census bureau In­
dicate that from 400 to 600 people 
are killed every year by lightning. 
Figuring the ratio of Injury to deaths 
In regions where the latter Is known, 
the number of persons injured an 
nually is estimated to be about 1.100.

It isn't necessary to dive under a 
bed or scramble for a closet during 
a thunderstorm but It Is a good Idea 
to use sensible precautions, say the 
engineers. Here are some safety 
tips from the lightning experts:

Do not go out-of-doors or remain 
out, during a thunderstorm unless it 
Is necessary. This Is particularly ad­
visable In lural sections where a per­
son In the open spaces presents 
"ground connection" for lightning.

I f  staying out-of-doors is unavoid­
able. keep away from small sheds 
and shelters In exposed locations; 
isolated trees, wire fences, hilltops 
and open spaces. Seek a cave, a de­
pression In the ground, a ravine or 
a dense wood.

Don't stay on a bathing beach or 
In the water If there Is threat of a 
thunderstorm— a wet body is likely 
to be a lightning "magnet." I f  a 
bathhouse shelter Is not available, 
lie flat in a depression in the ground 
some distance from the water.

I f  Inside a bulldln, stay where it 
Is dry, preferably away from fire­
places, stoves or other metallic ob­
jects. Don’t get too close to a win­
dow screen.

Automobiles and trains are excel­
lent shelters from lightning, their 
steel bodies aparently serving as me­
tallic shields. Airplanes, are rated 
quite safe for the same reason.

But don’t let anybody tell you 
lightning never strikes twice In the 
same place. It hits natural “ targets” 
like the Washington monument and 
the Empire tSate building dozens of 
times in season, and It strikes the 
same tall trees and church steeples 
with great frequency.

Six small rabbits almost ruined 
Australia.

A man in the province of New 
South Wales thought It would be a 
good Idea to start a colony of bun­
nies.

So. about 1850, he turned loose 
three pair of common English vari­
ety.

Taking their cue from the multi­
plication table, these rabbits in­
creased and spread no fast that with­
in 10 years they had become a na­
tional pest and a menace to the ag­
riculture of the continent.

Seven rabbits eat about as much 
as one sheep, and the livestock-sup­
porting capacity of Australia was re­
duced by one-fifth.

Millions of bunnies threatened to 
drive fanners and ranchers out of 
business.

Enormous sums were spent in e f­
forts to exterminate the pent.

Weasels and mongoose« (not mon­
geese) introduced for that purpose 
failed to distinguish between rabbits 
and chickens.

Epidemic diseases, deliberately 
spread among the rabbits, proved 
equally Ineffectual.

The government then offered 
bounties for rabbits. Men trapped 
rabbits, shot rabbits and 
rabbits, but the rodents continued to | 
multiply and to eat grass, destroy 
crops and bark trees.

Woven wire fences at first were j 
Ineffective, because the rabbits soon j 
learned to dig under or climb over i 
them. Higher rnhbttproof fences, 
three feet high and sunk well In the 
ground, were then built around Indi­
vidual farms and gardens as well as 
whole districts.

One such rabbit fence stretched 
for a thousand miles.

New Zealand had a similar experi­
ence. English bunnies got a foothold 
on these Islands about 1875 and be­
came such a pest thnt farmers seri­
ously considered abandoning whole 
districts.

Finally the Australians and New 
Zealanders hit upon a bright Idea. 
They discovered how to convert the 
past into cash and began to export 
millions of dollars’ worth of frozen 
rabbit meat for food and rabbit skins 
for clothing and felt hats.

A few mbits placed on a tiny Is­
land in the Raclflc multiplied so fast! 
that they ate up all the vegetation 
nnd then starved to death.— Oeo. W. 
Stimpson.

and holding the rain where It falls, 
and about better yields'as a result,” 
C. Hohn, specialist in soil and water 
conservation of the Texas A. & M. 
College Extension Service has com­
mented. “ I f  we had ever stopped and 
thought, and used a little common 
sense, we would have figured out 
long ago what some tests In Kansas 
proved, that contour cultivation also 
saves time and power.

“ We know it is easier to walk on 
the level than up and down hill. It 
stands to reason that a team can 
pull a plow easier on the level, or 
that a tractor will do more work and 
use less fuel under level conditions. 
I imagine lots of farmers In Texas 
could have told us that."

The experiments quoted by Hohn 
were conducted by the Kansas State 
College, and revealed that when 
wheat stubble land with an 3 percent 
slope was plowed on the contour,
I.  62 acres were turned In an hour 
os compared with 1.44 when the 
plowing was done up and down the 
slope. The actual fuel consumed was
I I .  6 pounds per acre when plowing 
up and down the hill and only 10.6 
pounds per acre when the work was 
done on the contour.

