Focus magazine 
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Speaking at a college com-
mencement a few days ago, 
President Reagan was em-
phatic in stating that 
education in America is not 
what it is supposed to be. 
And he went on to say that 
the federal government has 
been the biggest cause in the 
decline of quality. One 
statement, for instance, is 
that the slump began with 
establishment of the Depar-
tment of Education, which 
can be quite accurately 
described as the political 
outgrowth of the liberal 
American Education 
Association. 

This is the organization 
of self-styled elitists who 
have been clawing at the 
fundamentals of 
Americanism for decades. 
They are a part of the in-
tellectual conspiracy seeking 
to convince the country that 
it can get along without 
God, that humanism is the 
modern way. They are the 
advocates of divorce and 
abortion and 
homosexuality, in fact the 
supporters of a shabby 
moral standard which 
ignores the law of God and 
maintains that a person's 
selfish desires come first. 

They are the people who 
believe in gun control rather 
than criminal control, who 
go all out for a criminal's 
right but brush off the crime 
victim's right. In the 
economy they advocate 
socialism while sneering at 
the free enterprise system 
which made the nation 
great. In government they 
believe in plundering the 
public purse to buy votes. 

For years the American 
Education Association has 
been busy establishing its 
beliefs in the nation's 
schools.

A PROBLEM must be recognized and understood 

before it can be solved. Similarly, an enemy or an 
opponent must be recognized and understood before 

that enemy or opponent can be beaten. And that fact ex-
plains for the most party why the idea of a nuclear freeze 
seems to be so popular. 

There are a lot of people in the United States today that 
don't recognize or understand the actions and intentions of 
the Soviet Union. Therefore, we have several groups whose 
thoughts and actions working toward a nuclear freeze are 
well-intentioned, but sadly misguided. The reason for this 
is, Americans have not been made aware of the existence 
of a threat to this nation's security, much less the nature of 
that threat. 

But recently, it seems at least a few people have been 
working to supply some much-needed information; 
President Reagan in a television speech not long ago, and 
another speech recently by Congressman Marvin Leath 
from Texas' 11th district. Leath's remarks are noteworthy 
because he just may have done more to foster Americans' 
understanding of this threat than anyone since the cold 
war. 

One of the congressman's points deals with simple 
rhetoric; the way the question of a nuclear freeze is worded 
— "Do you think the proliferation of nuclear weapons 
should be halted, and do you support a freeze to accom-
plish that goal?" Worded in that in that manner, who 
would say "no"? 

Instead, how about this one?: "Would you support the 
freezing of nuclear weapons if it would lock the U.S. into a 
position of serious and deteriorating vulnerability?" 

There's the issue. 
Sadly, as Congressman Leath says, we only control one 

side of the question. 
For anyone unconvinced that a threat exists, and for 

anyone who still needs convincing that the ultimate Soviet 
goal is world domination, a few statistics should suffice. 

Taking the past 15 years as an illustration, we can see 
that the inventory of warheads, launchers and bombers is 
quite different by age comparison. The USSR has more 
than ten times our number which are less than five years 
old. Conversely almost all the ones we have are between 15 
and 20 years old, while they have practically none that old. 

In the period from 1972 to 1982 the United States' 
strategic force capability was seriously reduced when, in 
that period, the Soviets built some 200 long-range bom-
bers, and we built none. The Soviets built some 780 inter-
continental ballistic missiles, and we built none. The 
Soviets built 28 submarines, and we built two. 

These examples illustrate that we have, in fact, been in a 
freeze for quite some time, now. The problem is, only one 
side has been doing the freezing. 

In another illustration offered by Leath, he correlates 
the globe's major choke points and flash points — those 
areas where shipping lanes can be controlled and those 
areas where current military or insurgent actions are poten-
tially dangerous. The examples are obvious; the Soviets are 
know to be or believed to be involved in military action in 
many of the world's major sea channels; the Persian Gulf, 
The Horn of Africa and Southeast Asia. 

Still another example is the correlation between those 
Soviet flash points and the locations of the world's major 
mineral deposits — again, they're in the same places. 

Well-intentioned Americans shouldn't be faulted for 
wanting a freeze on nuclear weapons as a contributor to - 
world-wide peace. Certainly, it would seem most of us 
want peace. But would those now calling for a freeze be 
singing the same tune if they knew the whole story? Let's 
hope not. But before we all know exactly what we want, we 
ought to have something to base a decision on. 

That's why, if Washington is concerned about the 
nation's security, then Washington ought to let us in on 
more of the gory details, as they seem to have started to 
do, no matter how shocking they're likely to be.

