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ROSA BEZNER, 86
OF LINDSAY DIES
WEDNESDAY, PM

Funeral Services Set
For Friday Morning

Had Been Resident Of
Community Since 1895,
Health Began Failing
Only 2 Months Ago

LINDSAY. — Mrs. Rosa Bezner,
86, and resident of Lindsay for 45
years, died suddenly at 7 o’clock
Wednesday night at the home of her
son, Jake Bezner, after an illness of
about two months. Fluneral services,
to be followed by burial in the Lind-
say cemetery have been set for Fri-
day morning, but because of a con-
flict with other services the hour
has not been announced.

Considering her advanced years,
Mrs. Bezner enjoyed exceptional
health until she began failing about
two months ago, and even then she
was naqt regarded as critically ill. Ac-
cording to her son, Commissioner
Joe Berner she spent about as much
time up as she did in bed. Her age
rather than any specific ailment was
named as the cause of her death.

Mrs. Bezner was born 2t Louis-
ville, Ky., on July 4, 1853 and lived
there for several years before mov-
ing to Towa with her parents. She
was married at Mount Carmel, Towa
in 1872 and moved to Lindsay 23
years later, only a few years after
the community was opened to col-
onization. Since then her home has
always been the place on which she
died. For 12 years after her husband
died, in December 1908, she had
charge of the family estate and
when her youngest son, Jake, took
charge of the place she made her
home with him,

For many years, until handi-
capped by age, Mrs. Bezner had been
active in religious and social activi-
ties at Lindsay.

She is survived by five sons:
Louis of Hereford, and A. M., Joe,
John, and Jake of Lindsay; three
daughters, Sister Alban of Our Lady
of the Lake Convent, San Antonio
and Mrs. Otto Schmitt and Mrs
John Schmitz of Lindsay; also 60
*grandchildren and 29 great-grand-
children.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT

Reports of a slight increase in
membership and a slight decrease in
business volume, and re-election of
almost all the former directors and
officers constituted the high spots
of a general meeting of Farmers
Marketing Associa‘ion members last
Thursday afternoon at the parish
hall.

The only change in executive per-
sonnel was the substitution of Al-
bert Henscheid for J. W. Hess on the
board of directors. Other directors
were re-elected as follows: Barney
Voth, Victor Hartinan, John Klem-
ent, Sr.,, Emil Vogel, Henry Wies-
man, and C. J. Wimmer. The direct-
ors then named C. J. Wimmer and
Victor Hartman for another year as
president and secretary. Wm. Beck-
er, not a member of the board, is
vice-president,

Rudy Hellman, plant manager, re-
ported to the assemblage on the
FMA's business during the past
year. Twenty-two new members
were adrhitted, he said, to bring the
total enrollment up to 193. Because
of that increase there was an in-
crease in the volume of business
from members. Last year members
accounted for 6562 per cent of the to-
tal, this year they accounted for 62
per cent.

The drought of last summer was
held responsible for a reduction in
gross volume of cheese from 1,400,-
000 pounds to 1,200,000 pounds.

Hellman's figures showed that
Muenster record through the No-
vember and December turkey mar-
ket was far above that in most other
localities. On on average its price
was about a half cent above that of
other turkey programs in the Wil-
son and Company system. The total
paid out to turkey raisers was $41,-
000 of which $9,000 went to FMA
members, and the total paid out for
picking, packing, etc., was more
than '$2,500. The total number of
car-load shipments was 6 for No-
vember and 5 for December.

A local, mutual system of low cost
hospital service will be in force in
Muenster within a very short time,
was the confident prediction of a
small group of men in a special or-
ganization meeting Wednesday af-
ternoon. The name favored for the
organization is *“Muenster Mutual
Hospitalization.”

Final decision on the method of
procedure depends upon opinions
from the head of the insurance com-
missicn at Austin. Very probably the
company will first sell memberships,
placing all money in escrow, and
then apply for a charter. In any
event it will not begin to operate
until all legal requirements have
been met. If some unforseen diffi-
culty should arise to prevent satis-
factory operation the company, will
be in a position to refund all assess-
ments.

The plan for local hospital service
results from a recent attempt by a'
state wide organization to begin a
unit here. After studying the plan
Muenster men decided that a local
mutual could offer as many benefits
and keep all reserve funds at home.
The reserve could then be used to
erect a hospital or to reduce rates,
either of which benefits could not
be obtained in the state wide sys-
tem. The decision as to how the re-
serve fund should be absorbed will
be left to a general membership
meeting.

