If you didn't vote in the city 
council election you had a lot of 
company. Only 99 votes were cast 
as votes of confidence for return-
ing councilmen Aubrey Tuggle 
and Claude Klement. Also elected 
and accepting the oath of office 
was Roy (Tiny) Endres, in his first 
term on the Muenster city council.

Gary Endres representing the 
Chamber of Commerce, address-
ed the council in discussion over 
the park use contract for Ger-
manfest. A major area of 
disagreement was the handling of 
the yearly contribution to city 
park improvement made by the 
Chamber. The contribution con-
sists of 5 percent of the gross gate 
receipts at the Germanfest, for ex-
ample, amounting to $2,317.43 
last year. The special fund has in 
the past been administered by 
the city park board, the Chamber 
and the Jaycees. It has funded all 
or part of such projects as 
sprinkler systems and swimming 

Election has 
very low 
turnout 

A quiet election Saturday in 
Muenster, with no contested 
races, returned all incumbents to 
the Muenster Hospital District 
Board; returned one incumbent 
and named one new member on 
the Muenster ISD board of 
trustees; and returned two incum-
bents and named one new member 
on the Muenster City Council. 

Results of the hospital district 
election are as follows: Albert 
Dangelmayr 126; Werner Becker, 
Jr. 126; Andrew Klement 124; 
Dan Luke 122; C. William Her-
mes 119. 

In the Muenster ISD election, 
incumbent Dennis Hess was retur-
ned to place 2 with 121 votes and 
Jerry Bynum was elected to place 
I with 120 votes. 

In the Muenster City Council 
election, incumbents Claude 
Klement and Aubrey Tuggle and a 
new member, Raymond Endres 
each received 99 votes to fill the 
three positions open. 

Muenster Chamber of Com-
merce members heard a report on 
Operation: Clean Sweep at 
Tuesday's luncheon, giving the 
information about the March 
Against Trash and were informed 
of the next phase of the 
Operation, which is Clean Sweep

A contract reflecting these 
terms was accepted and signed

When the thousands of visitors 
come to Muenster at the end of 
this month we want them to leave 
with a good impression of our 
town. The success of our German-
fest cannot be measured by how 
much money was made the three 
days of the Fest alone but on the 
lasting impression that we make. 
This will pay us more dividends 
fot years to come than the Ger-
manfest itself. We want them to 
think of Muenster when they want 
to start a new business, build a 
new home and retire, or just a ride 
in the country to buy some of that 
good food and meet the friendly 
people they met during German-
fest. 

First it is a good time of the year 
to clean up the town. It's spring, 
and it will be clean for most of the 
summer. We are proud of it, and 
we want to show off, our curbed 
and paved streets -- freshly mowed 
lawns -- flowers in bloom. Spring 
is in the air, and our visitors first 
chance to get out after the dreary 
winter days. 

We want them to feel that we 
are a great place to shop. It would 
he short sighted on our part to in-
flate our prices to make a few ex-
tra bucks during Germanfest and 
make our visitors feel that our 
goods and services are too expen-
sive to come back and trade. 
Especially you that are selling un-
der your regular business name. If 
your prices are high at Germanfest

vice, this will reflect not only on 
the whole town, but especially 
your business. 

We want all who come in con-
tact with our visitors to be frien-
dly. One discourteous person can 
cause that visitor never to come 
back to Muenster. 

It is estimated that our visitors 
will spend close to $150,000 in 
Muenster the Germanfest 
weekend. There is not a single per-
son in Muenster that will not 
benefit some way even though it 
may not ring your casts register 
that weekend. It is said that new 
money coming into a community 
will turn over 9 times. This will be 
the equivalent of almost a million 
and a half dollars in spending 
power for our town. An 
organization or individual receives 
money, they in turn spend the 
money in Hofbauers or Fishers, 
they in turn go to Rohmers or the 
Center for lunch, Stan buys a new 
tire from Knabe Tire Company, 
Herbie Knabe buys an auto part 
from Hennigan Auto Parts, Pat 
needs gas for his car, etc., etc., 
Each time the money is spent, the 
city of Muenster receives I percent 
in city sales tax. 

