Council sets Ash assessment 

Possibilities of eventual success 
in their bid for freedom as well as 
halting the Communist conquest in 
Central America took a giant step 
forward last week when the U.S. 
House of Representatives ap-
proved $100 million of aid to the 
Contras in support of their struggle 
to free themselves from Com-
munists of their country. The gift 
specifies $70 million for military 
help and $30 million for economic 
and humanitarian help. 

The action was a surprising set-
back to the pro-Sandanista trend 
established by the liberal majority 
of the House as well as President 
Reagan's policy favoring the 
freedom fighters as well as a firm 
resolution to resist the spread of 
Communism in the Americas. 

The odds were stacked against 
the President as he launched a per-
sonal drive to assist the favorable 
trend that had formerly been 
taken by the Senate. He took to the 
airwaves to convince the nation 
how important victory is to 
freedom lovers of Nicaragua and 
the entire continent. At the same 
time, he made personal calls to the 
House leaders pleading for their 
most important change-over to the 
policy that was essential to survival 
of the West. Likewise, he stressed 
the overall situation in his State of 
the Union speech. 

Still another vital factor In the 
conservative effort was a change-
over by a number of former House 
supporters who chose human rights 
and welfare over the issue of party 
unity. 

Ray of Georgia was outstanding 
in this regard. As late as March, he 
continued to support his liberal 
party members but decided in June 
to go to Nicaragua and see for him-
self. 

He saw and heard both sides of 
the issue and came back convinced 
that Reagan is on the right side, and 
that the facts differed from the lef-
tish contentions of media and 
House majority. The real situation 
is that the government was Com-
munist and was striving for the 
spread of the foreignism to all of 
the Americas. 

Back home, Ray's influence was 
heeded by fellow Democrats, one 
of them being Charles Stenholm of 
District 17. With new supporters, 
Ray presented his convictions on 
June 25 and got a favorable 
response of 221-209. The 
Democrats had rejected the Con-
tras 222 to 221 on March 20. 

Favored now with the support of 
both sides of the U.S. Legislature, 
the Contras have good reasons to 
expect the $100 million military 
and economic aid from our coun-
try. The people of Nicaragua can 
look forward to the end of red dic-
tatorship in their government and 
America and cheer its success in 

voiding it.

Scaring the devil out 
of the Democrats

WASHINGTON, VA. - To all those who laughed at the idea of Dr. Pat 

Robertson running for President: Surprise! 
In the Michigan delegate filings - the first round of the 1988 Presiden-

tial campaign - the commentator, broadcaster and educator from 
Virginia defeated both George Bush and Jack Kemp. Robertson's stun-
ning upset has already sent the other candidates back to the drawing 
board. As a White House political adviser told Newsweek: "This guy is 
for real. He's no country preacher by a long cl_n shot." 

Not that there's anything wrong with country preachers, but Rober-
tson's advantage is that he combines a strong Christian faith with 
knowledge and experience in both business and politics. The son of A. 
Willis Robertson (D-Virginia), longtime chairman of the Senate Banking 
Committee, Pat was a Golden Gloves boxer and magna cum laude 
graduate of Washington and Lee. He saw combat in Korea, received a law 
degree from Yale and a Master of Divinity degree from New York 
Theological Seminary, and did graduate work at the University of Lon-
don. 

In 1959, he bought a dilapidated UHF TV station and eventually 
parlayed his "fortune" of S70 into the worldwide Christian Broadcasting 
Network. His books have appeared as high as Number Three on Time's 
best-seller list. In 1984 alone, his "Operation Breadbasket" program fed, 
clothed and housed four to five million Americans and five million people 
in othe countries. 

Robertson is "politically sophisticated" in the sense that he can foresee 
potential criticisms and deflect them. He is wholly tolerant of those who 
disagree with him, and he understands the difference between being a 
religious leader and being a political leader. 

Nevertheless, he avoids the hypocrisy of politicians who, upon entering 
the halls of government, check their values at the door. That gives him a 
special appeal to Christians (and many Jews as well) who have seen their 
religion, and all religions, ridiculed in the major media and assaulted by 
bureaucrats and politicians. Religious people can tell you horror stories 
of Bibles being confiscated from schoolchildren, of coaches being 
punished for leading their teams in prayer, of county officials using 
zoning laws to prohibit prayer meetings, of city officials interfering with 
the religious observances of Orthodox Jews. They can tell you about the 
depiction of religious people on television (all nuts or crooks, except for a 
few liberals). They can tell you about Norman Lear's People for the 
American Way and other groups that seek to bar evangelical Christians 
from political activity, as blacks and other minorities were once barred. 

