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Reports from repatriated citi­

zens coming out of Germany give 
detailed accounts on the cracking 
morale inside Nazi-land. We en­
joy 'em. They are food for our 
hopes that the end is not so far 
o ff in Europe.

Perhaps the most unusual of all 
reports is that concerning the 
high command's efforts to pre­
vent men on the Russian front 
from learning the truth about de­
vastation inside the Reich. Ac­
cording to the story, Nazi soldiers 
going on furlough are discreetly 
told not to be alarmed by condi­
tions they will find at home. That 
the destruction they will see is 
limited to a very small area, that 
the enemy has already been paid 
back a hundred fold, and that 
German mastery will triump in 
the end. Coming back the boys 
get similar pep talks. They are 
admonished, for the good of the 
army's morale, not to reveal to 
their companions any of the hard 
ship they have seen.

According to our viewpoint this 
story seems to have an ironic 
twist. Considering the beating the 
Helnies have taken on the Rus­
sian front, they ought to be able 
to take such scenes without bat­
ting an eye. We would expect 
them to keep Russian news from 
the home front rather than home 
news from Russia.

From the looks of this situation,
you'd think the German civilian 
feels the war more than the Ger­
man soldier. Much the same as 
the American civilian seems to 
feel it more than the American 
soldier. •

Of course this hardly applies to 
the men on the European and 
Pacific fronts Obviously they are 
having a lot tougher time of it 
than the folks at home. But it 
does apply to men in training in 
this country. Perhaps even to 
many in training on foreign soil 
Because they haven't had occa­
sion yet to feel the real pinch of 
war time living. As one of Muen- 
ster’s sages remarked only a few 
days ago of one of his friends, 
“ he has been in the army so long 
he doesn't know we're having a 
war.”

Con can fully appreciate the 
meaning behind that statement. 
A week of civilian life, associating 
with people here and becoming 
acquainted with their problems 
and woes, has made that abun­
dantly clear. The soldier in train­
ing has nothing to think about : 
but his daily grind His folks at I 
home have to worry about a dozen 
different kinds of rationing, worn 
out equipment, priorities, short­
age of labor, high cost of liv ing.' 
high taxes and what not. in ad 
ditlon to all the problems they 
had before Pearl Harbor.

My comparison during the past
few days has convinced me that 
we are all wrong on our morale 
viewpoint. Boys in camp should 
be striving to cheer the folks at 
home Instead of vice versa. They 
ought to be writing the pepping 
up letters because they have few 
er worries. They ought to send 
home the boxes of goodies be­
cause they are getting more food. 
About the only respect in which 
this does not apply is money. Civi­
lians are getting the big incomes. 
But even then, high taxes are 
whittling their bank balances 
down considerably And as usual, 
quite a few continue to struggle 
along on low Incomes.

On an average, people are very
patient about their condition. 
They are happy to make sacri­
fices for the sake of the boys up 
in front. What gripes them, how­
ever. is the excessive and unnec­
essary hardship brought on by 
graft, chiseling, bungling, burea­
ucracy. red tape, and a few more 
every day evils.

Last. week, for instance, the 
community was concerned about 
the labor situation during the 
turkey packing season. Some far­
mers and their sons wanted a 
chance to earn extra money as 
they had done in past years. And 
why not? This is their slack sea­
son on the farm. Crops all under 
control. Nothing to worry about 
but evening and morning chores. 
But a Job away from the farm 
might place them in the indus­
trial worker classification and 
jeopardize their II-C  status. At 
the same time turkey raisers were 
wondering whether there would 
be enough workers to handle the 
community's flock of birds.

Fortunately for everyone, the 
draft board decreed it would con­
sider this a farm marketing act­
ivity and a necessary means to 
dispose o f a farm product rather 
than a packing activity. Saved

Milk Subsidy W ill 
Be Paid Producers 
By A A A  Committee

50 Cents Per Cwt. For
Whole Milk, Six Cents
Pound For Butterfat

Rates of payments which will 
be made to Cooke County farmers 
and dairymen delivering whole j 
milk and butterfat.to offset in 1 
creases In dairy feed costa since 
September 1942. were recently an 
nounced according to information 
received at the county AAA office 
by J T. Biffle. Jr.. Chairman. AAA ! 
Committee. Payments will be 
made at the rate of 50 cents a , 
hundredweight for whole milk j 
and 06 cents a pound on butterfat j 
Payments on sales of butter will i 
be made at 80 percent of the rate j 
on butterfat.

Payments will be made by draft 
direct to the producer by the 
county AAA committee for the 
county in which the producer's 
farm Is located upon the submis­
sion of satisfactory evidence of 
the quantity of milk or butterfat 
sold, according to Mr. Biffle. For 
dairy producers selling whole milk 
to cooperative associations, milk 
distributers etc. the statement 
normally furnished the producer 
will constitute satisfactory evid­
ence. provided is shows the quan­
tity of whole milk delivered. The 
receipts furnished by creameries 
for butterfat will be accepted as 
satisfactory evidence under the 
plan outlined by the AAA com­
mitteeman Producers who retail 
milk will need to substantiate 
their claims by submission of cus­
tomer’s lists, number of cows and 
amount of feed bought. Producers 
who sell butter to consumers, local 
stores, etc., will need to obtain re­
ceipts from the buyers.

