Remember the yellow postcard-

size voter's registration certificate 
you received in the mail earlier this 
year? That card has become a 
necessary item for the voter 
wishing to cast a ballot in the Nos.  
4 election. 

To avoid a slow-moving voting 
line, everyone is asked to bring his 
or her signed card when they come 
to vote in the general election on the 
first Tuesday of November. 

Elected that day will be members 
of Congress, Legislature and state, 
district, county and precinct of-
ficers; and proposed Con-
stitutional Amendments will be 
adopted or rejected. 

The law clearly states that a per-
son wishing to vote, but having no 
certificate, must complete an "af-
fidavit of a voter without a cer-
tificate who is on list." (Sec. 
63.008). This form is required in 
addition to the usual mandatory 
signature on the roster. 

Also, voters are only eligible to 
vote in the precinct in which they 
live even though the precinct num-
ber on their voter's registration 
card may be wrong. 

A change in the polling place for 
the North Muenster voters will be 
in effect for the first time on Nov. 
4. Precinct 18, or North Muenster 
voters, will vote in the main hall of 
the Sacred Heart Community Cen-
ter on North St., using the front 
(west) entrance. This location 
provides easy access for 
wheelchairs and will eliminate long 
flights of stairs for people to climb. 

State law has mandated that all 
high school students pass the Exit 
Level Texas Educational 
Assessment of Minimum Skills 
(TEAMS) Test prior to graduation.

This gin 
was operated by large oil-burning engines, an advancement over 
the steam-powered engines used in the above gin.

• NEIGHBORHOOD ROUTE: 
If a child is unfamiliar with a new 
neighborhood or visits another 
area, he or she could become easily 
disoriented in the dark and then 
lose the way home. Pre-plan your 
child's route a day or two ahead. 
Arrange for an older brother, sister 
or family friend to accompany the 
young "Monsters" if a parent or 
other adult is unavailable. Be sure 
each ghost, goblin, or princess 
carries a flashlight or light stick. 

'YARD AND DRIVEWAYS: 
Garden tools, hoses, trash cans, 
etc. can trip up even the most 
careful visitor in the dark.

I exas LtilltleS Electric Com-
pany has announced its plans to file 
in November its third application 
of 1986 asking the Public Utility 
Commission to authorize a refund 
of fuel cost savings to its 
customers. The refund, totaling 
approximately $58 million, in-
cluding interest, is the result of 
lower fuel costs in July, August and 
September. 

Because the fuel cost savings are 
expected to continue in 1987, 
TUEC will also ask the PUC to ap-
prove lower fuel charges. 

The company will ask the PUC 
to authorize the refund at the 
earliest possible date, which 
probably would be in January, 
through a credit to customers' bills. 

Under the company's proposal, 
the residential customer with an 
average January usage of 1200 
kilowatt-hours would receive a 
refund of about $10.00. 

The refund will be made in ac-
cordance with the PUC's fuel rule 
requiring refunds to be made if 
amounts over-recovered from 
customers exceed four percent of 
an electric utility's authorized an-
nual fuel costs or $40 million, 
whichever is lower. 

Decreasing market prices of 
natural gas and the company's con-
tinuing efforts to obtain lower-
priced gas supplies have resulted in 
lower fuel costs than expected in 
late 1985 and throughout 1986. 

As a result, the company 
requested a five percent reduction 
in fuel charges that was approved 
by the PUC effective with March 
1986 billings. Refunds totaling 
5.205 million have been authorized.

Anthony Luke has completed 50 
years as organist for Sacred Heart 
Church. He was honored by the 
Sacred Heart Men's Choir Satur-
day evening at a surprise party in 
the meeting room of the Com-
munity Center. 

Choir President Alvin Fuhrman 
presented a plaque marking the oc-
casion and the 50 years it signified 
to a much-surprised Tony. He and 
his wife, Leona, did not suspect the 
reason for the choir meeting and 
annual dinner hosted by Father 
Denis that evening for choir mem-
bers and their wives in the meeting 
room where the choir practices 
routinely. 

Fuhrman pointed out in his 
presentation that Luke "has shown 
a rare devotion and dedication to 
his job as organist. In the early 
years he played for all High 
Masses, funerals, weddings, vesper 
services, evening and novena 
devotions. For several decades, he 
played the organ at 6 a.m. High 
Masses and anniversary Requiem 
Masses, often several times a week. 
Frequently only one or two choir 
members could be present, and 
sometimes in later years when none 
could attend he played the organ 
and sang the High Mass himself. 
After the death of Choir Director 
Leo Henscheid, Tony became 
director as well as organist." 

Historically, Fuhrman related, 
Anthony Luke began his service to 
the parish on the first Sunday of 
June 1936, following his music 
teacher, Sister Leonarda Foehn 
O.S.B. who spent an interim year 
accompanying the Sacred Heart 
Men's Choir after the death of its 
organist, Mrs. Joe (Bertha Hoenig) 
Trachta in a car accident. 

Tony was 17 years old at the 
time, and the choir members were 
old enough to be his father or gran-
dfather. Furhman added "You'd 
have to know the members of the 
choir in 1936 to fully appreciate 
how he must have felt." 

