Archbishop Patrick Flores of 
San Antonio reported during a 
meeting of Texas bishops on Oct. 
27 that contributions of more than 
$2,400,000 have been received to 
cover the cost of the visit to Texas 
by Pope John Paul II on Sept. 
13-14, 1987. 

Father Lawrence J. Stuebben, 
Texas coordinator for the papal 
visit, reported bills of 82,158,200 
already paid with an anticipated 
$150,000 in bills yet to be received. 

Archbishop Flores explained 
that the total expected cost of 
about 82,300,000 includes a year 
of educational programs con-
ducted throughout Texas, the visit 
itself, and a planned follow-up 
educational effort. 

Bishop Charles V. Grahmann, 
of Victoria, chairman of the papal 
visit finance office, reported in-
come of $2,408,200 with addi-
tional contributions anticipated. 

The bishops, in their Houston 
meeting, voted to keep the fund in 
reserve until final accounting can 
be made and all bills have been 
paid. The balance of the fund, if 
any, will then be given to the Holy 
Father as a gift from the Catholics 
of Texas as the bishops had

The Cooke County "Littlest 

Angel" program is organizing 
again for this Christmas season to 
help provide clothing, food and 
toys for Cooke County families in 
need of assistance. 

The Littlest Angel program is a 
collaborative effort of various 
organizations, businesses, chur-
ches and individuals, which pro-
vides the following Christmas gifts 
to needy Cooke County families: 

I) Clothing and toys to children 
in the home under age 18. 

2) Clothing to elders age 
60-plus. 

3) Food baskets (as available) to 
families and elders on the basis of 
income and number in the 
household. 

To be eligible for the program, 
a family must make application 
during the times scheduled in 
November. The application is 
screened to prevent fraud or 
duplication of services, and paper 
angels are made to represent each 
child or elder to be served. 

These paper angels bear the first 
name of the client, a code number 
to designate to which family that 
client belongs, the age of the 
client, sex, clothing sizes, and 
special interests. All paper angels 
are then placed on Christmas trees 
at various Cooke County banks, 
K-Mart, the Holiday Inn and the 
Lake Kiowa Lodge, to be chosen 
by sponsors who then donate gifts 
for their "angel." 

Sponsors are encouraged to 
donate gifts of clothing, and to 
gift wrap these items. Toys should 
not be gift wrapped. These gifts 
are taken by the sponsor to the

Someone shot and totally 
destroyed the flashing red beacon 
light on top of Muenster 
Telephone Corporation's com-
munications tower one mile nor-
theast of Muenster. Tower repair 
personnel and law enforcement 
officers determined that the shot 
came from a high-powered rifle 
some distance northwest of the 
tower. The beacon light is made 
from very heavy grooved glass and 
is about 1/2-inch thick. When the 
bullet hit and penetrated the 
beacon glass, the bullet apparently 
disintegrated and spun around. 
shelling out the components in-
side. The cost of replacement of 
the damaged beacon is estimated 
to be around S1,500. 

The tower, without its light, is a 
hazard to low-flying aircraft and 
Care-Elite helicopters that fre-
quent the area. A pilot can see 
some of the towers that are lighted 
and may not be aware of the tower 
without lights. The proximity of 
other lighted towers makes the 
outage even more dangerous. 

This action is a felony and is 
covered under the crime watch 
program and the Chamber of 
Commerce vandalism award pro-
gram. Anyone providing infor-
mation leading to the arrest and 
conviction of the person or per-
sons that caused this damage can 
receive up to SI ,000 from the 
Crime Stoppers and up to S500

Four interceptions helped kill 
Sacred Heart's scoring drives and 
the Et-gle defense keyed on top 
rushers, Wayne Becker, holding 
him to 97 yards on 19 attempts, 
and Scott Taylor, who picked up 
12 on 6 trips into the line.

AUSTIN - Add wild turkeys to 
the list of game species having an 
excellent 1987. 

