Area business men and women 

and several local farmers attended 
a meeting Wednesday, Dec. 1 in 
Spearman to listen to representa­
tives from Seaboard Farms.

Seaboard is scheduled to open a 
pig processing plant in Guymon 
after the beginning of the year. 
Representatives from the company

have been holding meetings in area 
towns in order to educate and re­
cruit area farmers for their swine 
grow-finish program.

According to Bart Borg, a repre­
sentative of the company, twenty- 
five percent ofthe animals they will 
process in the Guymon plant will 
come from Seaboard contracted pro­
ducers within a 50 mile radius of 
the plant.

have to build the specially designed 
buildings at a cost of $143,000 per 
unit. Borg stated th a t the 
company's preference is for each 
producer to have a minimum of 
three buildings. Each building will 
hold 950 head and is totally auto­
mated. The company estimates the 
producer would be responsible for 1 
to 1 1/2 hours labor per day for each 
unit.

Borg explained that Seaboard 
would own the sow farms and the 
nurseries. From the nurseries the 
pigs would be transported to the 
producer owned contracted farms 
until they reach an average weight 
of 255 pounds. At this point they 
would be transported to the 
Guymon plant for slaughter.

According to the Seaboard con­
tract summary, a producer could 
earn a low of $3,000 to a high of 
$14,000 a year before taxes with 
the average bei ng$8,000 to $ 10,000. 
Producers are paid based on per 
pound gain plus a feed efficiency 
incentive.

Questions were raised over the 
amount of return the producers 
would see over the ten year con­
tract period. When asked why area 
farmers would wantto contract with 
Seaboard instead of raising and 
selling the animals on their own, 
Borg simply stated, "Risk."

He went on to say that since the 
animals, feed, and veterinary ser­
vices were supplied by Seaboard, 
the farmer would have less risk 
involved in the event of disease or 
death loss.

PPCAB takes applications 
for Advisory Board

In August, 1993, the Governor's 
Office, the U.S. Environmental Pro­
tection Agency (EPA), and the De­
partment of Energy (DOE) spon­
sored two public workshops to re­
spond to citizen's requests to estab­
lish a citizen's advisory board re­
garding operations at the Pantex 
Plant. During these two meetings 
Uie community provided detailed 
advice and reached consensus on 
the scope, purpose and member­
ship selection process for a Pantex 
Plant Citizens' Advisory Board 
(PPCAB). It was agreed that the 
first step in establishingthis Board 
would be to choose a sixteen mem­
ber Selection Committee. This Se­
lection Committee is responsible 
for nominating the first eight mem­
bers of the PPCAB.

The sixteen member Selection 
Committee includes two persons 
with diverse perspectives from each 
of the following categories: area 
resident, regional resident, current

Pantex worker, labor organization, 
agricultural sector, environmental 
organization, business community, 
and local government.

In addition, there is ethnic, so­
cial, and cultural diversity among 
the sixteen Selection Committee 
members.

The Selection Committee will 
nominate eight PPCAB members
by consensus.

The first eight PPCAB members 
will nominate the remaining mem­
bers of the PPCAB.

A final list of PPCAB nominees 
will be submitted to DOE. DOE 
shall accept the list of nominees 
unless it determines that the list 
does not ensure a sufficient diver­
sity of viewpoints or an appropriate 
balance of affected interests.

LUBRICITY NOT THE CULPRIT 
IN DIESEL ENGINE PROBLEMS

PERRYTON,Texas—- The lu­
bricity of premium diesel fuels 
does not appear to be the cause of 
most of the recently-reported die­
sel engine malfunctions, accord­
ing to Farmland Industries petro­
leum laboratory technicians.

Marc Siebert, manager of 
Farmland's technical services 
laboratory in Kansas City, said 
the reduced aromatic content of 
some of the new lower-sulfur 
diesel fuels may instead be the 
main culprit.

Since the introduction of lower- 
sulfer diesel, truck operators have 
encountered numerous leaks of 
diesl fuel from the engine injec­
tion pump. Mechanical inspec­
tions have found that the throttle 
shaft o-rings shrank after contact 
with the new fuel.

"We think that most of the o- 
ring failures on throttle shafts are 
being caused by the slightly lower 
aromatic content of some of the 
low-sulfur diesel fuels, not by 
lower-levels of lubricity," said 
Siebert.

Lubricity, or slipperiness, is a 
natural quality of diesel fuel, and 
it helps protect injector pumps 
and parts from wear and deterio­
ration. Aromatics are an inherent 
hydrocarbon chemical component 
of diesel fuels.

Both of these components of 
diesel were reduced this fall when 
refiners started manufacturing 
low-sulfur diesel fuels to comply 
with the federal Clean Air Act.

"This leads us to believe that 
newer o-rings, even if made from 
the same material, are not so 
susceptible to shrinkage and de- 
terioriation."

Fuel marketers first heard of 
the leaking o-ring problem soon 
after refiners began delivering the 
new low-sulfur diesel fuels 
shortly before the October 1st 
deadline for meeting the stan­
dards of the Clean Air Act.

The Act, originally passed in 
1990, mandated a 90 percent re­
duction in the sulfur content of 
diesel fuels to be used in on-high­
way travel. Off-highway appli­
cations such as trains, tractors, 
and irrigation pumps may use 
either the traditional higher-sul­
fur fuel or the new low-sulfur 
fuel.

PPRA expresses concerns 
on declining oil

The Panhandle Producers ami among
Royalty Owners Association is con­
vinced that the continuing decline 
in crude oil prices is dangerous to 
the Texas Panhandle oil and gas 
industry. It also threatens the fi­
nancial base of the communities 
supported by oil and gas revenues. 
Over the last month, crude prices 
have not risen above the $17 level, 
making it hard to justify new explo­
ration.

Left unchecked, the continuing 
slide in prices could mean massive 
premature abandonment of low- 
volume'stripper' oil wells through­
out the region. A typical 'stripper' 
well produces less than 10 barrels 
of crude a day. There are approxi­
mately 10,000 such wells in the 
Panhandle.

The longer the low prices hold 
out, the more danger there is of 
having to abandon many of those 
wells. Once they're taken offline, 
i t's doubtfu 1 they' II ever be reopen ed. 
It just doesn't make good economic 
sense.

All wells, regardlessoftheir daily 
yield, cost an average of $500,000 
to drill. The majority of the drilling 
operations result in dry holes. As a 
result, oil and gas exploration is

among the riskiest business ven 
tures in our economy.

The key to the decline in the 
domestic industry is cheap foreign 
oil. Over 40 percent of the crude oil 
we use comes from outside the 
U.S.; mostly from the Middle East. 
The superabundance of oil in that 
region is the reason we re paying so 
little for gasoline here in the U.S. 
Many wells in the Persian Gulf 
produce thousands ofbarrels a day. 
It's almost impossible for domestic 
producers to compete on that scale.

One reason we can't compete is 
because we and our fellow motor­
ists are subsidizing our competi­
tors, the Saudis and the Kuwaitis. 
The American consumer guaran­
tees Middle East production and 
export by providing free security 
services from the U.S. Navy, Army 
and Air Force. If the costs of main­
taining those forces is factored into 
the per-barrel cost, then we are 
really paying about $80 a barrel.

The PPROA urges Citizens of 
the Panhandle to carefully exam­
ine these issues as they continue to 
enjoy the cheapest gasoline in the 
world, imported from one of the 
most politically unstable spots on 
the globe.
