Texas, March 12- Average retail gaso-
line prices in Texas have nisen 6.8 cents
er gallon in the past week, averaging
§3.651g yesterday. This compares with
the national average that has increased
3.8 cents per gallon in the last week to
$3.75/g, according to gasoline price web-
site TexasGasPrices.com.
Including the change in gas prices in
Texas during the past week, Fnces yes-
terday were 22.8 cents per gallon higher
than the same day one year ago and are
22 4 cents per gallon higher than a month
a%o. The national average has increased
28.3 cents per gallon during the last
month and stands 22 .4 cents per gallon
higher than this day one year ago.

"With a likely peak in gasoline prices
still as much as two or more months
away, the national average for a gallon of
gasoline has already hit the bottom of the
range that we projected back in January
in our 2012 gasoline price forecast, which
1s quite concerning," said GasBuddy.com
Senior Petroleum Analyst Patrick De-
Haan. "While the recent pace of price in-
creases has slowed somewhat, the
spotlight will now shift to refining facil-
ities as they start and finish maintenance-
any unexpected problems arising from
such may cause prices to resume a quick

climb," DeHaan said.

In the fourth week of the Season of Lent
we learn more of God's redeeming love

and our need of redemption, as we study Numbers 21: 4-
9, Psalm 107: 1-3,17-22, Ephesians 2: 1-10, and John 3:

The Children of Israel have been wandering in the
desert for almost forty years. They are tired, dusty,
thirsty, hungry and grumbling. They complain of Moses
and they complain of God. The Lord sends poisonous
serpents among them; many are bitten and many die.
The people repent and beg Moses to intercede for them
with God. Moses does so and God tells Moses to "lift
up" a brass serpent on a pole. Moses makes the pole,
erects it and all those who gaze upon the brass serpent
recover from their bite. Learn from this that God does
not remove the sources of our suffering, but he provides
what we need if we "look in the right direction."

The Psalmist provides a community hymn of praise.
Verses 1 through 3 call upon all people to praise God for
his steadfast love and goodness. Verses 17-22 show us
that some are sick (because of their sinful ways); but,
when they cry to the Lord, the Lord saves them from
their distress. Note that the Hebrew word
is translated here as 'sick' also means 'foolish'. We can
read this as "foolishness" is a result of sin and inasmuch
as the foolishness of sin separates us from the love of
God, it is a 'sickness'. Learn from this that God hears the
cries of sinners if we "look in the right direction"; and
God's steadfast love provides us with what we need.

In Ephesians, the writer tells the congregation that
they were once dead through trespasses and sins; living
among the 'demons' in the passions of their flesh and
were therefore children of wrath. But the believers need
not fear, "For by grace you have been saved through
faith, and this is not your own doing; it is the gift of
God..." Regardless of how dark our sin is, God's stead-
fast love provides us with what we need through faith in

John tells us that just as Moses lifted up the serpent in
the wilderness, so Jesus the Christ was lifted up, that
whoever believes in him may have eternal life. John then
stated, "For God so loves the world that he gave his only
Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not per-
ish but may have eternal life". We cannot by ourselves
save ourselves from the consequences of our sin. But
when we, as sinners, cry out to God, God hears us and
by his grace enables our faith in Jesus The Christ, we
are forgiven and redeemed. You could say that we are
then, "looking in the right direction".

AUSTIN — Through the
Texas Women'’s Health Pro-
gram, some 130,000 unin-
sured, low-income women
ages 18 to 44 are provided
with  family planning
exams, basic essential
health screenings and birth
control through Medicaid
funding that is 90 percent
federal and 10 percent state.

On March 31, the pro-
gram will lose its federal
funding if the state of Texas
and the federal government
don’t work out related is-
sues that have become
heavily politicized.

Federal and state law cur-
rently prohibit the funding
of abortion services except
in cases of rape, incest or
life endangerment, but the
state of Texas recently ap-
plied for a waiver of federal
rules in hopes of operating
the Women’s Health Pro-
gram in a way that complies
with a state law passed last
year that eliminates abor-
tion providers and their af-
filiates as qualified
providers of the other
women’s health services.

