Judge Smith hears six district court 
criminal cases in Feb. 7 hearing

The Hansford County District 
Court was in session Tuesday, Feb­
ruary 7, 1995 with District Court 
Judge Bill Smith presiding. The 
judge was presented with six crimi­
nal cases and several other cases 
during the day.

William Porter, 19, plead guilty 
to the charge o f burglary to a build­
ing. The Assistant District Attor­
ney Roy Caper and Porter's lawyer, 
John T. White, worked out a plea 
bargain of deferred judication to 
the charges, eight years probation, 
a $2,400 fine to be paid out over the 
probation, and he is to pay $305 in 
restitution. After hearing the case 
the judge accepted the plea bargain 
terms. Porter was finger printed 
and taken to the Adult Probation 
Division to be processed.

The lawyer for Rodney Moore 
McDowell, Joe Marr Wilson, asked 
the court to make all medical 
records, psychiatric records, pic­
tures, criminal records, etc. on vic­
tim and the criminal records on 
witness to be made available to 
him.

Judge Smith deferred judgement 
on ruling on all the requests except 
the medical records and the crimi­
nal records of the witnesses. They 
are to be made available to Attor­
ney Wilson. The case will be ar­
gued before a jury on February 20.

Billy Eugene Massingill, 19, was 
sentenced to two years at the Texas 
State Department of Correction for 
violation o f parole. He left Hansford 
County without the knowledge of 
his probation officer and failed to 
file monthly reports for the months 
o f September and October o f 1994.

Massingill had been convicted of 
a 1993 burglary of a building and 
placed on probation on October 
19,1993. When asked by the Dis­
trict Attorney why he preferred jail 
over probation he said, "Life on 
probation is hard. I would rather 
justgetit over with." Hewasturned 
over to the Hansford County 
Sheriffs Department to be trans­
ported to the Texas Department of 
Correction.

Fabian Royval, 19, plead guilty 
to sexual assault charges and was 
sentenced to a $1,500 fine and 10 
years probation. Royval waved a 
jury trial, reading of the indict­
ments, and a presentencing inves­
tigation. Royval also has to report 
to the police department of the city

or town in which he lives and sign 
in as a sex offender. He was finger 
printed and turned over to the Adult 
Probation Department to be pro­
cessed.

Lazaro Silva Flores plead guilty 
to the charges of indecency with a 
child by exposure, through Sally 
Vaquera, Spanish interpreter. He 
waved his right to a trial by jury 
and the reading of the indictment. 
The Assistant D.A. Roy Caper and 
Flores' lawyer, David Scott, agreed 
on a plea bargain of 3 years proba­
tion and a fine of $900 to be paid out 
over the time of the probation. The 
judge agreed to the plea bargain. 
Flores was ordered to report to the 
Adult Probation Department Of­
fice to be processed.

The case of George K. Lamb 
verses L. Mike McLain and wife 
Diane McLain and Damon D. Gregg, 
and wife Chalsea Gregg was back 
in court again. The case deals with 
land sold to L. Mike McLain by 
George K. Lamb on September 7, 
1991 with a closing date to be pend- 
inguntil clear title to the land could 
be obtained.

Due to many delays the closing 
could not take place until Septem­
ber 7, 1992. A dispute about the 
way the contract read lead to the 
court intervention. The case went 
before a jury on August 26, 1994 
where the jury came back with a 
verdict for George K. Lamb. The 
judgment is still pending.

Lamb's lawyer was asking the 
court for the temporary injunction 
to be amended and extended for 15 
days a fter the permanent 
unapealable judgement become fi­
nal. The injunction is to stop the 
foreclosure of a Metlife Trust Loan 
on the land. Judge Smith agreed to 
extend the injunction but not be­
yond the final permanent injunc­
tion date and promised a judgment 
soon.

Michael Jo A1 way plead guilty to 
unlawful use of a motor vehicle. He 
waved the reading of the indict­
ment and trial by jury. A  plea 
bargain was agreed upon by all 
parties. He was sentenced to five 
years probation, $900 fine to be 
paid out over the time of probation, 
and he was ordered to pay $400 to

Hansford County for county ser 
vices.

Judge Smith adjourned court for 
the day.

