Hansford Pharmacy 
Renovation Project Underway 

Hansford County Hospital 
District is receiving a much need-
ed upgrade to its retail pharmacy 
[Hansford Pharmacy], which will 
begin Monday, April 9, 2007. 

"The purpose of this upgrade is 
to provide more space and updat-
ed facilities to better serve cus-
tomers of the District's retail 
pharmacy,-  says Samantha 
Wilkerson, Pharm. D., Pharmacy 
Director. 

While the new pharmacy is 
being constructed, Hansford 
Pharmacy will be relocated 
[beginning April 9th] to the hos-
pital's board room, which is locat-
ed near the hospital's radiology 
department. The Physical 
Therapy entrance (south side of 
hospital) will be used during ren-
ovation. New directional signs will be placed throughout the hospital to assist customers during the construc-
tion phases of this project. 

The project should be completed by mid-August 2007 and will require closing off the front part of the hos-
pital, including the front entrance. For the duration of the project, the "temporary" front entrance of the hos-
pital will be near the Physical Therapy department (on the south side of the building)... refer to the map. 

"Closing off the front part of the hospital was something we hoped wouldn't happen. but in order to keep 
construction costs down, it was the most viable option," says Steve Hartgraves, hospital administrator. 

"The good news is that the project is estimated to be completed by August of this year. so the inconven-
ience will be short lived," Hartgraves continues. 

Once complete, the new pharmacy will be more spacious and easier to access, due to the addition of a cov-
ered drive-thru window. Durable Medical Equipment offerings will be expanded as well as many of the pop-
ular sundries lines currently offered. "There are many surprises in store for our customers once the project is 
complete," says Wilkerson. 

"We appreciate the understanding of our loyal customers and hope that this construction project doesn't 
inconvenience anyone too much. We will still offer all of the same services as before, with the same hours, 
just in a new location within the hospital," continues Wilkerson.

HOUSE PASSES VERSION  

OF STATE BUDGET FOR 2008-2009 

AUSTIN - The Texas House of Representatives on March 30 passed 
House Bill 1, the state budget for the 2008-2009 biennium. 

The budget totals slightly more than $150 billion, an increase of 5.4 
percent from the previous biennium. Note: the figure does not include 
the $14.2 billion property tax relief passed a year ago in the Third Called 
Session of the 79th Legislature. 

Speaker Tom Craddick said that compared with the state's population 
growth and the rate of inflation since that time, the increase embodied in 
HB 1 is fiscally conservative, leaving a $4.2 billion surplus to carry for-
ward to the next state budget cycle. 

When compared to the present 2006-2007 budget, education received 
a $3.6 billion increase, covering the Teachers' Retirement System, finan-
cial aid and additional funding for public schools and higher education. 
An amendment to HB 1 gives teachers an across-the-board $850 annual 
pay increase. 

More than $2.5 billion was added to health and human services for 
increased Medicaid and Children's Health Insurance Program costs, 
improved provider rates for physicians and other healthcare profession-
als, increased trauma funding for hospitals, and a new mental health cri-
sis stabilization program. 

Corrections received nearly $600 million to meet projected inmate 
population growth and increase border security. 

Before debating HB 1 on the House floor, members voted to require 
that any new spending item added to the budget must be accompanied 
by removing another item of equal value. 

If the House version of the budget does not square with the Senate 
version, differences will be debated in a conference committee of House 
and Senate members. 

Report shows costs of obesity 
A new report commissioned by Comptroller Susan Combs shows obe-

sity-related costs set Texas businesses back an estimated $3.3 billion in 
2005 and could cost employers about $16 billion annually by 2025. 

The dollar amount includes cost of health care, absenteeism, 
decreased productivity and disability. 

Combs commented on the report, "Counting Costs and Calories -
Measuring the Cost of Obesity to Texas Employers." 

"Nearly two-thirds of our state's adult population is currently over-
weight or obese, and because of the alarming rise in obesity, we decided 
to communicate what stake Texas businesses have in stemming the obe-
sity crisis," she said. 

"The costs arc shocking, and the future could be very grim if we don't 
take action now to reverse this trend. The trend in obesity is avoidable -
not inevitable - but we must take action now." 

Perry signs 'Castle Doctrine' bill 
Gov. Rick Perry on March 27 signed into law Senate Bill 378, extend-

ing Texans' rights to use deadly force for self-defense in their home, 
vehicle or workplace. The law takes effect Sept. 1. 

