The District Conference at 
Canyon City adopted the following 
resolution and voted that it be 
sent to your paper in view of the 
signal service your paper has ren­
dered the cause.

“ Under the wise management of 
President J. R. Mood, our training 
school has had a year of great 
prosperity. The enrollment for 
this year is 418, which is larger 
than any former year, and the 
attendance is holding up better 
than any year in its history. The 
institution has lieen favored with a 
revival in which nearly all the 
students were converted. We most 
heartily endorse the financial sys­
tem of President Mood. Many old 
debts have been paid, the running 
expenses have been promptly met 
and the school is 011 a self-support­
ing basis. This school is in great 
need of better equipments and ad­
ditional buildings to accommodate 
the increasing number of students.

This is a time of great pros­
perity in theis section of our state. 
This prosperity will prove a bless­
ing or a curse to our people. Our 
possibilities are great indeed, but 
our perils are equally great. 
Heaven is calling in trumpet tones 
to the church, of Christ for great 
plans and larger liberality. The 
wisest and safest investment that 
any Methodist can make is to pnt 
his money where God can trans­
mute it into brains, and transform 
it into Christian character and thus 
render it imperishable. It is tlie 
sense of your committee that the 
three patronizing districts, viz: 
Vernon, Plaiiiview and Clarendon, 
are abundantly able to meet the 
proposition made by the citizens ‘of 
Donley county. Therefore be it 
resolved:

“ rst. That we as preachers and 
lay delegates, of this district con­
ference, assemble, gladly accept 
the proposition as reasonable and 
proper and that we stand pledged 
to use our utmost endeavor to raise 
the required amount in the time 
designated.

“ 2nd. That in order to succeed 
in this effort, we tender the use of 
our pulpits to Bro. Wilson and 
grant hint the privilege of taking a 
collection in our congregations, 
and pledge him our sympathy and 
hearty c. -operation in this laudable 
undertaking, ami with him pray 
for and expect success.

M u c h  has been written of the 
late spring and unprecedented cold 
weather in tlie Panhandle a few 
weeks past but we wish to remark 
that notwithstanding the lateness ~ 
of the season and the loss of tlie 
majority of the fruit this section of 
the Panhandle is in better shape 
right now than are the counties in 
North and East Texas. We make 
this statement by authority of con­
versations with men froth that sec­
tion and from.statements appearing 
in the county papers down thetc. 
The worst of these reports are to 
the effect tli t̂ all wheat and oats 
have been totally destroyed by tile 
green bug. Cotton has been so 
badly damaged by cold weather 
(they’ve had it down there, too) 
that replanting has been made 
necessary in mo*t cases and a very 
poor stand resuLa, with a sickly 
plant and gloomy prospect. Corn 
is about the only crop that is re­
ported doing any good at all, and 
many localities report bad stand of 
that. Up here, the late planter is 
the successful farmer, and those 
farmers who have not been here 
long enough to find this out have 
been deterred by the weather front 
planting too early. The conse- 
qnence is that farm work is right 
in the stage it should be in for a 
successful crop. The rains have 
put a season in the ground that is 
exactly right, and the prospect as a 
whole for Donley and adjoining 
counties is as fine as the proverbial 
“ split silk.” When the East 
Texas “ knocker”  gets tired knock­
ing the Panhandle we’ ll let hint 
come out and live with us atnl 
grow prosperous. Panhandle people 
are nothing if not forgiving.

The home paper, no 
matter its condition, is entitled to 
the home printing just as the 
home merchant is entitled to 
the trade of his local people, and 
neither should be deprived of a 
legfmate profit

T he six constitutional amend­
ments are being published over tjie 
state just now, and all will be 
found in the Banner-Stockman. 
One in particular should be read 
by every voter, and, in our opinion 
it should receive the unanimous 
support of the voters at the polls. 
We refer to the one authorizing 
the levy of a road tax or the issu­
ing of bonds for road and bridge 
pnrposes.
