Werkhjg.Smarter. Not Harder
• Realize that you can't do it all. 

This is a key to reducing the stress 
that kills productivity.

It doesn't 
matter as long as you don't waste 
your peak time on routine phone 
calls, paper work or follow-up.

• Save some time for yourself. I 
don't care how full of energy you 
may be, you still need some lime to 
recharge your batteries How you 
recharge will vary from person to 
person. For example, 1 work with 
people all day long. When 1 
recharge. 1 prefer to be alone. I may 
go for a motorcycle ride, work in my 
shop or read a book.

A computer programmer who 
spends all of his or her lime in a 
cubicle writing lines of code may 
wish to mingle with friends. What

you do is up to you, just make time 
for it.

• Have some fun. You get to. 
choose whether your work is a vuca 
lion or a vacation. Most successful 
people enjoy most of their work 
Look for things to laugh about, 
share a cartoon or funny story. Fill 
your office with your favorite 
things Bring your own music if u 
makes you fed better Keep it soft, 
You don't want to infringe on the 
rights of others.

Ti was in 1948 and Ihe rea­
son there was no election here was 
because the only race included only 
the two names, but no local candi­
dates. In those days, the local party 
stood all the expense of the primary 
elections. Hansford County was 
very close to 100'7 Democrat, and 
since candidate's riling fees covered 
the primary election cost, but not 
the run-off. the committee decided 
not to hold the election, which 
resulted in considerable publicity.

Actually il probably wouldn’t 
have changed Ihe outcome any as 
every time Stevenson pulled ahead, 
Duval County came up wilh more 
votes. A recount was demanded and 
all the ballots disappeared, never to 
be found.

An enterprising outside reporter, 
not allowed to see the registry, 
caught a glimpse as he was being 
ushered out. He memorized a few 
names - three in a row. The three 
names again appeared in a row - in 
the local cemetery.

The election resulted in Johnson 
being called “Landslide Lyndon."
