Pot Proposal
Lightens Policy

WASHINGTON (AP) President
Carter's proposal to decriminalize
manjuana 1s over-shadowing his overall
plan to reform federal policies toward
drug abuse. administration officials say

Carter 1ssued a detailed, seven-page
declaration Tuesday, making it clear he
wants federal agencies to concentrate on
large scale dealers and not on the casual
marijuana user

Administration officials noted that
calling for reduction of marijuana
penaltics was merely the restatement of a
Carter campaign promise that already
had been advocated by administration
officials in congressional hearings last
March

But the marijuana decision outraged
Fdward M. Davis, head of the Los
Angeles Police Department and president
of the International Association of Chiefs
of Police. He called Carter's decision a
“presidential abdication of ﬁ;)nmul
responsibility to the youth of America,"
adding in a statement: "It wasn't too
many months ago that this man was
talking of a new morality in this country
I pray that this isn’t what he was talking
about. "’

Davis said. “"The possibility of a short
Jail term, a sizeable fine and a record may
be the best deterrent’” to those who
would use small amounts of marijuana

Some congressional aides said the
marijuana i1ssuc was of minimal interest
They pointed to Carter’s plan to crack
down hard on large scale narcotics
smuyglers and dealers, step up efforts to
deal with international trafficking. orders
to the secretary of health, education and

welfare to begin studies of barbiturates
and their effects and his instructions to
the National Institute on Drug Abuse to
give high priority to treatment, including
treatment of alcoholics

Carter ordered Atty. Gen. Griffin Bell
to focus Justice Department efforts on
breaking links between organized crime
and the illicit drug traffic, which he said
costs the nation $15 billion a year

Rep. Lester Wolff, D-N.Y.. head of a
House Select committee of drug abuse,
called the marijjuana proposal “"a very
minor part of a lengthy statement,™
saying most states have acted to reduce
criminal penalties for possession and use
of small amounts of marijuana

Carter, who admits his own three sons
have tried marijuana, declared that more
than 45 million Americans have
experimented with it and 11 million are
regular users. In view of this and the
failure of laws to discourage its use, he
said. "'l believe it is time'’ to implement
the five-year-old recommendation of the
National Commission on Marijuana and
Drug Abuse that the weed be
decriminalized

Peter B. Besinger. DEA adminstrator,
called Carter’'s proposal on marijuana
“'presidential recognition of what is really
the present federal prosecutorial
practice. There's not a federal prosecutor
in the United States today who would
prosecute a case of possessing an ounce
or less of marijuana.’’

The existing federal penalty for
first-offense possession is a 35,000 fine
and an optional year in prison

Schlesinger Tabbed

For Energy Position

WASHINGTON (AP) The Senate,
moving swiftly following congressional
approval for a new Department of
Energy, is ready to give the job of
running the massive energy to White
House energy adviser James R
Schlesinger )

Schlesinger was scheduled to appear
for a confirmation hearing today before
the Senate Energy Committee to tell how
he will run the agency. the first new
Cabinet  post created since the
Department of Transportation in 1966

Schlesinger. who headed the Defense
Department, the CIA and the
now -defunct Atomic Energy Commission
under past republican administrations. is
cxpected to be approved overwhelmingly,
even though his nomination has yet to be
submitted formally by President Carter.

Carter has aid from the outset that he
would nominate Schlesinger to the post
Ihe energy adviser's credentials for
handling the assignmgnt haye been
applauded from both sides of the aisle in
Congress. even from critics who fell the
legislation places too much power in the
hands of one individual

Small Population May Reduce Problem

Senate leaders predict a vote
confirming Schlesinger as the nation's
first energy secretary by the end of the
week

Congress put the finishing touches on
the energy department bill on Tuesday,
sending it to the President’'s desk. The
House approved the final draft of the
legislation on a vote of 353.57. The
Senate vote was 76- 14,

The final bill was a compromise worked
out by a conference committee that
resolved differences between bills passed
carlier in each house

White House officials say they hope to
get the new agency off the ground by Oct.

