HE lly is, In the great na
tions of the world, being
congidered as important
nowadays, on account of its
symbolism, as the holly or
the evergreen.

Easter, through the happy' initiative
of the Emperor Constantine In the
fourth century, was celebrated not on
the day of the Jewish Passover, but
the Sunday after. The varlation of
the dgte depends upon the faot that
the vernal equinox, of the 21st day of
March, is the point from which the
first Sunday after the full moon s
reckoped. ™

The first observance of Euster dates
back as far as 68 A. D. From that
