The talk out of Washington
these days is that there is on-
ly a 10 percent chance of the
controversial MX missile
system ever being deployed
in the West Texas-New Mex-
ico area,

Frank Ford, the head of Ar-
rowhead Mills here and a one-
time commander of a nuclear
missile battery is warning
residents not to let their
guard down, however, and is
urging a concerted effort to
pare the likelihood of the MX
going in here down to zero.

Ford has been working
closely in recent weeks with
representatives of a number
of major commodity
organizations and has also
kept the mail system busy
with messages to con-
gressmen, senators and Air
Force officials.

He's developed a veritable
file of messages from goverp-
ment officials he's been prz
ding into opposing the MX
and emphasizes that local
citizenry must get involved in
a showdown situation if the
people here hope to avert the

presence of sprawling com-
plexes of missile shelters
literally in their back yards.

“A little effort now can
head off a lot of trouble and
expense later. We've already
seen the Air Force waste $15
million on scoping hearings
which.have done little but tie
up the energies of the people
of this area,” said Ford.

Ford, like many other
residents of this area, is con-
cerned with the potential loss
of farmland which would
come with the deployment of
the missile system in the
Eastern New Mexico-West
Texas region.

“Putting the MX missile
system here could be ab-
solutely devastating on the
Panhandle as farm homes,
cropland and irrigation
systems would be
destroyed,” he commented.

“*Hereford would be the
most damaged town of any in
the whole proposed system,”
he charges.

Ford has been actively in-
volved in battling the Air
Force in its consideration of
the Panhandle for the MX
missile system for a number
of months now.
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He points out that some im-
portant allies have been pick-
ed up along the way.

“We're getting all of the
commodity groups on record
against this boondoggle,"
said Ford.

Among the notable com-
modity groups in the Panhan-
dle which have already pass-
ed resolutions in opposition to
the deployment of the MX
missile here are the Texas
Wheat Producers Associa-
tion, the Texas Corn Growers
Association and the Texas-
New Mexico Sugar Beet
Growers Association.

Ford pointed out that the
Lubbock-based Grain
Sorghum Producers Associa-
tion is also expected to follow
suit in the near future.

“We could be facing a new
dust bowl. The MX could
destroy life as we know it
here in this area and I think
thousands of individual
citizens are ready to band
together to take every legal
means at their disposal to see
that further waste of time and
money on this fraud is avoid-
ed,” stated Ford.

Ford commanded a
nuclear-armed rocket bat-
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tery with the U.S. Army in
1957 and states, *‘I can hardly
be taken for a peacenik.
There are many alternatives
to deploying the MX in
shelters for a shell game,
though. They could be placed
on subs or surface ships, or
even in the existing
Minuteman missile silos for
which they were originally
designed.”

The local food firm head’s
reasons for opposing the
missile echo the sentiment of
many area producers.

‘““A project like this
develops its own momentum,
regardless of its merits.
Emplacement of a land-
based shéll game system
would be obsolete before it
was completed and would in-
crease the likelihood of a Rus-
sian strike by the fact that
defense funding would be
diverted from methods that
are an effective deterrent,”
Ford opined.

**“This project could destroy
the economy. It would be the
largest project in the history
of man, costing over $108
billion based on today's
economy,” he charged.

Coleman Instrumental

In Anti-LSC Resolution

A Deaf Smith County Com-
missioner has been in-
strumental in the passage of
a resolution calling for strong
local governmental control
and decreased funding for the
Legal Services Corporation
(LSC).

Legal Services Corporation
is a federally funded program
that supports legal aid for
people, often poor or minority
group members, who could
not otherwise afford it. The
area branch of the LSC is
Texas Rural Legal Aid.

Bruce Coleman, county
commissioner for Precinct 3,
developed ‘and promoted a
resolution which he said
would probably pass a vote of
the general assembly at a
convention of the National
Association of County "Of-
ficials in July.

The resolution would then
become part of a platform
presented to members of Con-
gress as the official position
of county governments and
their recommendation for
legislation.

