Favorably To Lifting

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Stopping shipment of U.S.
grain to Russia was an ab-
surd idea to start with, and
President Reagan should
have lifted the embargo the
first day he took office, a
West Texas congressman
says.

“I think he now realizes

that,”” Rep. Kent Hance,
D-Lubbock, said after the
president's action was an-
nounced in a statement
released at 4 p.m. EST Fri-
day at the White House.
" ““The only people who were
hurt by it were the people in-
volved in agriculture in the
United States. It was just one
more policy where our
foreign policy dictated a deci-
sion where we wound up
shooting ourself in the foot,"
Hance said.

He and other Texas con-
gressmen with large farm
areas were joined by Sen.
John Tower in applauding the
president for his action.

Tower said the president

had assured him he planned * D-Vernon, was speaking to a

to end the embargo as soon as
he could Jdo so without the
action being misinterpreted
by the Soviets.

*I understand his caution,
but I'm gratified he has acted
now. It never made any sense
to me to single out the farmer
to bear the burden of a
foreign policy action, and it
made even less sense when
the evidence showed how lit-
tle impact the embargo had
on Soviet meat production,”
the Texas Republican said.

Rep. Charles Stenholm,
D-Stamford, a member of the
House Agriculture Commit-
tee, called Reagan's action
‘‘was a campaign promise
that was long delayed."

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Soviets Not Wasting Time

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Even before President
Reagan formally lifted the
16-month grain embargo
against the Soviet Union, the
administration was talking to
the Russians about new grain
purchases.

Agriculture Secretary John
R. Block said U.S. and Soviet
officials were involved in
“low-level consultations” on
the prospect for new Russian
grain purchases this year.

“They (the Russians) are -

in our building today, right
now,” Block said Friday
before the commodity
markets-closed for the week
and the ipresident’s .action
was offictal.

“We're starting there, and
we'll just have to see what
will develop,” Block said. “I
cannot predict what the
desires are of the Soviet
Union."”

In addition to anticipating
new grain sales to Russia in
the next few months, Block
said he also expected negotia-
tions to begin on a new long-
term grain trade agreement
to replace the five-year pact
that expires Sept. 30.

Reagan’s decision to lift the
embargo followed months of
pressure from farming in-
terests in and out of govern-
ment and arguments within
his own Cabinet. There were
weeks of speculation that the
end of the embargo was im-
minent, and the administra-
tion was warned that con-
tinuation of the partial trade
ban would jeopardize its farm
program in Congress.
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The embargo was ordered
by former President Carter
on Jan. 4, 1980 after Russian
troops intervened in
Afghanistan.

Although Reagan promised
during his campaign to lift
the embargo, he was per-
suaded by Secretary of State
Alexander M. Haig Jr. that
such a move would signal

weakness to the Soviet Union.
Tensions along the Russian-
Polish border this year em-
phasized the point.

But after three months in
office, the president said Fri-
day that was no longer the
case.

“I have determined that
our position now cannot be
mistaken: The United States,

along with the vast majority
of nations, has condemned
and remains opposed to the
Soviet occupation of
Afghanistan and other ag-
gressive acts around the
world,”” Reagan said.

“We will react strongly to
acts of aggression wherever
they take place. There will
never be a weakening of this

resolve.”

A top aide, who asked to re-
main unidentified, said Haig
argued to the end that lifting
the embargo would be
premature. But the secretary
of state said publicly he sup-
ported the decision and
Block, who has fought for an
end to the embargo since tak-

Analysis Shows Grain Stocks
Will Be Significantly Higher

WASHINGTON (AP) — A

new analysis shows that U.S.
grain stocks will be
significantly larger than
previously expected by the
time 1981 harvests are ready.

The analysis, issued late
Friday by the Agriculture
Department, followed an an-
nouncement by President
Reagan that he was lifting the
16-month-old partial embargo
on grain sales to the Soviet
Union.

However, the analysis — a
routine ‘‘supply and

demand®” report & emphasiz-
ed that the figures do not
reflect “‘impacts of any ac-
tions taken with respect to the
suspension of sales of
agricultural products to the
Soviet Union."” -

A primary basis for the new
analysis was a quarterly
report issued on Thursday
which showed the amount of
grain on hand in the United
States as of April 1.

Although the inventories
were down sharply from
year-earlier levels, the supp-

For Prison Work-Furloughs

Clements Approves Of Program

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
Gov. Bill Clements says let-
ting some inmates work out-
side prison walls is a good
way to cut overcrowding, but
not if the convicts are allowed
to sleep at home.

“I will not ever agree to
turning those inmates loose
on the public and letting them
go home and be with mama,”
Clements said at his Friday
news conference.

The governor said he would
ask the Legislature for $18
million for a work-furlough

system built around prison-
run, ‘‘secure’ centers that
would house inmates at night.

