Enforcement is a Problem

HARLINGEN, Texas (AP)
— A temporary “‘guest
worker’” program, such as
that discussed between Presi-
dent Reagan and Mexican
President Jose Lopez Por-
tillo, would be hard to en-
force, immigration officials
said Wednesday.

“From what I have read
about this, the program pro-
posed by Gov. Bill Clements,
they would be allowed to seek
employment anywhere in the
United States. This would
create & problem,” said Hal
Bouldin, district director for
the Immigration and
Naturalization Service.

Since 1979, Clements has
backed a program to let Mex-
ican qtnens enter the coun-
try legally and find jobs
anywhere for a limited time.

The ram’'s aim is to
ease the flood of illegal im-
migration from Mexico,
where unemployment runs at
30 percent. An initial figure of
50,000 guest workers has been
suggested. ‘

Bouldin and others said
they wondered how American
officials could keep track of

each worker. Immigration
agents say they are always

gcnn‘ down persons admit-
temporarily who decide o
stay illegally.

“It would be a physical im-
possibility to check every one
of these people,” said Robert
Wooten, a 19-year veteran
with the U.S. Border Patrol in
Brownsville.

I don't know what the im-
migration service would do if
a lot of them were admitted
and went to the East or Nor-
theast, places that are not
policed, per se, by the border
patrol,”” Wooten said.
““They’d have to make drastic
changes in the immigration
service."

Employers who hire illegal
aliens currently are not sub-
ject to penalty. Under a guest
worker program, sanctions
against employers who know-
ingly hire undocumented
workers have been proposed.

“If they included employer

sanctions and gave us the

resources to police it, it could

work,” said Larry Richard-
son, chief agent of the Border

. Patrol’s McAllen sector.

Although many workers
would enter the United States
through South Texas, most
probably would head north
for construction and higher
paying jobs, Richardson said.

“Baut if they talk of half a
million temporary workers,
God only knows the number
of illegal ones we have
already,” he said. “I don’t
think it would reduce the
vacuum that they say draws
people across.
