HOUSTON (AP) — Sugar
Ray Leonard rated it in his
top five. His manager said it
was Sugar Ray's second best
fight.

But no matter where Thurs-
day night’s knockout of
previously unbeaten Ugan-
dan Ayub Kalule in the World
Boxing Association Junior
Middleweight Championship
ranked in Leonard's career,
it marked a page for the
history books.

Leonard, the World Boxing
Council welterweight cham-
pion, became the first boxer
since Henry Armstrong in
1938 to own more than one ti-
tle simultaneously.

The 25-year-old Leonard's
dream is to add yet a third ti-
tle, the one now belonging to
WBA middleweight cham-
pion Marvin Hagler.

Armstrong owned the
featherweight, welterweight,
and lightweight titles at the
same time.

“Ayub rated in the top five

works half a-year but-earns
more

His salary affords him the
extra comforts of life. But to
carn it, he must live with
more danger than most en-
counter in a lifetime.

Fisher is not a skydiver or a
high wire walker or a lion
tamer. He Is a roustabout
who toils 200 feet above the
shark-infested Gulf waters on
this platform 20 miles off the
Louisiana shore.

He swings from ropes,
rides for hours aboard a
rickety work boat on choppy
seas, lives with 70 others in
cramped quarters aboard
this winding labyrinth of
metal and climbs around
repairing awkward-looking
machinery Conoco Inc. uses
to separate crude oil and
natural gas pumped from
10,000 feet below the earth's
surface,

The work is dangerous and
often lonely, but Fisher says
the money is simply too good
to pass up. He works 26 weeks
— taking every other week off
— and makes about $26,000 a
year, not counting overtime.

“That's the reason 1 came
out here, and 1 enjoy having
seven straight days off,” said
