CHICAGO (AP) — Two
dozen suspects in the cyanide
poisonings of seven people

Woman burned

find a link between the
murders ‘and hundreds of
Extra-Strength Tylenol cap-
sules dumped in a motel
parking lot.

At a press briefing Monday
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RIALTO, Calif. (AP) — A woman has been treated for
severe eye burns caused by acid-contaminated eye drops
in the latest in a series of incidents in California involving
the medication, according to the doctor who treated her.

It was also the second case of tainted over-the-counter
medication reported in a week. Seven people in the
Chicago area have died after taking Extra-Strength
Tylenol that had been laced with cyanide.

Carol Sam, 28, of Rialto, went to San Bernardino County
Medical Center's emergency room Monday because her
eyes began burning from freshly opened Visine AC drops
she had bought at the Stater Bros. store in Rialto, said Dr.
Douglas Gruzd who was working in the emergency room.

Gruzd said a “‘rough test” by hospital technicians Mon-
day revealed a ‘‘dangerous acid solution,” but further
testing was planned to determine the specific makeup of

the contaminant.

There have been similar problems with eye drops
bought in Southern California over the last 10 months in
which several people complained that the solutions made
their eyes burn. There were no serious injuries.

Gruzd said the eye drops Ms. Sam brought to him con-
tained “much more acid than we would expect.”” He said
she was treated at the hospital for burns of both corneas,
and patches were placed over both eyes and she was

released.

“There was more acid than I would ever put in anyone’s
eyes,” the doctor said. ‘‘Her vision is severely affected,
but with any luck she will recover in two to four days.’’ He
said he expected no permanent damage.

He said he turned the drops over to the Rialto police, a
town just south of San Bernardino, and that police told
him that Stater Bros., a supermarket chain, had pulled all
of the drops from shelves in its Rialto store. '

Rialto police dispatcher Denise Decker said she could

He also said 10 to 12 more
officers would be added to a
task force of more than 100
people probing the murders
of the seven Chicago-area
people, who died after
swallowing the Tylenol that
had been spiked with
cyanide.

He also disclosed that
preliminary lab tests found
no trace of cyanide in the
empty Extra-Strength
Tylenol capsules and powder
discovered in a suburban
motel parking lot by two
sheriff's deputies on Sept. 28,
the day before the first
deaths.

The lab results, however,
don't rule out a possible link
between the poisonings and
the discarded capsules, said
Fahner, who has called the
incident ‘“‘one of several very
substantial leads’ under in-
vestigation.

“We still don't know why
someone would throw out all
those pills in a parking lot,”
Fahner said, adding the
material will be tested fur-
ther. .

After the officers handl
the capsules, they suffered
dizziness, nausea and
vomiting. But Fahner said
Monday investigators are
“reasonably certain” these
were not symptoms of
cyanide poisoning.

Meanwhile, a trade group
representing manufacturers
and distributors of over-the-
counter drugs planned to

meet with representatives of
the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration today to discuss

safety in packaging.

“We think that perhaps
there are ways we could
make them (drugs) more
secure once they have left the
factory or the warehouse and
are in fact in a drug or
grocery store,” said FDA
Commissioner Arthur Hill
Hayes.

Investigators believe the
deaths are the result of one
person ‘‘salting'’ store
shelves with single bottles
containing a few poisoned
capsules.

The Proprietary Associa-
tion, a Washington, D.C.,
trade group, set up task force
to work with the FDA on the
problem.

Gulf employees report

BAYTOWN, Texas (AP) —

" Cars and pickup trucks

streamed ‘into Gulf O0il
Chemical Co.'s largest
refinery today as about one-
third of the 1,100 workers idl-

ed by a bomb threat last week
returned to work.
But spokesman Bill

Rinehart estimated it would
take at least two weeks for
employees to finish bringing
the plant back to normal
operations.

Gulf ordered the shutdown
Thursday after extortionists
reportedly threatened to blow
up the Cedar Bayou plant if
they were not paid $15 million
by midday Sunday.

