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Libyan Jets Instigate Action

U.S. Jets Down Attackers

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Two U.S. F-14 jet fighters
shot down a pair of Soviet-
built Libyan SU-22 fighter
planes over the Mediterra-
nean early today in a one-
minute clash about 60
nautical miles off the Libyan
coast after an ‘‘unprovoked
attack’ by the Libyans, the
Defense Department said.
None of the Americans in
the two-man F-14s were hurt,
officials said. One Libyan
pilot was seen parachuting
from his stricken plane.
Defense Secretary Caspar
Weinberger told a news con-
ference the attack was clear-
ly over international waters

and was unanticipated.
Libya, however, considers
that its territorial rights ex-
tend 200 miles to sea.

Weinberger said the United
States planned no retaliation
as a result of the attack, but
that the naval force to which
the planes are assigned would
finish its planned exercise
Wednesday afternoon on
schedule.

The Pentagon announced
the 2:20 a.m. EDT incident
before dawn and Weinberger
appeared at the hastily called
news conference later to read
the official statement, which
said:

“Two U.S. Navy F-14 air-
craft involved in a previously
announced routine exercise

in international air space
over international waters in
the south central Mediterra-
nean were attacked by two
Libyan SU-22 fighter aircraft.

‘‘After being fired upon, the
F-14s from the aircraft car-
rier Nimitz took action in
response and shot down both

Libyan aircraft.”
“The U.S. government is
protesting through

diplomatic channels this un-
provoked attack, which oc-
curred in international air
space over 60 nautical miles
from the nearest land.”

Since the United States and
Libya do not have direct
diplomatic relations,
Weinberger said the U.S. pro-
test would be channeled to the

Hospital Board Approves
Budget, Slim Tax Hike

Deaf Smith General
Hospital's Board of Directors
approved a $3 million budget
at their regular meeting
yesterday, and they're going
to have to raise taxes to han-
dle the hospital's operation
next year.

Now, before you get too ex-
cited, taxpayers will only see
a very nominal increase in
tax support of the hospital
district as explained by ad-
ministrator Jim Bullard.

“Our tax rate presently is
eight cents per $100 valua-
tion,”" Bullard said. ‘‘We are
going to raise the rate to .0824

per $100 valuation, which is a
very, very minor amount.”

The slim increase in taxes
for the hospital district is due
mainly to increased burden of
indigent care according to
Bullard. In fact, .0432, or
more than half of tax
revenue, goes to cover in-
digent care.

To show how the hospital is
strapped by indigent care and
bad debts, the board yester-
day wrote off $15,768 in those
accounts.

‘‘As it is, we are going to be
operating within a very tight
budget next year,” Bullard
added. ‘‘But, we are trying to
do our best to keep taxes

The approved budget in-
cludes revenues of $3,020,104,
and expenditures of
$2,918,929.

Others areas to be covered
by the tax revenue in addition
to the .0432 for indigent care
are .0261 for bond interest and
sinking fund for the 1969 bond
issue; .0054 for the public
health clinic; and .0077 for the
ambulances.

“Our tax rate is minor in
comparison to other hospitals
in our area,” Bullard said.
““There are hospitals half our
size in our area which have
about the same tax revenue
we do.”

Reagan Vows Balanced

Budget ‘With’ Defense

LOS ANGELES (AP) —
President Reagan is vowing
to balance the federal budget
by 1984 without retreating
from his plan for the largest
defense buildup in American
history.

Faced with reports that in-
creased military spending
could undercut efforts to
eliminate budget deficits
within three years, Reagan
ordered his defense and
economic advisers during an
afternoon of meetings Tues-
day to come up with a way to

achieve both goals.

Reagan said later he is con-
vinced he can hold the 1982
budget deficit to $42.5 billion
in spite of reports it could go
much higher.

White House spokesman
Larry Speakes said any deci-
sions on additional spending
cuts are weeks away but said
social programs could suffer
even more financial trimm-
ing in the drive to balance the
budget.

“We will keep the social
safety net,”” Speakes said.
But he added, ‘‘Certainly we
will be looking closely at

Weinberger and Gast both
said the pilots of the F-l4s
were acting under rules per-
mitting them to defend
themselves.

