Some people try to shift
responsibility to the newspaper instead of re-
cognizing their own, branding the newspaper
as ** yellow sheet anyhow’’.

Most serious, perhaps, are those seli=ap-
pointed guardians of community welfare who
seek to Fappress news items in behalf of publie
interest. The newspaper, probably above all
sthers. is interested in the eommunity which
it serves. When it becomes necessary 1g hide
ecommunity cetivities from the community it-
gelf. the entire transaction is certainly question®

bls in the light of commiunity betterment, His-
tory has proven that suppression of news is
the first step toward a successful dietaturship.
No dictatorship in the world today tolerates a
free press. Community welfare and community
service should rank high in the standards of
any newspaper — but not higher than the very
tenets of democracy and Americanism.

A newspaper must have and follow rules

verning the character of the matter it pub.
E:luu in its news columns. The best rule we
know anything about is to print whatever has
news value, no matter who is coneerned in it,
without fear or favor, We aim to print all of the
news that is fit to print, just as we aim to make
our paper worth the subscription price and our
advertising worth the space rate.

“The Brand, like anyynewspaper, will fail
at times due to liek #information’ or know
ledge and at other times possibly through lack
of good judgement. But never, we hope, shall
we fail through lack of courage, "

The other two judiciary
i amendments propose (1) to re-
move neecssity for jurles in
unacy trials and (2) to allow
the legislaturs to pass laws pro-
viding excepilons to the require-
ments that distrigt judges hold
all procezdings in the county
seal where a case is pending.

Women jury service was the
victim of long and loud debate
and filibuster in the legislature.
The amendment provides that
persons should neither be de-
nled nor excused from jury ser-
vice because of their sex.

Opponents hang to the time-
tested, arguments that a ‘'wom-
an’s place is in the home, that
few court houses have facili-
tles for women jurors, and that
the so-called weaker sex should
be protected from the sordid-
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‘ncss of criminal trials.

If there is any
ceriminal offense involved, trial
by jury would also still be re-
quired.

Proponents contend that men-
tal illness itself is no erime
and that Texas is the only
state holding to the mandatory
jury trial procedure. Opponents
cling to the concept of trial by
jury no matter what the ques-
tion.
