The arms talks in Vienna, on the
periphery of a 35nation Helsinki
review conference, focused on the
tentative agreements between
Reagan and Gorbachev to reduce
nuclear weapons and the dispute
over Star Wars, which sidetracked
an accord in Reykjavik.

In addition, U.S. and Soviet arms
control experts discussed the details
of all three arms control areas —
long range missiles, intermediate-
range missiles in. Europe and space-
based defenses at a three-hour
working session that ran into the ear-
ly hours of today

progress, Shevardnadze agreed to
consider a proposal by Shultz that
U.S. and Soviet experts meet when
regular U.S.-Soviet arms control

negotiations in Geneva are in recess.
The current round winds up next
week. The talks are not scheduled to
resume until JaSuary.
“We’ll keep at it,”” Shultz said.

Farm groups differ over prospects
of Democratic controlled Senate

WASHINGTON (AP) Two
powerful farm groups differ on
whether the Democratic takeover of

the Senate will mean serious moves
to overhaul federal commodity pro-
grams designed last year by Con-
gress to help wean producers from
government supports.

Robert J. Mullins, chief lobbyist
for the National Farmers Union,
says the Senate's 5545 Democratic
majority will bring *‘a change in at-
mosphere’’ for farm legislation when
Congress convenes in January.

“They’'re going to be much more
receptive to some changes for farm
policy, rather'than just cutting price
— which we expect the administra-
tion to propose again,” Mullins said
Wednesday in an interview. *'I would
think that some supply-management
ideas would probably get a better
hearing."

But John Lewis of the American
Farm Bureau Federation’s
Washington office said there was “‘no
clear mandate” in Tuesday's voting.
“I don’t think there'll be significant
changes” in U.S. farm programs, he
said.

The federation supported the ad-
ministration's drive on Capitol Hill
last year for ‘‘market-oriented’’ pro-
grams aimed at reducing commodity
price supports so that U.S. wheat,
corn and other crops would be more
competitive in world trade.

Farm exports are at a’'nine-year
low and are cited as a major reason
for depressed prices and sagg
farm income. ¢

Senate Agriculture Committee is
Sen. Patrick J. Leahy, D-Vt

lLewis said Leahy would maintain
a strong voice for dairy farmers as
chairman, as Helms has for tobacco
Mostly, however, Lewis said he
thought Leahy would not interfere in
committee development of other pro-
grams.

“I don't see any evidence of a real
farm revolt, except in the two
Dakotas,”” Lewis said, referring to
the defeat of Republican in-
cumbents, Sens. Mark Andrews of
North Dakota and James Abdnor of
South Dakota. ‘I certainly don't see
it as a mandate for Senator Harkin's
mandatory control legislation.”

Before adjourning this fall, a dozen
Senate and House Democrats, in-
cluding Sen. Tom Harkin, D-lowa,
unveiled a plan to move away from
the ‘‘misguided conception’ of the
1985 law toward supply management
of U.S. crop production, including in-
creases in federal price supports.

Agriculture Secretary Richard E.
Lyng contends that despite the
record subsidy costs of the current
programs the 1985 law should be
given a chance to restore U.S. com-
petitiveness in the global export
market. Some fine-tuning, however,
might be needed, he said.

Orville L. Freeman, president of
the non-profit, privately supported
Agriculture Council of America, said
he thinks Congress will embark on
“‘an enhanced export drive” and will
recognize a need to use more effec-
tively the provisions of the 1985 law,
including the Food for Peace alloca-
tion of U.S. commodities.

Freeman was secretary of
agriculture in the Kennedy-Johnson
era of the 1960s. As head of the coun-
cil, Freeman is committed to
strengthening the U.S. farm export
position.

“I think we're going to see a Con-
gress now quite militant and quite in-
sistent that the tools at hand are used
more effectively, and that there will
be oversight studies and hearings

which will look in great detail as to
what has and hasn't happened about
exports,”” Freeman said in a
telphone interview from his
Washington office.

“Where American agriculture is
concerned, a rise in protectionism is
a great danger and must be faced
and overcome,'’ he said.