Contour listing on a 6.6 percent 
slope resulted In covering 3.68 acres 
an hour as compared with 8.04 acres 
up and down the slope. Similar re­
sults were obtained with various Im­
plements and different degrees of 
slope.

"These Tests showed that a man 
can farm on the contour and do 
about 15 per cent more work with 
ubout 9 per cent less fuel," Hohn 
pointed out. "It looks like It would 
pay us to work on the contour just 
from that angle, let alone the advan­
tages of holding our rainfall and our 
soil.'*

When wise-cracking columnists, who 
earn their daily bread by merely amusing 
their readers, suddenly see the need of 
turning serious and pegging in a remark 
in the interest of morality, we may feel as­
sured that the remark is most certainly a 
timely one.

With 
such conditions prevailing, is it surprising 
that war clouds are gathering over Europe, 
that American social and economic condi­
tions are becoming less stable, that people 
will brazenly loaf and demand the govern­
ment to support them, that vicious “ isms” 
built on false promises can receive a sym­
pathetic ear.

Conscience is the same thing morally 
that culture is socially. It calls for an ob­
servance of the golden rule. It does not per­
mit selfish advancement at the cost of an­
other’s rights. It guides a man’s life in con­
formity with Divine, natural, and common 
sense laws. It leads to happiness because 
it avoids transgressions of those laws.

The world’s outstanding thinkers in ev­
ery age have begged people to bring great­
er happiness to themselves and others by 
heeding the voice of conscience. Bugs Baer 
is one of our many present day thinkers 
trying to do the same thing. No doubt it is 
good for the cause to have a writer of his 
class sponsor it. Clothed in wisecracks his 
nuggets of advice will be less repulsive to 
our age just as sugar coated medicine is 
less repulsive to children. He and other col­
umnists have an opportunity to do a world 
of good.

For us as individuals it is well to ponder 
that world conscience or national con­
science depends upon each person’s will­
ingness to listen to that still, small voice. 
General improvement must begin with in­
dividual improvement.

A N D  N O W — BETTER ROADS

Where are the pessimists who say that 
the handwriting is on the wall for small 
community centers such as Muenster? We 
invite them to review with us just a few 
steps in community progress during the 
past few years, then to decide whether the 
possibility of building a more pleasant and 
more profitable Muenster isn’t well within 
our grasp.

True, it will demand initiative and en­
ergy; but what worth while achievement, 
whether public or private, did not require 
them? Pioneers who pushed the frontier 
back into the Pacific were not a group of 
softies taking it easy. Men who developed 
any city or industry did not succeed by 
quitting in the face of obstacles. They 
drove on in spite of troubles and managed

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to reach their goal. Muenster can do like­
wise.

Already we can look back at a splendid 
record of achievement. What was once a 
lonesome spot on the prairie is now re­
ferred to as one of the most prosperous 
small towns in the state. A  change of pace 
during the past few decades has built a 
splendid marketing facility besides civic 
improvements such as adequate protection 
against fire, general beautification, pave­
ment, and increase of business. Electrifi­
cation for farm homes will soon be a com­
munity wide blessing. Proper sewage dis­
posal depends only upon the Federal Gov­
ernment’s willingness to extend to Muen­
ster the kind of favor it has been extending 
to hundreds of other cities.

Another goal is a system of good roads 
providing farmers of this and surrounding 
communities with a convenience that will 
invite them to consider Muenster rather 
than other towns as their trading center. 
Work now under way south o f town is a 
fine beginning of our road program. As a 
new bridge is being built over Big Elm new 
road construction is eliminating the haz­
ard of adjacent winding trails. Farther 
south there are prospects of another new 
road that will open a new outlet for live­
stock shipping and invite a new group of 
farmers to Muenster.

To the north wonderful possibilities de­
pend upon plans that have not been thor­
oughly brought to light. A new direct trail 
between here and Butcher can open that 
territory for Muenster. Extending it farther 
north there is a possibility of extending 
Muenster trade territory as far as the rich 
bottom lands around Leon, Oklahoma. 
Some may consider these ideas as pipe 
dreams, nevertheless they are the dreams 
that show several hundred prospective cus­
tomers the possibility of a better and more 
convenient market.

Road improvement plans deserve serious 
thought. Our city can continue to grow and 
prosper if we will provide better trading fa­
cilities and better roads for people to get 
here.