S IX AFGHAN freedom fighters, speaking at The 
Heritage Foundation recently, recounted grisly tales 
of torture and murder committed by Soviet Soldiers 

occupying their central Asian homeland. 
In addition to detailing of Soviet atrocities — some of 

which they witnessed or experienced — the freedom 
fighters revealed that troops from Soviet satellites, in-
cluding Cuba and Bulgaria, are also engaged in the 
fighting to crush resistance to Communist rule. 

The five men and one woman met with President 
Reagan just one hour before coming to Heritage, and one 
observer who attended the White House meeting said "as 
the president listened to their testimonies, it was as though 
a brick hit him in the chest each time." 

Using an interpreter, one of the six, Gol Mohammed, 
described how Soviet soldiers burned more than one hun-
dred civilians to death in his village of Padkahwab-e 
Shana, 50 miles from the Afghan capital of Kabul. 

One morning last September, said Mohammed, Soviet 
troops entered his village with helicopter and jet fighter 
support. Young men from the village, fearing that the 
Soviets would attempt to force them to join the army of 
the Moseciw-installed Communist government, took 

refuge in an irrigation canal. 
After being discovered by the Soviet soldiers, the 

Afghans were ordered to come out of the canal. When they 
refused, the Soviets are said to have poured gasoline into 
the canal. Mohammed also recounted how Soviet soldiers 
in masks and goggles poured a yellowish-white liquid and a 
bag of white powder into the water in the canal. Afterwar-
ds, the Soviets fired incendiary bullets into the water, 
causing a tremendous explosion. 

The one woman in the group, 22-year-old Fairda Ah-
madi, told how she had been tortured by electric shocks 
and sleep deprivation during her four-month imprison-
ment after being arrested at the University of Kabul, where 
she had been studying medicine. She recounted that a 
Soviet had taken part in the torture of some of her fellow 
prisoners, one of whom, she said, had gone mad after 
being beaten with the severed leg of a fellow prisoner. 

Concerning the use of Soviet-bloc troops in the war 
against the freedom fighters, Ms. Ahmadi said she knew of 
one village which has an area reserved exclusively for 
Bulgarian soldiers. Several of the others said that identity 
cards have been taken from the bodies of Cuban soldiers 
killed by the freedom fighters, and that this evidence is 
available for international inspection.

W E HAVE spoken 
several times on 
being prepared to 

meet death. I recently read a 
sermon entitled, "What is 
Death?" by evangelist 
Lester Roloff, which he 
delivered on April 20, 1980, 
about two years before he 
went to be with the Lord.

Let 
us therefore come bodly un-
to the throne of grace, that 
we may obtain mercy, and 
find grace to help in time of 
need." 

Now then, I want you to 
go with me to the seventh 
chapter, and I'll tell you 
what kind of priest we have. 
Chapter 7, verse 26, "For 
such an high priest became 
us, who is holy, harmless, 
undefiled, separate from 
sinners, and made higher 
than the heavens; who 
needeth not daily, as those 
high priests, to offer up 
sacrifice, first for his own 
sins, and then for the 
people's: for this he did on-
ce, when he offered up him-
self." 

Now that's the kind of 
priest that I believe in going

Job market tightlor '83 
graduates, officials say 

Upon graduation from high school, 
people generally do one of two things —
they either keep going to school, or they 
go to work. And members of the Class 
of '83 who go for the second option are 
going to find a very tight job market 
when they start looking, according to 
local officials of the Texas Employment 
Commission. 

"Generally, it's pretty tight right now, 
and probably will be for a while," 
Gerald Blase, Denton TEC placement 
supervisor, said recently. He said there 
are very few jobs available for persons 
looking in the unskilled labor field; 
some construction jobs are to be had, 
but very few jobs in manufacturing are 
available. Bill Conely, an employment 
interviewer in the Sherman TEC office, 
which administers both Cooke and 
Grayson counties, sees things in much 
the same way. 

Many of the jobs in this area, par-
ticularly Cooke County are very depen-
dent on the oil industry, which isn't very 
good right now, he explained. Conely 
says he wouldn't call the situation com-
pletely dismal, but predicts the young 
person out looking for a job in the local 

area will have to be patient and knock 
on a lot of doors before finding 
something. 

Both men say the reason for the tight 
job market lies in the fact that a nation-
wide recession just took longer to get to 
this area, and consequently, may be here 
for quite a while. 

Neither is overly optimistic about the 
immediate future of that job market. 
Blase says another manufacturing plant 
is expected to begin operations in Den-
ton sometime late in the summer or early 
in the fall. That will offer some relief, he 
said. 

Conely says there are some retail 
establishments planning to begin 
operations in Grayson County in the near 
future, but nothing in Cooke County 
that will make a significant difference in 
the number of available jobs. 

When looking for a job, being able to 
present a good school record and having 
a healthy attitude about working are two 
of the best things a young perkon can 
concentrate on, Conely said. Blase said 
some background in vocational areas 
will be a good point when job hunting.

says an economist with the 	 
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas A&M 
University System. 