Specific details on rates, service
allowance, and estimated expendi-
tures will be announced by the or-
ganizing committee at an early date.

After more than a year of effort to secure a modern sew-
age disposal system, Muenster was informed Wednesday
that an allotment of $25,781 has been set aside by WPA to
assist the city in financing and installing the project.

Am happy to notify you that WPA project 40420
with an allotment of $25,781 was approved yes-
terday afternoon by the President. This project is
your city’s sewer project, project eligible for op-
eration at discretion of state work project admin-
istrator. Congratulations on worthy project.

The mayor was unable to give any
information as to the date that work
on the project is likely to begin. Sev-
eral weeks will be necessary to make
preliminary arrangements for ma-
terials and to secure workers.

In connection with the labor, May.-
or Seyler urged that each person
who can qualify for enrollment in
WPA do so at the earliest possible
date and assure himself a place on
the preferred list of laborers. “There
are more than twenty persons in
Muenster,” he said, “who do not have
regular jobs but are dependent on
odd jobs here and there. Every one
of them could increase his normal
income by taking the WPA job.”

The appropriation comes to Muen-
ster after months of intensive effort.
The mayor has made numerous trips
to Dallas, Wichita Falls and Austin
in the interests of the project. He
has received help from Congress-
man Ed Gossett, Consulting Engi-
neer Joe Ward, the county health
unit, and several citizens of Muen-
ster.

Previous to that there were many
months of effort to secure a project
through PWA. The application was
sent to WPA a few months ago af-
ter the PWA project seemed hope-
less. .

OBSERVES FRANKLIN’S
234TH ANNIVERSARY

Benjamin Franklin who owed his
first success to the fact that he was
an outstanding printer, was born
January 17, 1706.

The week of January 15 has been
designated as Printing Rducation
Week in his honor to celebrate his
234th anniversary. This year there
will' be the additional celebration of
the 500th anniversary of the inven-
tion of removable type and the 300
anniversary of the first printed book
in the United States.

The National Graphic Arts Edu-
cational Guild is backing the move-
ment to encourage all those connect-
ed with the Graphic Arts industry
to take the responsibility of carry-
ing on this celebration,

As a man of letters, it may inter-
est some to know that—

His autobiography is one of the
few great autobiographies of the
world and that his Father Abra-
ham’'s Sermon, containing the out-
standing advice that appeared from
time to time in his Poor Richard's
Almanac is designated in Harvard
Classic as “the outstanding piece of
literature produced in Colonial
America."”"

Benjamin Franklin did not go
around with a long face bemoaning
the fact that no business came into
his shop; instead, he did the things
that created business. He published
a newspaper. He published his Poor
Richard’s Almanac, which was is-
sued for a period of 25 years with
an annual average sale of 10,000
copies. This sale far exceeded that of
any other publication in the colon-
ies.

He emphasized industry —in his
almanac—as one of the many re-
quirements to be successful.

Several of his sayings might not
here be amiss:

“Work as if you were to live 100
years, Pray as if you were to die
tomorrow.”

“Keep thy shop and thy shon will
keep thee.”

“Business not well managed ruins
one faster than no business.”

Benjamin Franklin statcs in his
autobiography that he gave the fol-
lowing advice to a preacher to raise
money to build a church:

“In the first place, I advise you
to apply to all those whom you know
will give something; next, to those
whom you are uncertain whether
they will give anything or not, and
show them the list of those who
have given; and, lastly, do not neg-
lect those who you are sure will give
nothing, for in some of them you
may be mistaken.”

Benjamin Franklin adds
autobiography:

“He laugh'd and thank'd me, and
said he would take my advice. He
did so, for he usk'd of everybody,
and he obtained a much larger sum
than he expected, and with which he
erected the capacious and very ele-
gant meeting-house that stands on
Arch Street.”

297 TEXANS DIED
DURING 1939 FROM
EFFECTS OF BURNS

AUSTIN. — Two hundred and
ninety-seven Texans died during
1939 from effects of burns, accord-
ing to figures compiled by thc state
fire insurance department, with the
most deadly type of accident —
trapped in burning dwellings
claiming 82 lives.

These incomplete reports made
available to the department indicate
a slightly higher death toll than in
the preceding year. Clothing igmited
from being too close to open fires
and stoves was the cause of 44
deaths during the year, including 12
children,

“While aggressive effort hds been
made in recent years toward edu-
cating the public in fire prevention,
far too many home owners disregard

flagrant hazards, Marvin Hall,
state fire insurance commissioner
declared. “In the law, ignorance is

no excuse, and it should be a fin2
thing if that same principle were ex-
tended to cover the harboring of fire
hazards.”