You do not have to be in 
business to benefit from German-
fest. The profit made by a school 
group or organization may make 
it unnecessary for them to come 
by and be asking for donations. 
The K.C.s, Chamber, Jaycees, 
Kiwanis spend profits on the fire  

department, ambulance service, 
baseball lights, improvement in 
the park. 

Every business in town relies on 
out of town trade to stay in 
business. I do not know of a local 
business that could survive with 
just Muenster trade. Our 
restaurants, grocery stores, auto 
parts, Ben Franklin store, oil field 
supply, bull dozers, oil field 
drilling, car dealers, gasoline 
stations, etc., etc., yes, also the 
telephone company. 

When the visitors come to town 
during our Germanfest, let's show 
them that we appreciate their 
coming, and that we want them 
back again, for a visit, a week, a 
month or a lifetime.

1986 Germanfest 

Kent Hance, Republican can-
didate for Governor, announced 
today that he will organize and 
lead a statewide drive to prevent 
the State Board of Education 
from passing new regulations 
which place private schools under 
state authority for the first time 
and impose unneeded restrictions 
that border on violation of in-
dividual rights. 

"I believe that people should 
have a choice," Hance said. "I 
believe in strong public schools, 
strong private schools and strong 
home schools. The goal is to 
achieve quality education and to 
allow parents the freedom to 
choose their children's schools. 

Hance also said that the new 
regulations are too restrictive and 
could lead to small private schools 
facing closure and would put 
unrealistic restrictions on home 
schools. 

The Board of Education, ap-
pointed and doing the bidding of 
Gov. Mark White wants to sweep 
down for the first time to impose 
state regulation on thousands of 
students in hundreds of private 
schools all over the state. 

Hance also cited the fact that 
the State Board of Education has 

Richard C. Hudson, chairman 
of Texas Mid-Continent Oil & Gas 
Association, today expressed his 
concern about the valuation of oil 
and gas properties by local 
jurisdictions in light of the 
dramatic drop in crude oil and 
natural gas prices. 

"These dramatic declines in oil 
and gas prices are unprecedented 
in the last 50 years that the Texas 
oil and gas industry has been sup-
porting our state and local gover-
nments through severance taxes 
and local property taxes." Hud- 

no rulemaking authority under the 
Education Code relating to truan-
cy, which is covered in the new 
regulations. 

Under current law, Hance said, 
general rulemaking authority for 
accreditation applies only to 
public schools, and therefore, any 
rule promulgated for a non-public 
school stands to be invalidated 
under the Texas Administrative 
Procedures Act. 

"I seriously question whether 
the State Board of Education has 
the authority to make or enforce 
these regulations," Hance said, "I 
don't understand why Governor 
White has allowed this sort of 
procedure to continue when the 
rights of so many Texas parents 
and students are about to be 
violated." 

Hance said that one possible 
result, in an extreme case, is that 
under the new rules, the state 
could remove a child from the 
home of the parents who are in 
non-compliance with the 
regulation. Violation of the rules 
gives the state the authority to 
place those children in foster 
homes or even in juvenile deten-
tion centers should the parents 
continue to resist. 

son said, "This economic con-
dition'was recognized by the State 
Comptroller in May of 1985, 
almost a year ago, when he gave 
his estimate for revenues for the 
current biennium, and there have 
been other factors that have 
heralded this dramatic event." 

Never before history has the oil 
and gas industry experienced such 
an economic downturn. Drilling 
operations and the workover of 
older wells have been curtailed or 
in many instances abandoned. Oil 
and gas exploration projects are 
being postponed or totally scrap-
ped as companies restructure their 
organizations to survive. 

"The property tax law provides 
that valuations be on a fair market 
value," said Hudson. He urged 
that "local taxing jurisdictions 
make their valuations based on 
market conditions that have 
existed for well over a year and 
currently exist in the values of oil 
and gas." 

Hudson stressed that "in areas 
where major oil and gas properties 
are located, government officials 
must seriously consider drastic

Hance opposes new 
private school regs 

Tax valuations dramatically 
affected by oil price drop 

SELLING FED ELECTRA

Though it was never the tedcral ,.'tilt'rnmcnt's intention to compete 
w ith Pacific Gas and Electric and other public utilities, the feds currently 
are generating and selling electricity in twenty-six states. 