But Robertson also attracts support based on his strong conservative 
stands on non-religious issues. For people seeking an alternative to coun-
try-club Republicans and welfare-state Democrats and for Reaganites 
seeking an ideological successor to their hero, Robertson is an attractive 
choice. 

Contrary to the impression given by the media, Pat Robertson's con-
stituency isn't limited to rural people ("rednecks" or "hicks," as the 
Establishment refers to them). In fact, his strongest following may be 
among a group I call Yubbies - Young Upwardly-mobile Breadwinners. 
These are the sons and daughters of working people. Unlike Yuppies, 
who have become complacent in their success, Yubbies still have to 
struggle a little to provide for their families - and, unlike many Yuppies, 
they have families of their own. Yubbies have climbed the first step 
toward economic security, and they are the ones most threated by the 
schemes of liberal politicians. They are occupying the new suburbs and 
building new schools, and many of them are joining Robertson's political 
education organization called the Freedom Council. 

Still don't take Pat Robertson seriously? Well, the Democratic Party 
does. Democratic Party Chairman Paul Kirk recently wrote a letter in 
which he warned that "Pat Robertson reaches almost 25 million people 
through his Christian Broadcast [sic] Network...has a donor list of one 
million contributors...is seen every day on his 90-minute news magazine 
program 'The 700 Club ' ...In fact, Pat Robertson has the most powerful 
political organization in America. [It has] far more contributors, broader 
public outreach and a larger field organization than any potential 
Presidential candidate of either party." 

In the letter, Kirk points out that "the Christian Fundamentalist vote -
22 million Americans - shifted from a pro-Democratic 56-43 edge in 1976 
to a 81-19 Republican sweep in 1984...If the Radical Right and the 
religious fundamentalists take control of the Republican Party there will 
be only one thing standing between them and an America cast in their 
image - the Democratic Party." 

Chairman Kirk ought to be worried about his party's future. Ever since 
the Democratic Party was taken over by McGovernites and by anti-
American radicals of the Jane Fonda stripe, it has held on to its national 
majority only because people like the Pat Robertson constituency con-
tinued to vote Democratic most of the time. That's changing now, as the 
Michigan results reveal. As the Robertson people move into the 
Republican Party - making it the majority party - the political balance is 
shifting toward candidates who favor free enterprise, traditional values 
and a strong national defense. There's only one thing standing between 
them and an America cast in their image - and we know what that is, don't 
we, Mr. Kirk?

AG BRIEFS... 
MANAGE LAWNS TO CUT WATER BILL - Proper lawn 

management can keep summer water bills from skyrocketing, 
says a turfgrass specialist with the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M University System. Water bills can be 
reduced as much as 40 percent by watering, fertilizing and 
mowing lawns properly. Water only when grass starts to show 
signs of drought stress - discoloration, wilting and leaves rolling 
up in late afternoon. Soak the soil to a depth of 6 to 8 inches. Do 
not use nitrogen fertilizer during the summer as this will only 
make the lawn grow faster and use more water. Finally, mow less 
often and cut grass at taller heights.

WACO - Texas wheat farmers 
and landowners can send a loud 
and clear message to Congress and 
the Administration by voting 
"YES" in the USDA Wheat Poll, 
Texas Farmers Union President 
Joe Rankin declared. 

Rankin said, "A 'yes' vote will 
indicate that farmers are ready and 
willing to assume the responsibility 
of reducing production - in return 
for an adequate and fair price in the 
market place. A 'yes' vote says to 
Washington, this new farm 
program is headed in the wrong 
direction. The 1985 Farm Bill has 
'legislated poverty for farmers by 
driving down the price of American 
exports.' It is unbelievable that we 
sell our grain on the world market 
at less than the cost of production. 
Despite lower and lower prices, for 

the first time in 20 years the United 
States actually imported more farm 
goods than it exported in May." 

With the announced loan level 
being reduced from $2.40 per 
bushel in 1986 to $2.28 per bushel 
in 1987, the direction and results 
are apparent - more bankrupt far-
mers. 

Rankin urges Texas farmers and 
spouses to answer all questions on 
the ballot and mail their ballots to 
the County ASCS office no later 
than Monday, July 14, 1986. 

"An overwhelming 'YES' vote 
by wheat producers is the only hope 
and perhaps the last chance, we 
have of changing the present 
'legislated poverty for farmers' in-
to a cost effective supply 
management program in return for 
a fair price," Rankin said.