Payments for October will be 
made early in November and pay­
ments for November and Decem­
ber will be made early in January 
according to Mr. Biffle. The War 
Food Administration has p.nnoun 
ced that the present program will 
be in effect for October. Novem­
ber and December.

Helen Fisher Escapes 
Without Serious Injury 
When Run Over By Car

Helen, little three-year-old dau­

Following another siege of mal- 
eria. Lt Bezner returned to the 
combat area in June, and on July 
3 bagged his third Jap plane. At 
this time the Japs had the advan­
tage of altitude, he said, and put 
three holes In his plane as they 
dived "This made me mad, so I 
climbed back to 24.000 feet and 
got one before heading for home 
fast", he smilingly added.

Beginning in January, of tills 
year. Lt Bezner took part In 19 
escort missions to Bougainville 
Islands which marked the first 
bombing raids leading to the re­
cent raids of that Island.

Lt Bezner reports that during 
his early days on Guadalcanal the 
first shell landed within 10 yards 
of his tent

Born and reared in the Lind­
say community. Lt. Bezner at­
tended Bt. Peters school and 
graduated from St Mary's High 
•School at Gainesville He enlisted 
in the army air corps and received 
his wings at Ellington Field on 
March 7. 1942. He trained further 
in California, and In New Caledo­
nia after being shipped overseas 
in September

He hss been recommended for 
the DFC medal and three clusters 
for the air medal he now possesses

YOUR HEALTH

AUSTIN, TEXAS.— With the 
approach of cold weather, Dr. 
Geo. W Cox, State Health Officer 
has issued some timely advise con­
cerning room temperature and its 
relation to health.

“ It is very important that in­
side temperature be maintained 
at around 68 to 70 degrees," Dr. 
Cox said. “Thousands of homes 

| are continually overheated in the 
i winter, and a degree of heat is of- 
> ten demanded that would not be 
tolerated in the summertime."

In a room that is overheated, 
the body pores are open, and the 
moment that the outside temper­
ature is encountered, much harm 
may result. Colds, influenza, bron­
chial troubles and even pneumon­
ia may take advantage of this 
bodily abuse, and take a serious 

j toll in sickness and ev^n death.
"An inside temperature of from 

68 to 70 degrees is not only more 
healthful, but actually more com­
fortable." Dr. Cox said. “ When 
added to these factors, the result­
ing economy is considered, it 
might be well to check up and see 
what your thermometor reads. A 
thermometor kept wdthin the ran­
ge suggested, plus the careful 
maintainance of proper humidity, 
will help to prevent needless sick­
ness and protect the good health 
of your family.”

by a technicality. And all the 
while everyone knew that the men 
in spite of a few weeks of spare 
time work, were still farmers liv 
ing on farms and doing their ua- 
ual farm work.

According to the regulation, a 
farmer is a farmer only. I f  he's 
up with his crops he's supposed 
to loaf or piddle around, not get 
a spare time Job. It makes no d if­
ference If his working would help 
relieve a critical shortage in some 
other important line. 8uch as 
dressing turkeys, working on oil 
rigs, or helping repair a building.

The average man balks at the
stupidity in such regulations 
when applied to specific cases At 
the same time he knows that they 
are generally reasonable In the 
last analysis chiselers and cheats 
are responsible for the ccafuoian. 
There have been too many cases of 
men registering in essential work 
to evade the draft and then turn­
ing to whatever job suits their 
fancy

People aren't pleased either by

various kinds of bureaucratic con­
trol, essential as some of it seems 
to be. They don’t like the red tape 
of filling out priorities blanks, 
certificates on the condition of 
tires, OPA regulations, and the 
various tax forms. Neither do they 
like to fumble a mess of stamps 
every time they visit a grocery or 
garage. Still, they realize that the 
sole purpose behind it is to pro­
tect their interests, and for that 
reason are willing to accept the 
inconvenience.

Some things, however, seem to­
tally devoid of purpose, except to 
add an unnecessary burden on the
individual and place a larger nu­
mber of political pets on the pub­
lic pay rool. This applies especial­
ly to tax and ration forms that 
could be filled out less frequently 
with equal effect and far more 
economy. It also applies to various 
•hand-out agencies whose subsi­
dies are more than equalled by 
operating expense.

Let's hope that when the war
is over and we no longer have 
to bother with war time economy i 
we can eliminate some of the of 
ficlal horse play and get back to 
traditional Americanism. That is. 
the brand of democracy that re­
cognizes each individual's respon­
sibilities and rights. Put an end 
to subsidies, mollycoddling and 
other political shenanigans that 
have never been anything more 
than a bid for votes. The govern­
ment's job is to protect the rights 
of citizens and help them to help 
themselves, not to give handouts 
or play one group against the 
other.

I f  an industrialist Is taking an 
unfair return from his factory, 
crack down on him I f  a union Is 
getting hoggish, crack down on it. 
I f farmers are being gypped, crack 
down on the gyppers Instead of 
digging into the public sock for a 
dribbling of consolation money.

The average self respecting 
American has one plan of living 
and only one. He wants to take 
care of his own affairs without 
government interference but he 
wants the government to stand 
ready as a dependable recourse 
for Justice in case his rights are 
violated. Originally our govern­
ment was planned with that ob­
jective in view. It  isn't too late to 
change back But if we don t. God 
help us. We'll drift intb the same 
kind of fanaticism we're fighting 
in Europe today