Tony was a second-generation 
musician, grandson of the parish's 
first church organist, John Luke, 
Sr., who began playing the organ 
and directing the choir in 1902, 
when he moved to Muenster from 
Leopold, Mo. The senior Luke 
continued until 1927 when 
diminished hearing and eyesight 
forced him into retirement. Tony's 
father, the late Ben Luke was also a 
long-time member of the choir' ,

He also teaches a number of organ 
students there. When he was a 
student himself, he gave his 

master's recital just prior to 
graduation from St. Louis Unis er-

sity.

COLLEGE STATION - Texans 
will soon be feasting on golden 
kernels of pecans as the 1986 crop 
reaches maturity. 

This year's crop is expected to be 
short, but what it lacks in quantity, 
it will make up in quality, says a 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser -

vice horticulturist. 
"Qualitywise, this year's crop 

will be off the chart; it should be the 
best crop we've had in the past 10 
years," points out Dr. George Ray 
McEachern. 

Most of the state has had ex-
cellent rains since mid-August, and 
that accounts for the excellent 
quality of this year's pecan crop. 
explains the horticulturist. 

"We should have a crop of bet-
ween 25 and 30 million pounds; 
that's about 40 percent of nor-
mal," McEachern points out. 
"However, the crop also will be 
short in other pecan growing states. 

The horticulturist says the 
carryover crop will likely be sold by 
the time this year's crop hits the 
market. That means prices to 
growers should be good. However, 
consumer prices should be about 
the same as last year. 

"Consumers can expect new 
crop pecans to be on the market 
about the first of November," 
McEachern points out. "To select 
for quality, check the kernel color. 
The lighter the color of the kernel, 
the better the quality."

for calves with that kind of poten-
tial compared to those that might 
only produce a Good grade carcass 
with a yield grade of 4 or 5." 

This means that stocker and 
feeder cattle buyers must use their 
knowledge and experience to 
determine which calves will 
ultimately excel in feed efficietcy, 
average daily gain, and quality and 
cutability grades. Visual 
evaluation of frame size, muscling 
and breed characteristics help 
determine the economic outcome 
of the calf, says the beef cattle 
specialist. 

"Frame size refers to the 
animal's skeletal size - its height 
and body length - in relation to its 
age," explains Boleman. "These 
evaluations in feeder calves are 
directly related to differences in 
mature sizes of cattle and therefore 
have an important bearing on the 
animal's performance in the 
feedlot." Frame size specifications 
are large, medium and small. 

According to the specialist, 
muscling in feeder cattle refers to 
the development of the muscle 
system in relation to skeletal size. 
Feeders of the same age and frame 
size vary in thickness due to dif-
ference in bone structure, muscling 
and degree of fatness. 

"Animals with a greater muscle 
thickness will normally produce a 
higher yield carcass than an animal 
of the same frame size that is 
narrow throughout," says 
Boleman. Muscle thickness is 
classified as to three levels - No. I, 
No. 2 and No. 3 - with No. I being 
tops. 

As far as breed characteristics 
are concerned, Boleman points out 
that buyers usually pay the highest 
prices for crossbred feeder calves 
that contain traditional, exotic and 
Brahman breeding. 

"Again, feeder cattle buyers 
select animals on the basis of how 
they think they will perform in the 
feedlot," he adds. "Ideally, they 
want an animal that will produce a 
Choice carcass with a No. 2 yield 
grade. That's the target that all cat-
tlemen need to shoot at." 

Shade trees are one of our first 
thoughts in landscape develop-
ment. We're fortunate in North 
Central Texas to have many highly 
suitable species. Special care needs 
to be given, though, to fitting the 
tree to the location. 

Have an overall plan or objective 
for planting a tree. Do you need 
shade, protection from wind, 
screening, a colorful accent or 
drought tolerance. Are you using 
the tree as a frame for your home? 

Know your soil and climatic 
conditions. Many trees such as 
dogwoods and East Texas pines 
need sandy, acid soils, a rarity in  

most of Cooke County. Other trees 
such as eucalyptus, citrus and 
many palms, are not reliably hardy 
in winter. 

Remember when planning to 
consider the tree's ultimate height 
and spread. Do not plant even 
small trees near power lines. Do not 
plant trees between the curb gutter 
and sidewalk since this is generally 
the easement for the water line and 
sewer line. Do not plant evergreen 
large trees on the west or southwest 
side of your home due to winter 
shading. Do plant evergreen trees 
on the northwest side of your home 
for a windbreak from the winter 
winds. Two or three well-placed 
accent trees can do far more for a 
landscape than a dozen crowded 
and struggling trees. 

It is best to avoid the really fast

growing trees. Most fast growing 
trees are quite prone to pest 
problems. Included are willows 
(borers, cotton root rot, heat 
stress), cottonwood (borers, cotton 
root rot), Arizona ash (borers), 
Siberian elm (elm leaf beetle), 
sycamore (lace bugs, diseases), 
mimosas (mimosa webworm, 
mimosa wilt) and fruitless 
mulberry (borers, cotton root rot, 
heat stress). 

The small trees (6-8 ft. height) 
may be your better landscape in-
vestment. Small trees recover more 
quickly from transplant shock than 
larger trees over 8 feet in height or 
greater than 2 inches in trunk 
diameter. Container-grown stock 
is quickest to reestablish, followed 
by balled-and-burlapped and bare-
rooted trees.