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department data already in-
dicated that whitetailed deer and 
quail are in boom cycles across the 
state, and new information from 
the field shows Rio Grande 
turkeys also are flourishing. 

Don Wilson, upland game pro-
gram leader, said the hen/poult 
count (the number of poults com-
pared to the number of hens 
observed in the field) is more than 
twice the long-term average. "The 
statewide average count was 2.6 
poults per hen this year, compared 
to 1.6 in 1986," said Wilson. "A 
count of one poult per hen is con-
sidered average." 

Texas leads the nation in turkey 
populations, and this year the 
state boasts an estimated popula-
tion of some 571,000 birds. 

Wilson said it was encouraging 
that some of the highest hen/poult 
ratios were in some of the most 
popular turkey hunting regions of 
the state. The Possum Kingdom 
region of West Texas, which runs 
roughly from Fort Worth to 
Midland, had the highest count at 
3.45 poults per hen. The eastern 
portion of the Trans-Pecos 
registered a 3.27 count, while the 
Edwards Plateau had 2.88 poults 
per hen. 

The Panhandle and South 
Texas regions also were above 
average at 2.29 and 1.95 
respectively. 

In the Oak Prairie region north 
and west of Houston, the 
hen/poult count was 1.69. "It's 
gratifying to see those birds hav-
ing a good production year, 
because they are present because 
of the department's stocking pro-
grams," Wilson said. 

The fall turkey hunting seasons 
in Texas are concurrent with the 
whitetailed deer seasons. The 
regular season will be Nov. 
14-Jan. 3. 

The bag limit is two turkeys 
during the fall season. However, a 
hunter may elect to take one 
turkey in the fall and two gobblers 
during the special spring season

hardening of the arteries. The 
AHA recommends aerobic exer-
cise for children, which develops a 
more efficient cardiovascular 
system, and reducing the other 
atherosclerotic risk factors. 

In the Youth Awareness Survey, 
2,644 students from 113 randomly 
selected Texas schools were 
surveyed. Respondants engaged in 
exercise an average of 3.9 days per 
week across the four seasons, with 
females reporting a higher par-
ticipation (4.17) than males (3.67). 
Blacks reported the most frequent 
exercise (4.19), followed by 
Hispanics (4.11), other (3.97) and 
Anglos the least (3.70). 

About 1/6 of the students (17.5 
percent) took no physical educa- 

tion at school. Of those enrolled in 
physical education at school, the 
average number of classes per 
week in which the students 
"usually got physical activity that 
makes you sweat and breathe 
hard" was 3.75. According to the 
survey, students desire 4.24 of 
these classes per week. 

The Texas Association for 
Health, 	Physical 	Education, 
Recreation 	and 	Dance 
(TAHPERD) and the American 
Heart Association in Texas co-
sponsor the Jump Rope for Heart 
program in schools across Texas.  
This program features a cur-
riculum on the aerobic benefits 01 
rope jumping and at the same 
time, teaches teamwork and fun 
while raising funds to fight the na-
tion's No. I killer - heart disease. 

"Since children split their time 
between school and home, these 
are the logical places for good ex-
ercise habits to be encouraged. 
Parents serve as role models 
through their exercise habits for 
their children," says Michael H. 
Crawford, M.D., president of the 
AHA in Texas. 

Adults must be sure not to place 
their own expectations upon 
children's physical activities. En-
joyable activities may become 
disastrous experiences that 
discourage continued physical ac-
tivity if too much pressure, stress 
and competition are emphasized. 

What are the best exercises for 
children? 

"For preteens, most any type of 
movement activity is good," said 
Dr. Crawford. "Since children at  

this age have not fully developed 
their motor control and coordina-
tion, exercises such as running, 
rowing, bike riding, jumping rope 
and swimming are best. 

"Competitive sports, such as 
basketball, soccer, tennis and rac-
quetball can be included for 
children in their early teens," Dr. 
Craw ford continued. 	"Sports  

such as football, bowling and golf 
are good choices for high school 
students because such sports can 
contribute to an individual's self 
esteem while teaching teamwork."