But the U.S. Department
of Health and Human Serv-
ices did not express any in-
tention to grant a waiver
that would allow the state to
pick and choose among
qualified providers. Gov.
Rick Perry reacted, saying
it 1s his intent to protect
women’s health but not to
allow the Obama adminis-
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tration to violate “states’
rights”*by blocking the en-
forcement of a Texas law.
And Perry said the Texas
Health and Human Services
Commission “cannot ig-
nore state law and allow
taxpayer funds to be
awarded to entities that per-
form or promote elective
abortions or affiliate with
entities that perform or pro-
mote elective abortions.”
Perry rmentioned Planned
Parenthood in his state-
ment.

State Rep. Mike Villar-
real, D-San Antonio, in a
March 6 news release re-
sponded to Perry’s state-
ments, saying nearly half of

enthood, the federal gov-
ernment should end its par-
ticipation in the Women's
Health Program immedi-
ately.”

-- “The state should re-
turn to the old rules for the
Women’s Health Program,
which ensured that no pro-
gram dollars subsidized
abortion directly or indi-
rectly, but did not bar
Planned Parenthood from
participating in the pro-
gram. Alternatively, the
state should delay imple-
mentation of its new rule
while it turns to the courts
to establish its authority to
exclude Planned Parent-
hood. If it wins its case,
then it can implement its
rule excluding Planned Par-
enthood without jeopardiz-
ing federal funding. If it
loses its case, then the Leg-
islature can decide whether
it wishes to end the pro-
gram or continue the pro-
gram  without federal
funding.”

Jobless rate drops again

The Texas Workforce
Commission on March 9
announced the state’s sea-
sonally adjusted unemploy-
ment rate fell to 7.3 percent
in January, down from 7.4
percent in December. The
7.3 percent is Texas’ lowest
unemployment rate since
April 2009.

By contrast, in January
2011, the state’s unemploy-
ment rate was 8.1 percent.

The U.S. Department of
Labor reported the national
unemployment rate stood at
8.3 percent in January and
February of the current
year.

Sales tax revenue in-
creases

Texas Comptroller Susan .
Combs on March 7 an-
nounced state sales tax rev-
enue collections in
February were $2.01 bil-
lion, up 14.8 percent com-
pared to February 2011.

And, Combs said, March
local sales tax allocations
totaling $473.6 million will
be sent to cities, counties,
transit systems and special
purpose taxing districts.
The amount is 9:3 percent
greater than allocations sent
out in March 2011.

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U.S. Department of Justice
Refuses Approval of Photo
Identification Law for Texas Voters

The United States De-
partment of Justice today
refused to approve Senate
Bill 14, passed by the Texas
Legislature and signed into
law in 2011 for the purpose
of voter fraud prevention.
SB 14 requires voters in
Texas to provide certain
government issued photo
identification when voting
to help ensure positive
identification at the polls.

“The Dept. of Justice’s
decision is extremely disap-
pointing, especially since
the data they demanded
came from matching two
separate data sets never de-
signed to be matched, and
their agency was warned
that matches from these
data sets would be mislead-
ing.” said Secretary of State
Hope Andrade. “My office
will continue working with
the Texas Attorney Gen-
eral’s Office in seeking to

implement the will of the
citizens of Texas, as en-
acted by our duly elected
representatives in the Texas
Legislature.”

As aresult of the Dept. of
Justice’s refusal to allow
implementation of SB 14,
current law pertaining to
approved documentation
required for voting, mean-
ing a Texas Voter Registra-
tion Card, will apply in the
May 12, 2012 Uniform
Election and the May 29,
2012 Primary Elections.

Approved documentation
in addition to, or in lieu of
a voter registration card in-
cludes at least one of the
following:

*A driver's license or per-
sonal identification card is-
sued to you by the Texas
Department of Public
Safety. You may also bring
a similar document issued
to you by an agency of an-

other state, even if the li-
cense or card has expired;

*A form of identification
that contains your photo-
graph and establishes your
identity;

*A birth certificate or
other document confirming
birth that is admissible in a
court of law and establishes
the person’s identity;

*Your United States citi-
zenship papers; (more)

*Your United States pass-
port;

*Official mail addressed
to you by a governmental
entity; or

*A copy of a current util-
ity bill, bank statement,
government check, pay-
check, or other government
document that shows your
name and address.