Spearman Independent School 
District will be able to recycle ma­
terials commonly thrown away 
when the school recycling program 
gets under way this month. The 
city of Spearman recently obtained 
a five-compartment recycling trailer 
through a grant from Texas Natu­
ral Resource Conservation Commis­
sion and the Clean Texas 2000 pro­
gram. Since the city's recycling 
program was operating so well 
through the use of dumpsters, the 
city donated the trailer to the school 
district to aid them in their recy­
cling efforts.

Charles Elliot, SISD Mainte­
nance Supervisor, who is coordi­
nating the recycling project, said 
the schools will recycle white pa­
per, newsprint, corrugated card­
board, colored paper and steel cans. 
Brown paper grocery sacks will be 
recycled with the corrugated card­
board. Mr. Elliot noted that the 
High School Honor Society is al­
ready recycling aluminum cans.

The elementary classes will be 
provided with plastic recyclingbins. 
Eventually all the classrooms in 
each school will have plastic recy­
cling bins.

Elliot said the goal of the school 
district is to reduce waste at the 
schools by 80%. Right now the 
Elementary/Jr. High campus has 
two dumpsters which are emptied 
daily. After the recycling program 
is fully in place Elliot feels that the

campus will use only one dumpster 
on a twice-weekly pickup.

Recycling will reduce trash col­
lection fees by about 80% and pur­
chase of goods such as plastic trash 
bags will also be reduced by 80% 
saving the district money.

When the recycling trailer is full 
it will be hauled to Concerned Envi­
ronmental Group (CEG) in Borger, 
the same company that recycles 
the city's materials. There, the 
materials will be sold to end users 
who make products as diverse as 
fiberfill, insulation and new pack­
aging foam.

Every year, each Texan disposes 
of more than one ton o f trash, 
enough garbage to fill the Astro­
dome every two weeks. Each year 
the volume of waste generated has 
grown while the number o f land­
fills in Texas has decreased due to 
regulations and the high cost in­
vo lved  in locating new ones. 
Spearman's landfill is one of three 
remaining in the counties at the top 
of the Panhandle where just three 
years ago there were seven land­
fills.

Fortunately waste is something 
we can do something about. 
Spearman's students and school 
staff have chosen to become part of 
the solution by recycling their used 
materials.

Recycling Words

Recycling certainly address the 
issue of landfill shortage (which 
many communities in our area know 
is a reality) but it also address a 
multitude of other environmental 
concerns as well.

Some may wonder what is the 
concern about saving landfill space 
when we seem to be surrounded by 
a plethora of opens pace on our neck 
of the woods (pun intended). Space 
is not the issue. Cost is the deter­
rent factor to our communities as 
permitting for a new landfill may 
cost as much as a million dollars. 
But landfill issues aide there is still 
a tremendous benefit to recycling.

Recycling reduces air and water 
pollution. Substituting steel cans 
for virgin ore to make new steel 
reduces air pollution by 86% and 
water pollution 76%. Paper recy­
cling reduces air pollution by 60- 
75% and water pollution by 15-60%.

Recycling reduces mining and 
harvest waste. 75% of the material 
mined in the production of alumi­
num is waste product after process­
ing. Steel reuse offsets an equiva­
lent of 95% of the mining waste 
generated and paper recycling off­
sets 40% o f the harvest waste.

Recycling reduces dependence 
on dwindling natural resources an d 
imports. For every ton of steel 
recycled 2,500tonsofiron ore, 1,000 
pounds o f coal and 40 pounds of 
limestone are saved. Nearly all 
bauxite ore used to produce alumi­
num is now imported.

Recycling saves energy. Energy 
is one of the largest expenses of 
industry. Energy saving ultimately 
reduces production costs that are 
passed on to the consumer or pro­
tects the consumer from price in­
creases.

Recycling may not be the only 
environmental issue confronting us 
today but it has caused the Ameri­
can public to take a new look at 
waste fullness, landfilling and pol­
lution. It has prompted industry to 
reduce packaging and spurred on 
research into products that are less 
environmentally hazardous.