Under SB 378, Perry said, a person's right to stand their ground 
extends beyond the home to vehicles and workplaces, allowing reason-
able use of deadly force when an intruder is: 

• Committing or attempting to commit a violent crime, such as mur-
der or sexual assault; 

• Unlawfully trying to enter a protected place; or 
• Unlawfully trying to remove a person from a protected place. 
The law also provides civil immunity for a person who lawfully uses 

deadly force. 
Senate confirms Kimbrough 

The Senate Committee of the Whole on March 28 confirmed Jay 
Kimbrough as conservator of the Texas Youth Commission. 

Kimbrough had been serving as special master of the ailing state 
agency since early March, when he was appointed to the post by Gov. 
Perry. 

Allegations of sex abuse of inmates and official wrongdoing at the 
agency arc under investigation. 

As conservator, Kimbrough has legal authority over the agency. He 
will act as chief executive, overseeing day-to-day operations while 
directing the investigation. Already, some high-level officials have left, 
employee firings are possible and sentences of youths arc being 
reviewed for fairness. 

The only senator voting against the confirmation of Kimbrough was 
Eliot Shapleigh, D-El Paso, who wanted a conservator without close tics 
to Gov. Ferry. Kimbrough is a former staff member of Perry's and a for-
mer staff member of Attorney General Greg Abbott.

Words from 
faith & Grace,

Christ has risen! Christ has risen indeed! We celebrate Easter by study-

ing Isaiah 65:17-25, Psalm 118, Acts 10:34-43, and John 20:1-18. In 
Isaiah, God tells all that He is creating new heavens and a new earth. In 
this new creation there will be no violence, no tears, and joy will abound! 
The Psalmist sings of the steadfast love of God which endures forever. In 
this song of salvation, we see the theme for our study, "The stone that the 
builders rejected has become the chief cornerstone. This is the Lord's 
doing; it is marvelous in our eyes." 

Acts shows us one of Peter's earliest sermons which he gives to 
Cornelius' household as part of their introduction into the faith commu-
nity and into the power of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. 

John gives us the most detailed story of the resurrection of Jesus. Mary 
Magdalene, the disciple who loved Jesus the most, goes forth in the last 
watch of the night to the tomb of Jesus to grieve. She sees the entrance 
stone rolled away and runs to get Peter and John. John, probably younger 
than Peter, reaches the tomb first, he sees the grave clothes lying in the 
tomb, but no body. Peter arrives bends down and enters the tomb. John, 
the disciple that Jesus loved, then enters, sees the arrangement of the 
grave clothes and believes! They return to the other disciples. Mary 
returns to the tomb and is weeping, facing the tomb. Jesus appears to her, 
but she does not recognize him. Perhaps she does not recognize Jesus 
because of her crying, the depth of her emotion. Perhaps, too, she does 
not recognize Jesus because she is focused on the tomb. Jesus speaks to 
her, "Mary, why arc you weeping? Whom are you looking for?" Mary 
answers, "Teacher." Mary goes to the other disciples to announce, "I 
have seen the Lord". 

What a story of love. Our God loves us so much that he has created 
new heavens and a new earth for our enjoyment! Our God loves us so 
much that he has given Jesus Christ, His Son, to die for our sins. 

Dear Christian when we lose a loved one and at the funeral we shed 
our tears and look into the pit of the grave, we like Mary are facing the 
wrong way. We should listen to His voice, "Christian why are you cry-
ing? Christian whom arc you looking for in the grave?"

WHEN IS THE APPLICATION DEADLINE? If your land has 
never had a productivity appraisal or you are a new owner, you 
must apply to the Hansford County Appraisal District by April 30 
to take advantage of this benefit on your 2007 property taxes. 
You may get up to 60 extra days if you have a good reason and 
ask for it by April 30. If you miss this deadline, you may still be 
able to apply, but you will pay a penalty.

Everyone seems 
to agree that the tumbleweeds have 
dammed the Palo Duro Creek. I am 
hoping for a flow big enough to 
overcome that problem.

I saw four 
different groups of turkeys this 
morning as I drove from the office 
to the dam. It is not unusual to sec 
them behind the dam, much of the 
year. 

There is an Easter sunrise serv-
ice at the covered shelter on 
Sunday morning, April 8th. It is 
open to the public. 