They're ashamed of having the
disease because of the social stigma and
fearful they may be chided But | think
these fears are largely of a person’s own
making

Doctors are not judges, McBrayer
emphasized

Most physicians feel that our role is
only a medical role. None of us have been
given the right to be judgmental of our
patients. Most physician try to approach
this as a patient with an infectious
discase *

McBraver has treated about six cases
of gonorrhea and no cases of sy phillis this
year

Smaller Problem Here

We don't have the problem here that
vou do in larger cities. For on&%hing,
prostitution is the single biggest source. '

That 1s why the Texas Department of
Health Resources, which has 104 workers
focuses most of its investigative efforts in
larger cities and populous areas

‘We need to have about a S0 per cent
increase in staff.”” Parr said

Ihe health department last year
provided treatment for 150,000 cases. A
screening program conducted by Parr's
department along with private physicians
andpublic health departments resulted in
28,000 treated femalcs, many of whom
would have never know they were
carriers

Last vear. 432.000 females from 15 to

24 years of age and sexually active were
screcned, about 20 per cent of the
child-bearing-age females in the state. Of
the 432.000. approximately six per cent
had gonorrhea
3% Reduction

We ve seen-a three per cent reduction
in gonorrhea because of this screening
program. We feel like we're doing a
pretty adequate job.”" Parr said

The Panhandle's most often used
trcatment facility is the Amarillo Bi
City-County Health Clinic. 411 S. Austin.
McBrayer. for one. recommends that
people receive treatment at that clinic if
they are afraid to visit their personal
physician

"You can tell them you're John Doe or
whatever,”” McBrayer said. “"They'll
make sure you have adequate treatment.
We might not get the names this way, but
at least we'll know the numbers. I'd lots

rather have someone that is afraid do this /

than not receive treatment. /

Before the House limitations
can be enacted. the Senate must
also approve them, but senators
would have to abandon the more
liberal stand they embraced
carlier when they voted to
permit federally funded abort-
1ons in cases if rape, incest of
medical necessity.

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 State Disclosure

Laws Effective

By The Associated Press

A growing number of states
are requiring legislators and
other officials to let the voters
know where their money comes
from and authorities say the
disclosure laws generally have
made public servants more
careful in their financial
dealings.

The Council of State Govern-
ments reports that some sort of
financial disclosure by public
officials is required by 37 states
and says 28 of the laws have
been adopted or strengthened in
the past four years.

Authorities contacted in an
Associated Press survey gener-
ally said the laws are working
well. As a rule, they said the
measures have not resulted any
scandal or disclosure of
wrongdoing, but have tended to
focus attention on the issues
involved.

"I suspect the knowledge that

everybody has to file a
disclosure statement has a
salutory effect on public

officials,” said Blair Lee, acting
governor of Maryland, where a
disclosure law was enacted in
1973.

Maryland Secretary of State
Fred Wineland agreed. *'I think
that it certainly brings to the
attention of those who are
required to file that they are
under public scrutiny."’

Mary Donovan, executive
secretary of the Indiana Ethics
Commission, said, ‘I think the
impact of the 1974 law is very
good. It’s made people aware
and it's brought up a lot of
questions. They ask questions
now before they enter thihgs
that might be’a conflict of
They're a lot more
Before the law was
passed, it was kind of do as you
please.”’

In some states, opponents of
the laws warned that passage
would bring widespread resig-
nations or would discourage
people from seeking office.
With a few exceptions,
“including RHhode Island and
Alaska, the . threats did not
materialize. Court challengés
generally have been unsucces-
ful, according to the National
Municipal League.

The laws vary widely; most do
not require officials to list dollar
amounts of income, but only to
state sources of revenue.
Florida, Alabama, Washington,
Kentucky, Texas and California
have the most specific require--
ments.

The Florida law was approved
by the voters last November as a
constitutional amendment. It
applies to the governor, the
cabinet, the legislature and
elected county officials. It
requires them to file statements
of their assets, liabilities and net
worth and either their last
federal income tax return or a
list of the source and amount of
all income over $1,000.