Coleman said this platform
is one of the strongest in-
fluences on Congressional
legislation, and NACO serves
as the nation-wide voice of
local government.

““The climate
Washington -is favorable to
both fund reduction and local
control,”’ Coleman said. “‘The

Reagan administration will
be looking for ways to slash
the national budget which ap-
proaches §1 trillion this
year,” he continued.

The resolution, which pass-
ed a committee of NACO
members last month, is
similar to a Coleman-
authored resolution passed
by Deaf Smith County com-
missioners and the state
association. of commis-
sioners, Coleman said.

The resolution
acknowledges effective legal
services provided in some
areas, but at the same time
states that, ‘‘numerous Rural
Legal Aid Corporations and
other legal service
groups...also funded by Legal
Services Corporation are
operating, we believe, in un-
controlled, militant and
destructive fashion.”

The resolution also states
that some offices funded by
LSC are, “inflaming racial
division.” Coleman said the
increased racial tensions are
the most important reason
for the passage of the resolu-
tion.

I really regret the increas-
ed racial tension that has
built through this action,’ he
said. ‘‘What we need is people
who will help us build and
heal, not divide and destroy.”

Coleman said the resolution
passed by the NACO commit-
tee outlines what LSC grant
recipients should be doing
and asks for control of every

LSC office by local govern- -

ment.

“This way, the local people
could determine areas of ser-
vice provided and monitor
what goes on. We could insure
that the funds spent for LSC
were validated,”” Coleman
said.

“A decision was made by
TRLA to limit services in this
area only to migrant farm
laborers. There is no local in-
put at all into this decision, so
here in this county, they
serve no one who is poor ex-
cept the ones they consider

eman,

“Then, they don’t seem as
interested in serving the
rights and needs of individual
people as they are“to sue
government bodies and effect
governmental change,” he
continued.

Bill Beardall; attorney for
the Texas Rural Legal Aid of-
fice located in Hereford, said
TRLA is a private, non-profit
organization formed express-
ly for the purpose of -defen-
ding the rights of migrant
farm workers.

Beardall said funding
received by the local office is
especially earmarked for the
representation of migrant
seasonal farm workers and

Over Tuition Hike

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — A stu-
dent leader at Texas Tech says a plan
to double tuition fees at state colleges
and universities will place yet
another burden on students already
plagued by spiraling education costs.

“The cost of education has risen
tremendously; and students cannot be
expected to bear another over-
burdening increase in the cost of their
education,” said Jeff Williams, vice
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day at a news conference called to an-
nounce a meeting this weekend in
Austin with student representatives
from at least four state schools who
are protesting the tuition hike.

Texas currently charges $4 a
semester credit hour for tuition. The
Texas College Coordinating Board
has recommended that the state
legislature increase the tuition to $8
an hour.

Texas ranks 46th in the nation in tui-
tion costs for resident students and
25th for non-resident students.

Williams says a poll of 500 students
on the Tech campus was taken about
the tuition hike, and that 17 percent of
them replied they would be forced to
leave school if tuition fees were rais-
ed.
Texas Tech board member- Mar-
shall Formby of Plainview, a vocal
supporter of low fees, has said the on-
ly way to provide education for all is
to keep the cost affordable to all in-
come levels.

Sheriff Tells Bandidos

They’re Not Welcome

NEW CANEY, Texas (AP) — A
gang of motorcycle riders that calls
itself the Bandidos will have to find
‘‘somewhere else to party” outside of
Montgomery County, new Sheriff Joe
Corley has told them.

Corley said he and officers from
several other agencies had to arrest
about 32 Bandidos early Sunday on of-
fenses ranging from driving while in-
toxicated to carrying prohibited
weapons, as well as various drug
charges.

They were among about 200 Ban-
didos who camped out over the
weekend on the grounds of a private
club as they have done the past three
years while in the area to attend
motorcycle races in the Astrodome.