He made it clear he opposes
Texas Department of Correc-
tions Director W.J. Estelle’s
proposed sleep-at-home
furlough system.

U.S. District Judge William
Wayne Justice has ruled the
crowded prisons violate in-
mates' constitutional rights.
The work-furlough program
would be an effort to reduce
the crowding. Legislators
already have approved

Phase-Outs Studied

DALLAS = (AP) — Several con-
troversial mobile X-ray vans used by
the Dallas affiliate of the American
Lung Association may be phased out
of use by next summer, a
spokesworhan said.

Dr. Joy Robertson, a member of the
Dallas * chapter’s executive board,
said a committee has been appointed
to come up with a timetable for retir-
ing the X-ray vans, which have been
criticized by the medical profession
and by the ALA administrative head-
quarters in New York.

The Texas Lung Association has
given the Dallas unit until April, 1982
to cease using the vans for tuber-
culosis screening or face revocation of
its charter as an ALA affiliate.

The ALA says the vans needlessly
expose patients to radiation. The
preferred method of tuberculosis
screening is a simple skin test, the
ALA says. The organization first urg-
ed its affiliates to cease using mobile
X-ray vans 10 years ago.

The Dallas chapter is the only ALA
affiliate in the nation that still uses the
vans as a primary method of TB
screening. The chapter administered
32,000 chest X-rays last year, most of
themi to public employees.

Shipping Young Aliens
To Juares Halted

El. PASO, Texas (AP) — Local
authorities must stop taking illegal
alien minors to a Juarez, Mexico
detention center, according to the El
Payo County Juvenile Board, because

judges and a county judge, handed
down the decision Thursday when it
reinstated a former county juvenile
probation officer who was fired when

she questioned the legality of the

procedure.

Margaret Ingle, 33, was fired Dec. 9
after she refused to send juvenile
aliens to the Mexican detention center
without first granting them a due pro-
cess hearing.

The panel of judges ¢oncluded that
the legality of sending the juveniles to
Mexico is questionable and that Mrs.
Ingle did not err in questioning it.

In February, representatives from
the U.S. Border Patrol, the Immigra-
tion and Naturalization Service and
the U.S. Consulate in Juarez question-
ed whether the county has any
authority to take Mexican youths
beyond the border and into Juarez.

Cash, 44 Snakes

NEW BRAUNFELS, Texas (AP) —
At one time, cattle rustling was a
hanging offense in Texas.

Betty Teska isn't sure what the
penalty for ‘‘snake rustling” is, but
she knows she'd like to catch the
crooks who carted off 44 non-
poisonous snakes in a midnight rep-
tilian roundup.

Mrs. Teska told police the thieves
broke into a the snake farm she and
her husband operate early Friday and
— despite blasts from two shotguns —
made off with about $225 and the
snakes, valued at $10,000.

She said the fact that the burglars
took only nonpoisonous reptiles in-
dicates they knew what they were
looking for.

“It had to be somebody who knew
something about snakes,”” Mrs. Teska
said. “Some of these snakes we've
been collecting for eight or nine years,
and we can't replace them because
they're on the endangered list.’

Trial Delayed Because

Of Jail Bugging

VAN HORN, Texas (AP) — Con-
victed hit man Charles V. Harrelson's
trial for alleged state drug and
firearms violations, scheduled to get
underway Monday, has been delayed
because of the bugging last year of a
Harris County jail visitor's room.

State District Judge Sam Callan
granted a continuance in the trial Fri-
day after Harrelson's attorney, Joe
Chagra, asked for a hearing to deter-
mine if the federal bugging of a
visiting booth at the jail violated Har-
relson’s constitutional right to a fair
trial and his right to legal counsel.

No date has been set for the hear-

ing.

Harrelson, Chagra and Chagra’s
brother, Jimmy, are targets of a
federal investigation into the May 29,
1979, murder of U.S. District Judge
John Wood Jr.

The eavesdropping was discovered
Dec. 10 during a visit between Har-
relson and his stepdaughter, Teresa
Starr Jasper. The two found tape
recorders on each side of the visiting
booth.

U.S. District Court Judge Gabrielle
McDonald of Houston approved the
government'’s request to plant the hid-
den recorders.

Earlier this week in Houston,
Chagra, and attorneys Bob Tarrant
and Don Erwin asked District Judge
Thomas Routt to dismiss charges of
jumping bail and illegally possessing
a gun, cocaine and loaded dice against
Harrelson because the tape recor-
dings violated attorney-client rights.

Prosecution attorneys argued that
because they had not heard the tapes
or seen transcripts of them, no rights
were violated.

Routt refused to dismiss the
charges, even though he did not hear
the tapes to determine whether they
violated Harrelson's rights. He
delayed the Houston trial until July 31
so defense attorneys can appeal his
decision.