Callers had warned that 10
bombs had been planted in
the plant. Five bombs were
found and deactivated
harmlessly, and the deadline

passed without an explosion.

“We're very pleased that
our employees are being
recalled and that the phased
restart has begun,” Rinehart
said.

Explosive experts from the
FBI, Houston Police Depart-
ment bomb squad and U.S.
Army repeatedly searched
the 1,000-acre plant, located
about 28 miles southeast of
Houston, but no other bombs
were found.

A Houston television sta-
tion reported Monday night
that the FBI believes there
were never more than five
bombs in ‘the Cedar Bayou
plant, but that the agency is
investigating the strong
possibility that five bombs
were intended for Gulf’s Port
Arthur refinery as well, but
were never put in place.

There were 15 radio-
controlled bombs, but only
five were planted, all at the
Baytown plant, KHOU-TV's
Cinny Kennard reported from
Durango, Colo., the residence
of all four people who have

Reagan denounces
freeze movement

COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) —
President Reagan, making
the first of a series of cam-
paign trips for Republicans,
says the nuclear weapons
freeze movement is being
pushed by people who “‘want
the weakening of America.”

Reagan also blamed the na-
tion’s high unemployment
rate and other economic ills
on the Washington establish-
ment, government
bureaucracy and the
Democratic “‘big spenders”
in Congress.

“I can’t tell you how

1 refreshing it is to get out of

Washington and back here to
the heartland of America,"”
he told an assembly of 2,000
veterans Monday.

During his four-hour visit
here, Reagan also toured Ac-
cuRay Corp., a high-
technology company, and at-
tended two Republican Party
fund-raisers. He returned to
Washington late Monday.

In his speech before the
veterans, Reagan suggested
that the nuclear freeze move-
ment is being manipulated by
people who want to weaken
the country’s military posi-
tion. His comments, he said,
were prompted by the ap-
pearance of pro-freeze
demonstrators outside the
hotel.

“They were démonstrating
in behalf of a movement that

has swept across our country,

inspired not by the sincere, .
honest people who want:

peace, but by some who want
the weakening of America
and so are manipulating
many honest and sincere peo-
ple,” he said.

““I too want a nuclear freeze
— after we have been able to
negotiate the-Seviet UniofLin-
to a reduction on both sides of
all kinds of weapons and then
have a freeze when we're

Draft dodger
gets 30 months

SAN DIEGO (AP) — Draft
resister Benjamin Sasway,

-temporarily free on bail after

spending 39 days behind bars,
says his pending 30-month
sentence to a federal work
farm ‘‘could have been
worse."”’

Sasway, the first man
charged with failing to
register with the Selective
Service System' since the
Vietnam War, was convicted
Aug. 26 of failing to register
for the draft. U.S. District
Judge Gordon Thompson Jr.
ordered him jailed im-
mediately pending sentenc-
ing, saying he might flee to
Canada.

At his sentencing Monday,
Sasway, 21, told Thompson,
““The president and Congress

made a stupid law and saddl-

ed you with the responsibiljty
of enforcing it.” M
Thompson repeated his opi-

nion that all of Sasway's
stated grounds for appeal are
frivolous, but released the
political science student in
$10,000 bail pending his ap-
peal to the 9th U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals in San Fran-
cisco.

Carrying a cardboard box
filled with fan mail, Sasway
walked out of the
Metropolitan Correctional
Center seven hours later.

He said his jail stay “was
OK," adding that the
30-month sentence was ‘‘ex-
pected...it could have been
'Ol'le.”

The maximum penalty for
failing to register for the
draft is five years in prison
and a $10,000 fine. He was
sentenced to 2% years in a
federal' work farm, but
Th did not specify
which oné.

EDINBURG, Texas (AP)
— Four people were found
dead and 11 others were
found suffering from ap-
parent dehydration in the
back of an abandoned
18-wheel tractor-trailer truck
on US. 281 near the city
limits of this Rio Grande
Valley town, authorities said
today.

A teletype report issued by
the Texas Department of
Public Safety said four people
were dead, two people were
taken to Edinburg General
Hospital in critical condition,
and nine people were
reported in stable condition
at the hospital.