“If an enemy aircraft con-
ducts a hostile act, the (U.S.)
aireraft commander has the
right to defend himself," said
Gast. :

Libya has claimed jurisdic-
tion over air space and
waters reaching out some 200
miles. The United States does

national waters and air space
as extending out three miles.
Weinberger did not address

the three mile question at the
news conference but noted
that the incident occurred
about 60 nautical miles at sea
and said ‘‘there isn't a basis
to any claim that these were
national waters."

Libya's official news agen-
cy, JANA, in a dispatch ap-
parently prepared before the
clase, denounced the ‘‘pro-
vocative manuevers' by the
U.S. 6th Fleet in the Gulf of
Sidra.

The last time anything like
today's incident occurred
was in March 1973, when two
Libyan Air Force jets fired on
an unarmed U.S. Air Force
C-130 about 83 miles off the
Libyan coast. The American
plane escaped.

Last fall, there were unof-
ficial reports that Libyan
fighters had been intercep-

ting high-altitude U.S. Air
Force planes in international
airspace over the southern
Mediterranean, but so far as
is known, there was no
shooting.

The United States, at last
report, had 25 naval ships in
's Mediterranean 6th Fleet.

Weinberger said President
Reagan was notified after the
clash and “‘approved the ac-
tion taken" plus the continua-
tion of the naval exercise,
which Weinberger said had

Investigators Probing Tapes;

Impact On Safety Sought

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Teams of federal in-
vestigators and private con-
sultants will examiné com-
puter tapes and tour air traf-
fic control centers to deter-
mine whether the nationwide
controllers strike has in-
creased the chance of an
aviation disaster.

With the strike and subse-
quent firing of 12,000 con-
trollers now in its third week,
safety is emerging as the key
issue with little sign of going
away despite government
assurances that it is no more
hazardous to fly today than
before the walkout.

Smarting from a barrage of
allegations that safety has
been impaired by the strike,
the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration has hired a con-
sulting firm to put together
its own independent analysis
of the air traffic control
system.

“There is no reason to
believe the system has
deteriorated in any way" as
far as safety is concerned,
Transportation Secretary
Drew Lewis said Tuesday.

Lewis said he wants a
“‘tough, hard, critical report”
on safety conditions from the
Virginia-based consulting
firm, Flight Safety Founda-
tion Inc., which has among its
clients more than 400
aviation-related organiza-
tions and companies.

Lewis said most pilots say
it is safe to fly despite the
strike, although internal
memos within the Air Line
Pilots Association disclosed
this week that some pilots
have had serious concerns
about the reduced controller
staff now directing air traffic.

Byron Whitehead, a
spokesman for the associa-
tion, said the FAA has made
recent adjustments that have
eliminated those concerns,
The association’s executive
board was briefed on the safe-
ty issues Tuesday and union
president J.J. O'Donnell was
to give details of that meeting
later today.

FAA Administrator J. Lynn
Helms said Tuesday that the
number of reports of near
misses has declined substan-

tially since the strike,
although he conceded all such
incidents may not be reported
to the agency.

As of Tuesday, the FAA
said it had received 11 reports
of near misses since the
strike began, compared with
31 during the same period a
year ago. There were 566
near misses reported in 1980.

The National Transporta-
tion Safety Board, an in-
dependent agency that in-
vestigates air crashes, decid-
ed unanimously Tuesday to
investigate the air traffic con-
trol system with a fact-
finding report to be com-
pleted within eight weeks.

Board member Patricia
Goldman said the move was
in response “‘to a public con-
cern” about air safety after
two-thirds of the normal air
traffic controller corps was
fired for engaging in the il-
legal strike that began Aug. 3.

““There is no question that
the public is nervous and
frightened because of the
reports’ about recent air in-
cidents, Mrs. Goldman said
in an interview Tuesday.

Barbara Dixon, a
spokewoman for the federal
safety agency, said the
board’s task forte would ex-
amine a broad range of
issues, including a com-
parison of traffic density
before and after the strike,
procedural changes adopted
since the walkout, controller
qualification and training,
working hours and reporting
of near misses.

The Flight Safety Founda-
tion presumably will examine
similar areas.

But the foundation’s presi-
dent, John Enders, said in an
interview he doesn't expect
any substantive findings until
December, although Lewis
said he wanted a preliminary
report within 30 days.

Enders said his investiga-
tion will be independent and
objective, but that the final
report would made public by
the FAA. “This is not a blue-

Negligence Charged In
Deaths Of BlackYouths

GROESBECK, Texas (AP)
— A state grand jury has ac-
cused two deputies and a pro-
bation officer of criminally
negligent homicide in the
drownings of three black
teen-agers packed into a
small boat that had no' life
jackets or running lights.