Democrats retain 17 of Texas' seats

DALLAS (AP) — Despite efforts
by both Republicans and Democrats
to target specific incumbents for
defeat, voters returned all 26 of
Texas' congressmen to Washington
and kept the party balance intact.

The Democrats re-elected 10 con-
gressmen in contested races and
placed seven unopposed represen-
tatives in the 100th Congress. The
GOP retained a seat that had been
vacated by Rep. Tom Loeffler and
saw all nine of its incumbents gain
re-election. :

U.S. House Majority Leader Jim
Wright was among the winners Tues-
day, along with three Democrats tag-
ged by the GOP as too liberal for
their constituents.

Wright, D-Fort Worth, handily
beat Republican challenger Don
McNiel, an Alvarado businessman.
Complete returns showed Wright
winning with 69 percent of the vote.

The expected successor to Thomas
P. “Tip" O'Neill as House speaker
when Congress convenes in January,

Wright said the budget deficit, the
trade deficit and the war on drugs
will top his list of priorities in Con-
gress.

Wright called the trade deficit
“one of our most serious problems,
undercutting industrial strength and
drying up American jobs."”

Freshmen GOP Reps. Mac
Sweeney of Wharton and Joe Barton
of Ennis, tagged as vulnerable by
Democrats hoping to expand the par-
ty's share of the delegation, escaped
with second terms, although both
were given a scare.

In the 14th district, Sweeney won
with 52.4 percent of the vote over
Democrat Greg Laughlin, an at-
torney from West Columbia.

Although Barton and Fort Worth
lawyer Pete Geren were neck and
neck for much of the evening, Barton
won with 55.6 percent of the vote in
the 6th district, which until recently

incumbent Democrats as out of touch
with their constituents failed to win
over voters.

Rep. John Bryant of Dallas won re-
election to the 5th district over Tom
Carter, garnering 59 percent.
Veteran Rep. J.J. ““Jake” Pickle of
Austin trounced former Austin
Mayor Carole Keeton Rylander with
72 percent of the vote in the 10th
district, and Ron Coleman of El Paso
captured the 16th district with 66 per-
cent of the vote over GOP challenger
Roy Gillia.

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Texas reports poor tournout

AUSTIN (AP) — Almost 47 percent of Texas’ registered voters
showed up at the polls on election day, slightly higher than state of-
ficials' predictions.

With 99 percent of the state’s precincts reporting, 3,413,029 of
7,287,173 registered voters had cast ballots in the governor’'s race
Tuesday.

Secretary of State Myra McDaniel had predicted a 44 percent tur-
nout. Gov. Mark White, defeated by Republican former Gov. Bill
Clements, had talked about the possibility of a 50 percent turnout.

In 1982, when White ousted Clements, 3.2 million votes were cast in
the gubernatorial race on a rainy Election Day across the state. That
represented a 50 percent turnout.

In 1984, when President Reagan carried Texas over Democrat
Walter Mondale, 5.3 million ballots were cast in a 68 percent turnout.

Regional reports from Tuesday's election showed varied turnout
around the state. In the Panhandle, where Clements pulled 63.79 per-
cent of the vote, total turnout was 50.6 percent.

In North Central Texas, where Clements gathered 56.39 percent,
total turnout was 48.6 percent.

Traditionally Democratic East Texas also went for Clements, giv-
ing him 50.98 percent of the vote in a 43.52 percent turnout.

Upper Gulf counties reported a turnout of 45.67 percent, and gave
White 50.28 percent of the vote.

In South Texas, where White hoped to build a big lead, the incum-
bent had 51.41 percent of the vote in a 42.64 percent turnout.

Clements edged White in Central Texas, where the turnout was
92.85 percent, and the GOP challenger won big in West Central Texas
by taking 64.22 percent of the vote in a 52.29 percent turnout.

In West Texas, there was a 43.29 percent turnout with Clements
taking almost 56 percent of that vote.
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White House backed Hasenfus flight

WASHINGTON (AP) — The C-123K cargo plane shot down a
month ago while flying supplies to Nicaraguan Contra rebels was
part of a secret White House-initiated program that relied on ex-
intelligence operatives to circumvent a ban on U.S. military aid, ac-
cording to sources involved in the effort.