Relief mum again become c harity and Indigent« again 
become pauper*! That draatlc formula la the preacrlp- 
tion ordered hy Rex Thomson, auperlntendent of char­
ity for Los Angelea, California, as cure for ••reliefUla.*'

"The philosophy has grown among reliefer*," say* 
Mr. Thomson, "that they are an aristocracy entitled to 
be maintained in laxineas and comfort at the expense 
of the taxpayers." From the point of view of millions 
oi relief clients. Indigency is a vocation, a life-time ca­
reer In which one earns a living by working for. or on. 
the government.

It is this philosophy of a right to perpetual dole that 
many social workers have come to question. No one 
denies that the government must help those that are* 
In real need. But for every caae where the need i* 
great, there Is another on relief that could get by with­
out assistance. A relief client dies leaving 110,000 In 
the hunk, another Is revealed as a landowner, a third 
turns out to be the father of a rich and prosperous son ! 
Such stories as these daily proclaim the fact that "re­
lief" has come to be synonymous with a free hand-out 
In many Instances, a hand-out open to all who want to 
come to the trough.

But relief back on a charity basis! Make the dole a 
last resort, not a profession ! Take the fashion out of 
relief and save the funds ! These are slogans which to­
day are winning more and more support from social 
workers. They deserve the attention of thinking Amert- 
<ans.— Alice Echo.

TOO M ANY TO FEED

California has appealed to the Federal government 
to help take care of paupers who are migrating into 
that state from all over the country, hoping to find 
work or to Impose on the state's benefactions. It Is es­
timated there has been a monthly average of 7,00ft such 
persons Into the state during this year. The fruit in­
dustry of the San Joaquin Valley is said to have at­
tracted an average of at least four men for every Job 
available. And yet Californians blithely announce to 
the world that they are going to adopt a pension plan 
which will pay every jobless person over fifty years old 
$30 every Thursday morning.— Menard News.

CRACKPOT PROMISES

Dallas Morning News: The progress being made by 
Dr. Townsend's successors does not speak well for the 
economic sanity of the American people. Wild pension 
schemes now sweeping across the country and finding 
support from large groups of irresponsible people would 
If enacted, wreck the nation's financial structure. The 
claim that people who work can pay $30 every Thurs­
day to every person past 60— or $200 a month to ev­
eryone past 60— Is too fantastic for consideration.

But since many people take stock in these Utopian 
dreams, it is essential that their economic fallacy be ex­
posed. The Townsend plan would divert to idle old folks 
10 per cent of the entire national income. The newer 
California scrip plan would have to carry the burden of 
these crackpot schemes.

In the end, we would have stage money instead of 
real money, and everyone would low OHCept. perhaps a

few hoarders and speculators. We would have dizzy in­
flation like that of postwar Germany, in which a single 
meal or a cheap hat would cost thousands of dollars. 
The money received by the aged would not buy as 
much as is obtainable with the present smaller pen­
sions.

The social security act has made a creditable begin­
ning at old-age pensions and unemployment Insurance. 
The law will need revision from time to time, but 
neither it nor the related state laws can be liberalized 
to our Townsendlte lines without courting disaster. It 
is impossible to make a whole nation rich by mere 
legislation. Today, as in all earlier eras, wealth comes 
from the exploitation of natural resources. Legislation 
can, to some degree, remedy inequities in distribution; 
but it cannot create new wealth.— Mt. Vernon Optic- 
Herald.

A LOP-SIDED COMPETITION

Just how far will government competition to busi­
ness extend? There's a serious question to puasle your
mind.

It appears that government competition has the 
power industry in this state on the run, with solicitors 
out trying to line up this town and that.

Perhaps you have read in this and other papers that 
the Texus Power ft Light Company has offered to sell 
to Uncle Sam Its property in the sixteen LCRA coun­
ties, property that It spent millions to develop. Shares 
in the T. P. ft L. are held by citizens throughout the

state— and they are coniferned about what's to be the 
outcome of encroachment.

And of Just what is this a forerunner?
The public had been led to believe that no plan was 

afoot to shove private concerns out of business. Private 
firms can’t meet government competition; private 
firms, don't operate tax-free properties: nor can they 
keep books like the government and stay in business. 
In other words, they have to "earn their keep," while 
the government can always dig down into that taxbag 
for funds with which to expand, and whatnot.

And nobody knows the end. Better worry about It, 
though.

Is there a gradual trend toward the eventual taking 
over of all important business?

You think that is a radical idea? That it can’t hap­
pen over here ?

Well, you can make up your mind. But study it over, 
before you do.— Kerrville Mountain Sun.