"Last year only 28 cents 
of every dollar spent on 
food went back to the far-
mer," said Dr. Forrest 
Stegelin, "while 32 cents 
went for labor and the 
remaining 40 cents covered 
marketing costs." 

This difference between 
what farmers receive and 
what consumers pay for 
food products is called the 
"farm to retail price 
spread" and represents food 
industry charges for han-
dling, processing and 
retailing farm good com-
modities, notes the 
economist. That difference 
rose 5.1 percent in 1982 and 
is expected to grow even 
larger this year. 

Why? 
"Because, while the farm 

value of food is expected to 
rise only 1 to 4 percent in 
1983, marketing costs are 
forecast to increase 4 to 7 
percent," Stegelin says. 
Thus the trend of marketing 
costs rising faster than the 
farm value is expected to 
continue as it has for the 
past three years. 

"This means that the 
overall food price increases 
have been influenced less 
and less by changes in farm 
prices and more and more 
by changes in the cost of 
packaging, 	processing, 
fabricating, 	transporting 
and distributing, and food 
industry wages," he said. 
"This year the higher 
marketing bill will account 
for more than three-fourths 
of the increase in total con-
sumer spending on food." 

Marketing costs are par-
ticularly high for highly 
processed crop products, 
notes the economist, while 
they are lower for animal 
products. The farm value 
represents 50 to 60 percent 
of the retail prices for meats, 
dairy products, and poultry 
and eggs but only about 20 
percent of the retail prices 
for processed fruits and 
vegetables and some 14 per-
cent for bakery and cereal 
products.

We just received the 
results from a hay am-
monization demonstration 
conducted on the Werner 
Becker Dairy at Hood. 
Results showed what should 
be expected from use of this 
relatively new practice for 
improving hay quality. Both 
crude protein and 
digestibility were increased 
in all hays sampled. The 
poorer the quality of the 
hay, the greater the benefit 
derived from the am-
monization process. In this 
particular demonstration 
Werner selected poor quality 
hays and as you can see in 
the Chart below, most of the 
protein content was 
doubled. In high quality hay 
(10 percent crude protein or 
above) the effectiveness of 
the ammonization is less and 
probably not cost effective. 
Digestibility is also increased 
due to the breakdown of 
fiber content in the hay.

Cotton, leads '82 
cash crops 

Texas farmers got about 
$800 million less from crop 
sales last year compared to 
1981, with cotton sales 
taking the sharpest nosedive 
- from $1.4 billion to $875 
million. 

Despite 	these 	heavy 
losses, cotton (both lint and 
cottonseed) was still the 
leading cash crop last year, 
with the South Plains 
leading the state at more 
than $270 million in cash 
receipts. 

Grain sorghum was the 
second leading cash crop 
with receipts of $619 
million. The Panhandle was 
the leading area with a 
$165.5 million crop. 

The Panhandle also led in 
cash receipts from wheat, 
ensilage and sugar beets. 
Wheat sales totaled $169 
million; ensilage, $11.6 
million; and sugar beets, 
$10.4 million for the district. 

Wheat was the third 
leading cash crop in the state 
last year with receipts 
totaling more than $499 
million. - 

Along with its cotton 
crop, the South Plains was 
the leading producer of 
corn, soybeans and sun-
flowers. Cash receipts from 
corn surpassed $130.5 
million, soybeans brought in 
$64.9 million, and sun-
flowers sales reached $24.4 

Total cash receipts from 
hay were the largest in North 
Central Texas, totaling $22 
million. That region also led 
in cash receipts from plums 
and peaches at $515,000 and 
$3.5 million, respectively. 
Cloverseed sales in North 
Central Texas totaled 
$595,000 and led the state. 

Alfalfa and guar crops 
brought top cash receipts in 
the Rolling Plains 

Texas farmers should see 
some improvement in farm 
prices as huge stockpiles of 
farm commodities are 
reduced through the PIK 
(payment-in-kind) program, 
says Anderson. 

All of the hay with the ex-
ception of ten square bales 
were round baled. The 
process used was a pyramid 
type stack of 27 bales 
stacked in a row with two on 
the ground and one bale 
stacked on the top. The row 
was coveted with 6 mil. 
black plastic and sealed 
around the edge with dirt. 
Dirt will do an excellent job 
in sealing off the stack to 
prevent the escape of the 
anhydrous. A six foot piece 
of pipe was added on to the 
end of the nurse tank hose, 
and the ammonia was 
released under the plastic. 
Four to five percent am-
monia was added and 
measured by the percent 
gauge on the tank. The total 
pounds of anhydrous ap-
plied was based upon the 
weight of the hay. 

The cost of this process 
including the ammonia and 
plastic is about $6.50 a ton.