Fires from collisions and wrecks
took 13 lives; burns, boiling oil and
asphalt took four lives; scalds from
coffée or tea claimed the lives of two
children, and 16 died of burns re-
ceived by falling into hot water;
burns from electricity took two
lives; explosions of unknown cause
brought death to eleven; explosion
of gas took eight lives; cleaning
body with gasoline caused three
deaths; improper use of gasoline

CHECK AUTO EXHAUST
TO MINIMIZE CARBON
MONOXIDE POISONING

*AUSTIN.—To minimize the dan-
ger of carbon monoxide poisoning
during winter weather, motorists are
urged by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, to check up now on
the exhaust systems of their auto-
mobiles for defective connections and
leaks.

Cold weather which necessitates
driving in closed cars, is the time of
the year when carbon monoxide
finds most of its victims. The poison
seeps inside the car from leaky con-
nections and overwhelms occupants
of the car.

Carbon monoxide is colorless, od-
orless, and tasteless; when in the
air, it gives no signs of its presence
and is taken into the blood instead of
oxygen. Suffering or collapse results

Dr. Cox pointed out that warming
up a car in a closed garage is a fre-
quent cause of carbon monoxide
deaths, It follows that if one plans
to run the automobile engine for any
purpose inside the garage, the door
should be thrown wide open imme-

diately, and this irrespective of out-
side temperature.

Leaks from manifold connections,
cracked manifolds, defective muf-
flers, leaks from loose muffler con-
nections and leaks from hot air
heater connections are potential
sources for release of carbon mon-
oxide and should be checked. Pay
particular attention to these items
and remember that proper carbure-
tor adjustment causes minimum pro-
duction of carbon monoxide, and
that the highest proportion of the
gas is produced by an idling motor.

Dr. Cox pointed out that head-
aches which occur during long drives
may indicate that carbon monoxide
has been leaking into the air. Sleep-
lessness, dizziness, fatigue are other
symptoms of carbon monoxide pois-
oning. “Truck drivers making long
drives in carg with defective exhaust
systems are particularly vulnerable,”
he stated.

It’s high time for paying poll taxes. The
deadline, January 31, is less than two
weeks away.

Considering all the reminders already
afloat regarding this year’s presidential
election and all the lesser elections, a mere
mention about poll tax should be sufficient
to make a person alert. The time has come
to quit stalling. Lest another lapse of mem-
ory or some interrupting circumstance, or
perhaps a long waiting line at the tax-col-
lector’s office,should result in failure to
pay at the ‘“eleventh hour,” it becomes a
patriotic duty to take care of the poll tax at
the earliest date possible.

Unfortunately, the idea of patriotic duty
does not have a strong enough appeal with
us Americans. We are lacking in a correct
appreciation of the citizen’s responsibility.
We have the idea that voting is a privilege
extended by a group of generous fore-fath-
ers as a feature in our system of freedom
and self government.

The founders of this nation set up the
ballot box as a sentinel for the inalienable
rights to life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness — as a means of safeguarding
the welfare of present and future genera-
tions. Unless it is used conscientiously and
intelligently, as intended, it can become the
vicious tool of tyranny such as revealed in
the sham-elections of Russia.

Probably our nation has never faced a
rmore critical condition than that of today.
There are forces trying to draw us into the
Furopean conflict. There are subversive
forces within our ranks seeking to over-
throw democratic principles and substitute
foreign isms and foreign control. There is
misery among many who believe in Ameri-
canism and long for the blessings it repre-
sents.

To understand these conditions and to
vote conscientiously for a satisfactory so-
lution is the especially urgent patriotic du-

ty of citizens this year. Disregard of vital

questions or failure to qualify for voting is
almost as serious as outright support of
harmful tendencies. Faults of omission are
as blameworthy as fz;ults of commission.

ELECTIONS

Several weeks ago the people of Russia
voted 100 per cent for the re-election of
Joseph Stalin to the supreme command of
their nation. The interesting point is that
millions of people, all of them familiar with
the Red dictator’s brand of starvation and
suppression, and many of them familiar
with his system of ruthless wholesale mur-
der, were unanimously in favor of retaining
such a scoundrel as their leader.

Anypne can see there is something fishy
about it all. Even though the man were per-
fect, common sense says that he is certain
to have at least a few political opponents,
and that, consequently, there should be
some votes against him.