The government owns five power-generating facilities, called power 
marketing administrations (PMAs): the Bonneville, Southwestern, South-
eastern, Alaska. and Western area power administrations. Along with the 
53-year-old Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA). Big Brother Electra oper-

ated 174 plants in 1984. providing nearly 10 percent of America's entire 
electric power. 

The Reagan administration wants to get the government out of the elec-
tric business, which it shouldn't have gotten into in the first place, and 

has suggested in its fiscal 1987 budget selling the PMAs. The administra-
tion is getting some powerful grassroots support from Citizens for a Sound 
Economy, a quarter-million-stmng citizens lobby, but is facing an equally 
powerful backlash from business and consumer groups in the five PMA 
regions. 

The administration's budget plan leaves much to the imagination. 
Philosophically it is sound: it is patently unfair. the argument goes. for 

taxpayer. in towns and cities not served by the PMAs—places such 
as Lynn. Mass., Duluth, Minn.. and Wheeling, W. Va.—to be subsidiz-
ing,  commercial and residential customers of the PMAs. 

But winning the philosophical battle doesn't explain how the adminis-
tration is going to get the thousands of people who are benefitting from 
the cheap electric power to give up their freebies. And without such a 
game plan, the proposal is as good as dead. 

Now to the rescue conies Milton R. Copulos. You might remember 
the foolish Copulos from several years ago when President Carter and 
many of the country's allegedly "most knowledgeable -  energy experts 
were wringing their hands over the OPEC oil cartel. While they were say-
ing "woe unto us -  and predicting 550-a-barrel oil. silly Copulos was say-
ing "All we base to do is decontrol energy prices and the OPEC cartel 

Si 111 fall apart." He predicted oil prices would eventually plummet well 
below $20-a-barrel. And he predicted a potential oil glut. We did (decon-
trol), they did (fall apart): and it did (the recent closing price of oil on 
the spot market was around S 12-a-barrel). 

The thing about Copulos is that he understands the way the world 

works. And that's the beauty of his plan for selling the PMAs. 
Don't put the PMAs on the auction block. where only a handful of 

big companies could afford to snap them up, he argues. Instead, he says, 
sell them to the public through stock offerings. And in order to win the 
hacking of the people who now benefit from the subsidized electricity the 

PMAs sell, give employees and customers of the PMAs special discounts 
on the stock. 

it distinguished conservative colleague. James J. Kilpatrick. has 
called the idea of "privatizing -  the PMAs a bit far-fetched. But there is 
nothing far-fetched about it if the government uses the kind of plan offered 
by Copulos. 

First. the Copulos plan offers instant gratification. and would bring 
into the U.S Treasury an estimated $60 billion or more in revenue from 

the sale of stock. If the government sold the power-generating assets of 
the TVA as well. the figure could approach $100 billion. 

Second. the Copulos plan is realistic. Politics, it is said, is the art 
of the possible. The Copulos plan was not designed by a day-dreamer, 
but by a seasoned political pro with deep roots in Maryland's populist 
Democrat tradition. It is a people plan: the people most affected by the 
sale of the PMAs would be the people who would benefit the most from 
the sale. 

It is also a plan that has been tested--by Margaret Thatcher in Great 
Britain, who used exactly this strategy to "privatize" Britain's phone com-
pany, British Telecom, and other nationalized companies and industries. 

Selling the PMAs would be a good way to test the British privatization 

model in the U.S. It would also be a good way to see just how serious 
Congress is about cutting the deficit.

AMPI salutes passage 
of new legislation 
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"Reduction of dairy farmer in-
come by at least $300 million over 
the next six months has been 
prevented with Congressional ap-
proval of legislation providing a 
fair means to meet the 
requirements of the new Gramm-
Rudman budget balancing law." 

This is how Irvin Elkin, 
President of AMPI, responded to 
the recent Congressional passage 
of a package of technical im-
provements to the 1985 Farm Bill 
that includes a measure to achieve 
savings mandated by the Gramm-
Rudman law through an 
assessment on all milk marketed. 

Prior to Congressional action, 
USDA had announced it would 
implement the required cuts by a 
4.3 percent reduction in the prices 
paid for cheese, butter and nonfat 
dry milk by CCC. The net impact 
of this action would have lowered 
farm milk prices by about 55 cen-
ts/hundredweight, resulting in at 
least a $300 million cut in dairy 
farmer income. 