We cant all save the whales or 
spotted owls. We're trying our best 
not to step on any horny toads and 
we're not sure what to think about 
thatminnow. Wecan'tclean up the 
Gulf ofMexico or oil spills in Alaska. 
But we can support an industry 
that addresses a host of environ­
mental issues. We can recycle.

Rodriguez of Graver saw a mature 
bald eagle in a field and decided to 
investigate. The eagle was feeding 
on a coyote, but when Andres went 
up to him, the eagle became defen­
sive. According to J.W. Ward, 
Andres has a way with birds and 
animals, and before long he had the 
eagle stationed in the cab of his 
pickup on the passenger side. The 
eagle looked bright-eyed and alert, 
but he rested on the joints of his 
legs with his talons sticking out in 
front.

Andres found J.W. for sugges­
tions on what to do with the eagle.

J.W. called our district game war­
den Jim Wilson o f Perryton. Satur­
day Mr. Wilson took the bird to a 
veterinarian at Timber Creek south 
of Amarillo for care. He, being of a 
more cautious nature than Andreas, 
transported the eagle covered by a 
plastic basket. Some raptors gorge 
so on meat that they can't fly, but 
the veterinarian said this was rare 
among eagles. J.W. has not yet 
found out the diagnosis and treat­
ment for the rare bird.

In the Amarillo Daily News Sat­
urday, there were two items on bald 
eagles. One item started that at 
Madison, Wisconsin they had lost 
nine eagles this year. Two other 
eagle had been brought to a clinic

with seizures, and a veterinarian 
had found that Valium helped them. 
The second item was about the probe 
of the death of an eagle at San 
Ildefonso Pueblo south of Espanola. 
It mentioned that there were only 
two nesting pairs of bald eagles in 
New Mexico, although 500 migrants 
wintered there. The bald eagles 
are protected under the Endangered 
Species Act, and the penalty for 
killingone is a $100,000fine and up 
to a year in jail.

The cause of death for 24 bald 
eagles that died between Novem­
ber and January near Bismarck, 
Arkansas has not been determined 
yet by the federal biologists. This is 
the largest cluster of deaths re­
corded.

Lady Hounds rally to nip Lynxettes
The Gruver Lady Hounds had to 

stage a furious fourth quarter rally 
to beat the Spearman Lynxettes in 
theirfinal regular season contest of 
the year this past Friday night, 
February 10, at Spearman. The 
victory for the Lady Hounds avenges 
an earlier loss to the Lynxettes, 
and gives the Gruver gals a Final 
regular season Tecord of 23-6. For 
Spearman, it was especially dis­
heartening, as they finish tied for 
third place in the district, and miss
out on a chance to go to the playoffs.

The Lynxettes really came out of 
the gate fast. They jumped to an 
early first quarter lead of 11-1, and 
with 4:06 left in the first quarter, 
coach Steve Myatt of the Lady 
Hounds was forced to call a time­
out to try to steady the Gruver gals.

After an 
Amber Murrell free throw, Kara 
Town sen stole the ball and laid it 
in; Ashly Shieldknight hit on a 
jumper; Townsen hit a beautiful 3- 
point play under the basket; and 
Macy Shieldknight hit on a jumper, 
for the 11-1 lead. This looked to be 
a long night for the Lady Hounds!

Spearman's largest lead of the 
firsthalf was 11 points, 19-8, late in 
the first quarter. The Gruver gals 
rallied twice, once to trail only 22- 
18 after a Murrell steal and layup - 
but they fell behind again 32-25; 
and their second time at the end of 
their half to trail only 33-31.

Amber Murrell played her finest 
game of the year. Shehad 19points, 
10 of those in the second quarter to 
keep the Gruver gals close. When 
nothing was going right for Julie 
Meyer or Molly McLain, it was es­
pecially nice to have Amber picking 
up the slack.

In the third quarter, again the 
Lady Hounds could net muster 
enough offense to catch the 
Lynxettes. Ashly Shieldknight was 
just awesome the first three quar­
ters, and at the start of the third 
quarter she hit on a jumper; then 
Macy hit on a jumper; then Ashly 
hit on another jumper, and quickly 
the Gruver gals found themselves 
down again 39-31, by eight points. 
Ashly had 27 points for the game, 
25 of those in the first three quar­
ters.