We have several R.V. reserva-
tions for the weekend. The park 
restrooms will open for the season, 
this weekend. These restrooms are 
not heated, and have been closed 
during cold weather. I was told by 
an R.V. customer recently, that our 
clean restrooms and showers are 
the difference that keeps his family 
coming back to our park. Public 
restrooms are a challenge to keep 
clean, but we try to keep them 
decent.

Weed Control 

2006 turned out to be a bad year 
for weeds. Producers in the county 
normally do a very good job of 
controlling weeds. However, this 
year, after finally receiving rain, 
weeds have jumped up everywhere. 
It began in August when farmers 
were harvesting corn and grain 
sorghum, then striving to get the 
ground ready for wheat. It was 
physically impossible to take care 
of all of the weeds before frost. Not 
only was harvest delayed due to the 
wet weather, but plowing and 
spraying was delayed as well. 

This year weeds have come up 
everywhere. Even native pastures 
arc covered in weeds. Once these 
started blowing, it became a mess. 

Each farmer and landowner has 
a responsibility to control weeds on 
their own land. Farmers and 
landowners also have a responsibil-
ity to notify the FSA office of a 
problem with a neighbor, provided 
there is time to do something about 
it. 

Direct and 
Counter-Cyclical Program 

All base acres shall be protected 
from erosion and weeds. Failure to 
control weed will result in the fol-
lowing: 

• You will receive an initial 
warning letter,s starting that your 
acreage is in violation and you will 
have 15 days to correct the default. 

• If weeds are not controlled, you 
will receive a second warning letter 
along with a $45 per acre penalty. 

• If still no response is made, a 
third warning letter will be issued 
with another $45 per acre penalty. 
Conservation Reserve Program 

Weeds are required to be con-
trolled on CRP. Failure to do so 
will result in the following: 

• You will receive an initial 
warning letter that gives you 15 
days to control the weeds. 

• If weeds are not controlled, you 
will be notified that.a violation has 
occurred. You will have 15 days to 
correct the violation and to explain 
to the County Committee why the 
weeds were not controlled. If the 
COC determines that a good faith 
effort was made, you will owe a 
$30 per acre penalty. If the COC 
determines that a good faith effort 
was not made, the CRP contract  

will be terminated. You will then 
owe all rental payments plus inter-
est, all cost-share plus interest and 
liquidated damages.

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs 
today reminded Texas businesses to 
render their property with county 
appraisal districts by April 16. "To 
render" is to list the taxable inven-
tory, furniture and fixtures, 
machinery and equipment and 
other property a business owned or 
managed as of Jan, I, 2007. 
Appraisal districts may use the 
information to set property values. 

"Rendition helps county apprais-
al districts appraise business prop-
erty fairly and accurately," Combs 
said. "If some businesses are not 
paying their fair share of property 
tax, it places a greater tax burden 
on other business owners and 
homeowners." 

Rendering allows property own-
ers to record their opinion of their 
property's value and ensures that 
the appraisal district sends them a 
notice before changing a value on 
their property. Owners do not have 
to render exempt property, such as 
church property or a farmer's 
equipment used for farming. 

If more than one appraisal dis-
trict appraises a property, the prop-
erty owner should render in each 
appraisal district office. 

Property owners who need more 
time to file their renditions may file 
a written request with the chief 
appraiser on or before April 16 to 
receive an automatic extension to 
May 15. The chief appraiser may 
also grant an additional 15 days 
after the May 15 deadline if neces-
sary. 

The Comptroller's office also 
reminds owners whose property 
was damaged by a storm, flood or 
fire last year that they may file a 
special decreased value report that 
could lower their final tax bills. 
Property owners have until April 
16 to file the decreased value 
report, which indicates their prop-
erty's condition on Jan. 1, 2007. 

Rendition forms and decreased 
value report forms are available 
from the appraisal district or the 
Comptroller's office. The rendition 
forms ask for the property owner's 

name and address, general descrip-
tion of property by type or catego-
ry and the property's location. For 
property with an aggregate total of 
more than $20,000, the property 
owner also must provide a general 
estimate of quantity of inventory 
and the owner's good faith estimate 
of the property's market value. The 
owner may provide the historical 
cost when new and the year the 
property was acquired rather than 
the good faith estimate. 

For more information about ren-
dering property, deadline exten-
sions, penalties and rendition 
forms, taxpayers may contact their 
county appraisal district office, e-
mail the Comptroller's property tax