A separate law applies to
other state elected officials and
many .nppmntces al'ld Cll_\'

interest.
cautious

authorities. It requires them to '

report the source, but pot the
amount, of income, debts in
excess of net worth and some
property.

An even stricter measure
requiring full disclosure by an
estimated 10,000 elected and
appointed officials was vetoed
last month by Gov. Reubin
Askew after a number of his top
appointes threatened to resign.

Askew, who had called for
such a bill, said the measure as
passed went too far. “‘While |
believe every elected official in
Florida should disclose, 1 can
see little reason for an elected
member of a local fire protection
and rescue service to make the
same degree of disclosure as the
governor,”’ Askew said. )

Alaska’s law, passed by
initiative in 1974 after the
legislature failed to act, does not
require officials to list dollar
amounts, but simply to report
sources of income over $100.
The law applies to the governor,
the lieutenant governor, legisla-
tors, judical officers, state
agency heads and deputy heads,
division directors, gubernatorial
assistants, all commission
members and elected municipal
officials.

Atty. Gen. Avrum Gross said
the law brought dozens of
resignatio'ns. mainly from state
* boards and commissions. '‘They
felt very strongly that it simply
was none of the public's
business.'' said Gross. '‘They
thought that as long as they
performed honestly, that's all
that should be required.”

Gross said there have been

proposals to amend the law to
require listing of dollar
amounts. ‘‘That's always see-
med a glaring hole to me,” he
said, “"but 1 don't think the
people in public service will
tolerate any more invasion of
privacy.”

Rhode Island's disclosure
law, passed in 1976, also
brought  resignations - 35 by
July 6. Those who resigned
generally said they believed
provisions requiring them to
disclose sources of income were
an invasion of privacy. Six court
challenges also have been filed.

Gov. J. Joseph Garrahy said
he welcomes the court challen-
ges because “‘we don't want a
law on the books that's
unconstitutional.”" Rgarding the
resignations, he. said: “In some
instances, there may have been
some overreaction.’”’ As an
example, he cited the case of a
state board member who
warned that disclosure stat-
ments might lead to kidnapings
because people would know who
wealthy officials are.

The financial disclosure law in
Washington, approved by the
voters in the 1972 general
election, brought threats of
resignation, only a few people
actually carried out their
threats. One of those who did
was a speaker of the state house
who claimed he was forced out
of the legislature because his
law partners refused to let him
make the necessary reports on
clients.

The law originally applied
only to elected officials, but was
expanded to cover about 1,500
appointees. Those covered are
required to report salaries,
savings and other financial
interests over $5,000, although
some items such as salaries may
be listed in ranges - i.e. $10,000
to $20,000 - rather than in
specific dollar amounts.

"I think Washington has
shown that a meaningful,
workable disclosure law can be
manageable to administer,"’’
said Atty. Gen. Slade Gorton.

"It has given the public good
officials and has given those
who have reported properly a
new public standing."

Rerefined Oil Conserves

NEW YORK (AP) - Instead of
going up in smoke or down the
drain, your car's dirty motor oil
soon might be ‘‘rerefined"
through an environmentally safe
process which will help conserve
dwindling reserves of crude oil.

““We think, based on limited
economic studies that we can
make good quality lubricating
oil from used oil at a better price
than with virgin oil,”" said C.J.
Thompson, a chemist at the
Energy Researsh and Develop-
ment administration's research
center in Bartlesville, Okla.

The crude oil eventually
saved by the process could run
more than one million autos or
heat 650,000 homes each year,
he said.

For years, used motor oil has
been collected and rerefined.
But the process produced an

plants, Thompson said. Protests
helped reduce the number of
rerefining firms from 150
serveral years ago to about 30
today.

o Other factors in the dramatic
decrease in rerefining, accord-
ing to a spokesman for the
Association of petroleum Re-Re-
finers in Washington, were
economic and legal.

“A lot of rerefiners’ raw
material is being burned as fuel,
and that is wasteful of vital
resource and puts lead in the
atmosphere at excessive lev-
els,”” said Duane Ededahl.