Corley and about 50 deputies and of-
ficers from the Texas Department of
Public Safety, Harris County
Organized Crime Task Force, the
federal Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco
and Firearms, and the Texas
Rangers patroled the camp area over
the weekend.

The sheriff, who took office in
January, said there were no major
problems but that he told the presi-
dent of the Bandidos the group would
not be welcome next year.

Bill to Tighten
Benefits Approved

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Senate
has tentatively approved a bill con-
taining what Sen. Roy Blake calls a
“return to work provision.” The bill
would make it harder for a person
who quits a job to draw unemploy-
ment benefits.

Blake’s bill was approved, 20-9,
Monday, but another vote is needed to
send the measure to the House.

The Nacogdoches Democrat failed
the first time he tried to bring the bill
up, Jan. 28, because he could not
muster enough votes. Gov. Bill
Clements then submitted the bill as
an emergency, which required fewer
votes for debate.

“The governor did some research
and found people drawing unemploy-
ment because they were tired of
working or some other frivolous ex-
cuse,” said Blake.

His bill would disqualify persons
who voluntarily quit their jobs or who
are fired for misconduct from receiv-
ing jobless benefits until they have
had another job for at least six weeks
at a wage equal to weekly benefits.

A fiscal summary showed that en-
forcing the bill, if it became law,
would require 152 new employees at
the Texas Employment Commission,
costing $3 million a year. Employers
would pay for it.

“This is not going to restrict
anybody’s benefits who is
unemployed through no fault of his
own," said Blake.

In his own personal cam-
paign against the deployment
of the missile Ford has
received responses from Sen.
Lloyd Bentsen of Texas, Gov.
Bill Clements, Rep. Kent

missile system’s deployment.

Ford points out that his own
interests lie in protecting the

commodity production in-
dustries which would be
seriously damaged by deploy-
ment of the MX missile
system on prime farmland.

While assurances have sur-
faced in recent weeks from
some political figures concer-
ning the fact that the MX will
not be deployed in Texas-New
Mexico, Ford stresses that
much remains to be done if

"The action that is needed
most at this critical time is
for people in this area to let
the secretary of defense at
the Pentagon know their
views, with copies of their let-
ters also to be sent to
Senators Laxalt of Nevada,
Tower of Texas and Warner
of Virginia letting them know

“I'm sure that in the eyes of
some, it might be justified. It
is my opinion that they
(TRLA) have taken undue ac-
tion in promoting
agricultural strikes and labor
union organization of farm
workers in Deaf Smith Coun-
ty,"” Coleman continued.

“I feel they have given
great aid and comfort to
strikers and labor union peo-
ple. I'm not against collective
bargaining. I don’t want to
suppress anybody's rights
and privileges, but the man-
ner in which these things
have taken place is
specifically against the Legal
Services Corporation
charter. It says that they are
not to take part in strikes or
political actions, but that is
what is happening,” Coleman
said.

Beardall responded to
questions about TRLA-filed
suits by saying, '‘There is an
allegation that somehow the
cases brought by our clients
are frivolous and without any
merit, but if you look at the

record, you'll see that every
single case that has been

resolved so far has been
resolved in favor of our
clients.”

Beardall also listed several
TRLA cases.

‘“We are representing
migrant farm workers that
have worked for as long as
several weeks and not been
paid at all,

““We are representing peo-
ple who are entitled to
receive minimum wage who
frequently get paid barely
half the minimum wage. We
represent workers who are
working - in cotton gins 84
hours a week and receive no
overtime pay."

‘“We represent U.S.
Citizens arrested and even
jailed on the false charge of
being undocumented aliens,"
Beardall said.

Beardall also said TRLA
received the blame for
several suits filed by private
attorneys and actions by
federal agencies. He cited a
case to reapportion Deaf
Smith County and one involv-
ing a grower subject to pro-
ceedings from the national
Labor Department which
started before the Hereford
TRLA office opened.

Beardall said he has no
idea who, if anyone, is handl-
ing the parathion case, and he
supported the Castro County
redistricting decision as a
way to guarantee equal
representation to members of
an overpopulated precinct,

A staff attorney for TRLA
in Harlingen said the allega-
tion that TRLA had filed a
suit to ban parathion was not
true.