Extremists Warn

Of New Violence

BELFAST, Northern
Ireland (AP) — Northern
Ireland was locked in a tense
waiting game today as
Roman Catholic extremists
threatened new violence if
‘jailed IRA leader Bobby
Sands diés from his 56-day-
old death fast, and Protestant
militants vowed reprisals
that could spark a civil war.

A last-minute effort by
European human rights
mediators to meet with the
dying Sands in Belfast’s Maze
prison was temporarily
delayed ‘Friday night by a
sudden snowfall that closed
London’s airport.

This could be his last
weekend alive for 27-year-old

In today's editions,
however, the Constitution
reported that Miss McGill
claimed to have been told by
a former boyfriend who mov-
ed to Atlanta about 2'2 years
ago that he and two other
men were the killers.

The engine operates on
kinetic energy. As simply as
that can be compared to the
combustion energy which
runs our cars—it is the dif-
ference between a bow with
the fist and a karate chop.
The latter resembling kinetic
energy in that small mass is
moved with great velocity.

In this engine, seawater
becomes hydrogen and
chlorine. These two gases are
injected into a combustion
chamber where the chlorine
absorbs light and explodes.

The bi-product of the explo-
sion, hydrogen chloride, is
then converted to
hydrochloric acid, broken
down into hydrogen and
chlorine gases and recycled.

Physical chemist Dr.
Burch Stewart, is quoted as
believing this to be ‘‘the most
energetic photochemical
system in existence.”

from a confusion of tax rates
with tax revenues. The two
are not identical. When Presi-
dent Carter proposed his in-
famous $50 rebate scheme in
1977, which critics accurately
likened to shoveling money
out of airplanes, he was
merely proposing to rebate a
portion of the nation’s tax
revenues for that year - an
action which would have
automatically increased the
deficit.

Genuine tax reduction in-

volves cutting tax rates, and
preferably, the marginal
rates that determine how
much money you can keep on
each extra dollar you earn
above your current income,
either through more work,
savings or investment. Only
by making this distinction
can one grasp the true mean-
ing, and intent, of the so-
called supply-side, incentive-
oriented tax cuts proposed by
the President.

The difference between the
two proposals could not be
more clear: Rather than
simply rebate revenues
already paid, the President
wants to use the lure of lower
rates to encourage en-
trepreneurial activities that
otherwise might never have
occurred. And it stands to
reason that by increasing
total economic activity
through more production,
more savings and more in-
vestment, the government
will have more revenues to
collect, and consequently, the
deficit will be reduced. The
historical evidence on this
last point is equally clear:
Every major tax rate reduc-
tion in this century has
generated increased
revenues to the government:

Thus, the knee-jerk argu-
ment that tax rate reductions
automatically increase the
deficit is ludicrous. What the
American people intuitively
understand is that if govern-
ment would only permit them
to keep more of their own ear-
nings, our entire economy
would be much better off.
That's why the President’s
program has so much support
at the grass roots, and so
many enemies in

Washington.

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‘Lights are Going Out’ in Br

BROWNSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — The lights are going
out in this city.

It might be for a few
minutes or several hours. It
might not be tomorrow but
probably  sometime this
month.

Sporadic blackouts and
flickering lights have plagued
merchants and residents for
years. The city-owned elec-
tric utility says things are
getting better but only
gradually.

That optimistic forecast
fails to satisfy some
businessmen, who say they
are forced to install emergen-
cy power supply units for
security and to protect com-
puter operations.

Complaints from the
general public range from

having to reset clocks to
missing a favorite television
show.

“It's still a problem and it
hasn’t been completely solv-
ed,” said Carl Chilton, a cer-
tified public accountant and
chairman of the six-member
Public Utility Board ap-
pointed by city commis-
sioners to run the water,
sewer and electric systems.

The problem involves
equipment that needs replac-
ing and better interconnec-
ting service with private
companies for emergencies,
said Robert Roundtree, the
PUB'’s general manager, who
is leaving June 1.

Roundtree’s outspoken
manner and self-described
“unyielding” nature led to
conflicts with board

“It was a lousy system in
1977 when I came,” he said,
“and it's a little less lousy
now. It's still lousy and it's
going to be lousy forever
unless the board makes deci-
sions to rehabilitate the
system.”’

Chilton says the board is
dedicated to serving the com-
munity and points to bond
issues sold to finance im-
provements. The PUB sold
$34 million in bonds in 1978
and another $12.5 million last
year. The board can issue
bonds without an election.

The improvements will
reduce power failures, which
Roundtree says now occur
“10 times more than they
should.”

But the improvements will
not come fast enough for
some customers.