Edinburg police made the
grim discovery about 10:30
p.m. Monday when they in-
vestigated what they thought
was an accident on the
shoulder of the northbound
frontage road of the highway
on the outskirts of town.

A spokesman for the
Border Patrol said alerts
were put out early today for
two men believed headed for
Houston in a truck with 39
others who were part of an
original group of 50 that left
San Salvador together a few
days ago to be smuggled into
the United States.

The first truck originally
had 26 people in the back — 13

men and 13 women, said
Border Patrol agent Manuel
Torres of McAllen.

“They were put in the
trailer about 10 o’clock Sun-
day night affd they were left
on the outskirts of Edinburg
with the air conditioning on
the trailer unit. But the air
conditioner went off about 10
in the morning, and it got
hard for them to breathe back
there,” Torres said.

‘““Another truck came by
with another load and picked
up those able to get out. But
they left behind the ones that
were delirious. Four were
dead already. They tried to
set the trailer on fire with the
people still inside of it, but the
fire never got started good.
They put some kind of foam
or cushion under the truck
and set it on fire, but only the
cushion burned, and finally
one of the aliens was able to
getout.”

Another Border Patrol
agent said the Department of
Public Safety at McAllen put
out an alert at 1:07 a.m. for
one of the drivers, described
as being about 6 feet tall, 250
pounds, blonde hair, fullsize
blonde beard, with a tattoo of
a bird on his left arm. Of-
ficers said the man went by
the name of Eric.

conquer Mt. Everest

KATMANDU, Nepal (AP) —
Members of a Canadian team of
climbers reached the summit of
Mount Everest early today, more
than a month after they began a gruel-
ing climb that claimed four comrades
in avalanches.

“We made it! We made it!,” Peter
camp manager for the
Canadian Mount Everest Expedition,
said in a radio broadcast monitored in
Katmandu after team member Laurie
Skreslet reached the 29,028-foot sum-
mit at 9:30 a.m. local time (11:30 p.m.
EDT Monday). It was the first con-
quest of Everest by a Canadian.

Kreslet, 34, of Calgary, was accom-
panied by two Sherpa guides.

The original team of 16 Canadians
was first hit by tragedy on Aug. 31,
when a mammoth avalanche struck
on the treacherous Khumbu Icefall, a
shattered glacier that runs down the
side of the mountain like a frozen
river.

The avalanche killed three Sherpa
guides and buried climber Rusty
Baillie, 41, Calgary, who somehow
dug himself out unharmed.

The next day, the icefall suddenly
shifted, throwing climber Dave Read,
34, of Calgary into a crevasse and kill-
ing Blair Griffiths, 33, a Canadian
television cameraman from North
Vancouver.

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Balloon pilot may

have violated rules

GREENVILLE, S8.C. (AP) — The
pilot of a hot-air that crashed
into power lines the weekend,
killing two people, was violating
federal regulations. by having
passengers aboard, a federal official
says.

Lawrence _ Abrams, 28,
pilot of the Rainbow II, had only a
student-pilot license, National
Transportation Safety Board inspec-
tor Preston Hicks said Monday.

John Cureton, head of the Federal
Aviation Administration office in Col-
umbia, said such a license would have
prohibited Abrams from taking
passengers aloft. “We view it as a
serious violation,” Cureton said.

The pilot’s mother, Vivian Abrams,
said her son had been flying only five
or six weeks.

Abrams and a friend, August B.
Schwiers Jr., 26, of Pelzer, were killed
Sunday when the balloon crashed into
100,000-volt power lines shortly after
taking off from Schwiers’ field.

A second passenger, Anthony Neal
Abrams, was flown to Talmadge
Memorial Hospital in Augusta, Ga.,
for treatment of second- and third-
degree burns over 65 percent of his
body. He was reported in critical but
stable condition Monday.

_ LONDON (AP) — The drifter who
crept into Queen Elizabeth II's palace
bedroom for a chat in July, was
ordered to a top-security mental

London’s Old Bailey Criminal Court.