The misdemeanor indict-
ment was handed down Tues-
day against Limestone Coun-
ty Deputy Sheriff Kenny
Elliott, reserve deputy Ken-
neth Archie, both 23, and
Limestone County probation
officer David Drummond, 32.

State District Judge P.K.
Reiter said he would set bond
for the three men today. If
convicted, each man faces a
maximum penalty of one
year in jail and a $2,000 fine.

The officers were indicted
in the June 19 deaths of Carl
Baker, 19, and Anthony
Freeinan, 18, both of Mexia,
and Steve Booker, 19, of
Dallas.

The trio, arrested during a
Juneteenth celebration for
alleged possession of mari-
juana, died when a 14-foot
boat the officers were using
to ferry the youths to a com-
mand post across Lake Mexia
capsized about 80 feet from
shore.

Juneteenth is a holiday in
Texas marking the day Texas
slaves learned of the Eman-
cipation Proclamation.

The panel accused the
three law officers of violating
the Texas Water Safety Act
by putting the victims into an
undersized motorboat that
had no safety equipment.

Testimony at a court of in-
quiry indicated the boat was
designed to safely carry from
500 to 600 pounds.

Elliott and Drummond,
both white, and Archie, a

, swam to safety when
boat flipped over just
before midnight on June 19.

Witnesses said the three
victims were handcuffed
when the boat overturned,
but an autopsy later showed

no_evidence that the men's

hands were bound.
Toxicology reports showed

no drugs in the bodies of
Booker or Freeman when
they drowned. A toxicological
examination of Baker has not
been completed.

Elliott, who has worked as
a dispatcher since the inci-
dent, declined comment
Tuesday on the charges. Both
he and Archie were sub-
poenaed to testify before the
grand jury. Drummond ap-
peared voluntarily.

Three other witnesses, in-

cluding a parolee supervised
by Drummond, a Texas Fish

.and Game ranger and the

Limestone County chief
parole officer, testified
before the grand jury.

The  jury questioned
witnesses for about seven
hours Tuesday, then
deliberated about an hour
and a half before issuing the
indictment.

Limestone County Sheriff
Dennis Walker said Archie
and Elliott will not remain on
duty. ‘‘Other than that, I have
no comment.”’ he said.

Limestone County Attorney
Patrick Simmons and Texas
assistant Attorney General
Gerald Carruth presented the
case to the grand jurors.

“I'm satisfied they (the
grand jurors) are satisfied,”
Simmons said afteér the in-
dictments were returned.

He said the jurors heard lit-
tle new information about the
drownings.

The panel spent the past
two weeks studying a
460-page transcript from a
court of inquiry conducted by
State District Judge P.K.
Reiter the week after the

Elliott and Archie both took
the Fifth Amendment during
the inquiry.

The drownings sparked a
storm of protest from minori-
ty groups who claimed the ar-
rests were racially
motivated. The Justice
Department said June 22 it
was investigating the drown-
ings at the request of the Na-
tional Association for the Ad-

‘Lost Will> Drag On

HOUSTON (AP) — No one
knows what key No. 47 opens.
It belonged to Howard
Hughes, and some would like
to think it could unlock the
“Lost Will"" they believe the
eccentric billionaire left
when he died.

The so-called Lost Will is
one of at least 40 documents
to surface since Hughes died
April 5, 1976, on an emergen-
cy medical flight from Mex-
ico to Houston. Most of them
already have been thrown out
by various courts.

Beneficaries of the Lost
Will which purportedly
leaves the bulk of the vast
estate to the Florida-based
Howard Hughes Medical In-
stitute — admit they have not
located an original copy.

They have only a tissue car-
bon copy. But they say a
mystery key, stampﬁ&l i VAN
and found among ghes’
personal effects, may open a
strongbox® somewhere that
contains the original.

Attorneys for Texas and
several cousins opposing the
Lost Will scoff at the notion,
saying there is no Lost Will.

The Howard Hughes
Medical Institute, a tax-
exempt research foundation
which owns the multi-billion-
dollar Hughes Aireraft Corp.,
unsuccessfully attempted to
probate its carbon copy will
in Califurnia and Nevada
courts

In Houston, Probate Judge
Pat Gregory, who ruled last
month that Hughes
without leaving a valid will,
swiftly rejected the pur-
ported will after HHMI failed
to identify two witnesses who
signed the will or another per-
son who had read it.