The White House operation began in early 1984 when President
Reagan approved a plan to replace CIA assistance to the rebels with
help from Americans outside the government and from U.S. military
allies, current and former administration officials and Contra
leaders say.

The operation has come in for renewed attention now that Eugene
Hasenfus, the C-123K's cargo handler who parachuted from the
plane and was captured, has been put on trial in Managua.

Although aspects of the White House program had been disclosed
previously, the Oct. 5 crash of the arms-laden aircraft in southern
Nicaragua revealed a previously secret supply network using
American pilots and operating out of El Salvador’s military airfield
at Tlopango.

Sources both inside the supply network and the administration
said U.S. officials played at least a supporting role in the operation
— placing the ex-CIA operative who directed the flights st Ilopango
and helping to coordinate the flow of supplies. The sources discussed
the U.S.role only on condition they not be named.

Administration officials have denied responsibility for the flight
and professed ignorance about who was behind it.

Elliott Abrams, assistant secretary of state for Latin America,
told Congress last month that it would be “‘inappropriate” to in-
vestigate the supply operation, which he described as a ‘‘private in-
itiative ... not organized, directed or financed by the U.S. govern-
ment.”

““I'think today is the first day of a new political era when we try to
figure out what happens in post-Reagan,"” he said.

Freed hostage prepares to go home

WIESBADEN, West Germany (AP) — David Jacobsen, given a
clean bill of health after 17 months of captivity in Lebanon, spends a
final quiet day with his children in West Germany today before they
all head home.

“They are scheduled to leave on Friday,” Air Force spokesman
Jeffery Mulcahy told reporters today.

He said the family planned a tranquil day.

Doctors, after completing three days of examinations at a U.S. Air
Force hospital in Wiesbaden, said Wednesday that Jacobsen, 55, suf-
fered no major health problems during his captivity.

However, the physicians said they had recommended the Hun-
tingdon Beach, Calif., native have routine follow-up tests after going
home.

Jacobsen was kidnapped in Beirut, Lebanon, on May 28, 1985,
while on his way to work as director of the American University
Hospital there.,

His Shiite Moslem kidnappers released him Sunday, and he arriv-
ed the next day in Wiesbaden. He was accompanied by Anglican
Church envoy Terry Waite, who has been working for the release of
Westerners held captive in Lebanon.

Air Force officials said that Jacobsen's three grown children,
Eric, Paul and Diane Duggan, spent Wednesday with their spouses
touring sites near Wiesbaden, a Rhine River city.

On Tuesday, Jacobsen spoke to reporters from a hospital balcony
draped with American flags after being reunited with his family.

A hospital loudspeaker system played a song titled “When The
Word Comes,” a ballad about homecoming that was written and
recorded by Jacobsen's sons Eric and Paul in 1985.

Asked why Jacobsen sometimes appeared to ramble, talking
about everything from the U.S. Congress to baseball games, Col.
Charles K. Maffet, the hospital’s director, said that was ‘‘perfectly
normal” in a just-released hostage.

‘“His remarks are very consistent with anyone returning from a
captive situation,” the hospital director said. ‘‘He likes to talk and
wants to talk, because he hasn't been able to do that.”

“Things that you and I might consider trivial are very important
(to him). He spent 17 months worrying about life-and-death situa-
tions, and today the World Series is important to him,”" Maffet said.

The Fort Washington, Pa.-based
company sold millions of bottles of
apple-flavored sugar water labeled
as pure apple juice to avoid losing
$3.5 million it spent on what it knew
was phony concentrate, the indict-
ment said.

Beech-Nut blamed suppliers for
misrepresenting the concentrate and
said in a statement that it was not
able to detect the counterfeit juice at
the time.

*“The issues in the federal case are
technical and hinge on whether or
not the Beech-Nut employees had
sufficient knowledge about the sup-
plier’s product,” the statement said.

The counterfeit juice, sold from
1978 to 1983, was not believed to be a
health hazard and no more is on the
market, said U.S. Attorney Andrew
Maloney. “‘I understand it looked like
apple juice, tasted like apple juice
and it may have done nutritionally
many of the things that apple juice
does, but it wasn’t apple juice.”