Obviqusly Russia’s government of the
masses 18 very efficiently controlled by
s'trong arm methods under the command of
Stalin himself. Details of the election are
not at hand, but it admits of only two or
three explanations. Either Stalin’s name
was the only one on the ballot, his agents

persuaded” people to vote for him, or dis-
senting votes were disregarded.

This incident gives a good idea of the
high handed tyranny which Communists
choose .to call a “government representa-
tive of the masses.” Americans need not
necessarily get excited over the possibility
of such a farce being foisted upon them, In
the first place, radical isms are in the de-
cline, in the second place, Americans are
too jealous of their rights to let opression
make much headway. More than a cause

N
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for alarm, the incident is an indirect re-
minder of the blessings we enjoy.

In general, our American system is ideal.
A candidate makes his bid for office, the
voters judge him on his merits, then cast
their ballots accordingly. Still, we are not
altogether free of the evil which is so con-
spicuous in Russian elections. This country
has known cases of coercion. Unserupulous
men, sometimes in important positions,
have bull-dozed defenseless people into
voting against their wills. .

Let us hope that news abroad will give
the American voter a better appreciation of
his real importance. He must have the
alertness to determine the real issues, he
must have the courage to vote according to
his conviction.

Spain showed us what can happen to a
nation that becomes careless about its elec-
tions. People scoffed at the Red menace un-
til the Leftist group, by voting their full
strength and adding a bit of force, took
control of the government. The misery and
death that Spain endured to correct a mis-
take is now history.

Apparently we need not fear either ty-
ranny or revolution. We can rely on Ameri-
can vigilance not to relax to that extent.
But we need to give some attention to a few
dozen less serious ter;dencies.

THE BASIC PROBLEM

Pick out a hundred of this country’s most
influential men and ask them to give the
basic reason for current troubles, and an
overwhelming majority will admit it is a
lack of religion. Perhaps only a few will
offer that as a first answer, but when
pressed for explanations they will event-
ually work back to religion.

One person considers relief and unem-
ployment as the worst, problems. But why
is relief necessary? An old couple is neg-
lected by heartless children or it has failed
to provide for old age — filial ingratitude
and wastefulness are both contrary to re-
ligion, Or a young family cannot find em-
ployment, which would be unknown if the
standards of religion were observed. Under
a just system of distribution everyone pro-
duces and everyone gets his share from
production. Some people are left out only
because others take more than they are en-
titled to. If every person were scrupulously
fair everyone would be busy and also able
to buy more of the other person’s products.
Honesty, national and international, is the
cure for unemployment.

Radical isms of themselves are no threat
to America. The rea] threat is the poverty
and conflict which cause people to grasp at
illusions. Again the answer goes back to re-
ligion. Miseries vanish when justice steps
in. After that the wild-eyed agitator hasn’t
a chance.

There can be no doubt about graft, mur-

r der, intemperance, intolerance, promiscui-
ty, and all the other vices. They come in for
ther share of the national headache, and
every one is a direct violation of religion.

In the last analysis, there is hardly a
single problem in the nation that would not
find a satisfactory solution through Christi-
anity. Many a leader has expressed that
opinion. President Ronsevelt apparently
has the same opinion as a basis of his re-
cent request for a more serious attitude to--
ward religion.

Our advancement thus far is based on
democracy, which in turn is the outgrowth
of Christianity. Whatever factors have re-
tarded us lately are all contrary to religion.
Faced by such facts, can anyone deny that
America’s greatest problem is its scarcity of
religion?

HAY RICK ON ROAD
IS NOT VISIBLE FOR
MORE THAN 365 FEET

NEW YORK.—Hay ricks may not
be the thing you dread hitting on the

show the risk clearly.

What would happen if you came
upon a hay rick with no tail light at
night is told in the Transactions of
the American Illuminating Engi-
neering Society. With the best bright
lights, the rick does not become visi-
ble to the aut6 driver behind it, until
he is within 3656 feet.

This, says the report, is too short
a distance to stop at a speed more
than 60 miles an hour. Switching on
the “passing light” reduced the dis-
tance at which the rick could be seen
to 206 feet. The engineers figured
this meant that 33 miles an hour was
top speed for permitting a stop in
time to avoid collision.

But when another auto was ap-
proaching, its glare cut down the
spying of the rick to 173 feet and the
safe speed of the auto behind to 28
miles an hour.

Drivers can do other things than
stop, and one of them is to dodge.