AMPI worked successfully for 
the passage of the legislation 
which prevents reductions in farm 
milk prices and instead generates 
the $80 million savings called for 
by Gramm-Rudman through an 
additional assessment on dairy 
farmers April 1 to September 30, 
1986 of up to 12 cents/hundred-
weight. 

"Enactment of the bill is in the 
interest of dairy farmers and tax- 

TARS Science Writer 

Animal breeding techniques can be 
greatly improved by use of high fre-
quency sound waves, called ultra-
sound, according to Dr. David For-
rest, animal scientist engaged in 
reproduction research with the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station. 

"Results of ultrasound research are 
expected to provide methods to im-
prove artificial insemination," For-
rest says, "and to detect abnormal 
(cystic) ovarian stiuctures in cows 
with ovulation failure. 

"Ultrasound may also be useful in 
embryo transfer programs, to improve 
efficiency of superovulation, and to 
aid in selection of recipient cows for 
optimum pregnancy rates. 

"We also expect to use this equip-
ment to identify cows that will be 
most responsive to hormonal syn-
chronization of ovulation." 

The value of ultrasound has been 
recognized and used for more than a 
dccade in human reproductive medi-
cine. And in recent years, it has 
proved valuable on horse breeding 
farms: horses are notorious for repro-
ductive difficulties. 

Other uses with domestic animals 
have included early pregnancy deter-
minatioa in cattle. horses, and swine. 
Forrest says it's now possible to verify 
pregnancy as early as 28 days in 

, cattle, 14 days in swine, and 12 days 
in horses. 

For those not familiar with some of 
today's current techniques in animal 
breeding, Forrest explains that for a 
variety of reasons in artificial insemi-
nation, for example, it is desirable to 
induce all animals to come in heat 
within a very short period of time. 
Hormone injections make this possi-
ble and practical.

payers alike," declared Elkin, a 
dairy farmer from Amery, 
Wisconsin. "It will generate the 
savings called for by Gramm-
Rudman, while providing much-
needed protection to dairy farmer 
income." 

"The legislation we supported 
was not an attempt to evade 
Gramm-Rudman, but rather an 
effort to raise the required funds is 
a more responsible and effective 
way," explained Elkin. "The 
assessment is an equitable and cer-
tain means of raising Gramm-
Rudman funds. The method 
initially proposed by USDA would 
punish dairy farmers while serving 
no constructive purpose." 

From October 1980 through 
1985, there were three milk price 
support cuts totaling $1.50/hun-
dredweight. During this time, 
farm milk prices have dropped 
seven percent, while farmers' costs 
increased 15 percent. The Gramm-
Rudman law threatens to drop 
farm milk prices much lower. 

"This is the latest in a series of 
dairy farmer supported efforts to 
reduce Federal government costs. 
In 1984, the Milk Diversion 
Program which was virtually 
totally financed by dairy farmers, 
reduced government spending by 
over $1 billion," concluded Elkin. 
"Dairy farmers are doing their 
share and then some in tackling 
the big job of getting the Federal 
deficit under control." 

speed up the reproduction of extreme-
ly valuable animals. 

Hormone injections can cause a 
valuable cow's ovaries to release 
many ova (eggs) instead of the one or 
a few she would shed naturally. These 
can be fertilized artificially and, after 
a week or so. Bushed from the cows 
reproduction system. 

Each tiny embryo can then he placed 
in a less-valuable surrogate mother to 
nurture and carry to birth. Even the 
surrogate mother's receptiveness can 
be determined by ultrasound, thus 
improving chances for the transplant-
ed embryo. 

The equipment used in this research 
is still too expensive, Forrest says, for 
most individual producers to pur-
chase. but in the future, as research 
continues to develop additional tech-
niques. it is expected that this type 
equipment will be used by embryo 
transfer facilities, commercial breed-
ing enterprises, and veterinarians 
heavily involved in artificial insemi-
nation or embryo transplants. 

Users of this equipment require 
training in its use and interpretation of 
what it shows. However, Forrest 
says, a technician can be trained in a 
relatively short period of time. 

Use of this equipment is expected 
to become widespread fairly quickly 
because it greatly improves efficiency 
and will ultimately cut costs.