After Kelly Shieldknighthiton a 
driving layup late in the third quar­
ter, the Lady Hounds were facing 
theirbiggestdeficitoftheball game, 
47-35.

That is when the Lady Hounds 
really put a charge into their get- 
go. They outscored Spearman 14-2, 
as Murrell hit, McLain hit, Kaysha 
Cluck hit, Meyer hit, Tisha Ral ston 
hit, Meyer hit again, and finally 
McLain sank two clutch free throws 
with 5:11 left in the game to tie it 
for the first time since 0-0, 49-49. 
Though McLain had scored only 8 
points, when she fouled out imme­
diately thereafter, with 5:04 left in 
the game, it took away one of 
Gruver's big sparkplugs.

But Spearman was not through. 
They pulled themselves up by the

shoelaces, and took back the lead 
52-49 on three free throws, two by 
Barber, one by Townsen. But that 
was it. Gruver scored on a Meyer 
jumper, and a pair of Murrell free 
throws to take the lead for the first 
time in the game, 53-52, with 3:35 
left.

Meyer really played a clutch ball 
game. She scored 11 fourth quarter 
points, when the Lady Hounds 
needed them most. She finished 
second to Murrell, with 17 points.

Ralston then pulled off one of the 
biggest plays of the night - a steal 
and a nice layup with 3:21 left to 
put Gruver up 55-52. It seemed 
everything had caved in on the 
Lynxettes after that.

Joni Hart scored her 
only two points of the ball game for 
the Lady Hounds, as she pulled 
down a rebound off o f a missed free 
throw attempt, and went coast to 
coast down the floor to lay the ball 
in with a left handed layup as time 
expired in overtime for the thrilling 
33-31 victory.

The Gruver Lady Hounds will 
face the Wellington Lady Skyrock­
ets in a bi-district match-up tonight, 
Thursday, February 16, as part of a 
doubleheader at Borger's Tex 
Hanna Fieldhouse at 6:30 p.m. 
Gruver, champions of district 1-AA 
with a final regular season record 
of 23-6, will be favored over the 
Lady Rockets, runners up in dis­
trict 2-AA with a final regular sea­
son record of 16-11.

Lady Hounds rally to nip Lynxettes
The Gruver Lady Hounds had to 

stage a furious fourth quarter rally 
to beat the Spearman Lynxettes in 
their final regular season contest of 
the year this past Friday night, 
February 10, at Spearman.

Lifeguarding course to 
be held in March, '95

The Ochiltree County Chapter 
of the American Red Cross has 
scheduled a Basic Lifeguarding 
course for March 2nd, 5 to 9 p.m.; 
March 3rd, 5 to 9 p.m.; and March 
4th, 9 a.m. to 1:30 p.m. and 4 to 9 
p.m. The course will be at the 
Perry ton and Vicinity Activity Cen­
ter, Sheryl Kelley will be the volun­
teer instructor. Interested persons 
are being asked to go by the Red 
Cross office weekday mornings to 
pick up their books or call the office 
at 435-8175 to sign up. Recovery 
cost for the course will be $23.

This course will provide the nec­
essary minimum skills and knowl­
edge training for an individual to 
qualify to serve as an entry level 
lifeguard.

Training should be supple­
mented with training by the em­
ployer which is specific to the facil­
ity.

Prerequ isites for Basic

Lifeguarding are: Fifteen years of 
age on or before the beginning of 
the course. Swim 500 yards con­
tinuously using each of the follow­
ing strokes for at least 50 yards: 
crawl, breaststroke, elementary 
backstroke and sidestroke. Sur­
face dive to a minimum depth of 5 
feet. Swim underwater a minimum 
of 15 yards and tread water for one 
minute, using arms and legs.

Participants must complete 
training in CPR and first aid prior 
to issuance of the basic lifeguarding 
certificate. The Ochiltree County 
Chapter holds first aid and CPR 
classes on the third Monday and 
Tuesday of each month at the 
Ochiltree County Courthouse. The 
next CPR and first aid classes will 
be February 20th, Monday, 6 to 10 
p.m. and February 21st,Tuesday, 5 
to 10 p.m. at the Ochiltree County 
Courthouse. Recovery cost for this 
course will be $30.