Evidence Pilferers
To Get Death Penalty

DALLAS (AP) - Evidence is
disappearing from a federal
Drug Enforcement Agency
evidénc® yault in the federal
building here and it appears
that the ‘‘criminals’’ respons-
ible are going to get the death
penalty.

The evidence is about 5,000
pounds of marijuana used in a
recent marijuana smuggling
conspiracy trial. Federal offic-
ial say that rats are eating the
marijuana and an exterminator
is being consulted.

““That's a million dollars
worth of evidence being eaten
by those rats,’’ said Asst. U.S.
Atty. Jay Ethington, who
handled the prosecution of the
persons charged in the
marijuana smuggling conspi-
racy case.

Federal law requires that the
marijuana not be destroyed until
all appeals are exhausted.

The infestation of rats was
discovered when an extermina-
tor and an inspector entered the
vault to routinely spray for
bugs. The rats started scurrying
around when the bug spray was
turned on.

Adam J. Sobotka, a supervi-

sory chemist for the DEA, said
the rats were apparently inside
the marijuana when it was
seized and he believes the rats
remained inside the marijuana
when it was taken into a federal
courtroom here and presented
as evidence,

“I'd almost be willing to bet
there was a rat in the courtroom
at some time inside some of that
marijuana,’’ Sobotka said.

Asked how the rats are
reacting to marijuana use,
Sobotka replied, *'l don't really
know, they are eating it; they
are not smoking it."

Sweet Start

Sugar cane first sprouted on
the island of New Guinea in
the South Pacific and wag
carried north to India in
prehistoric times. The Indians
gave it a name. the sugar
their crude methods produced
looked like gravel, or, in
Sanskrit, ‘‘sarkara,’’
recognizable today as
“sukkar'’ in Arabic, '‘sachar"
in Russian, "'Zucker'' in Ger-
man, "‘sucre’’ in French and
"socker’' in Swedish. And the
bigger chunks produced what
Indians called “knanda,’”” or
candy

wasteful because for every
gallon of dirty oil that is not
rerefined into lubricating oil, a

gallon of crude oil must be

drastically and expensively
refined. The refining process for
motor oil uses more crude and
more energy than the process
that produces heating oil. »

According to federal figures,
only about 8 per cent of used
motor oil is rerefined. About 43
per cent is burned, 18 per cent is
used to “wet down' dusty
country roads and most of the
other 31 per cent is either
poured down storm sewers
or dumped on land,

Thompson and his coworkers
believe that as much as 30 per
cent of the used oil eventually
can be reprocessed and used as
replacement oil in vehicles.
Within 10 years, one billion
gallons of lubricating oil a year
could be produced through
rerefining, Thompson said.

Rerefined oil now can be
bought by the consumer for 25
to 35-cents per quart Thompson
estimates that the cost of oil
produced by the new process
will fall somewhere between 35
cents per quart and the cost of
virgin oil, which ranges from
about 60 cents per quart to over
s1.

The new process involves
heating the used oil .to remove

some of the water and other’

liquid impurities. A nonacidic
solvent which uses alcohol and
other substances removes the
other impurities. The result is
then subjected to conventional
lubricating oil steps such as
distillation, color and odor
improvement and inclusion of
additives.

Thompson said researchers

have been working on the:

process for five years.

The product is being tested in
a two-year program at lowa
State University. About two
dozen state vehicles are using
conventional motor oil, the rest
are using rerefined oil.

Preliminary results from the
first 10 months of the test show
that rerefined oil works as well
as, if not better than,
conventional oil in auto and
truck engines, Thompson said.

By 1980, ERDA hopes to
construct a demonstration plant
to test the new system on a large

Gulf Oil Corp., however,
filters used motor oil from its
delivery trucks and mixes it on a
1 to 20 basis with diesel fuel, In
agldition to stretching fuel,
company officials said, the new
mix emits a cleaner exhaust.