Robin Alexander said, I

test spraying of malathion.
We were prepared to file suit,
but we were able to convince
them not to use the
chemical.”

“This may be where the
statement came from," the
attorney said.

Coleman said his informa-
tion on the parathion suit
came from the McAllen Grif-
fin and Brand vegetable pro-
ducers office, A

Coleman said, *‘One of the
biggest problems is that
although the wording of the
charge to the LSC organiza-
tion calls for local control, it's
been so loosely interpreted
that in effect it doesn't exist.
The local board in TRLA ex-
ists on a state level. Local
government has no input
whatsoever,” he said.

Coleman said another
reason for passage of the
resolution is to prevent fur-
ther economic damage to the
community.

“The economy of our area
is suffering now. We need in-
dustry, jobs...A very sizeable
industry that was interested
in locating here was conferr-
ing with local leaders as to
whether or not they should
locate in Deaf Smith County.

“That day, a march was
staged around the courthouse
by TRLA and farm workers,
the industry chose to go to
another state instead because
they feared labor problems
financed by Legal Service
funds,” Coleman said.

Coleman is sending letters,
the county commissioners’
resolution and the NACO
committee resolution to
everyone proposing
legislative changes in
Washington in the hopes of

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Reagan administration
may target foreign aid, farm
support and Tederal rent sub-
sidies for billions of dollars in
budget cuts beyond the $26
billion in proposed reductions
now being circulated on
Capitol Hill, congressional
aides say.

In all, sources said budget
director David Stockman is
hoping to propose cuts of $40
billion to $50 billion in the
federal budget for the fiscal
year that begins Oct. 1. Pro-
posed cuts for the current
fiscal year may be less than

Compare an American
engine plant with a Toyota
plant, each producing 1,800
engines per day-and you will
discover that the Japanese
plant accomplishes that pro-
duction in a third less space
with one-fifth the number of
employees,

Does this suggest that
American workers are goof-
ing off? Not intentionally,”
What's happened is that
we've become careless
caretakers of our economic-
machine.

Labor contracts, weighted
down with frills and disincen-
tives, have created too many
‘‘professional light bulb
changers.”

Strict limits on how a job
can be done and by whom fre-
quently require three or four
workers to do a job which two
could do.

If the American Family is becoming an endangered
species, you can bet one of things that killed it is the dinner
hour.

When it was conceived, the dinner hour was to be a gather-
ing of every member of the family who would sit around and

. exchange pleasantries and news of what each had done that

day.

I know that's the way it's supposed to be because I saw it
-once on the Donna Reed Show.

We have never had a family dinner that did not sound like
we were hosting a lynching. It was inevitable to touch upon
who did“what to whom, who did it first, and who would get a
room to themselves after they were sentenced.

The criticism of ‘‘family meals” is that ‘“‘this is not a fit
topic to discuss at dinnertime.”” As I see it, no one seems to
know what is a fit subject to talk about at the dinner table.
There are few things that the entire family can get into.

Children tend to talk about things that take away your in-
terest in food — and living. At one meal alone, I heard a
description of the underside of the tongue, a rumor of what
popular food contained rat’s nostrils, what pureed peas re-
mind you of when you look at them from a distance, and what
happens to the dog's stool when he eats leftover chicken.

Men prefer to talk about money. Within minutes they can
make you feel guilty for asking seconds on the salt. They also
take the opportunity to lay on the family their famous lec-
tures: “‘An ‘E’ on the Gas Gauge Does Not Mean Evacuate,”
“*Why Do We Heat the Front Porch by Gas in the Winter?"
“Don't Reach Out and Touch Somebody unless It’s Collect,”
and the all-time favorite, “When I Go to the Poorhouse, I'll
Have to Call a Cab to Get There."

Mothers use the togetherness of the meal to discuss their
doormat status (‘‘Why don’t you just put a key under my
tongue and stand on me?" and to tell their children that no
one ever amounted to anything who smoothed a lumpy bed
with a coat hanger.