Channel 23, a new televi-
sion station with plans to
begin broadcasting Aug. 1,
told the PUB it wanted to be
served by Central Power &
Light, a Corpus Christi-based
company.

Station stockholder Peter
Dean said CP&L was a more
reliable power source.
Chilton and the PUB refused
to disconnect its lines so the
station cut the wires and
CP&L hooked it to a nearby
cable.

Chilton said the PUB will
appeal the action to the state
Public Utility Commission.
CP&L officials say the station
had a choice because of a
grandfather clause allowing
CP&L to serve customers
within 200 feet of cables in
place before 1975.

The whole incident, said
Chilton, *“‘didn’t help our
credibility.”

A similar dispute was
resolved in 1976, when the
PUB agreed to let CP&L
serve Union Carbide's large
plant at the Port of
Brownsville.

“We knew we could not
have a plant of that
maghitude with the PUB,"”
said plant manager Bill
McManus.

The PUB also has suffered
financial problems.

“We're in pretty good
shape now,” Chilton said.
“Qur financial position when
I came on the board in 1980
probably left something to be
desired.”

In 1978, Moody's Investors

lowered the
PUB’s bond rating from “A"
to ‘“Baaa-1” based on an
engineering study that cited

Service Inc.

deteriorated physical
facilities, poor maintenance
and failure to keep up with
area growth.

Chilton said those problems
have been remedied and he
expects the bond rating to be
increased.

Last year,
discovered 62 commercial
customers had been under-
billed almost $3 million over
the past decade due to meter
and computer problems. All

but three accounts have been |

settled.

“There were not as many
rate increases in the past has
there should have been,”
Chilton said. “The PUB was
just absorbing higher
operating costs.”

The city has a natural gas-
operated power plant and
buys half its power from Cen-
tral Power & Light. The
system’s peak summer load
is 116 megawatts. Options to
purchase interests in nuclear
and lignite plants are being
considered, Chilton said.

Studies show that, con-
sumers would rather spend
money to replace a faulty
item than invest time dealing
with manufacturers, govern-
ment agencies or lawyers,
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she says.

Wives are quicker to give
up on a product than their
husbands, but they're also
more inclined to register a
complaint about the product,
says Mrs. Piernot, on the
home economics staff of the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
University System.

Sewing Denim For Sports Fashions

COLLEGE STATION --
Denim, a “‘popular” in sports
fabrics, has special
characteristics and sewing
requirements, advises Nancy
Brown, a clothing specialist.

“Denim has body, it is a
firm twill weave, and it
tailors beautifully. In selec-
ting a pattern for denim,
choose one that has few

In cutting denim, use the
“with nap"” layout to make
sure all pattern pieces are go-
ing in the same direction.
When pattern pieces are cut
from a double thickness of
fabric, always fold the fabric
lengthwise, she advises.

When sewing denim, use
cotton or cotton-polyester
thread of a size that is
suitable for the fabric weight.

In finishing denim seams,
remember that it ravels more
than any other sports fabrics,

so it_does reguire a_seam

finish. Which kind depends on
the type of garment being
constructed.

For a tailored look, use welt
or flat-felled seams. These

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
House subcommittee on
small business is looking into
allegations that the
\griculture Department is
following cumbersome and
ometimes wasteful pro-
cedures in buying food com-
nodities for donation to
school lunch programs.

Rep. Andy Ireland, D-Fla.,
chairman of the panel, said
Wednesday he will begin
hearings next week on the
role of small businesses in the
department’'s commodity
procurement process.

“Small businesses have
complained to the subcom-
mittee that there is a lack of
competition for and growing
concentration in the bid
awards made by the USDA
for meat, poultry, fruit and
vegetable buys made,"’
Ireland said.

“They also have told me
hat the same problem exists
in the processing of USDA
commodities. As a result, I
have scheduled several hear-
ngs to explore this issue.”

Ireland said two days of
hearings will be held on April
'8-29. Witnesses will include
chool board members,
ichool food service diretors
ind several small-business
operators.

A subcommittee staff
member said at least one
nore day has tentatively
heen added for sometime
next month to give
\griculture Department of-
ficials, including Secretary
John R. Block, an opportunity
to testify.

Currently, the department
pends about $1 billion a year
on a wide variety of food com-
modities which it then
donates to schools, nursing
homes and other institutional
programs.

A background paper ac-
companying Ireland’'s an-
nouncement included a list of
allegations that the subcom-
mittee's staff gleaned from
interviews ''with small-
husiness people, food service
ifficials and others.

The allegations charges
that the Agriculture Depart-
ment:

—Buys frozen ground pork
nd frozen ground beef in
9-pound blocks when the
ommercial trade sells tae
ame product in tubes
veighing 10-15 pounds.

handling such blocks are a
problem.