Michael Fagan, a 30-year-old vaga-
bond, screamed abuse at the judge
during the proceeding and was hustl-
ed off by burly guards.

The move came after psychiatrists
warned Monday that Fagan, who
claims he is in love with the 56-year-

. - old monarch, should be detained in a

‘ mental hospital indefinitely because
he posed a danger to the queen.

Judge James Miskin ordered the
committal to Park Lane mental
hospital near Liverpool after Fagan
had pleaded guilty to taking a car
without the owner’s consent in London
last June.

Miskin said he was making the
order under Section 60 of Britain's
Mental Health Act. “This is neither a
punishment or a sentence. He will be
received there as a patient, not as a
criminal,” he said.

Yet, children returning to
school this fall may not be ad-
mitted without vaccinations
against seven childhood
diseases - partly because we
have some new bugs - and
new strains of old bugs - now
going around.

ly to those from tropical and
semitropical counties,
notably Indo-China.

We had tuberculosis and
leprosy under control in the
United States, almost
eradicated, both are on the in-
crease again.

In Orange County, Calif.,
there are only 27 cases of TB,
488 per 100,000,

Our government’'s wat-
chdog agency, the General
Acounting Office, confirms
that aliens are bringing both
of those diseases into the
United States; also hepatitis,
malaria, parasites and an
assortment of veneral
diseases.

In all 50 states the law now
requires immunization of
school-agers; twenty-five

states have beefed-up those
laws.

Some will admit that the
deployment of immigrant
camps around the United
States has alerted health of-
ficials to the urgency of vac-
cinations for diseases we
thought we had whipped.

When Americans hear of
“new imported diseases,”
they are likely to blame any
new discomfort on some im-
ported virus or bacteria.

Historically, health stan-
dards for immigrants were
rigidly enforced. Health stan-
dards for illegals are, of
course, unenforceable. And
our attorney general has
granted medical waivers to
tens of thousands of refugees
“‘on humanitarian grounds.”

BEIRU¥, Lebanon (AP) —
The Lebanese army arrested
scores of people today and
confiscated hidden weapons
and ammunition in a big
sweep of Moslem west Beirut,
former stronghold of the
Palestine Liberation
Organization.

U.S. Marines, meanwhile,
searched for mines on the
beach road near the interna-
tional airport and at the
L.ebanese University cam-
pus.

The exact number arrested
by Lebanon's army was not
known, but Associated Press
reporters saw scores of men
being rounded up and bundl-
ed into trucks.

The Voice of Lebanon, run
by rightist Christians, said a
“large number’ of illegal
aliens and people whose
papers were not in order were
arrested.

The broadcast said the ar-
my confiscated huge amounts
of ammunition, weapons and
military gear found in

several west Beirut buildings
in the Hamra district.

All roads leading to the cen-
tral shopping area were clos-
ed to traffic and pedestrians
while the army carried out its
mission with the help of
French units from the
multinational peacekeeping
force.

Armored personnel car-
riers and jeeps bearing the
Lebanese flag were parked
on all street corners while
soldiers searched apartment
houses and basements for
ammunition caches,

Beirut radio stations said a
number of escaped convicts
and renegade leftist
militiamen were expected to
be picked up in the dragnet.

It was the biggest show of
force by the newly regrouped
Lebanese army since the
1975-76 civil war when the ar-
my disintegrated, polarized
between supporters of the
war'’s chief combatants, the
rightists Christians and the
alliance of Lebanese Moslem
leftists and Palestinian guer-
rillas.

Lebanese Moslem leaders

charged last week that the ar-
my was carrying out in-
discriminate arrests in the
west Beirut area, especially
in the Sabra and Chatilla
refugee camps — site of the
Sept. 16-18 massacre by
Christian militiamen.

Diplomatic sources said
2,000 were arrested in the
camps last week, but acting
Prime Minister Shafik Waz-
zan was quoted as saying the
army was rounding up illegal
aliens, escaped convicts and
those whose papers were not
in order.