The Lost Will is neither
dated nor signed by Hughes,
but its beneficiaries say it is
probably about 55 years old
because they say it was found
along with a letter from his
lawyer dated May 30, 1925.

Within hours after his
death, an extensive search of
every place Hughes visited,
lived and worked was launch-
ed in efforts to find a will.

They found none, but sear-
chers uncovered an envelope
marked ‘“‘keys" in California
among some of the recluse’s
personal items. In the
envelope were two sets of
keys to safety deposit boxes.
All but one was identified.

And that remaining key,
labeled simply *'47," has led
to speculation by the holders
of the Lost Will that it could
open a lockbox somewhere
containing the original will,

Attorneys for Texas and
others contesting the Lost
Will say even if there were
‘such a will, HHMI still would
not be entitled to the estate,
worth from $180 million to $2
billion,

If the Lost Will is valid,
they say, the tycoon, must
have intended for his fortune
to go to the Howard Hughes
Medical
Laboratories, the organiza-
tion named in the will.

Although such an organiza-
tion was planned, it was
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never actually built.

“HHMI is a complete
stranger to the 1925 will, it is
not named in it and in fact

“If an applicator charges a
fee and sprays for the public,
he needs to cet a commercial
or non-commercial license,"

Brown said. ‘‘Certificates are .-

issued to individuals, not to a
farm, ranch or nursery. The
certificates are also valid in
New Mexico, Arkansas, Loui-
siana, Colorado and
Nebraska."

“In the Southeast, where

dry weather continued to
hinder growth of grasses,
conditions ranged from very
poor to fair,”” it said.
“Although some deteriora-
tion occurred during July in
the Pacific and Northern
Mountain regions, North
‘Dakota, Minnesota and
Wisconsin, pastures were still
in good-to-excellent condition
on Aug. 1.”

Generous rains in Kansas, _

lowa and Missouri ‘‘en-
couraged good growth’ last
month, leaving pastures in
mostly good-to-excellent
shape as of Aug. 1.

The pattern continued in
the Eastern Corn Belt and the
Northeast, the report said.

But Texas ranges and
pastures ‘‘deteriorated dur-

ing July as grasses suffered
from the effects of insects
and dry soils.” Dry weather
in the Southwest and Central
Mountain states left pastures
in “very poor to fair condi-
tion" as of Aug. 1.

Production of all hay this
year was estimated at about
137.8 million tons, up 5 per-
cent from 131.1 million in
1980. The acreage for cutting
is about the same as last year
— 59.4 million acres — but the
yield is up slightly to 2.32 tons
an acre from 2.21 last year.

Alfalfa output makes up
most of the total, estimated at
80.6 million tons, up 1 percent
from 79.9 million in 1980, The
average yield was put at 3.08
tons an acre, comared with
3.04 tons last year.

Production of all other hay
is estimated at 57.1 million
tons, up 12 percent from 51.2
million last year, with yields
forecast at 1.72 tons an acre,
compared with 1,54 tons in
1980.

Wisconsin is the biggest
hay producer — 11.2 million
tons estimated this year —
but the crop is a major item
in nearly all other states, par-
ticularly those where
livestock production is impor:
tant.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A

new analysis by the
Agriculture Department says
while relatively little

farmland is lost nationally
through increased surface
mining of coal, the supply and
quality of water may be af-
fected greatly.

The report, issued Monday,

‘estimated potential losses in

farm income from increased
strip mining at $16 million in
the coal regions of the coun-
try, less than 0.2 percent of
the $11 billion in farm income
from those regions in 1979.

The largest loss — accoun-
ting for some $10 million —
would be through expanded
strip mining in all or parts of
Kansas, Iowa, Missouri, Il-
linois, Indiana, Kentucky,
Arkansas and Oklahoma. .

In some areas, current uses
of water ‘‘may be severely
disturbed by coal develop-
ment,” the report said. Large
quantities of water are need-
ed for cooling coal-fired elec-
trical generating plants, as a
feedstock for converting coal
to gas and as a vehicle in
slurry pipeline transportation
of coal.