However, he said the Food and
Drug Administration could not rule
out the possibility that a potential
risk to consumers existed.

On Sept. 1, 1982, the concentrate
was moved to San Juan, Puerto Rico,
and elsewhere and sold, the indict-
ment said.

The company shipped the phony
juice to 20 states, Puerto Rico, the
Virgin Islands and five fereign coun-
tries, it said.

Hoyvald and Lavery denied the
charges, the company said. Com-
pany attorney John S. Martin had no
other comment.

Bidding war waged for

Miami-Penn State matchup

DALLAS (AP) — The Florida
Citrus Bowl and the Sunkist Fiesta
Bowl launched a bidding war for a
New Year's Day national champion-
ship game between No. 1 Miami and
No. 2 Penn State, The Dallas Morn-
ing News reported in today’s edi-
tions.

Each bowl is offering a $2.6 million
package, the newspaper reported

The Citrus Bowl committee decid-
ed Wednesday to offer each team $2.4
million and free hotel space in Orlan-
do, Fla. The accommodations added
$200,000 to the offer.

The newspaper attributed the
report to unnamed bowl sources.

The Fiesta Bowl, played in Tempe,
Ariz., will offer each team as much
as $2.6 million, including $200,000 in
travel costs. The Fiesta Bowl is con-
sidering guaranteeing the money
even if one of the teams loses a game
after this weekend.

Bruce Skinner, executive director
of the Fiesta Bowl, said it appeared
that the Fiesta and Citrus were the
top contenders for a Penn Stale-
Miami matchup.

“I think it's a 50-50 proposition,"
Skinner said. **“We'll just have to wait
and see.”

The negotiations are under way
Iwo weeks before bowl invitations of-
ficially can be tendered on Nov. 22.

Miami was leaning to the Fiesta
Bowl because it initially was willing
to match the $2.4 million offered by
the Orange Bowl.

The Citrus Bowl originally offered
$2.2 million, but then decided to
sweelen the deal with free hotel
roums, the newspaper reported.

One of the keys to the Citrus deal
was a renegotiation of television
advertising rates. Originally, com-
mercials for the national telecast
cost $40,000 per minute. But with the
prospect of a national championship
game, the Citrus Bowl asked its
advertisers for $75,000 a minute in
exchange for higher ratings that the
game would probably produce.

Seaver, who turns 42 this month,
was acquired by Boston from the
Chicago White Sox in a trade June 29,
He had a 7-13 record last season, in-
cluding a 5-7 mark with Boston.

The Red Sox did not exercise their
option on Seaver for the 1987 season,
in which he would have been paid
$1,125,000 under his original con-
tract. Instead, Seaver's lawyer, Bob
Lawrence, and Boston General
Manager Lou Gorman worked out an
amendment to his contract that
allowed Seaver to file for free agency
and permits the Red Sox to sign him
at any time.

Instead, the Astros won nearly 100
and became the National league
West champions, And on Wednesday,
Lanier became the first rookie Lo be
named the NL. Manager of the year

“It was a great year for the team,
and a great year for me,"" he said

Lanier received the award one day
bhefore he was to start a belated
honeymoon to Fiji. He and his wife,
Mary, were married in the spring

Lanier received 19 of a possible 24
first-place votes in balloting by the
Baseball Writers Association of
America. Davey Johnson, who
managed the World Series champion
New York Mets to a victory over the
Astros in the NL playoffs, was se-
cond with three first-place voles
Roger Craig of the San Francisco
Giants got the two other first-place
votes and finished third

The voting by two writers in each
league city was done before the
playoffs. Five points were awarded
for a first-place vote, three points for
second and one point for third

Lanier finished with 108 points to 62
for Johnson, 42 for Craig, three for
John Felske of the Philadelphia
Phillies and one for Jim Leyland of
the Pittsburgh Pirates

Lanier had been a coach for St
lLouis for five years before Houston
hired him after the 1985 season, one
in which the Cardinals used pitching
and an aggressive style to win the NL
pennant. Lanier took over a Houston
team that in 1985 finished tied for
third in the division with an 83-79
record, 12 games behind the cham-
pion Los Angeles Dodgers.