Mobil Oil Corp. markets a

“'synthesized motor oil"" which
is based on crude oil but is
cthemically altered to help
reduce engine friction. The firm
says its product improves
gasoline mileage by an average
of about one-half mile per gallon
and, of course, helps preserve
crude oil stocks. But the product
costs three times more than
conventional lubricating oil and
more encrgy is needed to
produce it.

- Soviet Men Feel Pressure

Of Their Successful Wives

MOSCOW(AP)-The liberation
of Russian women is proving to
be difficult for some men, who
feel like failures around their
successful wives, a Soviet
journal says.

More than half the Soviet
Union’s workers now are
women. As women take
responsible jobs and sometimes
earn more than their husbands,
"'some men begin to develop a
guilt complex, to think they are
failures,”’ a commentator said in
a recent issue of the weekly
Nedelya.

“For them thése are very
destructive attitudes. In order to
preserve their achieved living
standard, some highly paid
wives even attempt to ‘adapt’
their more poorly paid husbands
to the role of children's
nursemaid,”’ the journal said.

Some social theorists suggest
men should do more housework
and child rearing. But Nedelya
said men are not cut out for such
work.

"“The title of family breadwin-
ner--an honorable and responsi-

ble title--has always helped the.

man to realize his significance,
his necessity to the people
closest to him," Nedelya said.
""Without this role, the ground
really slips away from under
him."

A survey quoted by Nedelya
indicated 73 per cent of men
contacted in Leningrad recog-
nized the financial necessity of
having their wives work, but
two-thirds would have preferred
the women to stay home.

Women are moving ' into
important management posi-
tions in the Soviet Union but
some sex barriers remain. For
example, women are still not
favored for jobs involving heavy
manual labor.

The Soviets like to point out
that 31 per cent of the nation's
parliament is made' up of
women. But the parliament has
little power and the 20 members
and alternates of the ruling
Communist party Politburo are
all men.

The growing role of women in
society is creating other

Jproblems.
With men unwilling to take

over household chores, women
are working harder than
ever--spending an average of
four or five hours on housework
and child care each day in
addition to as much as eight
hours on the job, acording to
published figures.

Women's increased responsi-

bilities and a serious shortage of

living space also have helped
cause a trend toward smaller
families at a time when the
Soviet Union is trying to boost
its birthrate.

The changing roles of women
and men are contributing to a
rising divorce rate, demograph-
ers say. The latest handbook of
Soviet statistics shows three
divorces for every 10 marriages
in 1975,

Meanwhile, Soviet men
complain liberated women are
losing their femininity.

A recent article in the Literary
Gazette collected some of these
complaints. As the review put
it, "Men are getting fed up with

© crude women who have the

manners of cowboys."’

when the weather begins to
cool, and the quality of
vegetables is better as they
mature in a cooler climate than
in the hot late spring and early
summer. Disease and insect
problems are also less in cooler
All these advantages of fall
gardening in no way imply that
the practice is fool-proof.
"“There are definite problems
or hurdles, but with the right
preparations, these can be
overcome,'' says Cotner.
“*Usally a big problem is getting
a good stand of vegetables if the
seed are directly planted into
the garden plot. The key is in
getting the seedbed prepared
properly so that the seed will

~ germinate quickly."

Cotner recommends working
the soil well and then shaping it
into raised beds. Raised beds
are important in providing
drainage from fall rains that are
often heavy. Make about a
one-inch furrow in the seedbed
and then water the furrow to
moisten soil to a depth of two to »
three inches. This makes the
soil ready for planting. One
other step that can be a big help
in improving germination is to
soak the seed overnight before
planting.

“After planting, cover the
seed with a light layer of
compost, potting soil or
vermiculite,”’ suggests the
horticulturist. “'Any of these
materials will provide a much
better environment for the seed
than regular garden soil. As
seedlings appear, you may want
to protect them from the sun on
the west side with boards,
cardboard or a draped cloth.
When seedlings are one to two
inches high, thin excess plants
to allow those remaining to
reach full production.”’