I have come to the conclusion there are no ‘“safe’ topic
areas at the family dinner table. No matter what you hit
upon, every member of the family will react in character.

The other night, a guest said at our table, ‘I read where the
Snail Darter is still on the endangered species list."”

There was a moment of silence before one child said,
“Aren’t they the ones that bleed through the eyes when they
die?”

My husband said, ‘“‘When they go up to $10 a pound, know-
ing our kids, they’ll develop a Snail Darter deficiency.”

I said, ‘“They aren’t the only ones who have become en-
dangered. So are women who pick up towels after a 16-year-

old."”

Bill Haley, Rock ‘N Roll Idol,

Dies in Texas Home Monday

HARLINGEN, Texas (AP)
— Bill Haley, whose hit
record “Rock Around the
Clock™ blared from 1950s
jukeboxes and is credited for
inspiring the term “Rock N
Roll,” spent his final years of
life seeking a privacy that
was continued, even in death,
by his widow.

Haley died Monday at his
two-story wooden house
where he was pronounced
dead at 12:35 p.m. He was
found alone and lying fully-
clothed on a bed.

- Justice of the Peace Tom-
my Thompson ruled death
was from natural causes and
said he assumed Haley had
suffered a heart attack about
six hours earlier. A friend
had gone by to visit Haley,
Thompson said, and became
concerned when he did not

answer the door.

The former rock star was
96 according to a July 6, 1925,
birthdate on his Texas
drivers license. Musicians
reference books listed his bir-
thdate as March 1927, making
him 53.

The funeral home in charge
of arrangements said Mon-
day night that his widow had
banned release of any infor-
mation, including the names
of his survivors.

*‘She doesn’t want anything
released right noow,” a
funeral home spokesman
said.

Haley lived the last five or
six years of his life here in
semi-reclusion, refusing in-
terviews and even denying
his identity to reporters.

One reporter went to his

house and was told he had
never lived there and was
unknown to the house’s oc-
cupants.

‘‘He tried to keep a low pro-
file,” said Harlingen Police
Chief Guy Anderson. “'I
remember when he first mov-
ed here and some of the TV
people found out and tried to
do an interview with him and
he refused.”

Haley got to know several
policemen, who frequently
picked him up wandering
alone at night and took him
home.

“He was friendly with me
but he was not an outgoing in-
dividual,” Thompson said.

In 1954, he moved from a
small record label to Decca,
where his first release was
Jimmy DeKnight's ‘‘Rock
Around’ the Clock,” but it
flopped at first. ‘‘Shake Rat-
tle and Roll,” a remake of a
Joe Turner tune, made the
top 10in 1954.

“Rock Around the Clock™
became the theme for the
movie “Blackboard Jungle”
in 1955 and shot Haley's group
to further fame.

The song returned 20 years
later as the movie theme for
‘*American Grafitti"’ and
then the ‘“‘Happy Days"
television series.

Among Haley's other top
ten hits were ‘‘See You Later,
Alligator” 1954, “Dim, Dim
The Lights'' 1955, and
*Crazy, Many, Crazy"' 1953.

Haley enjoyed success in
Europe, where he lived in the
1960s. He toured in t he
rock’'n'roll revival of the
1970s, giving a Royal Com-
mand Performance for
Queen Elizabeth II of Great
Britain in 1979,

Haley once told an English

newspaper he retired briefly P

when Rudy Pompilli, a close
friend and fellow performer,
died.

“We (hean Pompilli) had
a joke, a promise we made.

Two other Americans and
four Britons have also been
jailéd in Iran. One of the
Americans, 44-year-old
Iranian-born Mohi Sobhani,
whose family lives in
southern California, was
freed last week on $1 million
bond raised by his family.

The other American, Zia
Nassry, an Afghan-born New
York businessman, was ar-
rested March 8. The State
Department said it was try-
ing to arrange for his release
through the Swiss Embassy.