—Buys whole turkeys,
several 20-pound turkeys to a
case. Most school districts
can't use whole turkeys
because they are labor-
intensive. So they must be
processed.

—Ships raisins to school
districts in 1.3-ounce boxes.
““Can you imagine the labor
cost of opening several hun-
dred such boxes to use the
raisins in baking? Once
again, school districts would
still use raisins but not the
way the USDA supplies
them."

—Occasionally supplies
cheddar cheese in 42-pound
blocks ‘‘which frequently
make their way to vocational
education schools where they
are subdivided using band
Saws."

The report said, ‘‘Another
problem is how to open, use
and dispose of the thousands
of No. 10 cans in which USDA
supplies commodities. It is
not. uncommon for a school
food-service director to have
to open hundreds of No. 10
cans to serve one meal.”

The subcommittee’s report
also traced some routes
which some food items were
alleged to have taken before
reaching their final destina-
tion.

“Peanut butter bought in
Georgia is shipped to New
York state where it goes into
a leased warehouse," it said.
“It is then transported to a
school-district warehouse
and from there to Ohio to be
made into a peanut butter-
jelly roll. Then it goes back to
the school-district warehouse
and then to school lunch Int~
chens.”

Another allegation said
“‘ground beef bought in Kan-
sas goes to northern
Michigan into a leased
warehouse and from there to
a local school warehouse.
Then the bulk beef goes to
California to be made into
beef patties, and from there
back to the school-district
warehouse and finally into
school lunchrooms."

Wheat Board May
Reduce Exports

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Creation of a U.S. Wheat
Board operated by the
federal government probably
would result in reduced ex-
ports and returns to pro-
ducers, says a new study by
the Agriculture Department.

The traditional method of
U.S. marketing — for most
other farm commodities as
well as wheat — is based on
the free-market system in
which the private trade buys
and sells at prices dictated by
supply and demand.

Some people have ad-
vecated setting up a federal
poard to handle exports of
wheat and other grains.

The report, issued Wednes-

day, said the United States
“has achieved many of the
objectives of wheat boards
for marketing exports
without creating such a
board” such as those in
Canada and Australia.

Using a simulated set of
conditions comparing it to a
competive market, analysts
concluded a board ‘‘would not
benefit U.S. producers and
would increase price /(n-
stability.”” But comparedto a
situation in which the market
was dominated by a single
grain exporting firm, the
board ‘‘would reduce price in-
stability and benefit pro-
ducers."”

Elevator Structure Studied

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas
(AP) — Grain elevators could
be safer if they were flatter
like those in some foreign
countries, says a scientist in-
vestigating the April 7 blast
at the Corpus Christi Public
Elevator.

Many American grain-
handling facilities, such as
the one here that exploded
killing eight, are tall with
conveyor belt systems to
move grain located inside,
said Dr. Veron L. Grose, a
member of the National
Academy of Sciences.

A tall building offers more
efficient land use and easier
emptying of grain from silos,
he said.

Flatter construction, as us-
ed in Australia and Turkey,
does not have ‘‘near the
potential for explosions,” he
added.

Investigators have not
determined what sparked the
volatile grain dust within the
elevator to explode and rip
apart the massive concrete
structure. Damage is
estimated at $30 million.

Concentrations of grain
dust often are high around the
grain-moving equipment, the
horizontal conveyors and ver-
tical “‘legs" that use a bucket
system to move grain up thée
elevator.

Grose said placing the con-
veyor system outside the
complex significantly
reduces hazards because an
enclosed space is necessary
for an explosion.

“If they're not buried in-
side concrete and steel, the
damage potential is greatly
reduced,” he said. An explo-

sion at a Mobile, Ala.,
elevator caused significantly
less damage because the con-
veyor system was outside, he
said.

The Corpus Christi Public
Elevator had a reputation as
a safe facility.

““This was a clean house, so
it kind of pushes us in the
direction of looking at the
conveyor system and the
legs,”’ Grose said.

An unusual feature found
by investigators is an
enclosure of the conveyor
belts.

“The steel covering keeps
belt-generated dust from fly-
ing around the elevator but
‘‘you can’t open them to see
what the concentrations are
around the belts,” the scien-
tist said.

The dust control system
sucks out dust from the en-
cased belts, but Grose added,
‘‘We still don’t know if it pull-
ed off enough or in the right
places.”

“It's very hard now that it's
blown apart to say how good
it was,” he said of the dust
control system.

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LUBBOCK - Relatively
high soil temperatures might
encourage South Plains cot-

ton farmers to become anx- -

ious to plant, but caution is
urged by the area cotton
agronomist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

Planting now doesn't insure
an earlier crop than if cotton
is planted in May, but actual-
ly increases the producer’s
hazards, Dr. James R.
Supak, the Extension cotton
specialist, said.