Y2 teaspoon ginger
Y4 teaspoon salt

Combine pineapple juice, oil,
vinegar, soy sauce, ginger and
salt in a small saucepan and
cook slowly 5 minutes. Cool.
Score flank steak in diamond
pattern (Y% inch deep), if de-
sired. Place steak in a plastic
bag and add marinade, turning
to coat. Tie bag securely, press-
ing out air, and marinate in re-
frigerator for 6 hours or over-
night, turning at least once.
Remove steak from marinade,
reserving marinade, and place
on grill top 3 to 4 inches over
ash-covered coals or on rack in
broiler pan. Broil steak 5 to 6
minutes, turn, brush with mari-

nade and broil second side 5 to

They had to
make an alphabet first and
are writing some stories
similar to Brier Rabbit for
the people to read. A primer
will be prepared and reading
will be taught by the churches
there.

Hollingsworth is studying

the ethnic music of the Mofu
people. The tape contained
some of the native music. The
people celebrate the planting
and reaping of the crops with
festivals where they sing and
dance. They also sing as they
beat the grain to thresh it.
Their main food is a dough
made of ground grain. After
the dough is cooked pieces
are dipped in a sauce and

eaten with the fingers.

The
members discussed their par-
ticipation in the upcoming
Town and Country Jubilee.
There.is to be a booth with
Mary Wyly, now of Canyon,
analyzing hand writing.

NEW YORK (AP) — After
tonight's last prime-time net-
work rerun, ‘‘Charlie’s
Angels” passes on to televi-
sion heaven,

We imagine this final
resting place will look a lot
like ‘‘Charlie’'s Angels':
beautiful women triumphing
over evil, split ends and
perspiration.

It's a milestone in
American television. The
public’s love affair with three
plainclothes cops is over,
although they will be popping
up in syndicated repeats. In

Aid isn’t always answer

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
would like to know about
fluid in the ears. I began to
be deaf after a cold and
cough three months ago
from which I have not yet
recovered.

My ear doctor says I have
fluid in the middle ear. He

* has inserted tubes which so

far have not helped. He tells
me I will hear again. How
long should it take? Is there
a possibility of permanent
deafness? Also, would a
hearing aid help?

DEAR READER — Hear-
ing can be affected by any-
thing wrong in the ear canal
before you get to the ear
drum to the points where tbe
brain receives and under-
stands sound. Not all hearinﬁ

roblems can be or shoul

solved with a hearing aid.
If a person has an ear canal
filled with wax the: proper
treatment is the removal of
the wax, not a hearing aid.
That is why an ear examina-
tion is important before any-
one is fitted with a hearing
aid.

When the ear drum is
affected or there is fluid in
the middle ear, these condi-
tions should be corrected.
They usually can be in time.
If the drum is relaxed or flu-
id is in the middle ear the
sound waves will not be
transmitted normally to the
inner ear and hearing is
affected.

DEAR DR. LAMB — |
gave up using an artificial
essert spread and a coffee
cream substitute because
they contain coconut oil and
I thought you said they con-
tained more cholesterol than
natural cream. Then I read
in one of your books that
sweetened coconut con-
tained no cholesterol. 1

would rather ue cream than
these artificial substitutes.
Or should I use one of the

lo{)bun products?
EAR READER — First,
let's clarify the problem

about coconut oil. It does not
contain cholesterol. BUT it

is almost 90 percent saturat-

ed fat.

The saturated fat, as
opposed to polyunsaturated
fat, is thought to increase
your body’s own tendency to
form cholesterol. That is
why coconut oil is not rec-
ommended by most heart
specialists.

Since cream contains less
saturated fat than coconut
oil you. are probably better
off using natural cream than
you are products made with
coconut oil.

And you can use one of the
milk substitutes, such as a
soybean product, but check
the ingredients on the label.
If the manufacturer has
started adding coconut oil or
“vegetable oil” that is not
identified, don’t use it. Find
a different product.

LAMB — I'd
like to know just what to
expect from a medical
examination.

A complete physical
examination d include
a pelvic examination in
women and a rectal exami-
nation in both men and
women over 40. After all,
prostate cancer is the third
most common cause of can-
cer deaths in men.

Laboratory tests should
tell you if your cholesterol is

in an optimal range. Most
people will not need an
exercise test, unless findings
on the medical examination
indicate it is wise to know

how the heart functions

under physical stress.

I would like all my read-
ers to realize that best
way to prevent and treat
almost any major illness is
to find it early or find the
factors that lead to such
illnesses early, and that
means regular medical
examinations.