State law says the game belongs to
Lhe people of Texas but the division
of land is considerably less
equitable. What most Texas hunters
wind up doing is paying a lease fee,
or trespass fee, to hunt their deer on
sornieone else's property. That fee
may range from $100 to several thou-
sand dollars.

“About 30 percent of the Texas
white-tailed deer occur in Central
Texas,” says Gore. “That's also
where about 30 percent of the hunting
Lakes place. The second most impor-
tant geographic region is the piney
woods of East Texas. The brush
country of South Texas is third. Two
hundred thirty-six of the state's 254
counties have some Kkind of deer
season."”’

By a long shot, Texas Texas has
more deer than any other state, its
herd being estimated at 3.7 million
animals. Hunters take about 10 per-
cent of the deer each year, but Gore
and other biologists would like to see
that harvesl at about 20 percent

There are too many deer on a lot

of the Texas range,” notes Gore

“The bag limit is lenient enough to
allow enough deer to be killed. Under
the present system, a hunter can
legally take as many as four deer,
but very few of them kill more than
one

“What we have is a situation where
a few hunters will lease a sizeable
piece of property for the entire
season and not hunt more than two
weeks. We did a survey in the
eastern Hill Country that showed the
average 1,000-acre lease supported
10 hunters. Those 10 hunters, on the
average, killed nine deer a year
six bucks and three does

Now, most 1,000-acre places in

that part of the state suport 80 to 90
deer, so the potential is there for a lot
more hunting recreation. 1 suspect
there are 200,000 to 300,000 hunters in
Texas who simply don't have a place
to hunt. It's going Lo be up to lan-
downers to solve the situation,
maybe by leasing their property for
half the different
groups of hunters

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DR. GOTT

DEAR DR. GOTT — I began to lose
my hair, and also became impotent.
Doctors told me that it was all in my
head and that I needed a psychiatrist,
that it was caused by a problem be-
tween my wife and me, etc. Then 1
found out that the medication I was
taking was the culprit. Why don't doc-
tors believe their patients?

DEAR READER — This is a good
question. The answer depends on how
far you want to generalize about the
medical profession. Some doctors
simply don’t listen to their patients;
these practitioners are not good doc-
tors, in my opinion. Nonetheless,
many perfectly capable physicians
sometimes don’t listen to their pa-
tients. There are many reasons for
this; I suppose they all boil down to
the fact that doctors are human and
make misjudgments. Good doctors
who sometimes fail to listen carefully
to their patients usually regret their
lapses. What may have seemed to be a
straightforward case of imagined ill-
ness suddenly becomes an unusual
disease- (that the doctor didn't think
of) or a side effect of medication (that
the doctor didn't know of or forgot
about)

[ believe that the prudent practitio-
ner must always assume that a pa-
tient’s complaints are bona fide and
real. If the doctor is unable to discov-
er an appropriate cause of the com-
plaints, he or she has the responsibil-
ity of referring the patient to another
doctor, This is why there are special-
ists physicians and surgeons who
are trained in dealing with specific
diseases or specific organ systems.

As a general rule, doctors try to do
a good job and provide service. Physi-
clans who are not comfortable listen-
ing to their patients (and giving them
the benefit of the doubt) probably
should seek other lines of work. Pa-
tients could help them with that deci-
sion by making tracks to the kind of
doctor who does listen

DEAR DR. GOTT — Does having a
tubal ligation have any effect on
weight gain?

DEAR READER No. Weight
gain after gynecological surgery is al-
most always due to diet: The woman
consumes more calories than she
burns up

DEAR-DR. GOPT -« A recent test
showed that my urine had a urobilino-
gen level of 8, a small amount of bili-
rubin and a specific gravity of 1.030
All other values were normal. Is this
something | should investigate?