As far as which vegetables to
plant, most vegetables general-
ly planted in the spring also do
well in the fall, notes Cotner.
Then there are those that do
especially well in the fall--let-
tuce, collard greens, broccoli,
cauliflower, cabbage, carrots
and brussels sprouts.

Kickapoos Cling Doggedly to F reedom _

EAGLE PASS, Texas —
(NEA) — The Apaches are
lourism entrepreneurs,  the
Crow lease land to coal com-
panies. the Sioux are heavy
into politics. But there is one
Indian tribe that has refused
to go the way of the 20th cen-
tury: the Kickapoo, perhaps
the most traditional and in-
dependent Native Americans
left on the continent.

Kickapoos? Fictionalized by
cartoonist Al Capp as drunken
bums with a crazed eye for

“ the ladies of *'Li'| Abner."' the

tribe in fact lives in a
Dogpatch of - sorts. The In-
dians are migrant workers

who camp here during the -
harvest months in a card-

board shantytown under the
international bridge,
Moonbeam McSwine would
love the filth.

Yet if their campsite is soil-
ed, their heritage isn't. The
Kickapoo have constituted a
sovereign nation since before
the birth of the United States
Even now they're not
recognized as U.S. citizens,
nor are they subjects of Mex-
ico, where they spend much of
their time. They are
autonomous, self governing —
“free.”" as they put it

The freedom did not come
easily. Though the Kickapoo
began as Algonquian stock in
the area of America's Great
Lakes, wars and aggression
forced them into a nomadic
life. Tribal historians say
many of the aggressors were
frontier white men. at the
time of the American Revolu-
tion, Kickapoos were so dis-
gusted with settlers they sided
with the British

Defeated by greater
numbers, the Kickapoo tried
to put permanent roots in the
Oklahoma of a century ago
But they did not meld with
other Indians who were for-

saking the past as a concilia-
tion to suspicious whites. The
Kickapoo say they were told
to change their primitive
religious beliefs; instead, they
found their way to Mexico

It was a raw time in Mexico
then The Texas rgwolution
had . just ended, the govern-
ment changed virtually with
the bed sheets. and the
northern plains were wild and
unprotected Thus the
Kickapoo formed a contract
with the functionarios. in
return for 9,000 acres of land
in the state of Coahuila. they

But the tribe did not wholly
abandon its native land. Even
then members would regular-
ly migrate north looking for
better wages. Today they
come up each spring, in
numbers approaching 500, to
work on farms from Califor
nia to Florida, they use the in-
ternational bridge as a staging
area, and return home again
in late September

Not everyone appreciates
the annual coming of the
Kickapoo. Eagle Pass
merchants belittle them as
moochers. Others here
deplore the fact that many of
them are eligible for food
stamps. Also there is extreme
contempt for the tribe's
fragile campsite. it is a
festering eyesore and

residents are forever asking
that it be leveled
Unwelcome as they may be,
however, the Kicka can't
be barred from the U S. Both
this country and Mexico have
granted the tribe eternal
“rights of passage’' over the
border hen they cross,
often in long caravans of an-
cient pickup trucks, they are
not required to submit to any
formalities: even Customs
will not normally detain them
Once here, the Kickapoo are
expected to observe criminal
laws. but not civil ones
Workers need no social securi-
ty cards, new babies are not
recorded by the bureaucracy,
children are not required to
attend school. “The govern-
ment leaves them alone. ™
says Eagle Pass welfare of-
ficer John Stockley. ‘‘and
that's how it should be. "

MANY EAGLE PASS residents deplore the annual
immigration of the Kickapoos. They point with contempt to
the tribe's cluttered, substandard campsite, and residents

periodically petition authorities to have It leveled.