Rains such as have dotted
the South Plains in the last
several weeks cool the soil,
but they need to be retained
and used, not allowed to run
off, Supak added.

“On April 10, for example,
one to five inches of rain fell
in portions of Hale and Floyd
counties,” he noted. “‘The
rain fell hard and fast and
much of the water eventually
ended up in bar-ditches and
playa lakes. The few farmers
who had furrow-diked their
fields managed to trap a
significant percentage of this
moisture and assure its
availability for crop produc-
tion."”

The majority of the.spring
rain on the High Plains comes
from this type of shower,
Supak said. If fields are
furrow-diked prior to these
rains, runoff can be controll-
ed, soil erosion can be greatly
reduced and more soil
moisture will be available for
crop development, he ex-
plained. ‘‘Now is the time to
dike those furrows,” he em-
phasized.

Soil temperature is an ex-
cellent guide for establishing
the earliest feasible time for
planting cotton,’”” Supak
agreed. 'On the South Plains,
good stands are more likely
to be obtained when the

* minimum soil temperature at

the eight-inch depth averages
60 degrees Fahrenheit or
more for at least 10 days
before planting.

‘‘However,"" Supak caution-
ed, ‘‘the decision to begin
planting should not be based
on soil temperature alone. In

addition, we need to consider
the calendar date and
especially, the long range
weather forecast.”

This year, he noted, several
weather stations on the South
Plains reported reaching the
60-degree average minimum
soil temperature by mid-
April.

But planting cotton at this
early date is risky, the
agronomist stressed, because
we can expect more high
winds, blowing sand and
several days of cool, wet
weather during late April and
early May.

In fact, Supak said, the
30-day weather outlook, valid
through mid-May, predicts
near-normal temperatures
and near to slightly below

normal rainfall for the South
Plains. Long-term weather
records indicate a drop in soil
temperatures can be ex-
pected during the first week
in May.

. ‘“This occurs following the
rains which are common this
time of year,"” Supak said.

The relatively high soil
temperatures reported in
early to mid-April are partly
the result of the
measurements being made in
relatively dry soils; the Ex-
tension agronomist said. In
most irrigated fields, or those
that received appreciable
rainfall recently, the 10-day
average soil temperature is
generally several degrees
cooler, he noted.

“Also, long term weather
records show that the last 15
days of April often are much
warmer than the first 15 days
of May. Consequently, cotton
planted in April might come
up to a good stand, but is sub-
jected to many more weather
hazards than cotton planted
in May."”

Supak cited a study of plan-
ting dates conducted at Lub-
bock by Dr. J.D. Bilbro,
research agronomist with the
U.S. Department  of
Agriculture-Science Educa-
tion Administration.

Bilbro's results, shown in
the accompanying table,
showed that cotton planted on
April 10, April 20 and May 1
all reached the first bloom
stage on approximately the

Fly Species Costing
Producers $225 Million

Two species of flies are
costing U.S. livestock pro-
ducers about $225 million an-
nually, according to studies
in Illinois and Nebraska.

The two species - the stable
fly and housefly — are most
threatening to feedlot cattle,
dairy cattle and swine, says
Dr. John Campbell, an en-
tomologist with the Universi-
ty of Nebraska.

The bloodsucking stable fly
reduces weight gains in
feedlot cattle and milk pro-
duction in dairy cattle, Camp-
bell says. Horseflies may con-
tribute directly to animal pro-
duction losses in dairy cattle
and swine, but create most of
their damage through disease
transmission, the en-
tomologist says.

A prudent fly control pro-
gram is a good investment,
according to Campbell.

“For insect control, every
dollar spent to obtain control
will gain you $4 to $8 in
return,” Campbell says. The
best fly control program for
stockmen is a two-step ap-
proach, he says: Sanitation,

major fly breeding problems
are, and if possible, clean up
or reduce breeding areas,"”
Campbell says. He recom-
mends cleaning up any com-
bination of spilled grain, feed,
moisture and manure - the
ideal fly breeding environ-
ment. Also, he says, make
certain waterers don't leak
and contribute to the
breeding environment.

“Once you've done this, it's
still necessary to use insec-
ticides. Attack the adult
population,”” Campbell says.

Ideally, an insecticide for
spraying livestock premises
would have both knockdown
(immediate kill) and residual
qualities, Campbell says.

The new synthetic
pyrethroid insecticides
available this year have that
combination of qualities, ac-
cording to the entomologist.
A formulation for use as a
premise spray, Permectric 10

Percent EC (emulsifiable
concentrate), recently was
introduced by anchor

Laboratories.

When implementing a fly
spray program in barns and
livestock premises, any
spray can be made more ef-
fective by knowing where and
when to spray the insec-
ticides.

“Do your spraying when
flies are resting, because it's
much easier to control them
when they're concentrated in
a small area,” he suggests.