DEAR READER Yes,  you
should. There are traces of bile in
your urine, which could indicate liver
biockage or liver disease. In my opin-
1on. you need a thorough medical ex-
amination and blood tests. Ask your
doctor’s opinion about this

DEAR DR. GOTT — I've been diag-
nosed as having mixed connective-tis-
sue disease, and I find that it's almost
impossible to get any information
about it. Could you tell me something
about this strange disease?

DEAR READER — Connective tis-
sue 1s tissue that supports and joins
body parts together. Connective tis-
sue disease can affect any of the sup-
porting structures in the body. In-
flammatory arthritis, lupus,
scleroderma, eye disease, muscle and
bone ahnormalities and heart ail-
ments are common mamfestatlons of
connective-tissue disease

To a large degree, the treatment of
your disease depends on its severity
and which organs are affected. In gen-

eral, some connective-tissue diseases
are untreatable; others can be treated
with medicine, such as cortisone.

Some doctors
just don’t listen

I believe that your own doctor is
your most reliable source of informa-
tion. Ask him or her to give you a thor-
ough explanation of your particular
condition.

DEAR DR. GOTT — Can a person
live without sleeping? If one doesn't
get enough sleep, what parts of the
body are harmed?

DEAR READER — People cannot
live without sleeping. Sleep depriva-
tion causes brain malfunction, poor
judgment, hallucinations. and altered
behavior, as well as just plain fatigue
Although there appears to be no hard-
and-fast rule about how much sleep a
person needs, most people require an
average of six to eight hours per day
in order to function normally.

DEAR DR. GOTT — Somewhere |
read that if a child has polio, she gives
immunization to any children born to
her. Is this true? I had it in 1918 and
have four girls.

DEAR READER — A mother's im-
mune proteins are passed on to her
newborn children. However, the pro-
tection lasts only a few weeks at best
The mother’s gift of temporary im-
munity is short-lived;, the baby must
develop its own permanent immunity
to various diseases by experiencing
the natural infection or by being im-
munized with vaccines.

1 might add that babies are suscep-
tible to certain infections that ordi-
narily do not cause serious adult dis-
ease. In addition, mothers who are
carriers of some diseases (or who
have only partial immunity to them)
can infect their babies during the
birth process or immediately
thereafter

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Chaplains adapt to brave new world

HOUSTON (AP) In a day of
technological breakthroughs,
hospital chaplains say they are also
journeying through the medical fron-
tier.

The modern hospital chaplain no
longer can be content solely to reach
out and lend comfort to people suffer-
ing in illness, injury and sorrow,
Houston chaplains say they have
become ethicists, too, offering the in-
sight and values that religion gives to
complex medical dilemmas

“We are having to help people
learn how to make choices,” said
Chaplain Tom Cole, director of
pastoral care for Memorial Hospital
System. The choices are ex-
cruciatingly difficult ;

How long does a wife keep her
comatose hushand alive with a
respirator or other life support
systems, when there 1s no hope for a
recovery? Does advanced medical
technology only go to people who are
able to foot the bill through their own
wealth or insurance coverage” How
does one choose who should receive
organ transplants when there aren’t
enough donors to meet the demand’

Today's chaplains are trying to
transfer their seminary training in
ethics to the complexities of
biomedical ethics, a burgeoning field
spawned by advancing
technology in the past decade

Three of Houston's
chaplains reflected on how
dramatically medical technology
has changed their professions

They say there aren't clear-cut
simple solutions to complex
blems posed by technology. But they
believe religious values can play an
important part in helping medical
professionals and ultimately patients
and their loved ones to make impor
tant decisions

religion,”” said Chaplain Juli an Byrd

uca-

director of pastoral care and ¢
tion at Hermann Hospital. The long-
range dimension of religion helps to
balance the tensions between quality
and quantity of life in the here-and

now, said Byrd, a United Methodist
mimster

Chaplains help communicate these
religious values by being part of

hospital ethics committees, which in-
clude lawyers, administrators, doc-
tors, nurses and other health profes-
sionals. Byrd, for example, is chair-
man of Hermann Hospital's ethics
comimittee.

A chaplain adds the dimension of a
“theistic ethic' to the competing
value of a “humanistic ethic,” said
Cole, a Southern Baptist. The former
evallates life as a gift of God; the
latter as a commodity, Cole says.