Alone, the Kickapoo prac-
tice religious and social
customs that date to antiqui-
ty. Stockley says they have a
monistic theology tied to
nature: "Religion permeates
their lives. Even when they
build a house their religion
tells them when to do it,
to do it. and where. the
specifics of it, however, are
known only to them

The . Kickapoo keep their
secrets for reason. Chief
George Whitewater says the
tribe would deteriorate if it
advertised. So all cermonies
are off limits to non-Indians
actually, whites may not visit
Kickapoo camps at anytime
without permission. also.
mixed marriage is forbidden.
Kickapoos must be at least 75
per cenl pure

The Kickapoo are not ab-
solutely o moder
nization y own vehicles,
some wear sunglasses, and if
electricity were available the
tribe would no doubt be
walching television.

Fed Watching Not Helpful

NEW YORK (AP) - What

as its credo that when rates rise
stock fall,

But the association, which is a
relative amateur in the business
of picking stocks, began five test
portfolios in December 1974
with the attitude that the Fed
could only help over the
five-year period of the test.

“*No fear was felt for interest
rate changes in that period since
it was assumed the Federal
Reserve was managing interest
rates for the total benefit of the
country and they would work out
in our favor,”” said Thomas
O'Hara, NAIC chairman,

It is perhaps this independen-
ce of view that has helped
various clubs - of amateur
investors outperform the aver-
ages and the professionals. It is
a spirit that offers a lesson to
any investor who has lost sight

of basics.

On July 1, half-way through
the five-year period, the poorest
performing of the five portfolios
showed a gain of 70.2 per cent.
The best was up 193.2 per cent,
and the others followed at 139.8
per cent, 118 and 78.7 per cent.

‘While this was being
achieved, a lot of professional
money Managers were nervou-
sly watching for hints of change
in Fed policy, studying the
weekly money supply figures
and sometimes making precipi-
tous buy or sell decisions.

In contrast, the test portfolios
temained intact;-in keeping
with the philosophy that one
should select companies gro-
wing at a rate better than the
industry of which they are a
part, and then holding on
through temporary ups and
downs.

gains, an attitude that small
investors might consider in their
own approach. It is this: Don't
run with the crowd.

Many noninstitutional type
stocks were chosen - stocks that
sell on their own merit rather
than because of myth or
advisory, or current fad.

Such independence of
judgment is a clear departure
from the berd instinct of so
many investors. Institutions
often limit themselves to a
favorite 50 or 100 stocks. They
trade among themselves. They
react to the same interpretations
of the market.

In follow-the-leader style,
many small investors tend to
pattern their decisions after the
big investors, perhaps uncons-
ciously, because the big
investors are the ones who make
price changes and obtain
publicity.

No rule is without exceptions,
and some of the mostillustrious
names in American industry
are included in the portfolios,
companies such as Coca-Cola,
Mobil Corp., IBM and the like.

But beside them are Kaneb

. Services, Trinity Industries,

Pako, Moog - smaller companies
that, says O'Hara, have
qualities of management and
performance similar to those of
the large, better known
concerns.

But there are three basics to

which the NAIC and its 5,600
member clubs seek to adhere
with as few exceptions as
possible:

. Invest regularly each
month. Believe in the stock -
hold it rather than trading in
and out.

2. Reinvest dividends.

3. Try to select companies
growing better than the industry
in general and which have a
record of five, preferably 10
years, of so doing.

This doesn't always make
brokers happy, because brokers
live on comnfisstons, but the
¢lub members say it makes for
some solid appreciation in
assets.

New Form of Art |
To Ancient Craft

CANNON BEACH, Ore.
(AP) - Mix these ingredients:
silica, soda asl, lime, borax,
potash, feldspar, potassium
nitrate, antimony oxide. ‘Heat
until done. What you have is
glass.

Stock a molten glob of it on
the end of a blowpipe. work with
it for an hour or so, intensely
oblivious to all else. If your
name is Worcester, what you
now have is a thing of beauty.

The Worcesters, Bill and
Sally, are among perhaps 300
American glassblowers who
bring to that ancient craft a new
art form,

““In the old shops,”” Bill
Worcester said, ‘‘somebody
built the furnaces, somebody
else mixed the chemicals and
made the batch of glass, finally
the glassblower did his work.
Maybe half a dozen people were
involved. The difference is that
we do every bit of it ourselves.’”