During the day, stable flies
prefer sheltered shade,
Campbell says, but not dark
interiors. Stable flies tend to
rest on the building fronts and
shady areas or vegetation
during the hot part of the day.

During the heat of the day,
both stable flies and
houseflies may seek shady
areas such as surrounding
trees. An application of insec-
ticide in the trees at this time
can be an effective control
measure, Campbell says.

Houseflies actually are
easier to spray at night, the
entomologist says. ‘“They're
a little like chickens. They
roost somewhere at night -

inside a building on the walls
or ceilings, or under 'the
eaves of a building.”

If you choose to spray at
night, choose a warm even-
ing. Most insecticides work
better at temperatures over
65 degrees Farenheit, Camp-
bell says.

This study indicates that in
most years there is no advan-
tage in earlier fruit set
resulting from April planting,
Supak said. ‘‘Since an-
ticipated rain and soil cooling
in the next two weeks can
lead to serious problems,
farmers might consider play-
ing the odds and delaying
planting until May," he said.

Delaying planting until the
10-day- average soil
temperatures reach or ex-
ceed the 60-degree mark in
May is recommended when
seed quality is questionable,
or in fields where seedling
disease is a recurring pro-
blem, the Extension
agronomist said.

Food Threatening

COLLEGE STATION --
There's a time bomb schedul-
ed to go off in the near future
throughout the entire world -
global hunger - and it's just
as deadly as any bomb, a na-
tional spokesman for the red
meat industry said here
recently.

Orville K. Sweet- of Des
Moines, Iowa, said ‘‘the
threatening time bomb is
world food shortages. Some
80 million people are born
éachyear, and another balf
billion in developing coun-
tries are reported starving.
This is the only known coun-
try where people are fighting
to get in, and the reason is our
food supply.”

In many other countries,
people are fighting to get
out,” Sweet added.

Sweet addressed the Texas
Animal Agriculture Con-
ference's beef and swine
short courses.

“Our food production
system was developed over a
period of the last 60 years
because we placed a priority
on it and supported research
to improve our technology. In
the past, one of our biggest
problems was living with a
surplus food supply. From
now on, however, our pro-
blems will concern living

with food shortages. What
will we do when our protein
source costs as much as
caviar?"

Forty years ago, 39 percent
of the national budget for
research was given to
agriculture for production
and development of food,
Sweet said, while today only
2.2 percent goes for
agriculture.

“We are not going to be
able to feed the world, but we
are going to have to expoft
technology so that people can
stay at home and help
themselves,” declared the
executive vice president of
the National Pork Producers
Council. Sweet is also a ran-
cher and former official of a
major purebred beef
organization.

“Research on food safety
and nutrition is the key, and
we need more money for
research,” he said.

He suggested that the na-
tion’s red meat producers,
especially beef and swine,
must make their voices heard
“in the statehouse and in
Washington, because that's
where decisions are made.
We need to win the battle of
the ‘soapbox’' and convince
consumers that our products
are safe.”

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Food For Thought

Last week, this column
began a two part series of re-
cent testimony by Marvin
Meek, national chairman of
the American Agriculture
Movement, to the Senate
Agriculture Committee’s
hearings. His testimony is
completed today. He said--

‘““‘Last years' drought,
which still continues in the
farm belt, has brought even
closer the ultimate danger
that short sighed cheap com-
modity price programs have
been heading us towards; ab-
solute shortages of grain!
The January 16, 1981 Foreign
Agriculture Circular shows

that world wheat and coarse

grain stocks as a percentage
of utilization are at their
lowest levels since records
have been kept. The fact that
even now, with these low sup-
ply levels, the market prices
still do not cover cost of pro-
duction tells just how well our
markets are working!

“To continue to say, in the
face of that higher support
loan prices would interfere
with our “‘free markets" is to
just recount an awfully old
fairytale. Children and adults
alike would all laugh if it
weren't so sobering to think
that the result of continued
wrong agricultural policies is
hunger!

“As long as there is even a
remote chance of markets be-
ing destroyed by embargoes,
or prices being affected by
imports, or strikes halting
shipments of our com-
modities, or manipulations of
prices by international grain
companies, or world trade
agreements establishing
price levels at less than our
production costs, or oil em-
bargoes increasing our
energy costs, or any other
negative actions which
farmers have no control over,
then agriculture commodity
prices must be indexed by
law at levels . which will
feturn production costs.

“If I were a person living in
urban America today, I
would be scared to death of
the present economic condi-
tions which exist in rural
america. There is one thing
which we all have in com-
mon, we like to eat three
times a day. Farmers have

the ability to continue to feed
themselves, but their ability
to feed this nation, and the
world, is fast disappearing
because of the price struc-
ture.