““The chaplain is going to hold out
for some means for everyone to be
cared for, not to put people on a
scale,”" he said.

The reality, however, is that "‘we
do know that we do have to pick and
choose,” Cole said. “‘But chaplains
can help the medical world push
toward the ultimate goal that all peo-
ple will receive the medical care that
they need.”

Chaplain Elton L. Stephenson of
Methodist Hospital recalled the early

days of organ transplants in
Houston
In the late 1960s at Metholdist

Hospital, the heart was removed
from a young boy who was ‘“‘brain
dead."” But his heart was still beating
before the surgery

‘Our nurses were all uptight,”
Stephenson recalled. They wondered
if the boy still had a chance for
recovery. A neurologist assured
Stephenson that there was no chance
the boy would recover so that his
brain would become active

Although chaplains have a role in
decision-making, the final decisions
are made by doctors, said Stephen-
son, who supervises two chaplains at
Methodist Hospital. Chaplains must
resist the temptation to consider they
are “‘pseudo-experts’’ on medicine,
psychology or other disciplines out-
side of religion. Stephenson said
chaplains must be ready to tell pa-
tients “"Ask your doctor’’ about
medical questions

Stephenson, 63, a United Methodist
munister, said he has been a chaplain
at Methodist Hospital for 35 years, a
longer tenure than any other current
chaplain in Houston. Although ad-
vancing medical procedures and
technology have brought major
changes to the chaplain’s role, the
basic thrust of the work remains the

same.

That purpose is to show an interest
in patients: to console and comfort
them during traumatic times. That
means putting patients’ interests
first, and trying to meet their needs,
Stephenson said. Those actions
range from making sure patients get
the little things they need from the
store to praying with them for

recovery. About half the patients he
visits want a chaplain to pray with
them.

"“They still feel like they can trust a
minister,” Stephenson said. ““They
seem Lo gel some comfort out of the
fact that the minister is there to help
them in the midst of the decision-
making.”

One-fourth of children live
with only one parent

WASHINGTON (AP) Single
parents mostly women — now
head more than one out of every four
families with children, according to
a new Census Bureau study which
also found that a majority of black
families have only one parent

‘Single parents accounted for 26
percent of all family groups with
children under 18 years old in 1985, a
proportion twice as large as in 1970,”
the Bureau said.

Single-parent families increased 27
percent between 1980 and 1985. Even
though that rate was down con-
siderably from the 49 percent jump
in single-parent families that occur-
red between 1970 and 1975, the
Bureau considers the growth ‘‘one of
the most significant changes in fami-
ly composition over the past 15
years."'

Divorce, separation and
widowhood are the leading factors in
creating these families, the Bureau
said, but, *“The proportion of single
parents who are mothers who have
never been married has increased
dramatically."

Dr. Harriet P. McAdoo of Howard
University in Washington pointed out
that young people postponing mar-
riage, and the growing divorce rate,
are helping create more one-parent
families

As a result, *Children are being
raised by their mothers for a signifi-
cant number of years of their lives,”
said McAdoo, a professor in the
university's Department of Social
Work

In addition to the number of
divorces and separated women,

there is a large number of out-of-
wedlock pregnancies among bolh
black and white women, she said in a
telephone interview.

That was borne out by a separate
Census Bureau report on fertilit)
issued last June, which found 20
percent of white births and 74.5 per-
cent among blacks last year wer:
out-of-wedlock. %

A variety of reasons were cited !
the time, including the lessening
stigma in recent years for women
who have children on their own.

Researchers at The Urban In-
stitute suggested that young wome:
are no longer rushing into wedlock
once they become pregnant, but a
giving consideration to their future
— including whether the father i:
good husband material and how ma:
riage will affect their education and
economic outlook.

The new report, ‘“Household and
Family Characteristics: March
1985,"" found that of 33.4 million fam-
ly groups with children, 8.8 million
26.3 percent — were headed by a
single parent.

That's up from 12.9 percent single-
parent families in 1970.