What the Worcesters do is
comparable to an arfist who
concocts his own paints,
fashions his own brushes,
weaves his own canvas,
constructs his own easel, then
sells his own paintings in his
own shop.

At their glassworks, ever
ins:rument bears the Worcester
signature: furnaces, blowpipes,
ladle-like wooden blocking
bowls for shaping the glass,
even the workbench, which
began as a piece of redwood cast
up on the Pacific Shore.

“That's what makes it an

art,”” Bill Worcester said.

“Findiug the precise mix of
chemicals and temperatures to
get clear glass, without bubbles,
discovering the formula for a
specific color, these things
require a good deal of effort and
creativity. Some blowers are
terribly secretive about it.

“When we began, | always
started with an idea. Now | start
with an amount of glass, an
arbitrarv amount. | watch how it
flows. Somehow a pattern
develops, a shape begins to
form. The result, 1 hope, is
something graceful, something
not forced."

Bill and Sally Worcester, both
in their 30s, grew up in Ohio,
met in colllege. married, and
moved to Florida to teach
biology. Bill became interested
in oceanography, so they moved
to Hawaii where he went to
graduate school. There they got
interested in glassblowing as a
hobby.

Hawaii didn’t appeal to them.
Neither did oceanography. They
moved to Oregon five years ago
and decided, as Bill Worcester
said, ‘'to see if we could make a
living at what we love best."’

The Worcesters work four
months at a stretch, then take a
vacation. They refer to the work
stints as '‘campaigns.”’

Part of the attraction of a
Worcester-blown vase or bowl is
that none is like any other. Bill
and Sally Worcester are not like

Corpses Confiscated

From Carnival Show

WAUKENGAN, 1Ill. (AP) -
The corpses of 20 babies and
fetuses found floating in glass
jars bearing namecards such as
“Cyclops,’’ *'Elephant Nose
Baby,”" and "‘Frog Girl" are
being held in a morgue while
the coroner determines how
they became a 75-cent-a-ticket
carnival attraction.

The corpses were confiscated
last week, said Lake County
Coroner Robert Babcox, who
termed the exhibit ‘‘absolutely
ghoulish." .

The exhibitor called it a
"‘non-profit educational show."
“They are all ia our county
morgue, and will be given a
decent burial,”” Babcox said
Tuesday. ‘‘Everybody is enti-
tled to a burial of some kind."

Babcox said that when he and
his investigators first 'saw the
tiny corpses in the Wondercade
Exibits show at the Lake County
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others either. That, too, is
attractive,
Fair at Grayslake, **We thought

they were plastic or rubber, but
our pathologist, Dr. Vernon
Zech, examined them and found
them to be human monstrosit-
ies.

The exhibitor, Chris Michael
Christ, 29, of Gibsonton, Fla.,
was charged with ‘the illegal
disposition of bodies and illegal
possession of human remains.
He wus released Monday on

$2,000 bond and ordered to
appear Aug. 15 in Curcuit
Court.

Bab:ox said he attempting to
find out where Christ ottained
the dead infants and fetuses and
how he managed to transport
them across state lines without
death certificates.

“We think the show came
from Indiana,"’ he said, ‘‘and
we're looking into that."

Zech said the bodies; billed as

‘the World's Strangest Bab-

ies,"" were those of **malformed
babies, ranging from gestation
beyond live birth.”" He said he
would attempt to establish the
cause of death.

The exhibition of pickled
“‘monster’’ babies and fetuses -
particularly syphilitic stillbirths
- was a common feature of
carnival “‘freak’’ shows earlier
in the century, but the practice
has almost completely died out,
Babcox said.

"l don't know Mbw many
shows there are like this,  he
added, “‘but we are going.to
stop it.”’

Babcox said three of his
investigators visited the show
Friday “after reteiving a
telephorie complaint from an
anonymous woman whuse
young daughter reportedly
became emotionally upset atter
viewing the exhibit. When the
investigators discovered the
nature ol the show, they
obiained a court order allowing
them to confiscate the remains.