“A weak agriculture, and
I might add, a broke
agriculture, is more of a pro-
blem for the 220 million
Americans who are not
farmers than it is for the 2%
million Americans who are
farmers. Those members of
this committee who represent
urban constituents should be
more concerned about restor-
ing a healthy agriculture than
those members who repre-
sent rural constituents.

‘‘Agriculture can solve this
nation's economic problems.
And because you, ladies and
gentlemen, are members of
the Senate Agriculture Com-
mittee, you have the ability to
solve the nation's economic
problems. That is an
awespme responsibility.

Crucial to “‘Caveman’ was
the casting of Atouk, the hip
member of the Misfit Tribe.

“What we needed was a
charming, romantic star who
was short and unprepossess-
ing,” said Gottlieb. ‘‘After
Robin Williams, Dustin Hoff-
man and Dudley Moore, who
is there? The casting chief
Lynn Stalmaster suggested
Ringo Starr, and I said,
‘Right!” Especially since
Gary Coleman isn't old
enough.”

Gottlieb checked with
Richard Lester, for whom he
had acted in ‘‘Petulia.”
Lester had directed Starr in
the Beatles movies, ‘‘A Hard
Day's Night" and ‘‘Help!”
and assured that Ringo was a

solid performer who could
improvise during scenes.

Still concerned, Gottlieb
was finally convinced by a
musician friend who observ-
ed: “British bands like the
Beatles, Rolling Stones and
The Who were really oriented
to show business, not merely
rock 'n’ roll.”

In any case, Ringo would
have no worry about
dialogue. The cavepeople
speak a prehistoric jargon
which is unintelligible to the
modern ear.

LOS ANGELES (AP) —
Sam Elliott, thought of as a
man of action, had to over-
come barriers to win a role as
the sophisticated, musically
inclined surgeon accused of
killing his wife in the NBC
miniseries ‘‘Murder in
Texas."

“It took some doing to get
this part,” Elliott said. “‘A lit-
tle wheeling and dealing. I
think the trouble came from
the image that NBC had of
me.
“The last thing I did for
NBC was the mountain man
in ‘The Sacketts.” That
character is as far from Dr.
John Hill as you can get. It
was nothing personal. It was
just that last image. It hap-
pens to every actor.

Drusky says country music is
better now than when he
started in the business nearly
30 years ago.

*“The sound is so much bet-
ter,” says Drusky, who is 50.

-'Patience plays a part

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1 feel
that I need to lose at least 10

unds. I'm 5 feet 2 and weigh
130. I'm 45 years old I can't
seem to lose weight. I have
been on several diets, includ-
ing a 1,000-calorie diet, but I
don't lose. I have low blood
sugar and can’t fast. My extra
weight is all around the
middle. Is this the fate of the
40s? Must 1 look like a little
round tub?

DEAR READER - You
are talking about what some
people call middle-aged
spread. There are grouE stud-
ies that show women have a
decrease in metabolic needs
about that time. For a long
time this was believed to be a
function of age and someone
handy with words referred to
it as the ebbing of metabolic
fires

Well, your metabolism per
ounce of lean body tissue
stays the same. A pound of 45-
year-old muscle uses as many
calories at rest as 20-year-old
muscles. The difference is
that at middle age people tend
to lose their muscle mass.
More of their body weight is
fat and less is muscle. The
metabolic requirements are
the same for each pound of
lean body mass (weight minus
body fat).

So you have let your mus-
cles get smaller, probably
from not doing the kind of
exercises that strengthen and
maintain your muscle size. I
would recommend a greater
interest in using exercise to
help with your program.
Walking is fine but you proba-
bly would get additional bene-

fit with a program that would
enable you to use some
strength or weight-training
equipment. As you grow mus-
cles and your metabolism is
increased, you'll have more
success with your diet.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I was
told that I have fluid around
my heart. along with other
conditions. My doctor says it
is not serious but he never
explains why 1 have the fluid.
1 am taking Digoxin, one eve-
ry morning, three Vasodilan a
day and a Nitrostat only when
I need it for pain. I take two
Lasix and four Slow-K tablets
once a month. Would you
please give me some more
information about this condi-
tion”

DEAR READER — You®
probably have what doctors
call cardiac insufficiency,
meaning that your heart does
not contract with enough
force each time to move
circulation efficiently. When
that b:ggens the body may
retain sodium and that causes
you to retain fluid. The fluid
can accumulate in the lungs,
or in other parts of the body,
depending upon how much of
the heart is involved. That is
why he is giving you Digoxin,
to strengthen the heartbeat.
The other medicines are to
help your body clear sodium
and water, except for the

Nitrostat that is for pain
caused by a heart condition.

Evidently, your doctor feels
that with your medications
you are doing well and he
doesn't want you to worry
about it.