Some 60.1 percent of black families
with children were maintained by a
single parent, the study said, up from
35.7 percent in 1970. For whites, 20 8
percent had one parent, more tha:
double the 10.1 percent of 1970.

The overwhelming majority
single-parent families are headed b)
women, accounting for 4.9 million of
the 5.7 million white single-parent
families, and 2.6 million of the 2.3

U.S. Air
Force doctors said Wednesday that
Jacobsen suffered no major medical
problems from his 17 months in cap
tivity and could leave whenever he
wanted

DALLAS (AP) — The economic
misfortune of the oil patch translated
into bad times at the polls for
Democratic candidates in the
Southwest, and Republicans, riding
the tide of voter discontent, made
one of their strongest showings in
years.

Of nine gubernatorial and U.S.
Senate races in the Southwest on
Tuesday, Republicans waltzed away
with six offices. Before Tuesday, the
GOP held only two of the nine.

In the oil states — New Mexico,
Texas, Oklahoma and Louisiana —
the balance of power shifted almost
as quickly as petroleum prices have
plunged this year.

Republicans captured governors’
mansions in Texas, Oklahoma and
New Mexico, retained an Oklahoma
Senate seat and narrowly lost a Loui-
siana Senate race. Before the
balloting, Democrats controlled four
of five.

“I think elections are frequently
the result of economic forces,”” Bob
Brischetto, director of the Southwest
Voter Research Institute in San An-
tonio, Texas, said Wednesday. “If
you look at the Republican governors
now, they sort of sweep across the
Southwest."

Democrats had tried to pin the
region’s downturn on President
Reagan's opposition to an oil import
fee, which could raise prices for
domestic producers. Instead,
analysts said, voters opted to try
changing the guard as an economic
remedy.

In 1982, while the state was in a
recession, Democrat Mark White
knocked Republican Bill Clements
out of the Texas governor's office.
Oil sold for $32 a barrel and
unemployment stood at 7.9 percent.

Tuesday, with oil at $15 a barrel,
unemployment in Texas up to 9 per-
cent, and the economy even worse
off, Clements tossed White out of
Austin.

*“The tough economic times played
right into Clements’ hands this

time,”” Jack Martin, an Austin
businessman and veteran political
observer, told The Dallas Morning
News after Clements won by a 53-46
margin.

In New Mexico, Garrey Carruthers
recorded the largest victory in the
state ever by a Republican guber-
natorial candidate by pledging ‘“‘a
new beginning."

The state has had to tighten its
fiscal belt because of the drop in oil
revenue. And Democratic candidate
Ray Powell was tagged with the bag-
gage of incumbent Toney Anaya
who may not succeed himself. -

Powell conceded Tuesday night
that ‘‘New Mexicans want a change
in state government and they are en-
titled to have it.”

This election, Clinton said, ‘‘was a
mandate for more schools, better
jobs and a brighter future for our
state. ...

In Arizona, Republicans captured

governor and senator, Bill Clinton
and Dale Bumpers, held on for re-
election wins. Clinton, the first man
since Orval Faubus to be given 10
years in the governor’s mansion,
beat Republican Frank White for the
second time in three races between

Republican Henry Bellmon, a
former two-time senator, will take
over the gubernatorial reins in
Oklahoma after defeating Democrat
David Walters in an acrimonious
campaign in the oil-ravaged state.

Bellmon won with a plurality of 47
percent, to about 45 for Walters and
nearly 8 percent for two in-
dependents. Walters urged his
followers to support Bellmon. “‘Let’s
attack problems together,’ he said.

Freshman Republican Sem Don
Nickles won re-election with 54 per-
cent of the vote, turning back seven-
term Democratic Rep. James R.
Jones.

In Louisiana, which has led the na-
tion in unemployment at times this
last year, 63 percent of the voters
turned out to give Democratic Rep.
John Breaux a Senate victory over
strong Republican opposition, keep-
ing the office held by Sen. Russell
Long in Democratic hands.

Breaux, the only oil patch
Democrat to win a major race, rode
a traditional Louisiana Democratic
tide of black and Cajun support to
victory and immediately said that in
Washington he’d work for an oil im- |
port fee.
